BEAR IN HANNIBAL YARDS.

Employes of the Pnclflc Express Com-
pany Go ou mi I'nwlllliiir Hunt

for II Ik Game.
A big black bear escaped from Its cage

on the Union depot platform last night and
a genuine panic among the people who
were there at the time resulted. The bear,
with its compinion, was brought to this
citj on the Missouri Pacific train from
Om ilia at 10.13, and escape while the ex-
press men were transferring it to the Pa-
cific express office at the lower end of the
depot annex.

is exceedingly rich In effects that have
been bejonel the reach or bejonel the re-

gard of most of our comic opera writers of
recent jears While he doe- - not hesitate to
Illustrate a tnvlility or a bit of burlesque
by appioprlate digressions from his uccus-tomc- el

sincerity, he preserve- - a high order
of musical tre itment throughout bis score.
Several of his choruses are especially effec-
tive, airf be has writteiii three or four melo-
dies, a duet, and one sextette of striking
Lc.iUtv.

It h is been a long time since Mr. hmlth
has done himself so much credit as In
writing this libretto. His subject is a good
one for comic opera treatment, and he has
followed it with superior wit, rarely de-

scending to the die lp st j Ie of comedy that
has been doled out to our operatic stars
with such extravagance. Hi-- general work
is of sueli high order that the few "topical
verses that find place in the opera,altliougn
they meet with favor, seem distinctively
incongruous.

We no longer expect Mr. B irmbee to de-

light us with the admirable voice that
served him nnd helped to popularize him
in the old d lj s, but w e do expect him to be
continuously amusing when he occupies the
stage, and In this expectation there Is
no inconsistenej. for, like Joseph Jeffer-
son, so long as he chooses to plav a part
he can make us laugh.

Mr. MacDonalil Is singing better thin
when he last sang on the Coates stage',
even It his voice has lost the ring of ten
jears ago.

There was a particularly hearty welcome
for Mr. Cowles. whose first number, with
chorus, a spirited song, full of dash and
color, is a particul irlj happv-- medium for
the display of his splendid voice and
hcalthv stvle. There Is no other American
basso in light opera with possibilities so
interesting as those ahead of this singer,
it he chooses to extend his studies and
round himself Into the requirements of
grand opera. Th it ho should have been so
long content w ith his present field has long
been a surprise to his admirers, for he
ought to bo a ereat artist, singing great

Mrs' Davis is another member of this in-

teresting organization who might have
climbed the heights. Mrs. Davis overtops
the requirements of light opera, and while
it is aivvajs a delight to hear her superb
voice in the popular bills ot the Rostonians.
there is the somewhat disappointing re-
flection that she might hav e been a second

if she had had the ploddirg energj-o-f

Nordiea. for example. She has a good
share of tho best things in the new opera,
the gem of her songs being "The Angelus,"
in the second act.

Mr. Frothingham has a low comedy part
that suits him well and ho get- - the big-
gest laugh in the opera when, disguised as
the mother sunenor. In a moment of spir-
ited expostul ition against the frowning
presence of an old flintlock pistol, he or-
ders the "damned thing" awav. Miss Bart-
lett has a verj small part in the new opera.

But in estimating tho strength ot the
present engagement ot the Bostonians. one
must take Into consideration the presence
in the east of Miss Alice Nielsen, the new
prima donna soprano, who is a Kansas
CItjan. coming home in triumph, as it were.
Miss Nielsen has not been heard in Kansas
Citv since she sang In the amateur pre-
sentation of "Chanticleer," an opera writ-
ten bj an amateur composer and an am

librettist. Since then she has bail
fruitful experience with an operatic stock
companj and with the Bostonians. and has
a repertory of well nigh a hundred operns,
and has become a capable singer and a
charming actress. Her voice is not strong,
but it is sweet, clear and musical and she
usts It with cood method. She made a
particular hit last night ln her ong "Cupid
and I." In which she carried a difficult
cadenza, with flute obllgato, in a waj- - to
make considerable claim to artistic attain-
ment. She was given a most enthusiastic
reception. Another new singer of promise
Is Mr. ". E. Phllp. the tenor, whose op-

Its references to the Advent are in pass-
ing. It is nallj n work quite as much for
Passion AVeek. for Good End u . perhaps
even more. so. It was not composed as a
specifically Christmastime English oratorio
nor speedily became m ni such a thin;. It
does duty, therefore, as a venerable old
makeshift. Its text is solemnly and noblj
Blbhi.il. but It Is full of Handel's p, rfe ctly
secular musical ideas Hi-- , "Saul" is ,i
far finer oratorio in much. "The Messiah."
indeed, jigs and warble- - ami counter-- ,
marches along, full of Handelian formal-
isms and of emptj and musi-
cal ornament, as If the subjuct were quite
of the world worldlj--. Its really loftj- - and
sacred-soundin- g episodes do not redeem its
manner of musical utterance.

The birth In Bethlehem arid the shep-
herds are soon left behind, and thencefor-
ward It pursues as topics a Passionistic
course, and casts dogmas and theology Into
rhjthms and part-writin- g. No. wo cannot
much longer accept "The Messiah" as a
substitute for a truo Christmas oratorio,
and wo need one baellv. Mendelssohn eloubt-le- ss

could have written exactlj the deired
Christmas article, but the author ot "Eli-
jah" did not live to do so. Perhaps wu
shall have it from one of our own American
composers. There are at least two or threo
from who--e recent work in the oratorli
field we might look for a strong effort to
supplj- - the lack.

Cesar Tranck's remarkable Chrlstmastlde
score Is taking a hUh place; and there are
other aspiring modern compositions for the
occasion that should be better known here
than thej seem to be. But the Continental
composer is not to the manner born when
it comes to English oratorio, as wo wish It.

ANCIENT PLACERS IN MEXICO.

An Enslluli Traveler's Idea as to a
Group of Curious

Ruins.
Dr. T. S. Bulmer, a learned Englishman,

who has traveled all over the world, has
been In Casas Grendes, Mexico, for over
a j ear studjing a curious group of mines
located about three miles southwest of
El Paso, Tex. Ever since the coming of
the white man into that part of Mexico
travelers and scientists have been puzzled
to account for this group of ruins, but at
last Dr. Bulmer offers a plausible theory.
Casas Grandes is a tjplcal Mexican town,
perhaps a century nnd a hnlf old. and g

between 2,000 and 3 000 Inhabitants.
Beginning a mile south of the- town and ex-
tending two or three miles up the vallej Is
a stragglj series of ruin- - belonging to an
earlier period and another race of people.
These ruins are of three classes remains of
old and massive adobe walls, which give
the name to the town of Casas Grandes.
"Big Houses." about a dozen mounds ot
earth eight to ten feet high, the tops near-- lj

level and measuring two or three rods
across, with remains of stone walls plaln-- lj

visible about the foot of the mounds,
anil about fifty peculiar looking basins
hollowed out in tho earth, in some places
ten or fifteen of these basins being crowd-
ed together. The bains were evidentlj-forme- d

bj scooping up the earth and stones
and throwing them up in a circular

The basins are now two or
three fei t deep and one or two rods across
on the bottom. 4

Dr. T. S. Bulmer has written a good deal
on ethnological subjects, and his name is
found In a recentlj published bibliography
from the Smithsonian institution at Wash-
ington as the author of a volume on the
Chinook jargon, or language of the Indians
of the Northwest.

"I hav e reached the conclusion." said Dr.
Bulmer. "that these peeuli basins
among the old ruins were made by placer
mining. I have lig been familiar with
placer work not onlj ln this countrj. but ln
Australia and elsewhere. I have examined
these grounds thoroughlj. and even thing
confirms me in the belief that the basins are
ancient placer claims, their regularitj and
shape indicating that the people who
worked them had a well developed system
of mining laws. Whether they sought gold
or precious stones I cannot saj. Rubles
are found occasionally here and opals rare-
ly. Tho surface ot tho ground is sprinkled
with small, brilliant, translucent crj-stal-

s

that rut glass like a diamond. The natives
call them lire stones and also star stones.
Gold Is found In small quantities ln the dirt
as well as ln the roek about here.

"Formerly a mighty river ran through
this valley. These placers are full ot small
rubble. Tho Indians built extensive walls
01 dikes, the ruins of which can be followed
for many rods in some places. These dikes
formed great lakes or I igoons, evidently
to supply water for placerlng. Relics of
oll.is and other pottery here show that
threo distinct races of people have lived
here-- . It is impossible to tell when or why
thev disappeared from this localitj. It
mav- - hive been because of an carthquako
01-- bemuse thev eoneluiled to go south
ward to more prptitable mining Holds, or
thej maj have be'en driven out or extermi-
nated by more warlike neighbors. On the
summit of a high mountain eight or ten
miles south of the town are ruins of what
maj once hrvc been a fort or maj" have
been a temple for sun worship, or both.
There are marks on the walls ot the can-jo- ns

a few miles to the south, establishing
the fact that some of these vanished peo-
ples were sun worshipers."
