A young woman, well dressed and fairly
Eood looking said to be Mrs. Etta Mitch-
ell, of Topeka. Kas-- . swallow ed a cjuantity
of morphine in a room at the Hotel Savoy
at tho noon hour vestcrday. She lias not
discovered until an hour and a halt later.
She was unconscious. A phvsi'ian was.

summoned and he ordered her taken to
Central police station where phjsicians
fought all through the afternoon and away
Into the night for a master over death.
Ehf has been under the influence of the
dcaUi drug ever since she was discovered.
The plrjsicians say that she will probably
not recover. Her reason i she had one
for wishing to die. is not known.

.Mrs. Mitchell called at the hotel at C

o'clock Monday evening and asked for a
loom. She was unattended, and told Day
Clerk J.imes Jones to register her us Mrs.
Etta Marshall, of Topeka. She was

to room M on the fourth floor, and
her baggage, a telescope grip, was sent to
her room. She left a call for 3 o'clock jes-terd- ay

morning.

her. "When he rapped at her door, she
ta Id:

the room to clean it up. She found the
door Iockii. but opened at with a pass key.

of the hotel, who hurried to the room. Henut at once for a doctor. On a table be-Fl-

the bod was a pitcher of water, a
tJass half tilled with water, a torn envelope
which Iore thecard of Federmann & Hallar.druggists at Ninth and Majn streets, which
had contained morphine. Near by was a
J ote in a sealed envelope. Under the note
was a piece of paper, upon which was writ-
ten.

"Give this to Harry Johnson, ot 100 New
Sork Life building."

Mr. Childs opened tho envelope and read:"Hirry. you will Jlnd me at the Savoy.
Ee tint I am cared for."

Mr. Childs sent lmmedlatclv for Johnson.
When he arrived at the hotel he read tho
rote, and tore it to pieces.

The phvslclan. for whom Mr. Childs hadrent, did not respond, and Mr. Childs told
Johnson to get a doctor. Johnson said that
Dr. Snell was his family physician, and
telephoned for him, who, upon his arrival,
trade a hasty examination of the woman,
nnd said her case was serious. He advised
that Police Surgeon Longan be called in.
J.ast night Dr. Snell denied that he was
Jehnson's phv slcian.

It was 2 o'clock when Dr. Loncan, with
the police ambulance, reached the hotel.
He at once applied restoratives and pre-
pared to take the woman to Central police
station.

Johnson waited about the hotel for a few
minutes. He said the woman had a mar-
ried s!tcr living here and that he would
notifv her to call at tho police station. He
told Mr. Childs he had Intended meeting
Mr. Mitchell at S o'clock Monday. He said
he was twenty milnutcs Into in keeping the
appointment, and did not get to see her.
Johnson is emplov ed as a bookkeeper for
the C. S. Lee Grain Commission Company,
In room 2i, New York Life building. He
1 IS j cars old and lives with his sister,
Mrs. McNcnl, at HO Central street. He
had not been home since noon, when a re-
porter for The Journal called upon Mrs.
McNcal last night. Johnson has lived in
Kansas Citv since he was IS cars old. Mrs.
McNcal said she had never heard of Mrs.
Mitchell.

An hour after Mrs. Mitchell was removed
to Central station, a small woman, wearing
a faded plush cloak and poorly dressed and
accompanied by a sprightly looking girl of
34 j ears, called at the station and identified
the woman as Mrs. Etta Mitchell of To- -
fieka. Tho girl shed a few teats as sheat the unconscious form on the cot.
She refused to tnlk.

She was supposed to be Mrs. Mitchell's
Fistcr. hut would not say so. She left thestation with the girl after sajlng that
Johnson had sent her to see Mrs. Mitchell.

Last night an elderly woman who claimed
to be the wife of a policeman, went to
the station and sat for an hour In the sur-
geon's room watching tho surgeons work-
ing upon Mrs. Mitchell.

"Her folks are wealthy." said the elderly
woman, "and I know there is a mistake
She Is a virtuous woman and hns lived inKansas City a long time. I think it Isa shame to make, this matter public. I
will not say a word about the woman. Her
folks would know where it came from"

The womin said she would notify Mrs.
Mitchell's father ot her condition y.

"He can't get here she said.
Although she claimed to be the wife ofa policeman she was not recognized at the

station.
The little woman who was supposed to

be Mrs. Mitchell's Ister and called at the
station in the afternoon did not return
1 it night. She said she would return
after "upper when she "had seen tho man
who was the cause of thi."

Mrs. Mitchell is a small woman with
dark ejos and hair. She has smooth white
skin and was neatly dresed. Her satchel
contained several articles of woman's

lothlng. underclothes and night gowns. A
fresh box of writing paper whloh had been
purchased at "Swansnn's." Topeka. was In
the room. Mrs. Mitchell's pocketbook
eontnined J2 and somo change in silver.
At a 1 ite hour last night, Mrs. Mitchell
was still alive but sinking rapidlv.

rodcrmann . Hallar stated last night
that they recalled no woman purchasing
morphine In their store. It Is supposed
that she purchased the poison Monday afterarriving In town

Mrs Etta Mitchell died at 1 o'clock this
morning on a cot at Central police station.

Anselm istfciyinrs old and looks like a
bnv. He defies his guilt, but will return
with the hheriff to llollus.

Mexico, MnkcH a ItcmurKnblo

Statement.
Mr. and Mrs. William J. Brjan and

Thomas T. Crittenden, of Mis-

souri, arrived here jesterday morning at
daj light from a trip in Mexico which lasted
a month. Mr. Crittenden went at once to
his home, 3.3) Tlora avenue. Mr. and Mrs
Brjan drove to the Coajes House, and had
breakfast. Thev left for their home in Lin-
coln, Neb., on the 10. 30 train jesterdaj-forenoon- .

The most remarkable statement that Mr.
Bryan was credited with making during
tho few hours ho was in this city jester-
day was:

"There has been no Improvement In this
conntrj' within the last eighteen months.
There is nothing jou can point to as an
example of It."

Mr. Ilrjun was speaking of the business
condition of tho country, in an argument
with two men of business, who were taking
the side that the present financial sjstem
was better than a free silver basis would
be

Mr. Bryan said that one thing In Mexico
which struck him forcibly was that tho
poor were better off there than here. He
did not attribute this to the fact that Mex-
ico had a silver financial sjstem, but one
reason was that food and clothing were
cheaper there. He said Mexico had m ide
great progress since the adoption of tho
silver standard and that was a iesson this
countrv ought to get benefit from

Another thing w hlch impressed Mr. Brj'-n- n
in Mexico was the waj' the children

werj being educated. President Di iz, he
said, was deeplj- - interested in It and gave
much attention to the education of the
Mexican children.

T. T. Crittenden said
that in ail his life he never saw

such honors bestowed on anjone as were
shown to Mr. and Mrs. Brj-n- n in Mexico.
At every place they visited crowds of peo-
ple gathered to cheer and throw flowers.
When Mr. and Mrs. Brjan arrived at theCity ot Mexico, President Diaz sent his
private carriage to tho depot to meet
thorn.

President Diaz seemed to form a great
liking for Mr. Brjan and was with him a
great deal.

UPPER HOUSE FIAACE COMMITTEE
"WILL AVOID AM' DEFICIT.

Not to Be Bluffed Into Precipitate Ac-

tion In Transferrins Fund of
the Cltj to Malse Places for

Guns Ward Heeler.

The finance committee of the upper house
of the cltj-- council has been called b Chair-
man Seddon to meet at 2 o'clock
afterroon. Several matters relating to tho
finances of the cltj will be considered. In-
cluding the liquidation of about $S,0M of
Ncsiport's floating indebtedness, which was
certified to bj- - the major and council of
that bodj-- prior to annexation; the request
of the ihjIico commissioners for an addi-
tional appropriation of $10,01)0, and thelower house ordinance transfeinng the sum
of Jj.OOO from the general fund to the police
lund for the purpose of an incrtase in thedepartment.

-- he affairs of tho citj-- have been conduct-
ed in such a manner as to assure no deficit
in anj- - of the various dep irtments during
the present fiscal jear, and It Is the inten-
tion of the committee to use everj en-
deavor to close the fiscal jear with finances
i.i good shape. All efforts to force the
committee to proceed and blindly jeop irdize
certain funds bj increasing the expendi-
tures of anj' department liave thus far
failed.

Certain politicians have sought to force
the commltteo to meet and forthwith trans-
fer funds for political purposes, to piovide
hi rths for ward heelers w here tliej could be
maintained at the city's expense during the
winter mouths and become the better qu t II
f.ed for part j-- work in the spring when the
campaign comes on; but all such elfort-ha- ve

thus far proved unavailing. The
gang has seemed a little surprised that tho
major and the upper house have not read-
ily complied with its demands for public
funds, and its organs have sought to blufi.
the finance committee into compliance

to abuse.
'Ihey can call mo a 'knocker.' 'rao'b-b.ic- k'

or what thej-- please," said Alder-
man Morrison, ot the committee, last
night, "but that doesn't change mj altitude
toward certain measures now with tho
committee. I may he a little short, in-

It is well enough to talk
about $3,000 for this and that, but when
It conies to producing the cash, an entire-
ly different and far more annojing ques-
tion is presented. So far the aftairs of
the citv have been conducted with a view
to avoiding deficits at the end of the fiscal
jear, and, for mj- - part, the passage of no
measure will be advocated when the ten-den-

is toward the creation of a deficit.
The committee will know what it Is doing
when appropriations or transfers of funds
aro recommended "

"I can't saj-- now-- just what action will
be taken by the committee upon pending
measures," said Alderman Seddon "Just
now- - the police department seems to be
about the oniv one in which nnj-- surplus
exists. Thero is a balance of 53 000 in that
fund for police protection unexpended and
available for an increase of the police
force. If such Is deemed necessarj nnd it
Is desired to expend it In that wav. It
seems to mo that It an addition to thepresent police force is urgent, that sum
is sufficient with which to provide finite a
number of men. I am strictlj- - opposed to
the creation of a deficit in anv depart-
ment, and it is my Intention to insist upon
the fulfillment of obligations aln.idj- - as-
sumed before taking on others The pa-
pers can denounce me all thej- - please It
makes no difference for I am going to
see my waj clear to making an appropria-
tion or a transfer before advocating it."

ARCHITECTS WIN A POINT.

of Convention Hall
Committee Agree to Demand ,

Larger Prize.
A committee consisting of Ilenrj- - Van

Brunt, Adriance Van Brunt, W. C. Boot,
W. F. Hncknej-- and L. C. Curtis, represent-
ing the architects of the citj, met jester-
day with the convention hall committee In
the directors' room nt the Commercial Club
to discuss the matter of plans for the con-
vention hall building. Tho architects' com-
mittee represented to the convention hall
committee that its offer of a $2,r00 prize to
the architect submitting accepted plans for
tho building, provided for oniv half of the
established charge for this work. The rule
of ine architects Is to charge 5 per cent
of the cost of the building for drawing the
plans and superintending the construction
After considerable discussion, a special
committee, conisting of Chairman Charles
Campbell, Hugh J. McGowan and J. V. C.
Karnes, was anpointed to meet with tho
committee of architects and further con-
sider the matter of amending the offer of
the convention hall committee to conform
to the requirements of tho architects

These two committees met last evening at
the Kansas Citv- - Club. The architects suc-
ceeded In convincing the members of tho

that the work to be re-
quired Is worth more than the $2,300 offered
It was represented that the architects
should make a thorough study of all thegreat buildings which have heretofore been
erected for purposes similar to those ot
the new convention hall and that It would
bo necessary to visit different cities witli
this object in view.

The decided to report to
the general committee In favor of increas-
ing the first prize to be given to the archi-tect w hose plans are accepted, to $5 000 of
which $1000 is to be paid in cash, and $1000
In convention hall stock, the winner of the
first prize to exert iso general superv lslonover the construction ot the building. Asecond prize of $2V); third prize of $Fi0 andfourth prire of $100, all paj able In cash, will
be recommended

The will aIo prepare aprinted statement setting fortii the views
of the committee as to the general plan fortho big hall, which statement, if approved
bv the committee of fifteen, will be furnish-
ed to every architect in the citj-- . The wholecommittee will probably be called to meetmorning to act upon tho recom-

OTHERS SERIOLSLY I.NJUREI).

One Stoek Train Just Leaving Main
Track In the Santa Fc Yards nt

There were thirteen stockmen in the ca-
boose of the stock train. No. 22. which
had just arrived from the West and was
leaving the mam line when it was struck
bj tram No. 218 following. It is ch irged
that Engineer J. P. Scott, of train No.
21k, was fast asleep just before the col-
lision took placo and did not notice the
block signals until a moment before the
w reek. He had Just time to shut oft steam
when the collision occurred. Another mo-
ment's delay might have resulted In the
death of all the men on the train. .

Brakeman Boregard, of train No. 22. had
left his tram to close the switch, his train
being just about to leave the main track,
when he saw the second train bearing down
upon, his own He shouted at the top of
his voice and was heard by Engineer Scott
In time to shut off steam just as the crash
came. The stockmen in the caboose h.id
been warned on the imminenco of the col-
lision and madaarstnrt for the door. Mr.
Landers was caught between two cars and
crushed to death. An Inquest will be held
Fridaj-- bj-- the acting coroner.

AH the stockmen who remained in the
cabcose were moro or less injured, the
four mentioned, seriouslj-- , though no fears
for their recoverj-- are entertained.

Thoe
which were unhurt were turned Into nn
adjacent field and were later taken charga
ot bj-- tho stock jards companj-- . The dam-
age to stock and railroad property Is esti-
mated aC $3,000.

A searching in estigation of the affair
will be made bj-- the Santa Te officials. It
Is claimed bj-- the trainmen that the blame
for tho disaster lies with Engineer Scott,
who is said to have admitted that he was
asleep just before the collision took place.
