REASON DETHRONED AGAIN.

Christian Chrlstenson, AVho Went In-
sane Orer the Carr HnnBlns;, Has

a ew Hallucination.
Christian Chrlstenson, the carpenter liv-

ing at 371S Thompson avenue, who became
insane over tho hanging of William Carr,
and who was removed to tho city hospital
for treatment December 20, after appar-
ently recovering his reason, went insane
again last Monday. After being confined
In a padded cell for a week. Christenson
became, to all appearances, entirely ra-
tional, but was kept under surveillance
and given the freedom of tho Insane ward.
The wounds on his hands, caused when ho
was violent, had entirely healed. He as-
sisted in caring for other Insane patients
and talked with nurses on any subject
without the slightest sign of insanity.

Last Monday morning he picked up a
copy of a paper which had been left on
a table by one of the nurses. It was tho
first paper he had seen since ho had lost
his reason by reading the account of the
Car hanging. He glanced through therages until finally he came to the report
ol the action taken by the Industrial
Council on Sunday, relative to demanding
that the convention hall be ullt by union
labor. Chrlstenson had been a stanch
union man and ha read the Item again
and again. Finally he began rav lng about
the hardships of the laborer and declared
that he would build the convention hall
himself. He was again confined In a cell
in order that he might not Inrm hlmelf.
Last night he had begun to Fhow signs ofreturning reason again, but the attending
phvslclans fear that he may not entirely
tecover.

The county court yesterday discussed the
