POPE SUD TO HAVE INSPIRED AN

ARTICLE FATOKUG IT.

SOME CHANGE IMPERATIVE.

OK VATICAN AND

MONARCHY IMPOSSIBLE.

One or the Other, According- - to the
Article, Must Go Statement In-

tended, It Is Said, as a Rev-elutl- on

of the Pap ill
Policy.

London, Jan. 14 The Rome correspond-
ent of tho Daily Chronicle, In a st irtllng
statement this morning, quotes largcly
from an aitlcle in Civllta Catollca, which
he declares is dlrectlj- - inspired bj- - the Vati-
can and the pope, advocating, as to the
solution of tho eternal question between
the Vatican and tho quirinal. the establish-
ment of an Italian republic. Tho article,
which is based on tho pope's Christmas
allocution, declares that the thing which
stands opposed to papal independence is
not Italian unitj-- , but "the special and
concrete form wherein that unitj- - is at
present maim)ained,wlth results much moro
disastrous to tho state than to the holy
see."

It proceeds to assert that the
of the Vatican and the Italian mon-

archy is Impossible, and that one or the
other must go. It then suggests the con-

stitutions of Switzerland and America as
an cvample of "admirable and glorious
constitutions: true union of nation and
state, thoroughly differing from that of
Italy, which has produced nothing but
weikness, misery and starvation."

The article concludes:
"Without the aid of foreign bajonets.

the true Italy will find for itself its own
waj- - and will rise again, let us hope, from
the ignominj- - In which it now-- lies prostrate
to true greatness."

The Dallj- - Chronicle's correspondent as-
serts that this is "an intentional revelation
to the outer world of tho policy actuating
the Inner mind of Cardinal Rampolla" (pa-
pal secretary of stale).

He adds: "Probably there would be no
truth in the supposition that either Cardi-
nal Rampolla or the pope has anj-- idea of
even a temporary alliance with the Repub-
lican party; but jet they believe that, while
peace with the king is impossible, it might
bo possible with a republic. The reason for
the appearance of this astounding pro-

nouncement is tho belief that not onlj-- the
ministry, but the d nasty itself, is menaced
more seriouslj- - than usual."

The scarcitj-- , he explained,
was due to the banks' remitting their capi-
tal homo and keeping .us little as possible
In India.

Sir James Westland denied the allegation
that the government was holding monej- - in
oids--r to starve commerce and force up ex-
changes; but the recent demands on the
government had been so heavj- - that It had
been obliged to ask tho secretarj- - of state
to intermit tho drawings. The amount in
hand was ample to assure the convertibil-
ity of the Indian notes. Therefore there
was no risk from a currency point of levv.

CAUSES GREAT ENTHUSIASM.

HE WILL RECEIVE A ROYAL WEL-

COME BACK TO UE.NVER.

ins to Regain the Fortune That
He Made und Lost Most

Popular Man In
Colorado.

Washington, Jan. 14 Among; the nomina-
tions confirmed bj-- the senate j- was
that of Tabor, ot Colorado, to
bo postmaster at Denver. Senator Wolcott,
who is chairman of the committee on post-ollic-

and also Mr. Tabor's sponsor, asked
lor action Immediately on. the opening of
the executive session, and, there being no
objection, he was confirmed without delay.

Denver. Col, Jan. 14 Senator Tabor is
the most populir man in tho Western coun-
try and when the news of his nomi-
nation for postmaster was received y

preparations were immediitely begun for a
celebration that has never been equaled in
Denv er.

The senator Is poor, and for that reason
he has the sjmpathj- - ot everj- - man, woman
and child in the state. His name is a
household word, and for tho adage,
"Tabor's luck," was applied to everj- - en-
terprise that proved a success when the
beginning was doubtful. He seemed to be a
Midas, for everj thing he touched turned
to golfl, and he was not chary of his
wealth. It was alwajs known that

prospector was welcome at
his door and to his last dollar. In fact,
this reckless - generosit j-- was largely

for his downfall, and his luck
eventuallj-- turned until he was deprived of
the last vestige of fortune by the fore-

closure of a loan for J0O0.O0O on the Tabor
opera house.

But ho was not disheartened, for instant-
ly he entered the field whence he emerged
a regular Croesus fifteen jears ago, and
with drill and pick renewed his search for
a fortune in the new camp of Eldora, where
he did not have a neighbor for three miles.
There he, his wife and two children took
un their residence, away from the fashion-
able swirl of Denver societj', with tho reso-

lution not to bo a pensioner on those who
profited by his generosity.

He is the only man in Colorado who made
his wealth in the state to leave a perma-
nent monument In the shape of costly im-
provements, and for that reason he is
adored.

Issue a Joint manifesto the early part of
next week, with a view to securing' com-
mon action by the three organizations in
the political contest of 1DS.

The draft of the document Is now In tha
courso of preparation. II will appeal to all
those interested In the cause of silver to
work In union and to avoid rival organiza-
tions bj-- which their common strength will
be dissipated.

Tho talks among the silver men con-
tinued j-, but thej- - did not take tho
shapo ot a formal conference. Chairman,
Towne had returned from the contest at '
Columbus, where he assisted in the op-

position to Mr. Hanna. He wa3 about the
house of rcpresentativ es talking with

Bland and other silver expon-
ents. The feeling developed was generally
In favor of common action among all the
silver elements. Messrs. Jones, Butler and
Towne will confer further during tho next
few dajs, and the addresses will then be
made public.

On tho ISth Inst., the American Bimetal-
lic Union, of which General Warner, of
Ohio, is president, holds Its meeting here,
and this. Is expected to give further co-

hesion to the joint silver movement.
St. Louis. Jan. 14 The Populists conclud-

ed their work In this city by giving out the
details for setting in motion their novel
plan of taking a referendum vote of the
rank and file of their partj--. The questions
submitted are: "What date is choico
for holding a national convention for tho
nomination of presidential candidates. Mon-da- j-.

July 4. 1S0S: Friday. May Ifi. ISM; or
Thursdaj-- , February, 22. 1000 "

Tho ballots aro similar to the Australian
ticket, and will be polled by the local com-
mittees and Populist press.

Milton Park, of Texas, chairman of the
national organization committee, and
George F. Washburn, of Massachusetts,
member of the national executive commit-
tee, were among the li"t to Icive the citj--.
Both men were highly pleased with tho
prospect of unification of their rarty and
a prospective settlement of a clamor for a,
ncjw party. A majoritj- - of the national com-mltt- co

have expressed themselves in favor
of tin early conference for adjusting their
differences and outlining a policj-- for 1J00.
Tho leaders of the mlddle-of-thc-roa- il ele-
ment expressed themselves to-d- as de-

sirous that the work of reorganization be
conducted strlctlj-- within the partj. so
as to merit the approval of the national
committee.

BOLTERS TO J1E KICKED OUT.

Stalwart Republicans In Favor of
Gettlnir Rl.l of McKlsson,

Kurtz nnd Their Ilk.
Washington. Jan. 14. The speech of Sen-

ator Hanna at Columbus has been the topic
of a good deal of comment here, particu-
larly tho declaration that "we want no
traitors in our camp." This Is tho senti-
ment of all the stalwart Republlcans.vvho
aro in favor of reading out of the organiza-
tion Kurtz, McKlsson and all other Repub-
licans who bolted the Instructions of tha
Toledo state convention and their. own dis-
trict conventions nnd "refused to support
Hanna. But that is easier said than done,
except in McKlsson's case, and It will bo
a matter of some difiicultj to separate even
him from the Republican party.

There Is no doubt here In cither Demo-
cratic or Republican circles that McKlsson
committed himself absolutely to tho Chi-
cago platform In order to get Democratic
support for the scnatorshlp, although ho
denies that he did so and claims that he
only declared himself a bimetallism Tha
members of the national Democratic com-
mittee in Washington and there are a
number of them here held a conference
with the sliver senators and by their ad-
vice sent instructions to tho Democratic
leaders of the Ohio legislature, as was re-

ported In these dlpatches at the time, not
to voto for nnj-- Republican candidate for
the United States senate who would not
bind himself with the most comprehensivo
pledges to support the Chicago platform
and all silver legislation proposed in that
bod . Several replies were received promis-
ing In a most emphatic manner to abide by
that advice, and It Is known that Govern-
or Bushnell dropped out of the list of candi-
dates for the reason that he would not
mike the promises required. The Demo-
cratic senators here were also Informed
that McKlsson had made the necessary
Pledges, and unless he did so he could not
have received the Democratic votes.

Governor Bushnell did not commit the
overt act of treason, from tho Republican
standpoint, end, therefore, he cannot bo
read out of the party; and it Is doubtful
whether Senator Hanna could get rid ot
Kurtz if ho tried, because tho latter has a.
verv large and active following. The "small
frj'" In the legislature can be easily han-
dled.

SAYS HE CANTBE OUSTED.

C. L. Kurts Replies to Threats to Kick
Him Out of the National

Committee.
Columbus. O., Jan. 14. C. L. Kurtz, lead-

er of "the combine," in the light against
Senator Hanna, la quoted in an Interview
as sajlng. in reply to the threat to re-
move him from the Republican national
committee:

"I was elected by the Ohio delegation,
and no one else has the power to removo
me.

"Mr. H. M. Daugherty is loud In his accu-
sations against me. Ho calls me a trai-
tor. I remember that five jears ago Mr.

Mr. Daugherty in an Interview
denies that he promised to vote for Mr.
