« 1llinois authorities, stated under oath in
hansas Clty yesterday, that be would lle
like & dog If It was for the public good
und would be the means of exposing fraud
and wrong dolng.,

‘I'his sworn statement by Dr. Smith will
prohably be seized hold of and made the
most of by the officials of the Cook coun-
ty hospital. Dr., Smith charged openly, and
ft was published in every paper in the
country that the managers of that Institu-
tlon =old him bodies of dend patients and
offered to =ell him live ones “‘on the hoof,"

and to kill them for him after he had made
the selection.

Dr. Bmith's deposition was taken in this
city yesterday in the law office of Lyman
& Brown In the Temple block. The depo-
gition is to be used as evidence In the pro-
ceoding brought by Attorney General Crow,
of this stute, 1o revoke the charter of the
Natienal School of Osteopathy, which, un-
til recently, had offices In the Keith &
Perry bullding at Ninth and Walnut
sireets. D, E. D, Barber was president of
this college and Dr, Wesley Cormack posed
&5 o member of the faculty. It reached the
ciars of the faculty of the school of osteop-
oth at kirksville that Dr. Barber was
running a “diploma mill™ and Dr. Bmith
came 1o this city, represented that he was
u doctor from Springtield, 3o, and says
he received a diploma from Dr. Barber on
payment of §1i0. With the diploma as evi-
dinece the Kirksville college induced the
altorney general to bring sult in the Kan-
sas City court of appeids to revoke the
charter of Dr. Barber's school. Dr. Bar-
ber resisted the proceeding und he was
represented at the taking of Dr, Smith's
deposition yesterday by Attorney T. T.
Witten, of the tirm of Witten & lHughes,

Stith was accompanied o Kansas
City by the sherift of his county, who kept

“Yes " answered Dr. Emith, “my opinion
1= that any one who thinks other than I
do ought certainly to wvole for the aboli-

private ends, but where such a course only
can expose fraud and wrongdolng I am
willing to lle like a dog for the benefit of
the public good.

Dr. Smith refused vesterday to be {inter-
viewod about the Chicago sensation.

Dr. Smith caused a profound sensation in
Chicago and throughout the copntry last
Sundny by the charges he made against the
officinds of the Cook county hosphial and
asvilum for the Insane at Dagg e, The
coilege which Dr, Smith represents had
heea buving dead bodies from this Inst)-
tuticn. ftecently Dr. Smith went there nnd
gol four bodles which he paid £0 o plece
for. It happened that one of tha bodies
wis of & man whose wife went to the
asylum when sghe learned of his death and
demunded the body. The officlals dMd not
dare to confe that the body had been
sold so they sald the four bodits had beon
stolen by Dir. Smith from the dead house,
The oflicials pretended to be highly Indig-
nant and had warrants issusd for Dr.
Smith's arrest,. Then Dr. Smith exposed
the thing and sald:

“1 war offered my own selection of sub-
jocts. among  (he living patients of the
Cook county Institution while T wns on
the ground securing that consignment of
bodies. The proposal came from one in
suthority at the institution, He told me I

About a year and a half ago Dr. Simth
was the basic cause of a sensation that
nroused Kansas City and had the people be-
lieving for o time that a most horrible
murder hiad been done here. In an express
office at the Union depot a trunk, which
had been shipped for Kirksville, emitted
such a bad odor that the police wera called
on to break It open. When this was done
out rolled the body of a man. It was
thought that the man had been murdered
until it developed that the body was that
of a pauper which hud been secured by
Dr. Smith through the coroner’s office.

Dr. Smith is a tall man of middle uge,
with dark halr and mustache, very quick
and businessitke In talk and movement.

Mr. Gray says the aseociations nmow In
active operation sre, generally, in much
better condition than at any time since
supervision was inaugurated. He thinks
that the business should take A new start
and progress rupidly, for it Is, practically,
impossible for loss to be sustained by in-
vestment In a good association with the
present safeguards. He |s positlve that
the buglness in St. Louis can ba doubled in
n few years by proper effort; and maore
than doubled In Kansas City and other im-
portant cities of the state

AN EXTENSIVE TOUR PLANNED.

KANSAS CITY AMONG THE
T0 BE VISITED,

PLACES

Says He Will Meet His Son, Balling-
ton, on Certain Conditions,
Which Do Not Tally With
the Conditions Balling-
ton Has Imposed,

New York, Jan. 15.—General Willlam
Boolh, the head of the Balvation Army,
reached this city to-day on board the
steamer St, Paul from Southamplon.

The general was met down the bay by
Commander Booth-Tucker. On the pler &
large delegation of headquarters salvation-
ists were awalting thelr chief. General
Booth was given a wurm reception. “The
general,” said Commander Booth-Tucker,
“will stay at my house in Fordham until
Monday, when he wiil leave for Canada,
where he will be met by his daughter,
Miss Eva Booth, who is ln charge of the
Salvation Army there. He will remain
three weeks In Cannda, Inspecting the work
of the army and will then return to the
United States. He will begin his Ameri-
can tour on February 10 in Washington.
After that he will visit Pittsburg,
Columbus, Clincinnati, St. Louls,
Kansas City, Denver, Los Angeles, Ban
Francisco, Portlund, Seattle and Spokuane,
at which last place he will be on March
12 Then the general wlll cross again over
into Canada and wisit Victorla, Vancou-
ver and Winnipeg.

“0On March 19, he will reach Minneapolls
and then St. Paul. From March 30 to 31
he will be in Chicago. From then till April
14 he will visit, successively, Clevelan
Buffulo, Boston and Philudelphia. Gener
Booth will conclude his American visit with
a series of meetings and demonstrations
in New York from April 14 to 1. On April
20, he will sail for England.

“Genernl Booth's ldesa Is not alone to
Iook ver the work and progress of the Sal-
vation Army in the United States and
Canada, but in traveling through these
countries he will confer with a number of
citizens of the leading cities concerning his
schemes for the assistunce of Lhe poor.
General Booth will inspect and suggest im-
provements in the social institutions which
we huve estublished in this country, which
now ‘_tuwe accommodation for 4,000 per-
sons,

During the day General Booth made a
detailed statement of his plans to the news-
paper reporters.  Incldeuntally, he spoke
of his relatdon with his son, Ballington
Booth. Upon this subject he sald that full
explanations of the causes of the separa-
tion were given at the time of the disa-
greement, and to thess he was unable to
add anything.

**As 10 the present condition of my daugh-
ter-in-law,” he went on, I have already
cxpressed m]y deep sympathy with my son,
both by cable and by le . With respect
to the causes that have Fedsup to this 1il-
ness, I am totully in the dark. Command-
er Hooth-Tucker and my daughter, the
consul, have, I belleve, already denied all
blameworthiness on the part of the lenders
of the Salvation Army here for this palnful
amiction.

“Of my daughter, whose nobllity of char-
acter is known throughout the length and
brendth of the world, I need not say any-
thing, while my long and Intimate ac-
quaintance with Commander Booth-Tucker
#and personal knowledge of the honorable
career he sacrificed In the Indian elvil serv-
lce to become a co-worker with me, gave
me the highest confidence in the wisdom
of his administration and the correctness
of all etatements he may have made on
thls ur any other phase of the subject.

“Third—That Rev. Dr. Josiah Sirong, of
the Evangelical Soclety, be invited to be
present as a witness, and that Dr. Btrong
shall give the result of such Interview to
the public.”

Liite at nlght Commander Booth-Tucker
ealled on Dr. Strong and had a long confer-
ence. When he left, Dr. Strong sald:

“Hooth-Tucker feels that he, too, ought
to have a representative at the conference
to-morrow. He has named the Rev, Dr.
Cuthbert Hall. I asked Ballington Hooth
If ha would have any objections to Hall's
presence at the conference, and he told me
that he would be only too glad to ses him
there.

“*The conference was thereupon arranged
to be held at the Park Avenue hotel at
noon to-morrow. General Booth still pre-
fers to see his son alons, but Ballington
will not consent to this.'

The New Bedford mill hands will be 31.1?-
ported by other centers. The operatives in
the Biddeford, Me., mllls have voted to stay
out Monday, and It poszible saveral
minor strikes wiil occur in other places. A
portion of the Queen City mill operatives
at Burlington, Vt., are already out. To-day
nctices of & 10 per cent reduction were
posted at the Atlantic and Pacifioc corpora-
tions of Lawrence. A dispatch from that
city states that the other cotton mills there
wtﬁ undoubtedly follow. The Lawrence
mills are the last to come Into line. They
employ about 12,000 hands. The reduction
in most of the New England mills amounts
gither to 10 or 111-9 per cent.

THANKS DUE TO HIS MOTHER.

EHE HAS FOUGHT UNTIRINGLY FOR
HIS LIFE AND LIBERTY,

——

Succeeded in FPersuading Presldeat
Clevelnnd to Commute the Death
Sentence and Now Has Se-
oured Pardon—0Oklabho-
mans Indignant,

Washington, Jan. 15.—(8pecial.) The
president has pardoned Clyde Mattox. Thias
is the direct result of the work of BMra.
Sadle W. Hatch, the mother of the con-
vict. For three years she has worked in-
cessantly. Bhe iz well known in the de-

partment of Justice, whers her labers
worked up & sympathy for her cause, and
she Is also known to the White House em-
ployes of the last and present administra-
tion. Bhe had many conferences with Pres-
ident Cleveland, who prevented execution
and commuted sentence to imprisonment
for life. This came as good and bad news,
for the mother had hoped for pardon. At
once she commenced work for absolute re-
lease. Mr. Cleveland showed Irritation
when Mrs. Hatch called agnin after he had
commuted the sentence. She at once saw
she had better walt until a new president
could be seen.

The case here has been In the hands of
Colonel Beall, formerly of Oklahoma City.
In his day he has had troubles with a son
and he entered into the work with a vim
born of sympathy. The two were assisted
by SBenators Baker and Harrls and also by
ex-Delegate Flynn.

Mrs. Hatch's appeal to “mothers™
brought many organizations to her sup-
port. The “mothers"” were with her by the
thousands, and to this was added the peti-
tlon of Judge Willlams., who sentenced
Mattox the Jast time, Judge Ady, who pros-
ecuted him once, and lately 1. E. Lambert,
by request. W. C. Perry. who prosecuted

attox when he was last convictad, refused
to ask for a pardon. Within o few days he
refused agaln to become a party to the
movement.

Hon. Sldney Clarke, of Oklahoma City,
has had much to do In arranging papers
and giving advice about how to proceed.

After iolnn' over the case with the par-
don clerk, who was familiar with the ab-
stract, Mrs, Hatch was given an audience
for final conference. Bhea presented addl-
tional facts and made explanations. The
president finally told” her he would grant
the pardon. Mrs. Hatch recelved the in-
formation without showing signs of emo-
tlon. Bhe slmp!i; thanked the president for
having taken the time to Investigate the
case and expressed the hope that he would
never régret offlcial action taken.

DREYFLS SCANDAL RESULTS IN X
GRAVE SITUATION.

MAY BE VIOLENCE AND CHAOS,

FRENCH LOSING FAITH IN POLITICS,
COURTS AND THE ARMY,

Desire to Change the Govermmend
May Be Irrepresaible—Duels and
Disnorders Have Already Re-
sulted—Monster Paris Dem-
onstration To-day.

London, Jan. 15.—(Copyrighted, 1505, by
the Assoclated Press) The new phase into
which the Dreyfus case has entered is a
distinct advance. The era of secret courts-
martial Is over, and a civil and public
court will have to investigate Emile Zola's
charges of persistent distortion of justice.
The behavior of military authorities in
“burking’” the Inquiry casts the gravest
reflections upon the oft-asserted honor of
the French army, which has shown an ob-
stinate determination to stick together,
right or wrong.

Outside of France all Europe believes
Dreyfus Is the victim of a villainous con-
spiracy, and the prosecution of Zola has
broadened the question, for the whole
French army 18 now virtually placed on
trial. The gravity of the situation is en-
hanced because the whole of France is In
& state of growing hysterical excitement.
Temporarily, the republie is generally sup-
ported throughout the country: but his-
tory shows that similar hysteria has fre-
quently led to viclence and chaos. When
France is able to analyze the situation, and
should the suspicion spread that the honor
of the army Is really affected, the conse-
quences to the republic might be of the
‘most serious description.

The Panama scandals have defiled po-
litical life and the law courts have Deem
discredited; therefore, if respect for the
army must also be surrendered, the de-
sire to change the %ovemmem may be ir-
repressible, in which case the temptation
for the leaders to divert attentlon of tha
country to a foreign war will be well nigh
irresistible. Hence the deep Interest of
France's nelghbars.

For the moment, the Intense excitement
will probably find an outlet in the renewal
of the spectacle presented during the lve-
lUest days of Boulangism. Hot altercations
in the streets, leading to assaults, are fre-
quent, the police are guarding the houses
of prominent Dreyfusians, and it i{s im-
possible to foresee whers the arrests will
end.
