Bower-
sock, owner of the Lawrence dam, where-
by the company is 1o use that dam 1o fur-
nlsh powar for a big power house to he
built thers. From this power house the
company wil get its 1-u\\'-r to operate its
railroad, 1t I8 possible, however, that in
ater yvears ull the power will be secured
from the one mammoth power house to be
built ten miles from Kansas Clty, Kas,

The exact terms by which Mr. Bowersook
hus agreed to lease the Lawrence dam tlo
the company I not known, hut it is stated
by a member of the company that the mule
car line ut Luwrence will be converted
into an electrie street ecar lne and the
power for {ts operation will be donated hy
the company.

The compuny has not yot decided upon
the route to be taken from Kansas City,
or at lsast It is not ready to be made pub-
Ue. Three surveys have been mude, and
it Is claimed that the company has assur-
ances from the property owners along all
thres routes that they will gladly donate
the right-of-way. Of course, the route se-
lected will depend upon the cost of con-
structing the rond and the territory to bhe
traversed.  Attorney Heory MceGrew. of
Kunsas Clty, Kas. who Is Interested In
the company and asslsted In securing the
charter and getiing the company organized,
was geen by a reporter for The Journal last
night, and said the route of the new road
would be decided upon in the next few
days and that representatives would be de-
tailed to secure the right-of-way. lle
states that the contract for the construc-
tlon of the road has practically been let to
Cannon_ Bros,, of Galveston, Tex,, owners
of the Texas Central railroad.

Gassett, of this clty; Howell Jones, of To-
pekn, and E. G. | Anderson, of Knansas

ALDERMEN REMAIN AWAY.

Upper Houre Adjonrns for Lack eof
Quoram—Lower House Does
Little Business.

The ahsence of Aldermen Morgan, Mun-
eon, Johnson and Morrison prevented the
transaction of any husiness in the upper
heuse of the city councll at the speclal
seasion lust night. The Wmeeting was called
to order and immedintely adjourned for
lack of a quorum,

In the Jower house¢ Mr. Burrows wns
the only absentee. The upper house meas-
ure giving the city tréensurer an additional
clerk to look after Westport matters was
taken up and Alderman Simonds moved a
suspension of the rules in order that it
might be put on finul passage.

Mr. Lyvnel, in opposing tne ordinance,
said he was in the treasureris office ves-
terday and saw scevernl idle clerks, This
brought Mr. Simonds to his feet. *“'The
Westport records are In bad shape,’” he
sard, "And this clerk is needed. Treasurer
Green is o conscientious, faithful officinl
and he would not ask for this clerk were
he not necessary. It is proposed to em-
oy Mr. Love, who was colty clerk of
Vestport nnd is familiar with the records
there and can stralghten them out.”

“If the records nre in such bad shape.'
replied Mr. Lynch, "l {dou't #ee what iIs
1o be gained by employving the man whose
duty It was to keep them stralght.”

By a vote of four to three the ordlnance

TO AMEND CITY CHARTER.

Requirement That Notice Be Glven
Majyor of Injuries Before Dam-
age Suits Are Filed.

Alderman Brown, of the upper house,
has filed his proposed amendment to the
city charter providing for the giving of no-
tice of injuries 1o the mavor by persons
claiming damages ns a condition precedent
to the fillng of suits sgninst the clty. The
following is the main feature of the pro-
posed amendment:

“No action shall be malntalned against
the city on aceount of any injuries growing
out of any defect -In the condition of any
bridge, streel, sidewalk,
in the oity, unless notice shall first have
been glven in writing, verified by uffidavit,
1o the mayor within sixty days of the oc-
currencve for which such damage is cluim-
od, stating the place and the circumstances
of the Injury. and that the person =o in-

ured will olilm damages for such injuries,

Quick Wit of Miss Bee Grafl, Bacrked
Up by the Coolnean and Bravery
of Her Mother, Rids Their
Home of Two Robbers,

The house of R. P. Graft, at 728 Lydia
avenue, was invaded by ‘two burly negroes
bent on rolibery Tuesday eveniog, amd but
for the quick wit of Miss DBee Graff, 15
years old, and the bravery of Mrs, Graffl,
the thleves would undoubtedly Lhave mide
a rich haul. Mr. Graft is head cily piles-
man for the Ridenour-Baker Grocery Com-
pany and is well known in this eity.

Mrs. Graff has been ill for some time. She
was lying on & cot in ene of the rooms
upstalrs at about & o'clock Tuesdiay night,
Her daughter, Bee, wias in  the parlor
downstairs when there came a knock at
the front doer. Mrs Graff had placed an

advertisement in the evening newspapers
for a vant and Miss Graft supposed the
knock was made hy an npplicant for the
place.  She opened the door to be con-
fronted by o big Dluck negro.

“Good evening, mise' sald the negro,
polltely, *is yvour pn ant home?"”

“No, he is'nt here,' was the reply.

“When will he be at home?" usked the
negro.

**He usually arrives about 7 o'clock,” was

sald the negro grufily, his moan-
anging Instantly, *“that’s all 1 want
to know.™*

Before Miss Graff could slam the door
shut the negro slipped in and grabbed her,
pushing her against the wiill.  Another
negro, with a long sear running down one
glde of his face, whom she had not seen

betore, pushed into the house, varefully
closeddl  the door and started down the
hallway. Miss Graff was badly frightened,

more on her mother’s pecount than on her
own., She could watch the moy ants of
the =car-fuced negro in a pler zlass that
stood In the hall. She saw his enter the
sitting room and sturt across the room 1o
two doors that are in the wall side by
side. One of the doors opens to 4 flisht of
steps that lead up to the room wlhere Mre.
Grafi was, and the other door opens
a flight of steps that led to the
in the basement. Miss Graff was fearful
lest the negro would open the door lead-
Ing upstalrs, but as luck would have it he
opened the door leading to the kKitchen.

There were no lights In the hasement
and he hesitated about starting down. In
that ona moment of doubt he pavea the
way to his undoing. The negro who had
ploloned Miss Graff to the wall held her
there by placing his arms stralght out he-
fore him and confining her in the space
between them. He took a small stickpin
from her collar, ind Kept cautloning her
thn be quiet, as they intended no hurm o

er.

When the marauder with the scar foce
paused at the top of the cellar steps Miss
Graff dodged down from under the arms
of the negro who was guarding her and
ran lghtly down the hall and ucrosg the
sitting room: B8he had almost reached the
negro at the steps, when he half turned
te ser what the commotion was. Just as
he turned his head she ran inte him with
her outstretched uadms and he l"llilh.ﬂ aver
into the darkness god went tumbling down
the stairs, Mis= Graff slammed the doo=
and bolted it just as the other negro ran
to her side cursing her for her Impudence.
Miss Graff sereamed as he drew near and
her mother, who had been apprised by the
unusunl noise that something was wrong,
hurried down to the eltting room with her
husband’s revolver In her hand., She open-
ed the door beside the one her daughter
had balted just as the second negro reached
her daughter.

“Throw up your hands!" commanied
Mrs. Graff, pointing the revolver at the
negro, who was taken completely by sur-
prise at her sudden appearance.

He lost no time in obeying the command.

“Don’t shoot, missus: don’t shoot.” he
pleaded. 'l go "way if you won't shoot."”

Keeping him covered with the revolver,
Mra. Graff made him walk with hiz arms
above his head to the front door, which he
opencd, and then disappeared In the dark-
ness, The straln upon the two women had
been terrific during their brief encounter,
and when It was all over they both gave
wny to a specle of nervous hysterin. They
belleved the negro who had been thrown
into the kitchen was still there, nnd were
fearful that he would come upstulrs and
bireak in the door and murder them.

1t was 1 blessed relief to the women
when Mr. Graff arrived at 7 o'clock. He
wag told what had taken piace and lost no
time In golng down Into the kitchen. I
wng emply. The negro had made his exit
through a side doar.

“It was ane of the most outrigeous pleces
of husiness 1 ever heard of =ald Mr.
Graff vesterday. ‘I have lived in Kansas
City for twelve yvears and things have come
to & pretty pass when thieves become so
bold that they will enter 4 man's home in
the central part of town at that hour of the

ay and terrorize women. What {3 the
police force doing? This is what comes
of compromising with criminals—what

comes of netitlons 1o
shame awwd a dizgrace. No man's faomily
is safe In this town after sunset, [ ro-
gret that my wife did not pull the trigger
when she had the revolver peointed at the
heart of that big. black brnre,”

A de=cription of the negroes wus furnish-
ed all of the police, including the twelve
wliticlans recently placed on the foree by
fessre. Searritt and Gregory. Mr. Graff
gald he thought It advisahle for men who
have to be away from their families after
sunset to furnish them with firearms so
that they will be prepared to combat the
rl;!ring band of thieves that now infests the
city.
