Chicago, Feb. 12. Frank Garrard, of Chi-
cago, was beaten by Otto Sirloff, of De-
troit, at the Chicago Athletic Club
In the first round Garrard had slightly the
better of It, bringing blood by a stiff left
on the mouth. Both men went at It sav-
agely in the second round, and in less than
thirty seconds Garrard went down with a
right on the Jaw. He was up immediately
and down as quick as he was up. Sirloff
knocked him down eight times and ham-
mered him all over the ring. Garrard was
covered with blood and very weak when the
round closed.

In the third he managed to land two light
ones, but Sirloff put a right on Garrard'3
Jaw that sent him helpless to tho ropes.
Two more punches finished Garrard entire-
ly, and although he was still on his feet,
he was so dazed that Referee George Siler
pulled Sirloff off and gave him the fight.
It was several minutes before Garrard was
able to stagger from the ring. The bout
was to have been for six rounds.

George Kerwln. of Chicago, Immediately
challenged Sirloff to fight in the Athletic
Club two weeks from ht and tho
challenge was accepted.

Attempt to Reconcile the Difference

Oxford.
London, Feb. 12. There has been a seri-

ous spilt among the members of the Cam-
bridge university eight-oare- d crew. At a
special meeting yesterday there was an at-
tempt at reconciliation, but It was appar-
ently futile. Coach Lehman presided. Dud-
ley Ward, president of the club, complained
that B. II. Howell, the American captain
of the Trinity Hall boat club, had refused
to row against Oxford, and had Influenced
members of tho club to do the same. It
was also stated that Howell had suggested
that Ward should resign and that Furnlo
should succeed him. Howell, however, de-
nied both charges. Lehman appealed to all
concerned to sink their differences and
comblno In the interests of Cambridge row-
ing. He urged Howell to reconsider his de-

termination and to assist Cambridge against
Oxford. Tho outcome is anxiously awaited,
as the time to the race date Is short and
the interests of Cambridge are seriously
suffering.

Tommy Tncfcer Will Xot Piny in the
Western League If St. Loal

Can Prevent It.
Tim Hurst, the St. Louis Browns' man-

ager, is in Chicago dickering with Presi-
dent Ban Johnson, of the Western League,
for several players recently dropped by tho
National League and picked up by the
Western League. One of the men Hurst Is
after is Tommy Tucker, who covered first
base for the Bostons for so many Eeasons.
Last year Manager Sclee, of the Bean-eater- s,

dropped the noisy Tucker and placed
Fred Tenny on the Initial corner. The

put up a great exhibition: in fact,
his work discounted that of any other first
baseman last season. Tucker was let go,
nnd quickly grabbed by Washington, lie
did good work for the Senators, but at the
conclusion of tho season was turned loose,
and, getting his price, signed with a West-
ern League club.

Hurst expects to get Tucker, as a major
league club has first call on a released
player's services. Tim does not know wheth-
er von Der Aho agreed to allow Tucker to
leave the big league or not. If the Browns'
unfortunate president, who is at present
detained in Pittsburg, did not agree to the
transfer, then it will be an easy matter
for Hurst to get Tucker. Otherwise he will
have to make a play for the
through Ban Johnson.

President Hart, of the Chicago club, has
had copies of the report of his rules com-
mittee printed. These will be sent to news-
paper men just before the league meeting
scheduled for February 2S at St, Louis. In
New York the critics, who must have been
permitted to see an advance copy of the re-
port, make much comment upon some of
the rules. Mr. Hart and A. J. Reach are
unanimous in their report, but Ned Hanlon,
of Baltimore, the other member of the
committee, will have a minority report to
present. If not, he will do considerable
talking.

According to the majority report, a rule
Is proposed that with the double umpire
system in vogue one umpire shall be called
the referee-umpi- re and the other the as-
sistant umpire, each to be assigned as such
and not changed during the progress of the
game. The referee-umpir- e shall judge balls
and strikes, fair and foul balls, decisions
at the home plate; be the Judge of when to
play and when to call time, and, in fact, be
master of the field. The assistant umpire's
duties shall be simply to give base decis-
ions. There shall be no appeal from the
decision.

In all probability the main feature of thereport will be accepted by the magnates.

VON DER AHE IN JAIL

The Unfortunate St. Loal Macnnte
Locked Up for the Right

in a Cell.
Pittsburg, Pa., Feb. 12. This evening

Chris Von Der Ahe. the St. Louis baseball
magnate, was placed behind the bars in
the Allegheny county jail to await the ar-
rival of money to pay the Baldwin judg-
ment. Although Von Der Ahe has been In
the custody of Sheriff Lowry since yester-
day, actual imprisonment was not decided
upon by that officer until late this evening,
when It was evident the money could not
arrive from St. Louis before Monday.

A telegram was received by Von Der Ahe
this afternoon from
Glover, his St. Louis attorney, saying the
money would reach here on Monday. Tha
baseball man's local attorney says the
judgment, costs and Interests will be sat-
isfied on Monday, but he expects to refuse
to pay the bill of $917.23 for kidnaping ex-
penses for which .Mr. Nlmlck contends. If
Von Der Ahe's release from Jail Is denied
after the original judgment and costs are
satisfied, there will be another legal battle
here.

When the time came, Chris submitted to
imprisonment with a good grace and
walked jauntily to his cell, after having
turned over to the warden his diamonds and
other valuables, as required by prison rules.

It Is stated that soon after being locked
up Von Der Ahe became sick, and a physi-
cian had to be summoned, but his illness Is
not thought to be serious.

St. Louis. Mo., Feb. 12. Chris Von Der
Ahe's predicament at Pittsburg was the
talk of St. Louis Just what the
outcome of his troubles will be is hard to
say. His attorney refused to throw any
light on what action Mr. Von Der Ahe's
friends intend to take In his behalf.

"No matter what the outcome of the
Pittsburg case may be," said Chris attor-
ney, "It will not interfere with the prosecu-
tion of Gendel, Scandrett and Fording. We
have prepared our case for presentation to
tho grand Jury Monday morning and will
have our witnesses on hand."

Chris' troubles with his wife have coma
at a bad time. It is claimed Von Der Ahe
is handicapped in raising money on ac-
count of his suit for divorce from Mrs.
Von Der Ahe. He could realize money
enough to get out of his Pittsburg trouble
but for the fact that tho divorce suit now
pending prevents his friends from getting
Mrs. Von Der Ahe's consent to any sale
of his property. .

Thomas Burns is to become a member of
tho Chicago ball team for next season has
been signed, nnd Burns Is now the full
fledged manager of the team. He said to-
night that he had made no plans, and did
not yet know who would bo captain of the
club In the field.

PITTSBURG & GULF WILL XOW PRO-TEC- T

KAXSAS CITY.

INSISTS ON A RESTORATION.

DEMAXDS PRESERVATIOX OF
DIFFERENTIAL UXDER OMAHA.

General Freight Agent Sargent
Plainly State the Position of

the Gulf Road Boycotting
Lines Enjoined Other

Railroad Xeivs.

"You have thrown us down on Texas
business, canceling divisions effective tha
1st. We do not care to follow you in your
sugar rates. Must Insist, therefore, that
agreement be made by all lines to restore
the old rates, 27 cents to Kansas City; 30
cents to Omaha. This Is final."

This telegram was sent by John A. Sar-
gent, general freight agent of the Pittsburg
&' Guir, to the Southern Pacific officials,
and means just what It says, that the
Pittsburg & Gulf will not further be a
party to the effort to wipe out the Kansas
City differential on sugar. The Southern
Pacific, following receipt of the telegram,
gave notice that It would make the same
rates to Kansas City and Omaha on sugar
from New Orleans, effective February 14.
Its tariff In connection with the Pittsburg
fc Gulf went into effect February 3. It is
not known with what line it proposed to
continue tho rates after February 14. but
General Freight Agent Sargent says it can-
not be done with the Pittsburg & Gulf.

The Memphis will adhere to its former
position and make a rate to Kansas City
3 cents under the rate to Omaha, regardless
of the point to which the Omaha rate goes.
It Is not now Improbable that the Pitts-
burg & Gulf will join the Memphis In this
position.

Yesterday the United States court for
the Southern district of Texas Issued an
order restraining the Southwestern lines
from withdrawing their divisions with the
Lone Star Steamship Company.
the Pittsburg & Gulf will make application
for a similar restraining order In the same
court upon the same showing of facts.
Thus the roads will doubtless be restrained,
temporarily at least, from putting their boy-
cott into effect.

Tho roads which have so far given notice
to the Pittsburg & Gulf of the withdrawal
of freight divisions with it are as follows:
Rock Island, Texas and all other freight
divisions, March 1; Santa Fe, Texas divis-
ions, February 15. and all freight divisions,
March 1; "Katy" and Texas & Pacific,
Texas divisions, March 1; Frisco, Cotton
Belt and Southern Pacific, Texas divisions,
March 7.

"I have no idea that the railroads are
serious in these notices," said General
Freight Agent John A. Sargent, of the Gulf
road, yesterday. "We have business to
give them and it is not likely that any of
them for any length of time will refuse
that business. They are all too badly in
need .of it. and for that reason, if for no
other, laying aside all questions as to
what they can do legally, I think they will
withdraw their notices before they become
effective. I am almost certain of this.

"But certain it is If they do not with-
draw them, they will not only have a very
lively time in the Texas courts and in the
United States courts, but we will also make
it very interesting for them in rates. We
can haul business at rates which will dis-
turb tho entire situation in Texas. We
do not anticipate having to do anything
of that kind, but is the
first law of nature, and we shall not stop
at any extreme.

"If this fight comes up. we expect to
havo as low rates as anybody ever heard
of from New York to the Missouri river. AVe
could make rates from New York to Kan-
sas City on about the scale of GO cents, first
class."

Mr. Sargent will leave accom-
panied by Charles D. Shaw, his private
sccretarv, for a trip over the Northern lines
or the stllwcil system on a speriai train.
He returned from Chicago yesterday morn-
ing, but did not decide upon the appoint-
ment of a freight representative of the road
while there. The Chicago office or the com-
pany will be established within a short
time.however. ,

FLED FROMJHJATEMALA.

A. C. Mlclioell Leave HI Baggage to
Avoid Taking Side in the

Revolution.
A. C. Mlchaells, formerly general passen-

ger agent of the Mexican Central, arrived
In Kansas City yesterday morning from
Guatemala, where he had been connected
with the Central railroad of Guatemala.
Mr. Mlchaells left Just before the assas-
sination of Barrios. He knew the revolu-
tion was about to take a serious phase, ana
it had already reached a point where he
had to either take sides or leave the coun-
try. Ho chose the latter and resigned his
position, after refusing a demand from the
revolutionists that he influence the foreign
corporations to aid the revolutionists in
their effort to overthrow the government.
This refusal placed him on the side of the
government In the eyes of the revolution-
ists, while assent to it would havo made
him a revolutionist.

He left the country without his baggage,
it being unsafe to remain after his refusal
to comply with the demands made upon
him. "Had I done that, of course I would
havo been as much a revolutionist ns
though I had taken up arms against the
government. I wanted no trouble and there
was not enough money In the position I
held with the Central railroad of Guatema-
la for me to stay there." he said yesterday.

Mr. Mlchaells says Kansas City Is the
best city he was ever In and that ho will
remain here until he has secured a posi-
tion. He says tho Central railroad of
Guatemala is a very profitable property. Its
rates are about four to five times as great
as on American roads, and the operating
expenses are also considerably greater. The
climate of the city of Guatemala, he says,
is magnificent.

WORK ON FRISCO EXTENSION.

Two Thousand Men nnd COO Team
Are Pushing the Connecting Link

as Rapidly as Possible.
Bolivar, Mo., Feb. 12. (Special.) There

are 2,000 men and 500 teams at work on
the Blair line-Fris- extension. Many
deep gorges are to be filled and bridged and
some small mountains must be subdued
along the line. This requires an Immense
amount of labor. It is officially stated that
If no reverses are met the line will be ready
for business as eariy as june. it is also
generally believed here that the line will
connect with the Little Rock & Springfield
road when It Is built. The Blair line-Fris-

gap building is the most important rail-
way enterprise this section has enjoyed
since the building of the Memphis, some
fifteen vears ago. It will add greatly to
the general prosperity of the entire South-
west.

MORNING TRAIN ON GULF.

Will Run to Sllonm Spring for the
Present nnd Later to Fort

Smith.
The Pittsburg &. Gulf will establish a

morning train service, effective Sunday,
February 27, between Kansas City and

Springs. As soon as the Fort Smith
branch of the Gulf road has been com-
pleted, in about forty days, the service will
ho nrtended to that city on the same sched
ule as the one to bo adopted February 27.
Changes will also be made in the time card
of the evening train out of Kansas City.
Tho morning train will leave at 9:45 a. m.
nnd arrive here, returning at 4:40 p. m.
The through train over the Gulf road will
leave under the new tlmecard at 7:30. in-
stead of 6:40, and will arrive at 8:25 a. m.

SAME OLD "RUMOR REVIVED.

SALE OF KANSAS PACIFIC.

Will Take Place February 16, Com-
promise Having Been Effected

With the Government.
St. Louis, Feb. 12. There will bo no post-

ponement of the sale of the Kansas Pacific
railway, set for February IS, 17 and 18.

George Hoadley, of New
York, special counsel for the government
in tha Union Pacific cases, arrived in St.
Louis Friday for the purpose of asking the
United States district court to postpone
the sale and allow the government the priv-
ilege of redeeming the claims of the first
mortgage bondholders on the Eastern and
Middle divisions. He was also to ask for
the appointment of a receiver.

Mr. Hoardley was met here by attorneys
representing tha reorganization cemmittee
and the stockholders. They all held a con-
ference. Tha reDresentative of tha reor
ganization committee offered to Increase the
committee s Did to an amount equal to tne
principal of the government's Indebtedness.
The offer was accepted. The gentlemen
appeared before Judge Sanborn In chambers
to-d- and announced that they had reach-
ed an agreement. The sale will, therefore,
go on.

Washington, Feb. 12. Attorney General
Griggs received a dispatch from Judge
Hoadley, the government legal representa-
tive In the matter of the sale of the Kan-
sas Pacific road, stating that an arrange-
ment had been effected by which the Union
Pacific reorganization committee would pay
the principal of tha government's Hen in
full.

The telegram from Hoadley
said that the representatives of the Union
Pacific reorganization committee had guar-
anteed that the government should receive
at the sale of its interest in the Kansas
Pacific road on February 16, not less than
$6,303,000. the amount of the principal of its
clcm. Theraupon the attorney general
wired authority to accept the guarantee.
The acceptance of the proposition does not,
however, prevent the government from

any bid in excess of the amount
guaranteed. In the two transactions by
which the government has disposed of its
liens upon the Union Pacific and the Kan-
sas Pacific loads, it received a total of
$64,751,223. Of this sum $27,236,512 Is tho
principal and $31,211,711. the full amount of
the accrued and unpaid interest to the date
of sale. From the Kansas Pacific the gov-
ernment realizes $6,303,000. the principal,
losing the balance of interest amounting
to $6,624,107.

The amount realized from the two
sales is about $20,000,000 in excess of the
amount the government offered to take
during the last part of the last adminis-
tration. As to the Kansas Pacific, the
officials regard the outcome as eminently
satisfactory. Inasmuch as the sum re-
alized, when taken in connection with the
first liens, which the government would
havo been compelled to bid in in order to
protect its own interest, represents, in
their Judgment, the full value of the road.
This settlement of the matter releases and
returns to tha treasury the $900,000 de-
posited with the court in order that the
government might be qualified as a bid-
der at the sale: $7,515,255 deposited some
days ago for the purchase of the first
mortgage bonds, and $6,303,000 which the
reorganization committee has agreed to
pay. The entire amount- - which thus will
be added to the treasury's available cash
Is $14,718,235.

FAST RUN OfiJTHE SANTA ,FE.
Average Actual Speed of D6.7 Mile

Per Hour From La Junta to
Dodge City.

Topeka. Kas.. Feb. 12. Tho Santa Fa
made another remarkable run on its West-
ern division yesterday, eclipsing its for-
mer records by several minutes. Train No.
4. the Santa Fe'S' California limited, con-
sisting of a composite car, dining car and
three heavy Pullman's, covered tho dis-
tance from La Junta. Col., to Dodge City,
Kas., 202.4 miles, in three hours and forty-fo- ur

minutes. Deducting ten minutes for
slowdowns, taking water, etc., the actualspeed was 56.7 miles per hour. This Is
faster time than is made by tha Empire
State express between New York andBuffalo, and the officials of the road arevery much elated over the performance.

Rock Island road has refused to obey the
order of the railroad commissioners to put
in a $4 rate for switching a car from To-
peka to the asylum, and $3 for switching acar to the reform farm. Attorney General
Boyle says the state will continue to pay
the old rate, and when the amount paid
reaches $100 he will bring proceedings to
recover the overcharge.

Completed to Wall Street Camp.
Boulder. Col., Feb. 12. The Colorado &

Northwestern railroad has been completed
at far as Wall Street camp and to-d- aparty of 300 from Denver and Boulder was
taken over the road by the officials on a
tour of Inspection. The road will be com-
pleted to Ward by the middle of March,
when an outlet will be given the rich terri-tory in and surrounding Middle park.

Denies Rumored Sale of W. A C. R.
Tacoma, Wash., Feb. 12. W. D. Tyler,

president and general manager of theWashington & Columbia River railway,
said ht that there is positively no
truth in the rumor that this road Is about
to bo bought by the Northern Pacific.
