ARE UP_IN ARMS.

Medical Directors Viclent in Thelr
Opposition to the Brush Bill
in New York.

New York, Feb, 12.—The medical directors
of all the life insurance companies of this
city have joined in a protest against the
passage of Senator Brush's bill excluding
tuberculosis from the list of contagious dis-
eases and prohiblting the board of health
from making or =elling anti-toxin.

A committee representing Insurance com-
panies her= went to Albany to-day to work
against the Bondy blll, which imposes a &
per cent tax upon the gross recelpts of for-
elgn companies. Domestic and “other state
companles’” are taxed only 2§ per cent on
net profits.

The refus=al of Insurance Commissioner
McNall, of Kansas, to accept the annual
stutements of Eastern insurance companias
unless explicit information i= given regard-
ing the salaries pald the president and other
officers has caused some comment among
fnsurance men in this city, None of the
compunies thus interrogated has answered
such questions, and the blanks have been
returned by the commissioner in conse-
quence. It §s sald, however, the commis-
eloner's alleged statéement that one com-
any paid its president $100,000 annually is
ncorrect. Four presidents of life insur-
ance companies of this city recelve as lurge
a salary as the (Pmiid(-m of the United
States (360,000), and one is reported to have
sald that he preferred his present position
to the chief magistracy of the nation. Some
of the vice presidents are compensated at
the rate of §35,000 a vear. Four or five ouier
positions pay as high as $25,000 a year. Some
of tha other officers are snld to be compen-
suted as follows: Second vice president,
$55,000; actuary, §15.000; general counsel, 15~
000; treasurer, $15.000; auditor, $10.000; assist-
ant secretaries of treasurers, $10,000.

The company refused to [ssue a
“straight-life Hey* for Mr, Ostermoor,
but said that it was willing to grant one
for Mr. Ames. his partner, who had also
made application. The partners made each
other beneficlaries. Mr. Ostermoor de-
murred at this, but later was advised that
another sort of policy could be issued which
was “incontestable, non-forfeitable, and
contained no restrictions.’” The partners
finally agreed to accept the policles, Mr.,
Ostermoor died of heart trouble at his home
in Netherwood, N. J., n few days after the
licles were dellvered by the company.
he company’'s adjuster offered Mr. Ames
a check for %3605, the premiums paid, in
settlement of his claim, saying the trans-
action was unauthorized by the company.
This offer was rejected, and suit begun.

Light January Fire Loas.

New York, Feb, 12.—The Journal of
Commerce and Commercial Bulletin says:
“The fire loss of the United States and
Canada for the month of Janpary, as
com:plled from our dally records, aggre-
gated 39472600, The year 1898 has com-
menced favorably as regards a continus-
ance of the reduction in fire loss, as will
be seen from a comparison with the fig-
ures for the month of January in the years
and 1807: January, 1596, §11,040,000;
. §12,049,000; 1588, $9,472,600.

“The lightnesa of Jmung losses this
yenr is very gratifving to the fire under-
writers, who always have some appre-
hensions in regard to the first month of
the year, fearing moral h on left-
over holiday stocks and fires due to de-
fects in heating apparatus brought out
by cold snaps., February has opened up
rather expensively as to fira losses, but
company managers consider thelr good
fortune in January to be a happy omen
for the year."

Good Luck to Stock Companies.

Underwriters are interested in the re-
ort of the fire In the United States rub-

t reclaiming works at Naugatuck, Conn,,
owing to the equipment of the plant with
sprinklere. The system was recently in-
stalied, and as a result the risk was In-
sured In mutuals and Lloyds at a low
premium. The fire occurred within twerr-
ty-four hours after the line of $400,000 had
been transferred from the stock to the
mutual companies. so that the former are
able to charge this amount up to goo
luck. The sprinklers worked well until
the fire engines began taking their water
supply from the same source as maln-
tained the pressure on the sprinklers. It
in belleved that the sprinklers, had the
water supply been untouched, would have
confined the fire to a nominal loss.

MeKall Finds a Mare's Nest.

McNall has found another mare's nest,
according to dispatches from Topeka, which
say that recently the Topeka State Jour-
nal sent the Hamburg-Bréemen a bill for
the publication of the annual statement.
The company got the draft for payment of
this bill mixed up and sent the Journsl in-
stead a draft in favor of Charles E. Eld-
ridge, chief clerk In the Clarkson rate
bureau, which all the companies said they
haidl abandoned.

Commissioner MeNall wrote the officers
of the company a letter Informing them of
the facts attending thelr detection and
threatened to exclude the company from
doing business In Kans=as the present year,
but said he would withhold action until
the company could present lis side of the
case,

Kicks Aganinst Exzaminntion.

Milwaukes, Wis,, Feb 12.—The Catholic
Knlghts of Wisconsin, a fraternal insur-
ance order, has refused to pay a bill of $28,
presented by Insurance Commissioner
Fricke for examining its books. The com-
missioner says that {f the order does not
pay he will not renew its llcense on March
1. The officers of the order claim they did
not ask for the examination, and there in
nothing In the law which suthorizes the
commissioner to charge it with the amount.
The matter will be taken o the courts and
the outcome will be closely watched by
the insurance companies, ug all .of them
have elways paid for such examination.

Low Plate Glass Aaten.

Rates on plate glass Insurnnce are lower
than at any provious time in Chicago. A
large risk, amounting to upwards of $7,000
insurance, was bid on by a number of the
companies, and placed at a rate of $37. Un-
der the compact agreement of former years
this risk would meun a premium to the
company placing it of 3247. The Lloyds,
Frankfort, Metropolitan, Fidellty and
Cusualty are the compunies most active in
the war. This risk, which was placed at
¥o low o rate, I8 of such a nature thut one
of ths companies refused to bld on ae-
count of the extraordinary gize of the glass
und the hazard Involved.
