FRANK G. CARPENTER WILL MAKE
A 25,000 MILE TOUR THERE.

BUSINESS MEN WILL BENEFIT.

HE WILL STUDY CLOSELY AXD
WRITE OF THE CONDITIONS,

His Letters to The Jouraal Will Tell
of American Enterprises Now
There and Openings for
Others—A Remark-
able Tour.

Within the next few woeeks The Journal
will begin the publication of one of the
mostl remurkable series of letters ever pub-
lished In a newspaper. This series will de-
scribe the South American continent as it
is in 3888, It will be the result of a tour
which will cost thousands of dollars, and
which will Include travels of more than
25,000 miles for up-to-dite Information.

United States has vet had. He says that
we are just on the edge of another era
in our national life, the commercial era.
and that we are to look, not at home, but
io the world, for our trade. There are
to-day scores of our people who are scat-
tered over South America. Some have
concessions for gold and silver mines. Oth-
ers are making fortunes ralsing coffee,
and others have vast rubber interests on
the Amuzon. There are a bhalf dozen dif-
ferent concessions which have hean recent-
Iy grunted to America to bulld raflroads
on the Pacific const of S8outh America, and
it is an American who is building the
gap which reémalns In the great railroad
across the continent from the Pacifie in
Chill, to the Atlantle st Buenos Ayres.
There are American colonies in_ South
Ameriea enguged in agriculture and stock
ralsing, and there are American traders
on the Upper Amazon, whose business 1s
with the wild Indians of those reglons.
Mr. Carpenter will tell just what our peo-
ple are doing in these different countries,
and will show what chances there are in
the different countries for American mus-
c¢le, braing and capital,

1o the diamond mines, spend some time at
Rin Janelro, and among other expeditlons
will travel more than 2000 mlles on the
Amazon river, exploring some of the wild-
est and least known parts of our hemis-
phere,

BIRTHDAY OF WASHINGTON.

APPROPRIATELY COMMEMORATED
IN THE PUBLIC SCHOOLS.

Carefnlly Prepared Programmes That
Were Begun Yesnterday to Be
Concinded To-day—FPostof-
fice to Close at Noon,

Young America’s patriotism was given
full vent in the Kansas City public schools
yesterday. From those in the senior classes
at the high schools to the little tots in the
kindergartens, all spent an hour vesterday
telling or listening to stories about George
Washington and singing puatriotic songs.
The exercises were held yesterday, as the
schools will be closed to-day in honor of
the nation’s “father.”

The programmes at the
schools varied in each room. Most of the
exercises were held yesterday afternoon.
The schoolrooms were decorated with flags
and pietures of Washington. The children
had been getting ready for the celebration
for several weeks, writing essays, propar-
ing debutes and memorizing verses reciting
the virtues of the first president.

Parents of the school children thronged
many of the schoolrooms and enjoyed the
patriotism which was bubbling over In the
breasts of the little folks,

“} am fully satisfied now thut the chil-
dren of to-day are not lacking In patriot-
fsm,”" mald one of the wvisitors, who had
been  invited to witness the exercises,
“Those children learned more valuable his-
tory in preparing that progriamme than
they would otherwise learn in o year.”

Many of the programmes which were
outlined by the principals of the schools
were very comprehensive in thelr method
of taking up the life and public service of
Washington. Beginning with his birth and
telling about his parentage, the programme
wits aurranged so that each child in & short
casnv or debate took up the vurious suc-
ceeding events in his life, so that when
the programme was tinlshed the children
had told the complete history of the life
of the firM president.

At several of the schools the children had
been drilled in flag exercises that were
executed yvesterday with gooid effect. In
the seventh grude at the Bryant school
the class had been carefully drilled for
weeks. Each pupil carried a small flag
and then, to tEr‘. time of a patriotiec air,
formed figures that elicited applause from
the spectators.

‘The exercises at Muadison school, corner
of Twenty-ninth and Wyandotte streets,
were especially  unique  and  attractive.
Principal Juudon had prepared a serles of
stercopticon views illustrating the life of
Washington from & boy until his death.
The most Interesting feature of the ex-
hibition were the specimens of Wakhing-
ton's handwriting from the time he wus
11 vears old until he was president.

“Washington used the vertieal style, the
#ame @8 the new siyle we're learning,”” ex-
eclaimed one boy, as he studied the signa-
ture of Washington when he was a boy.
As Washington advanced in his carcer, his
writing becume poorer, according to the
“rules’” of the modern writing books, The
children sang patriotic #angs, which were
illustrated by views thrown upon canvas.
While the exhibition with the stereopticon
was being given in one room, tho Q'lip".ﬁ
in other parts of the bullding read Wash-
ington's letters to his favorite nephew, as
well us the Ietters eriticlzing Washington,
written by Jefferson, his palitical opponent.

The: exerciges at the Central high school
were patriotie from beginning to end. The
anditerium of the school was crowded with
the puplls and thelr relatlves.  Principal
E. €. White opened the programme with i
patriotiec address. The partioularly patri-
otle feature was a drill by eighteen pleked
members from the high school eadets, The
boys presented a magnificent appearance
on the stage In thelr neat militury uni-
forme und their military carrluge. They
were in command of Major Kelsey, their
instruector, and went through the manual
of zrms with scarcely a misstep,  The
salute to the flag  was  impressive and
arcused the patriotism of the audience to
a hurst of applause. . A, Faxon, of the
board of education, wus present amd de-
livered o stirring address to the pupils on
their duty to their country and the ad-
visituge they should tuake of thelr edueca-
ticnal opportunities In order to best serve
thelr country. All the patriotle songs were

Dainty Receptacle for Ribbons—Blot-
ters for Lady’'s Deak Made of
Art Linens.

A dainty receptacle for bunches of baby-
ribbon I= made of a white cardbourd box,
whose lid, slipped outside, eovers it to the
bottom. The box Is six inches long, twe
inches and a half wide, and an inch and a
half deep. The cover is cased with white
sorays of buds and blossoms, and In the
top are three eyvelet holes—one exactly in
the ecenter, the other two midway between
the center and the sidesx  Corresponding
holes are punched through the cover he-
neath the embroldered ores, and in the box
below, neitly colled, lie ‘three bunches of
babhy-ribbon.one end of each drawn through
the hole above to be ready for use.

Very ornamental blollers for a lady’s
desk can be made of the art linens, ob-
tainable in so many colors. If intended
foir a gift try to ascertain what tint will
best harmonize with the future owner's
room. If for sale, half o dozen different
shudes should be provided to meet the
needs of the wvarjous purchasers, Several
slzes would perhaps be desirable, The
skhape is that of the ordinary blotter, and
they are very easily made, the founda-
tion heing stout pasteboard, neatly cov-
ered with art linen. On hoth sides, sewed
firmly @t the top and the bottom, and
drawn tightly enough to hold a sheel of
bletting paper firmily, is & band of ribbon
an Inch and a half wide, embroldered with
flowers.

One
was cased in blue linen of a medium shade,
and the ribbons were light blue embroid-
ered with daisies.  The other was dark
green, with satin ribbons a little lighter in
hue, embroidered with small scariet rose-
buds.

Plucing
hrushes with the bristle side up. Wearing
the sume clothing each week as it comes
from the wash.

Sweeping and Dusting.

In the course of a series of papers on
“Cookery for Girls.” continued in the Feb-
ruary  Womuan's Home Companion, Sallie
Joy White gives these simple rules for
orvderly housekeeping:

“Begin at one side and sweep toward one
place. Hold the broom close to the floor.
Sweep with shrt strokes, and et the broom
tiake the dust along the floor instead of
tossing it in the air.

“1 wizh every girl would learn the rule
for dusting by heart. 1 dare sav you have
il gseen the aimless way in which the ma-
Jority of girls—und women, oo, for that
miatter—idust u room. They seem to think
there i no such thing as a systematic way
of doing it. Dust the room thoroughly. Be-
zin at one corner and take each article
in turn. Dust from the highest things to
the lowest, taking up the dust in the cloth,
but not brushing it off on the floor. Shake
the duster occasionally in a sultable place,
-.||1n]_“-ht-n through, wazh and hang it to
dry.”

The Necklet a La Mode.

Buy a yard of velvet ribbon two inches
wide, of whatever bright color is most
biecoming. Rose, carmine, turquoise blue,
amethyst or that vivid “pompadour” green
seen in some dainty. well preserved old
china. In the middle of the velvet place
i tiny miniature or i clever imitation set
with pearis.

The center nlece must look as old-fash-
loned as possible. ext. with strong =ilk
twist. stitch down to the veélvet any old
gold beads. or detached pearls left stranded
in a Jjewel box slnee the division of the
“rope.”” or, nerchance, by the breaking of
the string of a necklace. These pieces of
jewels need not match, but if they glitter
and add to the quaint eighteenth century
effect of the velvet ribbon, vou may be
satistied, for the necklet will be a success.

An Old-Fanhiloned Re”lnh.

For a good old-fashloned relish. take a
firm head of cabbage, cut it into the thin-
nest shreds, as for s#alad, then chop fine.
Put into u large bowl, and mix a heaped
tablespoonful of salt with it. Let stand
over night, and next morning drain well.
Mince one small onlon. chop two bullnose
peprdre of which first remove the seed,
add one tablespoonful of white and one
of black mustardseed, a sprinkle of cel-
eryseed, a few white cloves, and a dozen
or more black pepperseeds. Mix all this
with the chonped cabbage, pack Into a
stone jar, cover the whole with a cabbage
leaf and till up with bolling hot vinegar.

SPEAKER SMITH'S FARE-REDUCING
ORDINANCE SIDETRACKED.

Lower House of the Conncil Refosen
to Act Upon It Under a Suspen-
slon of Rules—Connlderable
Routine Busineas.

The lower house of the council. by a vote
of b to 4, last night refused to suspend the
rules and act upen the ordinince Introducea
by Speaker Smith providing for a reduc-
tior In street car fares. When the measure
was reached the speaker called Alderman
Simonds to the chair and adidressed the
houge at length In favor of Immediate
auction on the ordinance. He sald that in
the last city campalgn all cundidates had
made certain pledges to the people whica
should be fulfilled. He said he had fultilled
every pledge mide by him to his conatitu-
enls save the ensctment of o measure such
as wus proposed.

“That the constitutionality of the ordi-
nance would be tested If passed is known to
all of you." he sald, “and for that reason
it would do no harm for us 1o act upon
the measure to-night and get it in the
courts as soon as possible.’”

Alderman Lynch wanted it to go to the
judiciary commitiee for investigation. He
churged that the speaker was secking to
manufacture a little campaign material jnst
now along with some others who had de-
clared for it. '

“The gentleman has been a member o1
this body for neagly two years.” he said,
“and if the passage of this measiure was o
dear to him why did he not introduce it
ecarlier. The committee can repgrt it back
at our next meeting, and if the city coun-
selor says it Is legal to act, then u different
question is presented. T want the opinion
of the city counselor before voting.”

The vote stood to suspend the rules—
Smith, Simonds, Brinkley and Craig—1.

'fo refer — Pendergast, Wolf, Beroth,
Lynch and Burrows—i.

The judiclary committes |s composed of
8mith, Pendergast and Burrows.

The upper house ordinance appropriating
$7.5 to pay certain outstanding debts of
Westport was passed.,

A cemmunication from the Parker-Wash-
ington company was read. asking for the
appointment of & joint council commitiee
to imspect the quality of the asphalt it
has on hand, with a view to refuting the
charges muade that It did not have the
genuine Trinidad Iake asphalt with which
to fill eertain contracte, Pendergast and
Wolf spoke in opposition. contending that
the matter was now In the courts nnd it
was best to let It remain there until sat-
tled. Speaker Smith sald he introduced
the measure by request, but he could ses
no harm in appointing the committee, The
council declined to comoply by a vote of
6 to 3, the latter being Simonds, Brinkiey
and Smith.

Other measures passed were the upper
house ordinances loeating thirty-eight gas
lamps in different portions of the city: the
semi-monthly pay roll. and the ordinance
for the paving of Brooklyn avenue with
brick and asphalt, as previously stated :n
The Journal.

Alderman Craig was appointed to act
with Mr. Morgan. of the upper house, as
a Jjoint committee to confer with Laura
E. Scammon and Phoebe N. Ess, repre-
senting the Kansas Clity Athonacum. about
the establishing of @ school of domestic
ecenomy in one of the poorer sections ot
the city.

Owing to the uahsence of Alderman
Hovgh, who was a member of the Baer

and Youmans investigating committee, all

consideration of the committee reports on
file was deferred.

The session of the upper house Was very
brief, the only business,
batech of routine, transacted, being the
pussage of the regular semi-monthly pay
ordinance of $23,50.

The Only One of the Cashier's Precau-
tions That Wans Overlooked
by the Forger.

In & course of a lecture delivered recent-
1¥ cn chemical tests used in discovering by
the ink the age of docruments, and whether
there have heen Interpolations, Professor
', A. Doremus told of a curlouvs discovery
in the case of a rulsed check, made by his
father, who is an expert in chemistry and
in documents. The interests involved in
this case were very large, .ad it was not
practicabie that the omgnal check should
be tampered with or chemically treated.
For purposes of testimony an enlarged pho-
togriph of the check was taken by Dr,
Doremus, who was called as an expert In
the case. The first trial resulted in no de-
clsion, and on the second trial, what pur-
ported to be the originul check was pro-
dueed. It was handed to the cashier of
the bank for identification. He examined

| it and said:

“This Is not the original check.”

“How do you know that?" demanded the
amazed lawyer.

“Beciause in the heading of the original
check [ picked n hole in the center of each
of the "o's’ with a pin.' was the reply.
*This check has not those holes.”

In all other respects the check seemed to
be identical. The court culled for Dr. Dore-
mus'= photegraph to be produced. 1t plain-
Iy showed the pin holes. Upon this the
lawyer for the defense threw up his case,
and the gullty substitutor of the false
check fled the country.
