Tnusmuch ns Commissioner Cowgill has
authorized his announcement as & candi-
date for re-election, the announcement of
AMr. Mercer leaves Jackson county with
two candidates for the sume position. From
the time the office was created the custom
hias been adhered to of glving but one term

to cach commissioner. The official term
ix for #ix years and the Democratic fdea
has been that that wa= a long time for a
man 1o hold office. Commissioner Cowgill,
however, likes the positlon and is not wor-
rying over party traditions or custome.

ATTACKED GENERAL BOOTH.

Hev. J. G. Dougherty Seen Mo Good in
General Bootlh or the Salva-
tiom Army.

Rev. Mr. J. G. Dougherty, pastor of the
First Congregutionsl church of Kansas
City, Ka=., in an address before the Con-
gregational ministers of the city at the Y.

He no coun-
stlors or advisers, and s the
will of no one, his power being absolote.”

He also denounced the organlzation for

méthod of conducting it work.” He claim-
ed “that the work being done was along
lines  long followed Ly the orguanized
church hut without the ald of beuting
drum: I sounding trumpets.'”

In closing he said: “If the methods of the
Salvation Army are proper then the waork
of th: church is all wrong. The churches
are all spporting the army  while it is
teaching und advising people to let them
alone.” He thought the day was near at
hand when the churches would huve to
ease supporting the army or else join i1,

BOYCOTT CANADIAN.

WESTERN ROADS TO FIGHT THEIR
STRONG COMPETITOR.

THROUGH IMMIGRANT BUREAU.

INTERCHANGE OF STEAMSHIF BUSIE-
NESS WITHDHRAWN,

Canndian to Be Forced to Depend on
Other Poris Than New York and
Boxton for Itz Immigrant
Traflie=U. P. Pays High
Commissions,

Chicago, 11, Feb. 21.—A heyealt has been
declured azainst the Canadian Pacltic road
by the Western lines so far as Immigrant
trafic 1= concerned. The Canadian road
wis 1 member of the Western immigrant
huresu, but it has been curtly informed
thiat on aceount of its ignoring the rules
of the clearing house and the course It has
=een fit Lo pursue in regard to the whole
differentlal riate question its memberzhip
in the Immigrant bureau has ceased. The
netice = emphasized by the fact that the
trans-Atlantic steamship companies land-
ing at w York and Boston which are
under reement o support the Western
roads in the matter, have 2ent instructions
to all their agents not 1o ticket any busi-
ness over the Canadian Paclfic in elther di-

rection., Many of the agents of the Cana-
dian Pacific in the Northwest were also
dgents of the steamship companie and

thelr agencies huve heen canceled, This will
he & severe hlow to the Canadian Pacitice.
#= 4t will prevent it gettinge any immigTant
traflic at eltber of the two ports named.
It will have to be content with what it
eets at the Canudlan ports, and but a very
small percentuge of the wnole lands there.

Afurther blow was aimed at the Canadian
Pac by Htx opponents filing with the
interstate commerce commission at Wash-
ington an application for & suspension of
the long and short haul clause of the in-
terstate commerce act 80 #% Lo enable them
to meet its competition with through rates
without interfering with intermediate rates,

Should this application be granteo, as it
is_believed it will be, it whi be of immense
advantage to the American roads in con-
serving their revenues while the conflict
continues, Western roads say that at least
one trunk line will act with them in their
fight against the Canadian road and this
will render them practically independent of
the others.

COLONEL WALKER ON POOLS.

Chairman of Sania Fe Executive Com-
mittee Talks Freely on This
Subject.

The subject of railway pooling is very lit-
tle understood und the following definition
of poals, by Colonel Alduce F. Walker,
chairman of the executive commiltee of the
Santa Fe, is of interest:

“Pooling is not an agency for the fixing
of rates, but for malntaining rates.” says
Colonel  Walker, ““not  maintaining the
stundurd of rutes, hut malntaining the act-
ual rates, which necessurily fluctuate from
time to time in accordance with competi-
tive and business conditlons. Rates may
vary every duy and yvet be strictly ‘main-
talined.”

“In their best estute ussociutions agree

upon rates, by mutual consent, if possible,
but preserving 1o members the right of in-
dependent action, Every change is made In
view of competition and business condi-
tions within aml without the territory af-
fected—perhaps more frequently  without
thun within: the competitlon can never
cease, und the establishment of rates wiil
inevitably and always be dominated by nat-
ural forces, which may be depended upon
1o keep the rudder true, but which if inter-
fered with will fnevitable precipitate dis-
tross and disaster. In thelr other aspret as.
sociations., by apportioning the business
cirried under rutes so controlled, enable the
riates to be stewdily and uniformiy applied
to all shippers allke, whether the flgures
fixed ga up or down.
e ‘fixed” (or the amount thereof
it nunder conditions bevond the
control of the carriers. The figures must
be fought out and registered in meetings
held for thut purpose.  Arbltrations are
often necessary. Withont such muachinery
the only result possibie is a series of rute
wars ruinous to all interests and the ulti-
mule collup=e of the entire rallwiy svstem.
Each traffle maniager always secures for
hi= line the Iowest rates that can be made
without inducing reductions of the rates of
other lines competing for the same traffie,
ar competing for Jike traffic to the same
mnrket,

“Rates are not “fixed’ hy pools, and they
never were. On the eontrary, while pools
weore formerly in vogue, from 1865 to 1888,
the rate per tan per mile on six leading
Eastern roads decreased from 290 to 6,
and on six leading Western roads from 2.642
to M. The function of pools = simply to
assist in assuring the public that mu-L CHr-
rler will stand by the “fixed” rate until
changes ure mades through methods which
will disturh business the Ivast possible.

It = of course, possihle thal rates may
aecuslonally be ‘fixed.” on e higher hasis
1 1 would be adopted if their maintenanece
wits not 1n be supparted by a poaling agree-
ment: buat thi= will rarely. if ever, be done,
except in cases whers unreasonsble reduae-
tions have previously oceurred and where
the results of exeessive competition  de-
manid correction. Stability in rates je of
intinitely more importance to the prvblife
than too loew rates: and as a practien] mat-
ter extortionate vate charges cannot he
bt in the face of present correct-
fve influen: nEenvies.

Use for Old Stockings.
