The officer found
thit a blaze was issuing from one of the
windows on the first floor. The doors were
broken open and the persons on that floor
were rushed out without any damage.
Somebody yelled thut a family of women
were sleeping on the third floor. The po-
lice rushed upstairs and when they reached
the 1op story the lifesaving work was
stopped by the flumes which seemed to be
playing over the entire building.

Screams from dying women were heard
and Officer Bagby rushed in and pulled
out three charred bodies. The quick work
of the fire department checked the fire, and
It was soon under control, but not until
nine lives on the third story had been lost.

BIG LOUISVILLE FIRE.

Flames Do Damnge Aggregaling
$1,000,000 to the Natlonnl To-
baecco Company's Plant.
Louisville, Ky., Feb. 25.—The picking, dry-
Ing and stenming warehouses of the Na-
tionul Tobaceo Company, situated at Twen-
ty-fourth and Main streets, were totally
destroyed by fire this morning., The loss
will amount to $1,000,000, fully covered by
insurance. Mr, W, E, Duke, of New York,
president of the American Tobacco Com-
pany, of which the National Tobacco Com-
pany of Louisville is a brancn, 15 in  the
city, and witnessed the destruction of his
{:ro:n-rl}'. He sald it would be at onve re-

ullt.

The fire was discovered at 8 o'clock on the
secofd floor of the bullding used for dry-
ing purposes. Three alarms called the en-
tire de ment to the scene, and although
the firemen worked hersteally, they could
do litile less than save the property adjoin-
Ing, as the three blg bulldings, which oc-
cupy nearly the entire square between
Twenty-fourth and Twenty-fifth and Main
and Market streets, were seen to be doomed,

From the three-story drying bhullding,
the flames spread rapldly west 1o the four-
story warehouse, and east (o the three-story
stenming house. In the hullding which
caught first? 200 hands, mostly women and
children, were employed, but the majority
of these escaped safely, only a few belne
slightly Injured, as did 200 who were at
work in the steaming bullding. In the
four-story warehouse 1,000 men were at
no h but they had plenty of time to rs-

EFFECT ON TRADE,

REPORTS BEST OF THE YEAR.

ENORMOUS DEMAND FOR IMPLE-
MENTS IN KANSAS CITY,

Snien Limited Only by the Ablliiy to
Fill Orders—Demand for Iron
and Steel Continuen Large
—Grain Exports and
FPrices.

New York, Feb. 2i.—Bradstrecl’s 10-mor-
row will say:

“While business of a spetulative nature
has been quick to reflect the Inereasing
straln In politlea]l affairs In reduced values
and withdruwals or curtailment of activity
in some lines, there is little to indicate that
the volume of distributive trade has been
reteeed, and reports 1o Bradstreet's this
week, so far as the latter branch of busi-
ness is concerned, are among the best re-
celved this year. With few important ex-
ceptions, the price situation is one of
sirength, while the enlurged demand for
course grains is taken to reflect the turning
of attention from higher priced ceresls 10
those of a lower priced character.

The case of the Waterwiteh b= consilered
to be the most analagous to that of the
Muine, should It be cstablished that the
Malne disaster wis not the result of acci-
dent. The Witterwiteh was a United States
ship engaged in 1855 in surveying the en-
tranee 1o one of the rivers of @ 4raguay.
Without warning, and by orders of FPresi-
dint Lopez, of Paraguay, 1 force of troops
opened tire on the Witerwiteh, killing the
miin at the helm and woumnding others.

In thut ease the German govern-
iment acouired ns Indemoity o lurge por-
thon of Chinese territory, a8 well p= some
of the most viluable strategic ports of
China.

The principle of moncy Indemnity for the
killing of rorcigners s bevn recognized
in geveral recent cases in the United Stages,
One of these was the Killing of Italians at
New Orleans by o mob.  In that vase. while
the United Stiates oHd not sdmit the re-
sponsibility of the federnl government for
the act of a m ¥otr inslemnity was pald
out of the |ml-rll treas=ury ns a matter of
International comity and equity.  Similar
action was taken in indemnifying China for
her subjects kKilled ot Rock Spring=. In the
care of tho Virginius, a large money in-
dempity was paid.

Mexico.was charged ft that
time with assenting to spoliation along the
United States border, President Buchanan
a=ked congress for authority to #end a
military force to secure indemunity, as diplo-
matic negotiations had falled to bring re-
dress from Mexico, This course wns adopt-
e by congress, and the preparations for
the military reprisal soon brought ahout a
satisfactory adjustment.

PFRESIDEAT WMKINLEY READY TO
ACT VIGOROUSLY,

I{ We Have No Just Grievance

Agninst Spain, However, There
Will Be No War Merely to

Jingocs—Few

Developments.

Washington, Feb: %5.—(Special.) Very lit-
tle additional light has been shed to-day
upon the situation in Havana harbor. A
stroing feeling of reserve continaes to ba
muanifested on every hand, pending the in-
vestigation, but the conviction is steadily
growing thuat the United Stutes is con-
fronting a serious crisis. There = no ex-
citement, however. FPublic men are wait-
ing, expecting thut inside of another weelk
the triue facts will become known. Until
they can form an intelligent opinion of the
cause of the disaster they have no policy.

Everybody unacrstands that if thls ea-
lamity cun be traced to Spanish officials,
directly or indirectly, there is liable to ba
trouble, The administration Knows what
the sentiment of the American people s,
Lf the war fever Is justitied by the result
of the inquiry, those who have been clam-
aoring for war may have a chance to prove
their patriotism. 1If, on the contrary, the
facts should not justify war, there will ba
no announcement of a war policy, whether
that be unpopuliar or not.

Those who have held to the accident the-
ory are rapidly abandoning their belief. The
situation is considered to be gaining in
gravity from the fact that the cabinet
meeting to-day was almost entirely given
up to a discussion of the Maine disaster,
and talk of accident was less tenaclous
than after the meeting of a few days ago.
It is generally believed that a vigorous pro-
gramme is in course of preparation.

It is regarded as significant that very lit-
tle has been heard from Consul Genepul
l<e within the past few days. Then. too,
no officiul information has been transmitted
to the senate. It bears out the Impression
which many entertain that the situation is
srave. Yet, in its general aspect, It re-
muins unchanged. Everything is Involved
in doubt and theories. All are resting on
their arms, as it were. None but a few
cranks here express views adverse to the
policy which the administration s pur-
suing. If there Is to be war, it will come
soon enough. There will be no evasion of
the fssue. A week will make no _differ-
cnce, in the minds of the best men in
both parties. The general feeling is-in fa-
var of Davy Crockett's precept: “Be sure
you're right: then go ahead.”

In spite of the stress that came trom un-
official sources In Havana a=s (o sensa-
tlonal developments in connection with the
work of the divers in the Maine's hull, the
administration remaing firm in its state-
ment that there Is no credible evidence,
one way or the other, as to the cause of the
disaster, and holds to its purpose to awalt
the conclusion of the investigation now
munking by the court of inquiry., This posi-
tion was emphazized at to-duy's cabinet
mieting. People woh looked for some start-
ling announcement were disappointed, as
the members, without reservation, (rankly
arimitted thut the subject of the loss of the
Muaine bad been discussed, but said the
government had received no Information
from Havana since yesterday, and had no
intention of changing its policy until there
wias something of substance to warrant it.

The Spanish legation was equally in the
diurk as to any of the discoverics reported
from sources that are not cited, as was
shown by the message from Captain Gen-
eril Blanco.

Secretury Long bas been under a heavy
and almest constant strain ever since he
was awakened in the middle of the night
a week ago last Tuczdey by the news of
the loss of the Maine, and, now that mat-
ters are, at least for the time being, in a
quieter state, he has withdrawn from the
navy department and gone away for a few
days’ rest, leaving Assistant Secretary
Roosevelt to manage the department.

The latter hus been thoroughly advised
at every step of the secretary’s policy of
treatment of the Maine affairs, so that
there is not likely to be any change in

i that respect caused by the temporary as-

sumption of the dutles of secretary by
Mr. Roosevelt. Just before the department
closed, he bod word of the sailling of the
crulser Mountgomery from Tampa for Key
West., Up to that time, the vessel had
been given no orders, so that the date of
her departure for Havana, if she is to go
at all, Is conjectural. The ship went o
Tampa instead of Key West on her return
from San Domingo in order to facilitale
the speedy return to his duties in Wash-
ington of Captain Crowninshield, the chisf
af the navigation bureau, who saved a full
day by the movement.

The Castine. the second of the United
States warships on the South Atlantic ste-
tion, arrived to-duy at Barbadoe=, whers
she joined the Cincinnatl. It may be that
the Castine will go to Martinique to be
docked, 2= she is In need of cleuning after
her tropival service.

PROTECTING EAST RIVER.

A Line of Torpedoes Being Lald
Across the Entrance of the
Channel.

New York, Feb, 25.—The Brooklyn Eagle
to-dny sald:

YAt Willet's peoint  precaution is being
taken to make the East river entrance o
New York Invulnerable. A so-called skir-
mizh line of torpedoes Is projected from

The torpedoes will be an-
chored so close together that it may be
made Impossible for a hostile vessel to

| eross the line without belng blownr up. The

torpedors will be connected with eicctrie
wires, and to make doubly sure that their

| plans cannot be frustrated, the engineers
have arranged to have batteries located at

vach emnd of the line so that in case an
appuratus wae used by the enemy to sever
the connecting wires und break the cir-
cuit, the torpedoes still eould be exploded
from either end of the line. The channel
is alremly protected from the Willet's point
shore to the center of the channel by two
groups of submarine mines. Each group
of the mines consists of (weniy-two tor-
pedoes, forty-four together containing 12
pounds of glant powder.
