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T0 USE THE SUBURBAN BELT

FRISCO WILL ENTER KANSAS CITY
OVER ITS LINE.

Improvemenis nt Sccond and Wyan-
dotte Depot—=Northern Conneci-
ing Line to Be Completed
March 10,

General Manager R. D. Yoskum, of the
Frisco. held a conference yesterday with
General Manager Robert Gillham, of the
Pittshurg & Gulf, who returned yesterday
morning from an inspection trip over the
Southern division of his road. The confer-
ence had to do with the terminal facilities
10 be accorded the Frisco by the Pittsburg
& Gulf upon the completion of the Blair
line extension giving the Frisco entrance
1o Kansas Clty. While the contract by
which the Frisco will enter Kansas Clty
over the Suburban Delt line, controlled by
the Pittsburg & Gulf, was not signed yes-
terday, It Is understood that the negotin-
tions were practically completed and that
there §= lttle Jdoult of an arrangement by
which the Frisco will u=e the Scburban
Belt line's terminals being consummated.

This arrangement will require that ex-
tensive improvements be mide 10 the Sec-
ond and Wyundotte depol. In fact, exten-
sive improvements would have been made
10 the depol 1o care for the business of the
other lines entering It without an arrange-
ment with thé Frirco to use the depot.
This arrangement, however, will result in
the depot belng greatly enlarged to accom-
modate the travel through it. With the
entrance of the Frisco, and the completion
of the Northern Connecting line, giving the
Omaha, Kansas Clty & Eastern entrance 1o
the depot, provisions will have 1o be made
for caring for this additional travel. The
depot §s really inadequate at present for
the truvel through it afforded by the Pitgs-
hurg & Gulf and the Chlcago Great West-
ern.

The work of pushing the Northern Con-
necting line to completion is progressi
rapidly. Over $000 {eer of ralle were lal
yesterday., and General Moanager Gillham
expects the road will be In operation by
March 10, shortiy after which train service
will be established between Kansas Clty
and Omaha and between Kansas City and
Quincy over the Omaha, Kansas City &
Eastern, adding two trains daily to the
number entering the Second and Wyan-
dotte depot,

Another train on the Pittshurg & Gulf
will be added thi= morning to run for the

resent between Kansas Clity and Slloam

prings, Ark. This train is to run to Fort
Bmith as soon a= the branch line of the
Pittsburg & Gulf to that clty is completed,
which General Manager Gillham thinks
will be within the next forty days. The
new train will leave Kansas City at 9:456
si. m. and arrive here returning at 4:40
. m.. for the present. When the Fort
Smith line is completed, the schedule may
be changed to provide for earller departure
and later arrival of this train.

T0 PACIFIC COAST, $20.

This Rate Will Be Applied From the
Misnourl River hy Une of Re=-
bate Orders.

(Chicago, Feb, 26.—At the meeting of the
general paszenger agenis of the Western
roads here t1o-day to devise ways of con-
ducting the transcontinental rate war, the
trans-Missouri roads gave notice that, be-
ginning March 6 they would put into ef-
fect to North Pareific coast polnts from the
Missouri river gateways the same rates as
are now in effect via St Paul, For parties
of three or over they will maoke n flat rate.
On single tickets they will charge full
fures, giving the passenger a rebate order
for $2, payable on reaching destination.
This disposes of the question of merting
the cuts through the Missouri river gate-
ways. A commiftes was at once appoint-
ed 1o prepare a plan of action for the
roads east of the Missouri river to pursue.
The report of this committee will be consid-
cred Monday., The meeting to-day  de-
clined to take any action on a proposition
coming from the Canadian Pacific road,
through a trunk line committee, for a set-
tlement of the matters in dispute. In effect
this proposition was that all rates should
be restored March M4, and be malntained

nding the result of a conference to be

eld March 15. The Great Northern and
Northern Pacific ronds would not consent
to entertaln the proposition because it in-
volved n fresh recognition of Canadian Pa-
cific differentials, and restored to the Can-
adian Pacific all the advantages it pos-
sessed on that point prior to the rate war.
The other roads would take no actlon on
the =ulject until they heard from their
Eastern ally, the Grand Trunk. They rec-
ommended the trunk line committes to sub-
met the proposition to that road for &n ex-
pression of opinien on the subject, and
when it Is heard from, the Western roads
will then be In a position to take saction
in the matter. .

AS TO AMERICAN ETIQUETTE.

We Are in the Plastic Age of Ameri-
canism, Says Marguerite
Merington.

This may be termed the plastic age of
Americanism, In the *‘lesser moralities” of
thte conventions, no less than In the art
and literary life, says Marguerite Mering-
ton in the American Queen. The stateli-
ness of colonfal days is almost a fable.
Such touch of Old World repose as the col-
onies bequeathed to the republic long has
passed away, &S are passing away the
forest treee of New Amsterdam and the
old colonial mansions with thelr sweet-
scented gardens, ideals of a life that in
its search for freer opportunity In worlds
bevond the sea had not abjured the tra-
ditlons of fits breeding, had not forgot-
ten 1o be gentle,

But if the old order has changed there
Is another step in the building of the na-
tion's social life that is passed, to the
general gain, The mushrcom fortunes that
sprang from the ground of the internecine
conflict have had time to work their al-
chemy. The dollars that as dollars sug-
gested all sorts of possibilities, particu-
Iarly vulgar ones, have been trans-
muted, some of them, it Is true, Into the
realization of nightmares of lavish hideous-
ness, others Into well built houses, works
of art, and princely gifts to munlcipality
or nation. Also the most adaptable of
races has made a passlonate bld for taste
—a taste that, however paradoxical, shall
express the national admiration for colos-
eal expenditure, and yet be the taste that
money can not buy. And cheek by jowl
with these monuments of Amerlcan luxury
stand the primitive conditions of squatter
settlements, and the squalid existence of
the poorest gleaning® 1rom every corner
of the earth!

Such are the heterogeneous elements on
which the social life of rhe young repub-
lie rests, and It is for the children of the
generation that Y now beginning to call
Itself old to rear thereon a soclnl structure,
firm, harmonious and of a homogeneity
that shall give it national character. It
is the children of colonial tradition, the
children of the rich, and the children of
the newly landed immigrants, who must
be the architects of Americanism.

For the very renson that the material
from which the national and social life is
to be constructed Is drawn from such un-
related sources, the national wlea of fine
manners has need 0 Keep itself free from
the local limitations of any one city from
east 1o western coast and to take Its stand
on individualism. The danger to American-
ism on its soclal side i= that in the revolt
of the better-minded from the vulgarity
of free-nnd-eusiness the pendulum wiil
swing too far: that in cities the forms of
an Ol World civilization will be too lit-
erally Imitated, without regard to their
unfitness to the unique conditions of na-
ticnal development. In lands where caste
is rot only an idea, but an ethnical fact,
bred in the bone of the race, it I8 natural
that a certain sociul officlalism  should
obtain, from the court ceremonial that
hedges In a race of kings down In ever
widening circles of classdistinction through
the common people—such forms are
growths, like the language and the re-
ligion of a prople—but to try to fit the
state robes of other races to the young
republic is an error, and a grotesque one;
they were not made for her: they are not
meant for her: they mar her beauty and
do but emphasize her crudity.

IN THE REIGN OF MAXIMILIAN

THE CLOSING DAYS OF THE ILI-
FATED MEIICAN EMPIRE.

The Emperor Was a Genial and
Pleasant Man, With More FPer-
sonal Maguetism Than the
Unhappy Carlotis.

Mrs. Sara Y. Stevenson Is contributing
to the Century a series of papers on the
French intervention in Mexlco. In the
March ber of the m ine Mrs. Btev-
enson writes of *'Mexlcan Bociety In Max-
imilian’s Time, 1866." Bhe says of the last
days of the empire:

The pomp and dignity of the court had
vanished, and soclal life In the capital no
longer centered about the imperial palace.

Even previous to the departure of the
empress, the Monday receptlons had been
discontinued, without their loss being se-
riously felt. At best they had never been
other than dull, formal affairs. The ball-
room was a large hall, always Insufliciently
lighted, and narrowed in the middle by the
platform where stood the Imperial throne
under a canopy of velvet, Here, after their
new guests had been officlally presented In
an adjoining hall, the emperor and em-
press seated themselves. Before supper they
made i sSolemn tour of the ballroom. 'The
dancing then ceased, and the crowd stood
in chilled expectancy, and made way for
them, each In turn receiving, ns they
passed, a smile, a nod, or some common-
plice word of greeting.

Maximilian was happy In his remarks on
such occasions. Naturally affable and kind-
l¥, like most princes trained to this sort
of thing, his memory for names and faces
was remarkable. We were presented at
court on the first of the imperial fort-
nightly Mondays, and with us, of course,
the larger number of the guests present;
and yer, some weeks later, when making
his tour of the ballroom, the emperor
stopped before us, inguired about nn ab-
sent member of the family, apparently
placing us exactly. Many other instances of
his memory and power of observation in
such small matters were related by oth-
ers.

He was tall, slight, and handsome, al-
thouql‘l the whole expression of his face
revealed weakness and indecislon. He looked
and was a gentleman. His manner was
attractive; ha had the faculty of making
you feel at ease; and he possessed far
more personal magnetism than did the
empress.

Hers was a stronger, intelligent face,
the lines of which wers somewhat hard
at times: and her determined expression
impressed one with the feeling that she
was the better equipped of the two Intel-
ligently to cope with the difficulties of

ractical life. It Is probable that, had she
geen alone, she might have made a better
attempt at solving the problems than did
Maximilian; at Jleast such was Marshal
Bazaine's opinlon, as expressed before me
on one occasion, during her brief regency.
when she had shown special firmness and
clear judgment In dealing with certain
complicated state affalrs.

She, howeaver, was reserved, somewhat
lacking In tact and adaptability; and a cer-
taln haughtiness of manner, a dignity teo
conscious of itself, at first repelled many
who were disposed to feel kindly towards
her. It is more than lkely that under
this proud mien she concealed a suffering
spirit, or, at least, the consclousness of a
superiority that must efface itself. Who
will ever know the travail of her proud
heart and the prolonged strain wonder
which her mind finally succumbed? For
notwithstanding the prudence and decided
ability with which she had conducted the
difficult affairs of the realm during the
emperor's absence in 184, it was hinted
that on his return she was allowed lttle
say in public affalrs, and that her advice
when given was seldom followed. After
her departure even the semblance of a
court disappeared,

LOCOMOTIVE ANTICS.

Old Engineer Insista That His Engine
Isn a Most Human Plece of
Mechanism.

An old rallroad engineer Insisted that his
engine is the most human plece of mechan-
ism on earth, and, asked to make clear his
meaning, replied:

“Do you see those two blg, round exten~
sions on top of that locomotive which
look like the humps on a camel's back?
They look alike, but they are used for very
different purposes. One is the steam dome,
the other is the sand box. The latter is
filled with sand which Is used to sprinkle
on the tracks when they become too slip-
pery for the wheels to take hold of them.
The sand allows the driving wheels a good
purchase on the rulls and the strain of
pulling a train ls reduced.

“But this very sand which so helps the
locomotive would hinder the progress of
the car wheels, which should have as
smooth & track as possible. Bo & steam
blower !s placed just behind the driving
wheels in order that the sand may be blown
to one alde., During locust or grasshopper
plagues In the West the insects lay =o
thickiy on the tricks that the moisture
from their crushed bodles often stopped
trains. A blower was placed in front of the
locomotive by the cowcatcher so as to clear
the tracks of the Insects,

*Now, the =team dome Is an equally In-
teresting contrivance. You may have no-
ticed at times great puffs of white vapor
coming from the smokestack of o locomo-
tive. That was a sign that she was car-
rying too much water in her boilers. The
steam which lies down near the water (n
u boller Is very wet; in fact It ls almost
water in consistency. The further up you
go from the surface of the bolling water
the more vaporized does the steam become,
and consequently the better for use as a
motive power.

*If, however, water rises too high, It is
apt to slop over and run down what Is
known as the dry pipe into the cylinders.
Then when the piston rods encounter thes
Incompressible water, Instead of the very
compressible steam, the heads of the cyl-
inders are apt to be knocked out., This
would disable a train.

“Did you know that locomotives some-
times get tired? Well, they deo, just like
human belng=. 1 have known days when
my engine would not work well at all
1t would lag behind and almost refuse to
work. 1 suppose it was poor coal or poor
water or something of that nature, but it
acted, ‘tired.’ What is known as the 'fa-
tigua' of metal mlso is apt to change the
conduct of an engine in time.

A locomotive naturally becomes heat-
ed with fis work and its fire. The heat
expinds the metal, but as the engine rushes
forward the wind created by its motion
cools off the front end of the machine and
contracts it. Thus the front of the loco-
motive remains normal while the rear end
is always expanded. After years of this
tha expanded metal refuses to contract
when allowed to cool. It has become, as we
say, fatigued.

**This is in a measure a change due to
the influence of the climate or state of
the atmosphere in which the engine is
traveling. But there are some climates
which make raiiroading a very queer busi-
ness indeed. While working In Manito-
ba I remember we were not allowed to
blow the whistle when near a signal light.
If we did every light in the neighborhood
would go out promptly. The mercury
there drops many degrees below zero, and
some property of the very dry air causes
thi= strange freak.

“Perhaps. however, tha most curious
thing of all is the manner In which loco-
motives and their drivers are treated In
newspapers, You often read of an engi-
neer (in a colllsion or where a locomo-
tive plunges into a river) dylng at his
post. Now In such cases the engineer
who can otherwise escape and does not
do it is slmply a fool. The men who have
stuck to their posts have, In most cases,
been men who could not get away. Inas-
much as no engineer can help his passen-
gers In such cases, he had better jump if
he can do =o at all. You read of engi-
neers who In newspaper English,
stantly reversed thelr levers.®

“No sane engineer would do such a
thing. He would first shut off steam by
closing the throttle: next apply the air
brake: thirdly. open hi=s sand box, and
finally he would reverse his lever so as to
run in the opposite direction. Of course,
he would do it all very quickly. But to
‘reverse his lever Instantly,” as the news-
paper men make him do it. would blow out
his cylinder heads and render him powerless
to do anything at all™
