
JESUS AND THE SABBATH DAY

DR. GILBERT COMMENTS OJf RE-
BUKE TO THE PHARISEES.

Shows How the Actons of theApoatlea
In Plucking; and Threshing; Corn

"Warn Jiot Contrary to Lott
or the Scripture.

Sunday School Lesson for March 6.
JESUS AND THE SABuATH Matt.
xli:l-1- 3. By J. E. Gilbert. D. D.t LL. D..
secretary of American Society of Religious
Education.

INTRODUCTION. All harmonists agree
that the events of lesson occurred
prior to those of last Sunday's lesson. The
record Is made by two other evangelists
(Mark 11:23-2- 3 and Luke vl:l-S- ), with some-
what greater brevity, but with substantial
agreement. Matthew alone mentions the
reference which Jesus made (verses 6 and
7) to Himself and to the prophets, valuable
as helping to sustain the Messianic claim
which It was the chief purpose of the first
Gospel to set forth. In studying our les-eo- n

wo must remember that Jesus, during
His earthly ministry, was a reformer. He
found the Jewish nation attached to cus-
toms, but destitute of vital godliness. The
people conformed to legal requirements and
boasted of that conformity, seemingly
thinking that thereby they made them-
selves religious (Luke xviii:2), and they
even construed tho letter of the law to in-

crease Its severity. In order to prepare for
the spiritual elevation of the people Jesus
was obliged to oppose this legal narrow-
ness and bigotry. Sabbath observance was
one of the items requiring instruction.

OCCASION. Jesus and His disciples were
on a Journey, returning to Capernaum aftera successful ministry In the neighboring
vihages. They passed through a corn Held,
what we would call a wheat field their
corn was not like our maze. This walk
was allowable to the distance of 2,000 yards,
a Sabbath's day Journey (Acts 1:12). The
disciples became hungry. There is no evi-
dence that Jesus felt any need for food.
He may have been supernaturally sustain-
ed, or He may have suppressed any dis-
comfort experienced. It Is certain that He
had power over bodily conditions (Matt.
lv3J. Hence, while He passed on His way
the disciples plucked the ripened grain,
rubbed it in their hands, blew away the
chaff, and ate (verse 1). This was no tres-
pass, but a liberty allowed to travelers un-
der the law (Deut.xxlii:25); a very wise and
gracious provision it was. In that country
with its peculiar modes of travel and its
byslem of public inns. The disciples evi-
dently felt that there was no Impropriety
In their conduct, probably they had done
the same thing many times.

CRITICISM, instantly the Pharisees
gathered about our Lord. They had fol-
lowed Him wherever He went, keeping
a constant espionage upon His actions. In
the synagogue, in the feasts. In the cities,
at the seashore and In the fields they
watched, reproached, tempted and Insulted
Him. On the slightest pretext they sought
to arraign Him at the bar or public opin-
ion and to destroy His growing Influence
upon the masses. Now they think they
have lighted upon a heinous offense and
they openly declare that the disciples had
done what was unlawful (verse 2). Their
charge rested upon the teachings of the
rabbis who had interpreted the law of
Moses and perverted and destroyed it, say-
ing that to pluck corn was reaping and to
rub it was threshing. Tnese derivative
rules as they were termed were held In
higher esteem than the original Word of
God (Matt. xv:9). Thus had they set up
human standards for the government of
men, and had condemned the Innocent a

'form of criticism not altogether unknown
In the church of our time.

PRECEDENT. Tho reply of Jesus was
In two parts'. He first appealed from the
teachings of the Jewish doctors, on which
tho Pharisees relied, to the Scriptures.
"Hnve you not read," He inquired (verse
3). What a gentle yet stinging rebuke! And
then He' quotes from the Book what may
he considered two precedents as warrants
for the acts of the apostles. David under
stress of hunger (Sam. xxl:6) had eaten
the shew bread which was wholly devoted
to the priests (Ex. xxix:02). And the
Tiriest-- s wero authorized by law to do on
the Sabbath (verse 5) what belongs really
to other days, and were blameless, because
they were engaged In God's service. (Num.
xxvill:S). These two citations from the
"Word of God showed that the Ideas of
the Pharisees were false on the subject
of sanctity. Will you blame these fisher-
men disciples for taking a little food -- hen
they aro hungry, with such illustrations
of a larger liberty practiced by the great
king, and by the very ministers of the
Jewish church? This was a difficult ques-
tion for the critics to answer.

AUTHORITY. Tills first reply was sup-
ported by a second, if possible, more force-
ful (verses G to S). Jesus was not willing
to leave the subject under the limitations
of the old covenant, as He would have done
had He paused with the fifth verse. He
Immediately passes over to the New Cov-
enant and asserts Ills superiority and
authority. He declared Himself to be great-
er than the temple, which the Jews re-
garded with peculiar reverence Matt.
xxvii:40). He affirmed that the Pharisees
were' ignorant of the great principles of
mercy which He came to publish, and
which were of infinitely greater moment
than any sacrifice or ordinance, implying
that, if necessary, the old customs might
yield to give place lo the larger and better
aspects of spirituality, intimating also a
reproof for the formalism and legalism of
that day which had obscured and dwarfed
Its piety (Hosea vi:6). These statements
prepared for a reference to Himself, as
Lord of the Sabbath. He had come to in-

troduce its true observance, to correct the
false notions and restore It to its rightful
place. His authority over the day "was
complete. He would guard it and regulate
Its observance, and no one need offer any
suggestion ln'lts behalf. If He were pleased
ro to do He might set aside the seventh
day and appoint another.

ENMITY. The Pharisees' were silenced
because there was nothing further for them
to say, but their opposition was Increased.
They saw plainly that the Master was
superior to them they hated Him for that
reason, and determined to find pome mode
of accusing Him to the authorities. The
occasion was soon presented. The whole
company moved on, entered Capernaum,
and went Into the synagogue (verse S).
There was found a man with a withered'
hand the afflicted of those days were ac-
customed to visit places of worship that
they might appeal for aid. (Acts 111:2).
Hero Is Pharisaic opportunity. Drawing
near, the question is gently put to Jesus,
"Is It lawrul to heal on the Sabbath days?"
(Luke xlil:14). That appeared like confess-
ed Ignorance In the presence of .acknowl-
edged wisdom. It was intended to be a
snare. Knowing the goodness of the Sav-
ior's heart, and remembering His mani-cures, they expected to provoke Him Into
nn act that would warrant n legal process
against Him (verse 14). Reiving upon,
the gloss of the rabbis who held that the
fourth commandment (Ex.. xx:D) forbade
even nets of mercy, they expected an easy
conviction.

RESPONSE. This new phase of the Sab-
bath question was met first in tho concrete,
and second in the abstract" (verses 10 and
11). Turning to the Pharisees. Jesus asked
if any would hesitate to pull his sheep out
of a pit into which It had fallen on theSabbath day. That appeal could not be
answered. Every man will protect hispropertv. The hearers must have felt the
force of the Inquiry, even though Ignorant
of the law (Ex. xxlii:13) twice given
(Dout. xxii:4). Receiving no reply, Juscs
added: "How much is a man better
than a sheep." Will you savo a beast and
leave a man In distress and pain? The farreaching Influence of the Savior's question
can hardly be known. It revealed the hy-
pocrisy of his enemies and laid the basis of
humanltarianism In all after centuries. The
interview closed with a great moral truth,
the positive side of religion. Judaism In
that day concerned Itself with many nega-
tions, but Christianity is built on "the
words of Jesus. It Is lawful to do well on
the Sabbath day. ushering in a dispensation
of good deeds to the souls and bodies of

'nifn.
MIRACLE. The doctrine and practice of

Jesus were always in accord, each illus-
trating and supporting the other. Having
declared that it was proper to do well. He
could not withhold His power from the un-
fortunate man with the withered hand.
Had He done so the value of His words
would have been diminished, and He would
have been proven to be less than He was,
the divine man. Without hesitation, there-
fore. He commanded, and the hand was
reached forth and lnstantlv restored verse
13). Imagination may easily picture the
icene mat iouowea. rne rejoicing and
thankfulness of the cured man. the wan
der of his friends nnd of the bystanders,
the Increased admiration and devotion of
the disciples, the confusion and bitterness
of the Pharisees as they went out (verse
14) to hold a council, and the benignant
dignity of the Man of Galilee, who had
triumphed over opposition all these quali-
ties displayed themselves In the faces of
those who henrd what was said and wit-
nessed what was done on that Sabbath day
In the synagogue at Capernaum.

SUMMARY. The lesson Is rightly titled
"Jesus and the Sabbath." It touches nearly
everv element of the doctrine concerning
the Christian Sabbath Note these points:
(1) Jesus is the Lord of the Sabbath. It Is
not a Jewish, but a Christian institution,
"the Lord's day," hence not obsolete. If
His, then it must bo devoted to Him and

used according to His spirit and for His
glory and cause. (2) While its primary pur-
pose Is to furnish opportunity for spiritual
employments (Rev. i:lUj, the needs of the
body must not be neglected and all
acts of mercy-ar- lawful. Hunger must be
relieved, and disease may be cured. It
was made for man (Mark ii:2I), for his
body not less than for his soul. (3) The
day Is perverted when men surround it
with arbitrary regulations, brought down
from old-ti- observances, a misinterpre-
tation of the letter of legal enactments.
Whoever Is loyal to Christ, whoever follows
Him. will be likely to keep the day aright.
(4) There Is no encouragement here for
looseness of views or. practice concerning
that which Jesus maintained. He did not
destroy, but reaffirm and perpetuate. If the
Sabbath is for man for all men It is for
the race, for all time.

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IT HAS SHELTERED MANY.

CITY HOTEL OF nOONVILLE A IIOS-TLE-

NEARLY SIXTY YEARS.

Register In Use Over Fifty Years Ago
Still Preserved and Contains the

Karnes of Many Men rf Na-

tional llepntntlon.

The City hotel has been the leading hos-
telry of the city of Boonville for more than
half a century, and the guests to-da-y are
stowed away in the same apartments that
have been the resting places of travelers
all these years. Despite its age and inti-
mate associations with all kinds of trav-
elers, it has always been popular wth the
public and is to-d- able to furnish "meals
and lodging" and usually satisfy the guests.
The building is well located and the brick
walls are standing as solidly as when first
completed, away back In the '40s. The
walls are exceedingly thick, and there is
enough brick in the structure to make two
such buildings according to modern plans.

It has always been owned by the family
of Edward McPherson, the man who built
It. His sons, sons-in-la- w and grandchildren
have never allowed It to pass into the
hands of strangers. It was opened to the
public about 1841 by McPherson, a sturdy
old pioneer, who had a most original way
of doing business and keeping the records
of the house of which he was "landlord."
He had many distinguished men for guests
at the house during the years It was in his
charge. After his death the house passed
Into the ownership of other members of the
family and Is to-d- the property of O. A.
Kueckelhan. William McKinley. who Is
clerk and manager, has had charge of the
register for over twenty years and expects
to stay there for twenty more.

"I was at the City hotel last September."
said "Billy" Smith a few days ago, while
talking of the historic old place, "and the
clerk showed me the well preserved copy
of the register that was In use fifty years
ago. It is highly prized for its historic
value, and for the curious entries made on
its pages. Mr. McPherson was a close stu-
dent of events and each day. in addition
to the names of his guests, he would enter
on the page the arrival and departure of
the river steamboats that were then flour-
ishing and numerous on the river, tell of
the condition of the weather and any Im-
portant business dealings he had with any
one.

"It was on the 9th of September when I
examined the old book, and It was just
fifty years that day since William F. Switz-le- r

and his family registered at the hotel.
The pages bore the signature of Thomas
H. Benton, well preserved and plain, andmany others who were well known in Mis-
souri at that time. Mixed in with thenames were such entries as this:" 'To-da- y I paid Thomas Jones $2.17,whlch
settled my account with him to dateA -

"This would be followed by something
like this:" 'Another rainy day. Four days since we
saw the sun. Senator Thomas H. Benton
left for the capital this morning. The F.
X. Aubrey passed up the river this morning
at 8:35. She had a good load of freight forup the river and some passengers forWestport landing. Captain John Jones was
in charge and said shipping at St Louis
was heavy.'

"Then other similar entries would fol-
low; some man would pay the house what
he owed; some other man would make agreat hit as a hunter: some big catch of
fish would be reported: dry weather would
follow and harvest would be light, and all
of these things would be carefully and
faithfully reported In the entries on theregister.

"It is a veritable encyclopedia for the
people of Boonville, for it contains state-
ments of historic facts that would be hardto get elsewhere. The weather for years
there was carefully noted each day and all
of the happenings among the people on theriver were quite as faithfully narrated.
The old register looks little like the ones
in use in the hotels y, but It is more
highly prized at the City hotel than any
other possession that Is connected with the
historic place."
