As an evidence of the disgust caused by

Sailor Sharkey's foul tactics In his meeting
with Choynski, the following from the
Chicago News is a fair sample of tbe way
he is now regarded throughout the country:

RAILROADS IN SOUTHWEST.

MAJEY LINES UNDER CONSTRUCTION
OR PROJECTED.

Territory Tributary to Kansas) City
Bids Fair to Again Lead In New

Railn-a- Mileage All Point
to Oklahoma.

Sur-
veys to be in progress for a
branch of the Choctaw, Oklahoma & Gulf
from Shawnee, O. T., north to Stillwater,
Perkins and Pawnee, and the contract has
been awarded to J. W. Maney & Co.,
for the first twenty-fiv- e miles of the ex-
tension of this road west toward Arapahoe,
the work to begin at once and to be finished
by August 25. This road is also being
rapidly extended from its present eastern

MIDGLEY GROWS SARCASTIC,

Addresses a Circnlar Letter to Freight
Officer of Western Joint

Traffic Linen.
Chairman Midgley. of the Western Joint

Traffic bureau, has addressed the following
letter to the freight officials, of Western
roads:

"With the view of better observing re-

forms undertaken by the traffic officers In
December last, conferences were to be held
weekly of the St. Louis lines in that clty
on Mondays, and of the Chicago lines In
this city the following day. These were to
be honest efforts on the part of the traffic
officers to set an inspiring examplo as to
the manner In which obligations solemnly
assumed should be religiously regarded.

"Strange though it may seem, the inten-
tions thus expressed were as fleeting as
snowflakes on a rushing stream; and as
they have admittedly vanished, the under-
signed will withdraw his, request that each
general freight agent should make it his
first business to support, by his presence
at the gatherings above described, the de-
clared purpo;-- e to resist firmly all assaults
upon the published tariffs. Members may,
of course continue to meet in a frlendly
way. If they so desire; but It should, at
least, be acknowledged that such gather-
ings, if held, will not be with the object of
renewing pledges which, so far as relates to
export shipments, rested so lightly, appar
ently, upon tne consciences ot some mm
they never were seriously felt.

"The undersigned stated at the meeting
of traffic officers ot lines interested In the
transportation of grain from the Southwest,
held last month, that he would, unless en-

ergetic reforms were then undertaken, not
hesitate to report the situation as he un-
