GREAT CHANGE IN SENTIMENT.

Chicago, March 16. Returns from the
Methodist conferences that have voted on
tho constitutional amendment providing
for equal lay representation in the general
cuiilercucc indicate the certain triumph of
tin; measure.

Tho proposition originated in the Rock
River conference held in Chicago last Oc-

tober. It stated as follows: -

"Amend section 2 of paragraph GT of the
JJock of Discipline by striking out the
words "nor of more than two lay delegates
lor an annual conference and Inserting the
words "nor of more lay delegates from an
annual conference than there are minis-
terial delegates from such annual confer-
ence.' so that the section as amended shall
lead:

" "Section 2. The general conference shall
not allow of more than one ministerial
representative for every fourteen members
of an annual conference; nor of a. Ies3
number than one for every forty-fiv- e; nor
of more lay delegates from the annual con-

ference than there are ministerial delegates
from such annual conference; provided,
nevertheless, that when there shall be in,

any annua conference a fraction of two-thir- ds

which shall be fixed for the ratio
of representation, such annual conference
shall be entitled to an additional delegate for
such fraction; and provided, also, that uo
conference shall be denied the privilege
of one ministerial and one lay delegate." "

Tho section of the discipline which this
action will alter involves limitations on the
powers of the general conference. There-
fore, to secure the propositions adopted it
must be submitted to the voteof H5 an-
nual conferences, containing 17,000' preach-
ers, and must be"voted by three-fourt-

of these' preachers In the aggregate. The
voting was, to begin after January 1, 1S3S.'
The Rock River conference, which sub-
mitted the measure, has not voted on it.--

The 143 annual conferences are divided
Into "spring conferences, of which there
are forty-fiv- e, and annual conferences of
which there are 100. Of course, the spring
conferences are Just beginning to vote, ana
up to the present time only thirteen of
them have voted. But the laymen have
watched their proceedings with the deep-
est Interest, and by comparing their votes
with the votes they gave on a similar
proposition In 1896, feeT able to predict a
complete victory- -

The chance is attributable mainly to a
radical change of sentiment In the church.
It Is most noticeable In the Eastern con-
ferences, which are swayed by. theNewYork
Christian Advocate. That 'paper , in 1896
was opposed to the amendment, hut since
the Rock River conference submitted It
anew It has supported It. The vote so' far
taken falls somewhat short of being the
necessary three-fourt- majority for the
amendment. But the spring conferencesare conservative, so even If Ihey give a
bare majority, the fall conferences, which
are overwhelmingly In favor of tho amend-
ment, will pull it through. The relative
diminution of negative votes is marked.

Although the contemplated change Is of n
radical nature, the agitation is entirely free
from partisan feeling. There' will be no
bitterness If it Is defeated, and no triumph-
ant demonstration if It Is carried.

After the amendment Is carried by the
annual conferences, it must be ratllied by
a two-thir- vote of the next general con-
ference, which meets May 1. 1899., An ef-
fort in being made to have Chicago chosenas the place of its meeting.

FRENCH NAVAL ACTIVITY.

I'nrln Aurore Says Hie Fleet In Reins
Prepared for Mobilization fa

Support Russia.
Paris. March 16. Tho Aurore to-d- af-

firms that the French fleet is being pre-
pared for mobilization, adding that fever-
ish ai'Xlcty prevails at all the arsenals
and ship yards, which arc working until
10 o'clock at night. The Aurore says the
French Northern squadron at Cherbourg
is ready for immediate departure. The
skips, It appears, are being swung during
the night, at Cherlourg, for the adjust-
ment of their compasses.

Finally, it is asserted, that. lr. order to
complete the necessary number of officers,
second year students are to be appointed
midshipmen, and nil the admirals have been
Instructed to arrange to reach I'arls with-
in twenty-fo- ur hours after being sum-
moned.

AN ATTACK ON LEE.

Mndrld Iraparelal Says Xo Ambassa- -
dor Would Have the Liberty

He Ha Had.
Madrid. March 16. The Impardal devotes

Its leading article to the United States
consul general In Cuba. General Fitzhugh
Lee. It remarks that he Is "'a factor in
the Cuban problem to which sufficient at-
tention has not been paid." adding: "In
no capital of Europe would a full blown
ambassador be allowed to do what this
consular agent indulges in with Impunity
In Cuba. This gentleman lets no chance. go
by of showing In what quarter He his sym-
pathies and good will. Does any difficulty
arise between his country and Spain, he
Increases it; does friction arise between the
two countries, he does his liest to add to
It; his reports are always hostile to our
country and very often full of falsehood.
The insurgents look upon him as a pro-

tector, the Spaniards as an enemy.
"A paper of his own country has hinted,

many European papers have stated, that he
belongs to the syndicate which wishes to
buy up Cuba, and every indication indicates
the truth of this statement. His malevo-
lence against our country is so marked that
it has been noted even by the New York
papers, whlelf are In no way predisposed in
our favor.

"It Is. therefore, not surprising that En-
glish, French and German papers have
frefjuer.tly asked: "Why does not Spain

the United States to replace an of-

ficial, who, far from being the bond of
union between the two countries, is an
open clement of discord and strife?"

"That is the question we, too, ask. Is
our government so frightened that it dare
not present a petition to a government
with which it assures It la on friendly
terms? If that friendship really exlstel
the United States wouid find no difficulty
in relieving an official, who, far from im-

proving that friendship, does his level best
daily to interrupt it. Furthermore, as Lee
was sent to Havana by Cleveland, and It
is usual to have a clean sweep of function-
aries with a new president, McKInley must
have plenty of adherents who would ad-

mirably suit the post."

A NEW ORACLE FOUND.

"There "Will Be Xo War." Says Fonrtb
Auditor of the Treasury

Morrlii.
Cleveland, O., March 16. Mr. Frank II.

Morris, fourth auditor of the treasury, and
a personal friend of President McKlnley,
who Is at present in Cleveland,' speaking of
the Cuban question, said:

"There will be no war. I find that the re-

ports have been greatly exaggerated all
over the country.

"The war preparations are just what the
country needed, and has needed for twen-
ty years. In a short time we will be com-

fortably fortified against any Invasion from
a foreign country.

"Whatever the agency was. the officials
at Washington are positive that the' Span-
ish government had nothing at all to do
with the blowing up of the Maine. The
president, when the time arrives, will de-

mand an Indemnity and it will be paid.
There will be no war."

Mr. Morris' department has charge of set-
tling the claims of the heirs of those lost
by .the Maine disaster.

"We have found on investigation that
out of 378 men who were on the boat, sixty-thre- e

were foreigners," said Mr. Morris,
"and had given, when they enlisted, for-
eigners as their nearest of kin. Thlrty-nine'- of

those on the ship gave no next of
kin when they answered the questions put
to them on enlistment. Of the 233 who were
killed we have succeeded in getting into
correspondence with 127 claimants."

LIKELY TO REMAIN AT OMAHA.

It Is Inderntood That Department of
Missouri Headquarters Will

Xot Be Stored.
Washington. March 16. (Special.) Consid-

erable indignation has been aroused among
the people of Kansas by the recent order
abolishing the old department of the Mis-
souri, with headquarters at Chicago, and
the establishment of a new department of
the Missouri, with headquarters at Oma-n- a.

Under pressure from the people of
their state. Senators Baker and Harris and
Congressmen Brodcrick and Curtis are
working to have the headquarters of the
new department moved to some point In
Kansas, either Kansas City or Leaven-
worth. Leavenworth Is preferred because
it Is already a military post, and the state-
ment Is made that being more centrally lo-

cated within the bounds of the depart-
ment Just established, it would be of eas-
ier access to the different points In the de-

partment. Representative Curtis to-d-

visited the war department In reference to
the removal and had a talk with some of
the officials, but what transpired he refused
to say. A visit to the department will be
made by Representative Broderick

and he will Dut In a word for the re
moval.

On the other side. Congressman Mercer
is working Just as hard to prevent theheadquarters from being removed. He hada talk with several officials of the war de-partment and represented that, as Omaha
had been headquarters of the department
of the Platte, the bounds of which were
Included in the new department of theMissouri, he saw no reason why the head-quarters should be moved just because a
few states had been added and the name
changed. Omaha had been occupied foryears and every facility for conveniencewas at hand. The cltv was a terminal fnr
several railroads and troops could bemuveu eiiner cast or west quicker thanfrom any other point.

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THE SAN JOSE SCALE. .

Interesting; Government Bulletin on
Insect Which Has Shot German

Port Acnlnst One Frnlta.
Washington. March 16. The agricultural

department has just issued a bulletin on
the San Jose scale "In 1E96-9- 7, prepared by
Entomologist L. O. Howard. It Is of much
Interest at this time because of the recent
edict of the German government prohibit-
ing the Importation of living plants, fruits,
etc., because of the alleged discovery of the
scale on peas shipped from California. The
present bullentin is supplemental to one on
the seme subject published in January, 1S)6,
which contained a history of the Eastern
occurrences of the Insect down to Decem-
ber, 1S23. Never, it is said, In the history of
economic entomology in the United States
has a single species of insect excited so
much Interest as the San Jose scale. In
the light of what we now know, the bulle-
tin says, our actual knowledge of the dis-
tribution of the scale in the East In the
fall of 1&93 was comparatively slight. It
was then reported as occurring In twenty
states, hut in comparatively few localities
in each, with the single exception of New
Jersey. In actual Held inspection
in Virginia. Maryland, Illinois, Ohio,
Georgia and several others showed that in
these states the insect was nearly as wide-
spread as in New Jersey, while twelve
states and In the District of Columbia have
been added to the number containing in-
fested points.

In New Jersey, in his last bulletin Pro-
fessor Smith states that all efforts to ex-
terminate the insect must be abandoned.
In Its." tho scale was widespread and since
that time the situation has not perceptibly
bettered.

The pest was found In Lower Ontario in
1SS7 and the Dominion government is con-
sidering the question of legislation on the
subject. A list of fifty-fiv- e fruit and shade
trees and ornamental shrubs affected by the
pest Is given. Considerable space is devoted
to a discussion of the remedies suggested to
kill the pest,

Ottawa, Ont., March 16. The minister of
agriculture Introduced in the house of
commons y a bill to orotect Canada
from the ravages of the San Jose scale.
The bill absolutely prohibits the Importa-
tion of all kinds of nursery stock from
countries where the insect nrevails. and
will apply at once to the United States.Japan and Hawaii. By general consent thebill was put through all Its stages at one

HOW LEEDY EXPLAINS, IT:

The Knnnnn Governor Tell "Why the
Supreme Court Decided for

Kaunas Farmer.
Topeka. Kas., March 16. (Special.) Since

the United States supreme court handed
down a decision against the Missouri, Kan-
sas & Texas railroad in the Texas cattle
fever case taken up by the state. Governor
Leedy has received a number of letters
chaffing him about his charge that that tri-
bunal was the tool of the corporations and
money power. He did not like the roasts
a bit, but he remained silent until Ed. Lit-

tle returned to his post of duty. Then he
had Ed write up a brief interview with
him concerning the matter, and it was
given out The interview reads:

'"The decision was simply a stroke of pol-
icy. The United States supreme court goes
right in cases of comparatively small Im-

portance to the people in order that It can
go wrong with ease in cases of great im-
portance.

"The United States supreme court works
its affairs just as Carnegie and Rockefeller
work their business.

"Carnegie reaches out and steals the
whole loaf, and then returns a few crumbs
to the people by building a library or some
other public act. Rockefeller raises the
prico of oil and makes a few millions at a
sweep, and then distributes a small hand-
ful by endowing a university or making a
contribution. The supreme court sits down
on every measure ot great importance to
the people that Is brought before it. but
in cases of a less important nature, it
once in a while decides to treat Justly sim-
ply to save its own neck from the wrath
ot the people."

CUBBIS0N ACCEPTS DEFEAT.

He Will Xot Content Victory of Buch- -
an. Despite Solicitation of HIm

Supporter.
J. K. Cubbison, who, according to the

face of tho returns of the Wyandotte Re-
publican primaries, was defeated for tho
congressional delegation by W. J. Buchan,
will not contest the latter"s victory. This
is authentic. Mr. Cubbison, at a caucus of
his friends yesterday afternoon, positively
refused to go into a contest under any con-

ditions. His friends Insisted, but in vain.
Mr. Buchan will select his own delegation
and go to the Ottawa convention armed
for the Second district congressional nom-
ination.

Sumo of Mr. Cubbison's supporters are
rather Indignant over his decision, but tho
defeated candidate will under no circum-
stances listen to contest talk. Some of the
more radical Cubbison men declare they
will tight Mr. Buchan for the nomination,
but if he lands the nomination they will
doubtless support him at the polls.

Ever since the primaries there has been
more or less contest talk. The Republic-
ans of Wvandotte county, however, have
been taught the folly of fighting among
themselves, and will roll up an old-tim- e

Republican majority next November, no
matter who the successful men are at
the congressional and state conventions.
Now that the contest agitation has been
smothered, the friends of Mr. Buchan are
feeling highly jubilant, as they are con-
fident of victory.

ANOTHER M'NALL VICTORY.

Ilnmburs-Breme- n Company Been, and
Asree to Patronize Xo Rat-in- n;

Bureau.
Topeka, Kas., March 16 (Special.) The

Hamburg-Breme- n Fire Insurance Com-

pany has agreed to drop Its patronage of
the rate bureau, and It will be permitted to
come back into Kansas'. This morning Mr.
Witkowsky, of Chicago, generai Western
agent of the company, called upon McNall
and filed a statement disclaiming any in-

tention of violating the rules of the depart-
ment or the anti-tru- st laws of the state,
and promising the superintendent that, if
he would rescind the declaration he had
made in reference to licensing the com-
pany, it would not .employ any agents for
the purpose of giving its Information In
reference to fixing rates, or attempting to,
in this state, without first submitting the
matter to the superintendent of insurance
for him to pass upon. This was satisfac-
tory to McNall, andsithe result is that the
Hamburg-Breme- n will be licensed to trans-
act business in Kansas for the ensuing
year.

BURGLAR KILLSAN OFFICER.
City Marahal of Cameron. Mo.. Shot

With Hla Own Revolver Mu-
rderer Escapes.

Cameron, Mo.. March 16. (Special.) City
Marshal Leonard was shot and killed with
his own revolver In the Union depot at this
place, at 3:22 o'clock this morning. The
murderer Is thought to have been a negro
burglar whom the marshal' had just arrest-
ed and was searching. Mr. Leonard died
almost instantly, without uttering a word,
and his slayer made good his escape.

At about 2 this morning Captain H. S.
Berry, who lives on North Main street,
discovered that burglars had entered his
house, and later It was found that three
other houses in the vicinity had been brok-
en into about the same time, the stolen
goods In each case having been piled at
some convenient place for carrying away.
Mr. Berry attempted at once to notify the
officers, and, finding his telephone wire cut,
dispatched his son to the central station.

AVhcn Marshal Leonard received the mes-
sage he went first to the depot, where It is
supposed he encountered the burglar. AVit-ness- cs

of the tragedy say that the officer
came into tho waiting room with a male
mulatto, whom he began searching. Mr.
Leonard paused in this to question two
other negroes who had just entered, and his
prisoner tried to escape. In the scuffle
which followed three shots were fired, the
officer was dragged out of the room by the
escaping prisoner and died before any one
reached him. The marshal's revolver was
gone, the empty scabbard remaining in his
overcoat pocket, and a flattened bullet
found on the depot floor was of the caliber
used in the officer's gun. That the murder-
er is the man who had committed theburglaries is believed from the fact thata bottle or brandy found in searching him
has been Identified by Captain Berrv asone taken fom his house.

E. Burr, two miles south of Cameron,
by the murderer, it "is believed, who fled

"AA'illiam Shakespeare was a powerfully
successful man. This was partly due to
the fact that he was pushed with work
all the time. AVhen he first started out
to writing poetry he would hunt around
for rhymes, and as he could not find any
he just wrote on without them. He soon
found out that poetry was Just as good
without rhymes as with them, and then he
went out of the rhyme business entirely.

"He wrote more poetry nnd fewer
rhymes than anybody in Stratford county,
and they offered him the nomination for
bailiff on the strength of It, but Bill knew
the ring was against him' and he wlsely
declded to remain In the poet line, and in
this he became wonderfully proficient. He
could outpoet anybody that ever lived.

"For a long time he 'kept his poet shop
on Broad street, Stratford, and thought'
about opening a branch factory In Lon-
don. He was bothered a great deal by
building and loan and insurance agents and
people who wanted to sell controlling in-
terests in mines, railways and steamship
lines. They were constantly calling on
him and worrying him so he could not
poet. Then he had the street number
scratched oft his house and went into
retirement.

"Shakespeare's principal claim to noto-
riety was that he wore whiskers like the
Prince of AA'ales and was a conslderably
better looking man."

GOOD WHIST PLAYERS ARE XOW
ABAXDOXIXG IT.

Vijrorous Opposition to Modern Pri-
vate Conventions The Objection.

Is an Old One Regarded as
an Vnmlxed Evil. '

From the New York Sun.
During the past few years a most re-

markable yet almost unnoticed change has
been taking place In the minds of modern
players with regard to the call for trumps.
Many persons who once depended on the
peter as their chief support In a sea of
troubles have allowed It to drift almost be-

yond their reach. Let us hope that its
numerous progeny of private conventions
will follow in Its wake.

Forty years ago calling for trumps
constituted the whole art and practice of
scientific whist. The man who could see a
trump signal without looking at the last
trick was a genius, and the player who
would notice such a little one as a threo
played before a deuce was a marvel. The
stony of the rise and progress of the trump
signal Is one of the most Interesting chap-
ters in the history ot the game. Like tho
love of money in life, it has been the root
of all evil in play. From It has sprung thatpoisonous undergrowth of private conven-
tions that has choked up all the individ-
uality, all the dash and brilliancy, all the
keen perception that is proper to the game.
Although at first it was believed to be a
benefit to good and bud players alike, lt.i
injurious influence was soon lecognizjd. andno one regretted its Introduction more than,
its inventor.

Great Objection fo Signals.
'"The great objection to. the signal."

says a writer or thirty years ago. "is that
it has struck out of the game the point
that required the most Judgment, courage
and discretion when to lead trumps and
so has brought all players down to the
same level." This criticism is equally truo
of all arbitrary conventions, most of which
were invented for the benefit of bunglers.
James Clay, one of the finest players of hla
time, regarded the trump signal as an
unmixed evil. Dr. Pole thought It was im-
moral. Proctor said it was dishonest, and
"Mogul" said there was nothing) to choose,
so far as fairness was concerned, between
the trump signal and the practice of open-
ing a suit of a different color' from tho
turn-u- p trump. In order to show an all-rou-

strong hand. If "Mogul" thought the
latter a flagrant example of unfairness,
what would he think of the rotary discard,
which Is one of the most contemptible
pieces of card-sharpi- ever introduced
at-th- whist table.

The Sun has fought against these pri-
vate conventions from the first, and It In
glad to see that players are at last awak-
ing to the fact that whist can be played,
and well played, without them. American
players affect to look down upon the En-
glish experts with contempt, because our
cousins are not' familiar with the rigamarola
of American conventions. The Englishman,
on the other hand, looks upon us a? adopt-
ing unfair methods, without which, ho
claims, we are incapable of playing win-
ning 'whist. They sneer at such teams as
the Hamiltons. and say their success is en-
tirely due to the use of certain methods of
signaling up their hands to their partners:
a practice which would lead to their betas'
promptly disciplined by the committee of
any English club. One of the best players
In England calls attention to the fact that
few of our experts can make good scores
with strange partners, and that when two .
persons "unfamiliar with each other's sys-
tem get together the game usually becomes
a perpetual '"yawping" match. He told the
writer that he would bet 11 to 10 against
our champions all the time, if they would;
play straight whist, and draw no infer-
ences except those proper from the natural
fall of the cards. It would certainly he In-
teresting to know what sort of agame the
Hamiltons would put up "If they "had no
""system," and had to depend.- as "the En-
glish players do. on Inferences from tho
drop. It Is probably not generally known
that in the most fashionable and exclusive
sporting club In London, even American,
leads are absolutely forbidden, and any
player using them at the whist table would
be disciplined.

Blunting: Moral Sense of Players.
The continual use of private conventions

has so blunted the moral sense of tho
modern wblst player that he seems no
longer capable of distinguishing right
from wrong, and advances the absurd de-
fense that any artifice. Is fair If It is ex-
plained to the adversaries. This very lib-
eral definition of what may-b- e practiced at
the whist table embraces signals on the
fingers, coughing twice to show two
trumps remaining, crossing the legs as a
signal to change the suit, playing a card
with emphasis to show that it is a single-
ton, and many similar tricks for which men
have been expelled from some of our lead-
ing clubs. "These are all perfectly falr.says
the modern champion. If the system Is ex-
plained to the adversaries in advance.

It is certainly humiliating to think .that
our champion teams have to adopt such
pettifogging dodges as the rotary discard:
in order to guide them to the proper play
of a hand. What a confession, of incompe-
tence it is to consent to the use of such a
system In order to prevent a champion
player from leading the wrong suit to his
partner! Why not make the signs on the
fingers at once and have done with It?
Have our star players no whist perception?
Cannot thev trust their own judgment in.
difficult situations? U not. they are cer-
tainly not champions, but simply amateur

s, whose success depends en-
tirely on the expertness with which they
can use certain signals, previously agreed
upon between partners, such as that cer-
tain colored cards shall mean certain things,
a club discard meaning strength In hearts,
and so forth. AVhy not arrange a system
of grunts and snorts, previously explaining
to the adversaries, of course; what the sig-
nals mean? Between the rotary discard and
scratching your ear to show four trumps
there is absolutely nothing to choose, so
totally foreign are such things to the true
spirit of a game which is supposed to be
played by gentlemen.

In the days of Mathews whist was
played upon very simple principles. Orig-
inal leads from sequences were regarded
as the most advantageous: strong suit.--.

not headed by sequences, were played up.
beginning with the lowest card, so as to
get the higher cards out of the way.
Weak suits were played down, beginning
with the top. so ns to give partner all
the assistance possible In case the suit
should be strong in his hand. The general
Idea of the game was to reserve tho
strength of the strong hands and to sacri-
fice the weak ones to the partner. AA'heri
a player's long suit was led by the adver-
sary "it was played "up" bv the second
hand, if no attempt was made to win tho
trick, so as to remain, if possible, with
the commanding cards at the end of tho
second or third round. AA'hen a player's
short suit was led bv an adversary it wan
olayed "down" by the second hand, in tho
hope that the higher card might hold the
trick or be of some assistance to the part-
ner.

Following out this simple principle of
play, we find It becomes the custom to
play all long suits not headed by sequences
"up." and all weak or short suits'Mown."
From the fall of the cards the player was
frequently able to Inrer that his partner
was out of a suit after the second round,
and could ruff It: or he might be able to
Infer that his partner had a card which was
high enough to stop the suit.

Aa to Playlnsr Weak Snlts.
In 1K5 Bentinck proposed to change the

custom of playing weak suits down, and
suggested that the play of a higher before
a lower card shall be a call for trumps.
It took twenty-fiv- e years to get the prac-
tice established, and even after fifty year
there were millions of players who had
never heard of It. There are thousands of
whist players who are Ignorant of the
artifice

The common sense players of the new
school are going back to the methods of
tho old school. A'ery few of them use tho
trump signal, but all have not yet re-

turned to the old Idea of playing weak
suits down. There are some persons who.
claim that such a system is Just as arti-
ficial as American leads or rotary discard,
but such U not the case, because playing;
strong suits up and weak suits down Is
based on the fundamental principle of th
game that of sacrificing weak suits to tho
partner and keeping strong suits In your
own hand.

The adoption of this principle thn
return to the tactics of Mathews makes It
necessary to droo tho trump signal alto-
gether, and modern players are acreed
that little Is lost bv so doing. Thlrt.v
vears ago. whist columns were full ot
hands In which not only tricks, but games
and rubbers wore lost by signaling, one
or the saddest being that elvine by "Pem-brldg- e"
