WOMEN ARE GOOD TENANTS.

A Remarkahle Change im Attitude
Toward Them in Real Estate
and Rental Agents.

From the TChicago Times-Herald.

The change in the status of women in the
business world within even ten years has
been most marked in the attitude of renting
agents and property owners toward them
as tenants. Ten years ago it was extremely
difficult for a woman to hire a house or flat
unless some man signed the lease and guar-
anteed puyment of the rent.

Now all this is changed, and the home-
sick stenographer, the bright business wo-
man in any line may enjoy “all the coms-
forts of a home' undeér the roof of her “own
hired house,” and real estats men are gla
to get them for tenants.

Just exactly how women are viewed as
tenants was ascertained by calls made upon
agents hanMing some of the largest lists of
residence property.

“Do you rent houses or flats to women?"
was asked, and all without hesitation an-
swered “Yes."” In point of fact, since
80 many flats and houses were vacated and
such A number of apartments were
built to be used as worid's falr hotels that
competition for tenants has become sharp,
and the restrictions have been lessencd until
rents have fallen to such a figure that four
girls with an average income of but $ a
week may occupy a six-room, steam-heated
apartment, with gas range and hot water
furnished, and keep house &s cheaply as
“}',?y could board, and be far more comfort-
able,

Not long since a booklet issued to adver-
tise o newly bullt apartment house pointed
out its advantages as a residence for busi-
ness women. In fact, they have almost
crowded the men altogether out of a large
office bullding downtown, where three floors
are occupnied by them.

Renting agents expressed themselves
freely that, all things being equal, the
woman in business life was regarded as a
desirable tenant.

“"Women generally ask more in the way
of repalrs and Improvements than do men,*
=ald one agent, "but we are anly too willing
1o rent to am, though we look very
sharply as to thelr ability to pay the rent.

‘No, we do not require a man's name on the

lease., No one does now."

CLUB LIFE IN OELAHOMA.

ORGANIEATIONS FOR WOMEN IN
THIS NEW LAND.

Philomathea and Sans Somcl, of Okla-
homa City—=Clubas ef Gathrie,
Kingfinher, Stillwater, Per-
ry and Parcell.

Club life has 8 meaning to the women of
the frontier which may be quite incom-
prehensible to those who dwell in settled
communities. In the towns of Missourl
and Kansas the club is but one more in-
terest crowded into days already full of
interest; but on tha wvast, newly peopled
plains of the Southwest, where women be-
gin by living a life of solitary confinement
at hard labor, bereft of so much that made
the old home dear, and starving for the
social and Intellectual fellowships they
have left behind—to them the club Is as
the bread of life.

I: seems very difficult for us to realize
that this country is not occupied by 13-
norant peasants or rude backwoodsman,
but by educated people, accustomed to re-
fined and gentle lUving. Perhaps this is
the only country in the world whers men
and women of culture possess the enter-
pris® and the stamina to break away from
congenial surroundings and adopt the Lfe
of the pioneer—perhaps because no coun-
try offers such rewnards for those who in-
telligently develop its virgin resources. Be
that as it may, the Western dugout and
Southern hut shelter many beautiful fam-
ilies, who are making the desert bud and
blcssom as the rose. Here Is where club
fellowship among women ls most a bene-
diction.

In a country settled by a single mad
rush, ag was Oklnhoma, the conditions ere
£0 unexampled as to afford club material
and club environment of a sort that is
altcgether unigue, ‘The time will come
when the trus story of the settlement of
Uklahoma, the opening of the *“Strip,”
will read like the wildest of falry tales,

Our children’s children may tind it hard
to believe that one morning the sun shot
its beams across a vast prairie unknown
to civilized man, and that same sun went
dawn upon sixty thousand citizens estab-
lished there, men and women who had
entered and taken up their abode in It,
not as & devastating army, but as perma-
nent home builders and heads of familles,
Such was the settlement of Oklahoma.

The men found companlonship in busl-
ness relations, and the women—for this
:tiag in the year of grace 1589—established &

The Philomathea.

The Philomathea of Oklahoma City was
the first club organized in the territory,
and among the twenty-five cultivated and
earnest women who formed its membership,
tha majority had been active workers in
tho clubs of older cities,

There was the woman from Boston; thera
were the two from Nova Scotia, and the
remaining twenty-two represented seven-
teen different states. Mrs. Miller, the lirst
president, was a Virginlan, an accomplizh-
od artist and a writer of no mean repu-
taticn, and under her able leadership the
club completed Its organization and set
Itself to a regular course of study.

In this oddly assembled group, born and
matured under such singularly diverse in-
fluences, there were women of fins critical
ability. Could they be wise and tolerent
enocugh to count all differences as super-

 fivial, and only recognize the points of un-

Ity in thelr progress? They could, they did;
and a more harmonlous and genlal, as
well as intellectual and earnest, club has
never been founded. The first and second
years were devoted to a study of Gre-
cian history and lterature. The third year
the club ndopted the “New Method of
Studying Literature,” by Louise Moerts,
which covered two more years of eyelematic
work. This year the study Is of Russia,
Germany and France In the nineteenth cen-
tury. The lterature and art and the
present government of each country is be-
Ing ccnsidered. Two Shakespearean playvs
have also been read. “As You Like It"” and
*“The Merchant of Venice,” and “Macbeth™
13 now the subject of conslderation.

The Philomathea has not only been an
educational factor among the members and
in Oklahoma City, but it has engaged in
varipus active enterprises of publie bene-
fit. It has founded a city library and, among
other thins, co-operates with the city In
the cars of the public cemetery.

Beven years have since the or-
ganization of the Philomathea, and at the
meetings,, In well appointed drawing rooms,
where the club papers arsa now read by
electric light, where the magnificent roses
are from their own gardens, and fruits are
served from their own vine and fig tree, the
members sometimes fall Into reminiscent
mood and speak of the early days.

At one of the earlier meetings a lady,

To Stiffen Laees.

The best kind of starch to use for st|{ffen.
Ing laces, handkerchiefs, washing silks or
any other thin fabric is made with gum
arable. Put an ounce of gum arabic Into a
bottle and pour over It a cup of cold wa-
ter and place It over the fire until the gum
is dissolved: then strain It through a fine
sleve or a plece of cheesecloth into another
bottle. When it 12 cold add to it half & =il
of aleohol. and 1t will be ready for uss when
needed. For dalnty laces half a teaspoon-
ful of the starch mixed with a half cupful
of water will give ample stiffness. Larger
amounts should ba ndded acrcording to the
nature of the different fahrics.
