Court Derides That John A. Whitcraft
Wan Resident of Kansasa City,

Admits Verbal Will
to Probate.

Probate Judge Herr. of Kansas City.
Kas.. yesterday rendered his decision In tlio
Whitcraft case. He will admit the will to
probate in Wyandotte county. It is not
l.nown definitely what course the Kxnporia
contestants will now adopt, but it Is be-

lieved they will continue the litigation. The
decision of Probate Judge Herr yesterday
Is a victory for II. II. Standish. of Kansas
City, Kas., who has been subjected to
many insinuations since the sudden death
of John A. Whitcraft.

The litigation, which has grown out of
the death or Whitcraft, has attracted much
attention, as certain friends of the de-

ceased thrratencd to disclose some sensa-
tional evidence. However, nothing of a
Martllng nature has as yet developed.
Whltcr.ift died in Kansas City, Kas., at the
home of his daughter, Mrs. II. II. Stand-
ish, about two months ago. His estate was
valued at over J5,0, principally in money
und bond". He had no nar relatives, with
the exception of Mrs. Standish. and a few
days before he died it is claimed by Mr.
(blandish that he made a verbal will. In
'Which he bequeathed practically all of his
Tvo.alth to Mrs. Htandlxh. The law provides
that when a person makes a verbal will
it can be reduced to writing, and If filed
for probate within ten days after the death
of the person making the same It shall
be admitted to probate and held to be
Mlld unless fraud Is proven.
In the Whitcraft case the verbal will was

reduced to writing nnd filed with the pro-
bate Judge. Acquaintances of the deceased
living at Emporia, formerly the home of
Whitcraft. caused a rumor to be circulated
to the effect that Whitcraft had been pois-
oned. After the rumor was thoroughly her-
alded the body, which had been burled
nt I'porla, was exhumed and an examina-
tion of the stomach made. Not the slight-e- ft

evidence was secured to substantiate
the charge. In the meantime the probate
Judge at Kmioria appointed a resident of
that city administrator of the Whitcraft
estate. This was dono affer the Kansas
City. Kas.. relatives had asked for theappointment of an administrator In Wyan-
dotte county, but before Probate Judge
Jlrrr had made the appointment. A motionwas tiled in the probate court of KansasCity, Kas., by the Emporia contestant
asking that the application for the appoint-
ment ot an administrator in that city be

on the grounds that the W'van-ott- e
court did not have Jurisdiction. Thiswas based on the grounds that the deceas-

ed had not forfeited his citizenship at Em-
poria at the time of his death. This was
disproven and Probate Judge Herr heldthat hi court had the necessary Jurisdic-
tion. Then the Emporia people filed a pro-
test against the probating of the will. Ar-
guments were heard on this matter Thurs-day, and yesterday the court handed downa decision. In favor of Mr. Standish.

MEETING OF EARLY SETTLERS.

Interesting Reminiscence by John C.
Gage, Colonel D. S. Tnvltcliell,

Jnilce S. P. Tvriss and Others.
The Early Settlers' Association held its

regular monthly meeting at the Coates
House last night. John C. Gage gave an in-

formal talk on the early lawyers of Kan-
sas City. Mr. Gage came to Kansas City
over thirty years ago, when there were not
fifty lawyers in Kansas City, and ho has
known personally every lawyer of promi-
nence since that time. His reminiscences
of the legal lights of early Kansas City
were listened to with Interest by the. mem- -.

Judge S. P. Twiss added his tribute to the
pioneer members of the early bar.

"The questions Involved In the legal con-
tests of that distant day," said Judge
Twiss, "concerned the title to real estate,
rights under contracts and other questions
as important as any which have since
arisen. Their solution demanded ns great
legal ability and as profound learning as
any with which the attorneys of the later
days have had to deal. Jackson county
and Kansas City have always had as able
lawyers as are to be found in the state
of Missouri."

Colonel D. S. Twltchcll paid a glowing
tribute to the men who stood by Kansas
CItv and helped to build It up.

"Kansas City is to be one of the great
cities of the world," said he. "Rome In
all her glory was not what Kansas City is
to be. In days to come, when our poster-
ity shall look back to what Kansas City
is and has been and compare it with Kan-
sas City as it will then be, they will have
only praise for the men who tramped these
unpaved streets thirty years ago and who
have given their energies to build up a
great city on these rugged hills."

An effort will be made to secure a room
In the public library, where the archives of
the society shall be kept. The society will
also get a stenographic recital of the ex-
periences of a number of the early settlers
of Kansas City and will preserve them In
permanent .form.
