MANY HUNDREDS HOMELESS.

TOWS "WAS ALMOST WirED OLT Or

Flood Bunt Upon the Villnge TVIth-o- nt

"iVarnlnn Nearly Two Score
JJodlrx Hate Been Recov-

niflgway, 111.. April 4. Shawneetown,
flood-swe- last night. Is threatened with
total destruction Innumerable
more lives may bo lost before another day
has passed.

Hundreds of people have not j et been res-

cued from the houses In which they were
Imprisoned, others are still In the treetops
and still others ore afloat on the waste of
tho torrent. Late reports say the entire
levee will be destroyed by morning and
every frame house In town is certain to be
dashed to pieces. The wind is blowing
thirty-fiv- e miles an hour with rain that
cuts like glass. Great fear is expressed for
the rescue force now in Shawneetown, as
nothing can resist the power of the wav es
dashing ten feet under the impetus of the
gale. If the storm does not cease, the en-

tire town Is doomed, as well as most of
tho people who have not yet reached the
hilltops. This information comes by tele-
phone from the temporary station on the
hillside at Shawneetown.

RIdgway, III., April 4. To-nig-ht almost
two score bodies of victims of the Shaw-
neetown flood have been recovered, and
hundreds of homeless people are impendent
upon charity for food and shelter. The
death list is likely to be largely increased
when definite information from the negto
quarter, which suffered most, is secured.
The flood burst upon theso people without
warning, and, owing to the weak construc-
tion of the shanties, the topple! ever In
the rush water, leaving thilr Inmates no
means of getting out of danger. Hundreds
of people who live farther from the river
front sought safety on roofs and in upper
stories, or made a retreat to the hills at
the west.

These are being removed as rapidly as
possible to places where they can be ghen
proper care. No offers have yet been made
to search for bodies, the attention of the
relief parties being directed almost entirely
to tho distribution of supplies and making
the homeless as comfortable as possible.
The relief work Is well organized. Tents
and blankets sent by the governor to-d-

will bo promptly distributed. Those who
escaped lost everything and their homes
ara in ruins. '

J. T. Hogan, of Omaha, 111., left the scene
of the flood half an hour before the dike
broke. His brother-in-la- Sheriff Gallo-
way, of Gallatin county, whose home was
in Shawneetown, had the same good for-

tune. The sheriff's w Ife and two daughters
were swept away and their bodies have not
jet been recovered. Hogan's story of the
flood shows that the townspeople had ab-
solutely no warning of the disaster.

About 5 o'clock last evening, he said, the
levee on tho north side of the town gave
way at the north end of Market street near
the court house. An opening ten feet wide
was at first made, but it quickly spread to
twenty, and a wall of water ten or fifteen
feet high poured through the main street,
sweeping everything before it. About ilfty
small frame houses along the line of the
levee to the south were crushed like tos
and none of the occupants, most of whom
were poor colored folks, escaped.

Those living in the more substantial
houses managed to climb to second and
third stories where they clung for hours
through the chilly night. Houses in the
western part of the town did not at once
feei the effect of the Hood, and residents
made, hardy steps for safety, most of them
fleeing to the top of the leeo on the south
bldo of tho town. A large number also
reached the little hills which are a mile
from the town, and from there saw their
property crumble In the muddy waters.
"When da light came this morning the
streets were full of water to a depth of ten
or twcho feet. Only the most substantial
buildings in the central business district
remain standing. "Water is ever where and
the relief work Is being carried out under
great difficulties.

Rldgeway, a town twelve miles from
Shawneetown, was made the basis of lellef
work. All rail communication being cut off
four miles out, boats w ere constructed and
a committee started to the scene. They
reached C press Junction, half wny to
Shawneetown, and found dry land extend-
ing toward the river. Following this, they
arrived within two miles of tho flooded
town. More boats were secured, and the
rescuers crossed to Shawneetown. They
found a sad condition existing In the

town. Hundreds of those who es-

caped tho ru-- of water were perched on
roof1', trees and along the top of the levee.
They were taken from their dangerous po-
sitions as rapidly as possible. Owing to the
fccarclty of boats, the work was very slow,
but ocr 200 persons. Including many wom-
en and children, were taken to the road-
way, two miles from Shawneetown, to Cy-
press Junction. Here the greater part of
them are camped with ery little
to cat and exposed to the drllng rain and
piercing wind.

Cj press Junction is almost surrounded
by water which has overflowed the banks
of the Wabash and is covering the entire
country. The overflow from the broken
dike at Shawneetown has backed two miles
inland, but is slcmlj receding.
It will be Impossible to recover an bodies
until tho waters recede very materially. In
fact, the rescuers are making very llttlo
effort In that direction, but are working
to save those who escaped alive.

The Riverside hotel and court house and
the Rldgeway bank are intact, and were
found to have been used by the fleeing
inhabitants for shelter. The upper stories
were crowded.

Several hundred people were promenad-
ing on the top of the levee Sunday after-
noon Sunday school had just closed and
the children trooped merrily along the
eirooth walk, enjoying the bright sun-
shine. This proved a blessing to them. A
large crowd had Just pased Market street,
where the break occurred. Luckily, no
ono was passing there just at that mo-
ment.

The railroad station at RIdgway has
been crowded all day, and despite the
steady downpour of rain, the people cluster
about the place, each anxiously li.iulring

for some new tidings from the flooJ dis-
aster at Shawneetown.

Mrs. Harriet Dumont was one of the
arrivals from the flooded district.
Mrs. Dumont, In company with a friend,
was walking along the levee at the time of
the break. She said:

"It was about 4 23 In the afternoon when
we were suddenly startled bv hearing the
bells of tho different churches throughout
the city clanging. People began running
In all directions and someboly shouted that
the levee had broken. "We ran three Micks
'to my friend's house and went upstairs.
Within ten minutes, the water came pour-
ing down the street and within twenty
minutes more it had rlsn almost to the
second floor of our house. My friend's
husband soon came to us with a skiff and
took us to the Riverside hotel. The first
alarm was given by Father Beuckroan.
who began ringing the bell of the church
of the Immaculate Concep'lon."

The lower portion of Carmi, 111 , on the
Wabash river, is entirely flooded. The
water reaches half way to the second
stories of the houses. The water is level
with the floor of the Iron road bridge,
but the railroad bridge is still two feet
above; at one point on the Big Four, a
mile north of Carmi, the track Is but one
foot abve water for a quarter of a mile.

Governor Tanner this afternoon started
from Springfield 100 tents, blankets enough
for MO people and a sufficient amount of
prepared food for the Immediate relief of
1,200 people. He also wired Attorney W. S.
Phillips, president of the Gallatin County
bank here, to draw upon him for $3,000 as
an immediate relief fund. Governor Tan-
ner has issued a proclamation to the pub-
lic to send In relief In care of Mr. W. S.
Phillip- -, at this place. The Odd Fellows
and Masonic lodges are supervising the
distribution of supplies. A. F. Crawford,
of this city, has spent the day In distribut-
ing supplies. As fast as they are received
they are taken by special train to the wat-
er's edge, ferried across In skiffs to Cy-
press Junction, and from there taken by
wagon to within two miles of Shawnee-
town.

AH the carpenters In RIdgway fell to
making flatboats this morning for transpor-
tation of supplies across the inundated ter-
ritory, and an impromptu ferry has been
established. The water is a mile wide at
the crossing point and is backwater, the
river being seven miles away. The Balti-
more & Ohio Southwestern tracks are un-
der Ave feet of water for five miles north
of Cypress Junction.

Mr. Fllnte, whose wife w as drowned, came
to Cj press Junction to-d- and said that
there were fifteen people in his house when
tho flood struck the building. Only him-
self and one other succeeded in escaping
before the building toppled over. Mr. Tllnte
was hysterical from grief, and could not
give the names of the thirteen who were
lost.

Marsh Callicot, the son of Wash Callicot,
and wife, who perished, made a heroic
effort to save his parents. He secured a
rowboat and got within forty feet of where
his mother and father were Imprisoned.
The swift current prevented him from get-
ting nearer. The parents stood in the ard
in water to their waists awaiting the ar-
rival of the boat. Suddenly a wave swept
them into the current and they were
drowned before their son's ejes. George
Harrclson, a merchant, seized his little
granddaughter when the water struck his
store, and holding her above his head, wad
ed, armpit deep, toward higher ground. A
boat picked them both out of the water.

David Rockendoffer and wlfo were In
their home, directly In tho path of the huge
wave that swept through the broken dike.
Their little son In the jard saw the wave
coming and hurriedly climbed a tree.

The father and mother had time to rush
upstairs when the house was swept from
Its foundations. The climbed on the roof
as the house floated off and heard their lit-

tle son in the tree say: "Good-b- , papa and
mamma." The agonized parents were pow-

erless to go to his assistance and In a few
moments the house had been carried be-

yond the reach of the bo's voice. They
floated from the north levee to the south
levee, a distance of a mile, and were taken
off in safetj. The little son was subse-
quently rescued in the treetop by a boat
ard the family reunited. Mr. Rockendoffer
said that as he floated down the current oa
the housetop he saw people drowning on all
sides.

The colored quarter of tho city, known as
"Negro riats," was completely Inundated
by the rush of water. It Is believed that a
large number of colored people perished, as
the ground was flooded In a twinkling, and

the water stands twcnt-flv- e feet
deep In that localit.

Every means of assistance Is used to pro-

vide food and shelter to the hundreds of
homeless refugees. Last night the Catholic
academy, the school house, cit hall and
fie Riverside hotel, all situated on high
ground above the water, were crowded with
homeless people. Hundreds are
sleeping on the water banks under such
rude shelter as they c in construct from the
floating debris. Absolutely nothing has
been saved In the city. Ihe stores and
other business houses are Hooded to the
second floors. All the streets are under
water from ten to thirty feet. Provisions
are constantly arriving from all the neigh-
boring towns. A relief train arrived here

but owing to tho high winds and
roughness of the water at the ferrj cross-
ing, all attempts to transfer the provisions
across have been abandoned. They have
been taken to the water's edge and at the
break of day will bo ferried across. The
Inhabitants of RIdgway have organized in-

to a relief committee with Dent Iteid. J. O.
Brooks and G. M. Klmb at Its head.

Houses have been thrown open and as
soon us a refugee reaches here ho Is
promptly taken care of and ever thing
possible Is done for their comfort. By or--
der of Governor Tanner, a state lelief
coirmlttce has been formed of the follow-
ing citizens: G. F. Baxter, George Liud,
George Brooks, Dent Reid and Ed Rice.
The heavy rain still continues, and at 9
o'clock a high, cold wind sprung up, add-
ing to the misery of the sufferers in tho
btrlcken town. At 11 o'clock a
telephone message was received from
Shawneetown, salng that the south levee
was cracking and threatening to go at any
minute. It Is about sure that It will break
before morning. This will not add to the
depth of the water In the town, but will
create a current through the streets that
will prove dangerous to rescuers In skiffs.

Two hundred residences on Locust street
were swept away. Seventy-flv- e colored
pecple were found In a school house and
nro being cared for. The Louisville &
Nashville, through Superintendent W. S.
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Martin, donated $300. Eight hundred peo-

ple are being cared for at the Riverside
hotel.

Three boats will leave Shawneetown
Tuesday morning for Evansvllle, taking
with them 400 people. Mayor Carney, of
Shawneetown, telegraphed to Governor
Tamer for 100 tents and 100

coffins The tents arrived this evening,
but could not bo gotten across the back-
waters of the Wabash from C press Junc-
tion. The relief train sent out of Spring-
field this afternoon by Governor Tanner
has gone by way of Evansvllle and from
there the supplies will be taken to Shaw-
neetown by boat, reaching their destina-
tion At midnight another box-
car loaded with supplies from the towns
along the Baltimore & Ohio Southwestern
arrived here but will lay till morning.

MISSOURI CROP REPORT.

Condition 'of "Wheat Placed at SO

Little Old "Wheat or Corn
on Hand.

Columbia, Mo, April 4 (Special.) J. R.
Rippey, secretary of the Missouri state
boar of agriculture, issued the first crop
bulletin of this season The bulletin
shows an improvement of 4 per cent in tho
condition of wheat, which is now rated at
E0, against 76 last month, and 63 for the
same date last season; S per cent will be
plowed up this vear. against 27 per cent
for 1S07. It Is estimated that 13 per cent of
last ear's crop is et In the hands of the
producer, largely intended, no doubt, for
home consumption.

Corn of last year's crop on hand is esti-
mated at 23 per cent This Is the amount
in the hands of the farmers, and will gen-
erally be consumed in maturing the stock
now in the feed pens

The acreage of oats compared with last
season is placed at 56 per cent. In the few
localities where conditions are favorable
for seeding, the acreage has been Increased
and w ith a cessation of r llufall and an op-
portunity to prepare a seedbed within the
neit few das, the output will probably
be about what It was last season

Eight -- nine per cent of the apple buds
are alive, 77 per cent of the peach buds,
6S per cent of the small fruit buds, and SI
per cent of the straw berr buds The se-
vere freeze in the latter part of March did
much damage in come localities In some
instances correspondents report Ben Davis
apples, strawberries and peaches are all
killed, while other correspondents report
that the buds were only slightly injured,
as thev were not very far advanced. There
are sufficient buds alive, however, to In-
sure a good crop

Cholera and other diseases have causod)
some fatalities to hogs, but from 91 to 96
per cent will be raised.

WRECK OF THE BOTHNIA.

Steamer Lc Brctasrnc Reaches New
YorU With Details of the

Disaster.
New York, April 4 The steamer La Bre-tag-

has arrived from Havre with eleven
survivors of the crew of the British bark
Bothnia, wrecked off the Irish coast on
March 23.

The Bothnia sailed from Lobos De Afu-er- a,

off the coast of Peru, on November 3.
hen fifty miles off the Irish coast, on

March 23, a squall struck the bark. Four
men George Herbeit Jackson, Robert
Hodgeson Arnol, James Plummer and John
Osmanson were sent up to stow the nt

sail They had gathered In tho
canvas, secured the gaskets and turned
the quit rope, when the foretopmast
snapped off above the cap.

Down It crashed with the four men. one
dropping into the sea, two dead and the
fourth wounded. Arnol fell overboard,
Jackson and Plummer had their skulls
crushed In They were lifeless after strik-
ing the deck. Osmanson fell athwart a
stay, striking on his stomach. The breath
was knocked out of his body, but he con-
trived to grab the backsta down which
he lowered himself to the deck

The Bothnia drifted helplessly until
March 27, when the crew were taken oft
by the Bretagne's lifeboats The Bretagne
liberated carrier pigeons, through which
news of the wreck was sent.

Incidentally Sir. Sheridan Rips an
Esteemed Contemporary Up the

Back for Accusing: II lm of
a Crime He Has

Confessed.

Topeka, Kas , April 4 (Special ) Barney
Sheridan, of tho Paola Spirit, in taking up
tha fight for a straight Democratic state
ticket in Kansas this year, occasionally
finds It necessary to do some skinning. His
latest job Is in dishing up the outfit that
runs the Paola Times, a Pop organ. Be-
cause Barney dared to advocate straight
Democracy, the Times called him a "polit-
ical prostitute." Barney took exceptions to
this.

"I am a little grajer than I used to be,"
sas he, "but I can hit as hard as ever,
and my head is clearer. I never was licked
by ono man at a time but once, and that
was when I was so full I took a redheaded
clerk for a locomotive headlight and tried
to get aboard. So the owners and editors
of the Times can each take day about off
from their jobs in the state house, the pen-

itentiary, the aslum and In. Paola, and
sail In. I will be on hand and help to give
the revival of hostilities an air of 'old timo
religion.' For every attack there will be
return shots, scattering hair In the wind,
from Garnett defalcations to the 'com-

merce' of the board of pardons, from
Ypsllante to Yubadam.

"And as to the time-serve- who publish
as 'political prostitutes' the men who be-

lieve In and demand straight Democratic
tickets, I confidently look torvvard to the
day when they shall eat their own words,
though they 'Bo as the carcass of Jezebel,
dung upon tho face of the field.' "

and a new sstem reared, a system begot-
ten of a new order of things under which
every individual becomes a ward of the na-

tion a government with at least two mil-

lions of office-holder- s, supported by tax-
ation.

"Tr-en- , thero is another Irreconcilable
difference between the Democrats and Pop-
ulists of Kansas as to personal and party
rights. Democrats deny the right of Top-ulis- ts

to demand that the Democratic party
shall help to elect a Populist state ticket
the third time w hen the Populist party has
not jet helped the Democratic party to
elect the Democratic state ticket the first
time.

"I am sorry now that a straight Demo-
cratic ticket was not run In 1S96 as In 1S91.

1833, 1S94 and 1895. Every time a man sub-

whom she lives believe that heaven hasgiven her this gift of second siht to com-
pensate for the loss or her own precious
ej csight.

luc was born in Oldtown. Me., on Jan-uary J. l&M. so that she is nor. lust it eam
old. She is the only daughter uf poor labor
ing luifts. iier lamer Ueing a relireu sea-
man. From her birth Lucy nas. been a d

child, and. as they watched the de-
velopment of their laughter, tlie anxious
parents feare-- that tne spark of like which
flickered in Lucy would soon &o out aln-gcth- er.

"When she was 10 ears old Lucy
suddenly liecame totally blu.J. The cause
of her atflictioa was an enigma to the
doctors, but they all agreed thz- - ihe would
go blind to the end of her d.i3. The sor-

On the night of November 19, 1S93. Lucy
dreamed three times of a ship in distress
going down Into the slough of the waters
with all hands on board. The dream left
vivid effects upon the child's mind and
frightened her so much that she called her
father to her bedside. The man tried to
soothe her. but in vain. She described vvh it
she had seen down to the minutest detail,
and insisted that she had recognized her
absent brother's face among the drowning
sailors.

Her father asKed her If she could discern
the name of the ship, and learned to his
surprise that it was the "Princess." Al-
though she had never seen the Princess
she described the vessel so accurately that
her father was tilled with wonder. A short
time afterward the newspapers reported tho
loss of the Princess, of Sunderland, En-
gland, on the night of November 19. 19.5.
off Flaraborough Head. Luc's brother,
John Starling, had left home some eara
before to serve before the mast, and noth-
ing had been heard of him. It was ascer-
tained, upon Inquiry, thai he was anions
the crew of the Princess, and thus
the child was found to be correct in every
particular.

Not only does Lucy dream of the present,
but of the past and future.

The blind girt has given many evldence3
of her strange gift, and she is said to have
foretold the death by burning of a neigh-
bor, describing the accident exactly as It
afterward occurred.

These revelations Invariably come to hep
In the form of dreams or visions, and when
she awakes she remembers what she has
dreamt to the smallest detail.

Lucy Is a beautiful child, with blue eyeg
and long golden hair. In spite of her af-
fliction she attends the village school, and
Is said to be advanced in her studies. Sho
Is of a cheerful disposition, and is able to
do lots of things that other blind peopla
cannot do.
