THE CHINESE GRAB.

OFFICIAL STATEMENT IN BRITISH
HOUSE OF COMMONS,

CHINA LIKELY TC COLLAPSE.

SECRETARY BALFOUR ADMITS INDI-
CATIONS POINT TO 1T,

Engiand Asked Hussia Not to Take
Port Arthaur, and, When the Re-
queat Was Refused.Proceed-
ed 10 Take Possesalon
of Wei-Ilal-Wel,

Iondon, April b.—The house of commons
w3 crowded to-day with people anxious
to hear the statement of Mr. Balfour, act-
ipg secretary of state for forelgn relations,
gn the subject of the situation In the far
East.

Mr. Balfour enumerated the concessions
obtained by Great Britain, namely that the
region of the Yang Tse Kiang should not
be alienated by any foreign power; that the
succeesor of Bir Robert Hart as director of
the Chinese imperinl maritime customs s
to be an Englishman, and that access to
the inland waters is to be had by ships of
all nations.

A fourth concession, Mr. BEalfour con-
tinued, occurred only a duy or two ago,
namely the opening of three new treaty
ports, Funing, Yochau and Chin Wang.
This, accerding to Mr. Balfour, wis a
consideravle harvest for two months’ ne-
gotiutions

Relative to the German acquisition of
railroads, Mr. Balfcur said that, wherever
they were constructed, they must be & ben-
efit to British commerce,

He polieved neither Germany nor Prussia
had any intention of depriving Great Brit-
ain of any of her treaty rights In China.
Germany had piven assurances that the
coun¥y acquired by her will be open to the
comserce of the whola world. The inter-
esta0f Germany and Great Britain in Chi-
na Fere identical and he belleved the two
cowntries would bo able to work hand In
had.

Leavenworth, Kas., April 5.—(Special.:

Washington, April 5.—The statement was

The speaker explained that, had Russia
confined hersclf to obtalning an lce frea
commercial port as a terminus for her rall-
road, no complaint would have been made.
But, unfortunately, Russin determined to
obtain control of Port Arthur, Which was
not and could not be made a cummerclal
port. As soon as Great Brituin heard of the
negotiations, she lald her views clearly be-
fore Russla and expressed her senze of the
evil they were bringing upon China.
Continulng, Mr. Balfour said:

“Wa offered, If they would abstaln from
taking Port Arthur, to ourselves give a
corresponding pledge to take no port on the
Gulf of Pe-Chi-Li. But our offer was not
accepted, and so, on March 20, we informed
Russia that we should hoid ourscives free
to take the necesary steps to safeguard our
interests, and Great Britaln has since ob-
tained a lease of Wel-Hal-Wel on the same
terms as those by which Russia secured
Port Arthur. Wei-Hal-Wel 15 the only port
on the Gulf of Pe-Chi-L1 which might bal-
ance the possession of Port Arthur. While
Port Arthur (s stronger, the accommodittion
at Wel-Hal-Wel is Inestlmably greater and
by tuking Wel-Hal-Wel under ocur protec-
tlon, we prevent the Gulf of Pe-Chi-Li {rom
falling under the maritime control of one
power, and thus defend our Interests.”
Relative to the security of the future, Mr.
Balfour said it could not ba denled that
the indications were that China might col-
lapse, and, with futher decay, frugments
might be snapped up Ly the various pow-
ers. But it would be a mistake to sllow
Great Britain's policy to be governed by
remote contingencles, adding:

“We desire to malntain the integrity of
China so far as possible, but it must be
recollected that the future will probably
have strange surprises in store.”

Mr. Balfour also said the government
thought Russia had pursued an unfortunute
course in taking Port Arthur, which, as
Ruesia herself said, In 1895, when Japan
propozed to occupy it, would, in the hands
of any foreign power, constiiute & menace
to the capital of China.

In conclusion, he sald:

“The balance of power in the far West
may be very different when the disintegra-
tion of China has occurred. The time may
come when the great powers will say that
China shall not fall into the hauds of any
one power, and to embark upon now diffi-
cult and costly enterprises in order to ward
off a remote and doubtful danger would
be political folly. Her majesty’s govern-
ment nasks the country to indorse this
policy with more confidence tecause wa
inow that Great Britain has the sympathy
& the great commercial community
tiroughout the world. (Cheers,)

MR. BRYAN AT DETROIT.

Chietf Speaker nt & Democratic Ban-
quet—Gcorge Fred Breaks
Loose Again.

Detroit, Mich,, April 5,.—A thousand rad-
fcal advocntles of bimetalllsm listencd to
their distinguished national leader in the
Auditorium  to-night and enjoyed a love
feast of partisanship and of patriotism.
As many more wialched the scene from the
galleries. The occasion was the second an-
nual banguet of the Mohawk Club, and the
presence of  William  Jennings Bryan,
coupled with the intensity of public pa-
triotism in the present war crisis, made the
event of unusual {nterest.

Mr. Bryan's address was  preceded by
those of a half dozen Michigan free silver
orators, all of whom referred to the war
crisis, but Mr. Bryan himself made no de-
tailed allusion to the threatened conflict,
although his address was extremely pa-
triotic in tone. His subject, “Democracy,"”
was handled rather from the broad stand-
point of free and equal rights than
from the line of a4 more narrow partisan-
ship.

A letter was read from George Fred Will-
fams, of Boeston, who wrote: “The capital-
istic forces of the Republican party have
permitted more than 20,00 innocent women
and children to be starved to death in
Cuba, when the American people have al-
most unanimously demanded their res-
cue. This horror could not have becn con-
tinued a month under the administration
of Willlam J. Bryan.”

TEXAS ELECTION TRAGEDY.

Two Killings and a Lynching Within
an Hour at Brownsville Yes-
terday Afternoon.

Brownsville, Tex., April §—Two killings
and a lynching happened hers within three-
quarters of nn hour to-day. Sam Cobb, a
deputy sheriff, and his brother, Felipe
Cobb, who was a constable, were shot down
by Carlos Guellen. Guellen was wounded
by Sam Cobb,

it seems that the latter was riding hastily
from an election booth, having heard a
row was in progress somewhers near, and
that Constable Cobb and a policeman were
rushing along after him on foot. At the
corner of an alley, Guellen sprang out and
fired at Sam Cobb, who returned the fire.
Both fell to the ground. Felipe Cobb then
rushed up, and Guellen rose from the
ground and shot him twice, killing him al-
maost instantly.

A voung brother of Guellen appeared at
the =ame moment and shot Felipe. Both
Guellens were arrested, but the younger
one escaped in the excltement.

A mob at once gathered, broke into the
jall and shot Carlos Guellen, killing him in
his cell. The body was dragged forth into
the street and the crowd was golng to burn
it, but cooler counsel prevailed and the
body wns taken back to the jail

Tke trouble grew out of a previous quar-
rel between Guellen and the Cobbs, Guel-
l~n was considered a desperate character.
He waa convicted of assault to murder at
the last term of court, but appealed. He
had been in numerous shooting scrapes,

ALEXANDER JORDAN IS DEAD.

Famous Amnteur Athlete Falls & Vic-
tim to Grip—Won the English
Broad Jump Contest.

New York, Apri! 5.—Alexander A. Jordan,
tha well known ex-champlon amateur ath-
lete, dled at hls home In this city last night.
Mr. Jordan had been an invalid for many
months, as the result of a severe attack of
grip early last spring. During the last five
weeks his health broke up rapidily, and he
was confined to the house. Mr. Jordan was
originally a member of the old Manhattan
Atnletic Club and later of the New York
Athletie Club,

From 1884 to 1891 Jordan was a regular
competitor for the all around champion-
ship, his first victory in this competition
being in 1857, In 1385 and 1589 he was sec-
ond to Malcolm Ford, but on the retirement
of the latter from athletics Jordan secured
signal victorles in 18%0 and 1851. His score
orus.éss points in 1891 has never been ex-
celled.

Al the close of the 1891 season Jordan was
compelled to abandon athietic competitions,
ns his business made too great demands on
his time. During the last few years he has
been starter at the summer and fall games
at Travers' island, and he occasionally
;'wlelued the plstol’” at champlonship meet-
negs=,

Mr. Jordan was exceedingly popular
among uathletes of all branches, He visite
England with the Manhattan team in 1858,
where he met with much success, winning
the English broad jump champlionship and
running record for the 13 yvard hurdle race.
Two other Americans won British cham-
pionships on the same day, Tommy Conift
tuking the one mile, and F. Westing the
1M yards. George Gray. of Toronto, under
the colors of the New York Athletie Club,
itlso took the shot event.

THE MAD KING OF BAVARIA.

His Condition Has Suddenly Become
Worse and It Fs Feared He
Is Dying.

Munlich, April 5.—The condition of the in-
sane King Otto of Bavaria has suddenly
becoma worse and it {8 feared that he is
dying. The condition of the unfortunate
monarch has been kept as close as possible
and of late It had been thought that he
would become quiet and tractable. This im-
provement in the mental condition of the
king was eo marked a year ago that a pro-
posal to declars hls reign clozed and to
crown Prince Luitpold, the regent, as king
of Bavaria was definitely abandoned.

Within the past three months he hag re-
lapsed Into his old violent state; and his
most dangerous {llusion, that of being a
stork mnd able to fly, has again possessed
him. He smokes gﬂgu:etlen immoderately
and dlsplays an inordinate appetite for car-
diss, It requires the constant attentlon of
hins attendants to prevent him going naked.
He jumps about like an animal on all fours
and insists on taking his food off the floor.
The windows of the palace where he Is con-
fined are bullt up so as to prevent a gleam
of light, which the mad kind hates.

IS ANDREE HEARD FROM?

Alaskn Man Cieims to Have an Am-
thentic Message From the
Balloonint.

Seattle, Wash., April 6.—A telegram to
the Assoclated Press from Nanaimo says:
“Jack Carr, a United States mail carrier,
arrived here to-day from St. Michael's,
Alaska, via Dawson City. Carr claims to
have a message from Andree, one of his
carrier pigeons having been plcked up. It
is stated that the messuge says that An-
dree is alive and on land. Carr will not
glve out the message for publication. Sev-
eral parties at Nanaimo claim to have
seen the message, and they say it Is, to
all appearances, authentic. Full credence
is not given to the report here. Ex-Mayor
W. D. Wood, who arrived from Dawson a
few days ago, states that he saw Carr
at Dawson. Carr said nothing aobout An-
dree to him. From other sources Mr.
Wood heard vague references to Andree,
but considered them without foundation.
Carr left St. Michael's last Thanksgiving.

Chicago, April &.—Evelyn B. Baldwin, who
visited the Andree balloon statlon in Spitz-
bergen and who volunteered to accompany
the daring aeronaut on his voyage to the
North pole, but could mot on account of
the limited capacity of the balloon, was In-
terviewed by the Assoclated Press this aft-
ernoon regarding the glleged news from
Andree. Mr. Baldwin sald:

“While 1 can scarcely believe the report
to be true, it scems too good to be true; yet
I realize that it is not lmpossible that An-
dree may have arrived in Alaska, for Lo
sccomplish that feat was his most ardent
desire. That he could have done so by this
time, provided his balloon carried him far
enough eastward, say to some polnt on
the sea lce north of Alaskx, is proven by
the safe arrival of a captain of one of the
whallng vessels fast in the ice off the north
coast of Alaska, after a six monthy' jour-
ney southward,

*“Andree may have arrived at some point
in the Tchookchee peninsula off Northeast-
ern Siberia last autumn, as Baron Norden-
skiold belleved he would, and as Andree
himself thought he might, and thepce made
hls way across Bering straits to Alaska.
Personally I have held that Andree would
most likely be heard from In Franz Josef
land and had about completed arrange-
ments to assist in the search for him In
that region, my plans belng to start next
month. I received a letter this morning
from Captain Ernst Andree, of Sweden (a
brother of the balloonist), and the captaln
expressed his bellel in his brother's re-
turn and that the world would hear from
him not later than next August."

THE ICE-BOUND WHALERS.

There Is Little Prospeet That They
Cemn Escape Being Ground
to Pleces.

Nannlmo, B, C., April 5.—George F.Tilton,
third officer of the steam whaler Belvidere,
who has just reached the outside world
from the vessels Imprisoned in the lce, says
that the steam tender Jeanie, steam whal-
ers Orca and Belvidere, the schooner Ro-
sario and a bark are near Point Barrow.

He sayvs the men on the frozen in vessels
are suffering untold privations on account
of the ecarcity of provisions, and are com-
pelled to feed on the rankest of fish and
dog meat. ‘The natlves are fast disposing
of the canines at ${0 a head.

Tilton came south by way of the Macken-
zle and Yukon rivers and was just five
months and twenty-two days making the
trip of 2.000 miles to the Paclfic coast, dur-
fng which he and his two Indian guldes
suffered the most excruclating agony from
the intense cold.

On his way out Tilton mat Lfeutenant
Jarvis and the overlund relisf expedition.
He directed them to the point at which the
fleet s frozen in, but It was thought besat
that he continue oo his way home to St.
Michael's in order to make known the
safety of the men connected with the fleet,

Tilton, after bidding farewell to his com-
rades, commenced his long and dangerous
voyuge, and when he reached the
coast chartered a steamer to take him and
his guldes to await a south bound vessel,
He was Intercepted north of Sitka by the
Alblon and was transferred to her and
came eouth. The United States rescue
steamer Bear, which is at Dutch harbor,
has not as yet been of any assivtance to
the ill fated whaiers, who have been im-

risoned since October 10, when the young
cn formed.

No deaths had occurred among the whal-
ers when Tilton started south. Speaking of
the prospects of the whalers, he sald that,
beyond a doubt, the vessels will be total
wrecks. As soon as the lce breaks the ves-
eals will be ground inte mutchwood, and
nothing of them will ever be geen aguin,

The long =suffering whalers do not know
that any efforts are being made to relieve
them. There Is a possibility that ald may
{m rt:’shed overland by the route Tilton fol-
owed.

LEEDY’S HUGE BLUFF

ANNOUNCES THAT HE WILL CALL
NO EXTRA SESSION.

NEVER INTENDED TO CALL IT.

HIS CALL FOR PLEDGES ONLY A
PETTY POLITICAL DODGE.

He Wonld Have Been Sorely Disap-
pointed if He Had Received As-
surances That His Bill
Would Be FPamed—
KEansas Polities.

Topeka, Kas,, April 5.—(Special.) Governor
Leedy publicly announced to-day his prac-
tical abandonment of the idea of calling an
extra session of the legislature to pass a
ruilroad bill. To those on the inside, it
hus always been known privately that he
never Intended to call an extri session.
But the matter had reached that point
where he had to make the declaration open-
ly, 20 he called in the newspaper men and
hud himself interviewed on the subject. He
soid:

“[ have not so far received enough pledges

warrant me In calling the legislature to-
getlker, and the time is now so far advanced
that every day lessens the chance of the

i being called. I feel that I have
done all I could do in the matter. I have
written reluctant members repeatedly and
argued the matter with them, and I have
come to the conclusion that I can do no
m“-"

When questioned as to how the legisla-
ture stood, the governor sald: A majority
of ithe senators have ngreed Lo support my
bill, but I lack five votes of having enough
in the house."

Thus ends the final chapter of onea of
the most stupendous bluffs ever attempted
in a political way in Kansas. In calling
off the extra session scheme publicly the
governor no doubt pursued a wise policy
for himself and his party, but his actions
throughout the whole affalr have been
hypocritical and deceptive.

In the first place, he never intended to
call an extra sesslon. He even buncoed
his cookoo organs. While they were de-
claring that the governor proposed to call
the legislature together, and sometimes
would even fix the date for the call to be
irgued, The Journal steadfastly contended
that such action would never be taken. It
based fta position upon Information re-
ceived from a person in close touch with
tho rallroad lobby to the effect that the
governor dared not. There has never been
& time since the governor vetoed tha bill
passed last winter when the rallroads sus-
pected for & moment that an exira ses-
sion would be held.

The bellef is general that at the time
of the Waggener vetlo, arrangementis wers
made for carrying out the bluff.

The bill vetoed was almost an exact copy
of & bill which Leedy introduced and had
passed In the senate four years before,
while a member of that body. In fact,
the seventeen sections which he eriticlsed
and gave as his reasons for veloing were
clipped bodlly from the Leedy bill of four
Years previous. When this was shown up,
the people began to doubt the governor's
sincerity. In fact, there wers numerous
mutterings that “there was a nigger In the
woodplle,” The Populist senaters and rep-
resentatives called on the governor after
he veloed the bill and notified him that they
would stay another ten days without pay
and pass a bill that he would frame. Ha
told them not to do so, and gave them to
understia - that he would call them to-
Etther agaln for that purpose. They went
home and walted patiently. The spring and
summer months sllpped by and still no call
was {srued. Then the winter months passed
&nd still no call. Finully, at the beginning
of spring, when the farmers were starting
to work for the senson, the governor ran
the last bluff by attempting to get the
legisiators to pledge themselves to leave
thelr work in the busy season and come
up here and pass a law which Ed Littls had
prepared and which, In general, contalned
the same provisions as the bill vetoed.

In order to make his bluff stick, the gov-
ernor demanded that if they came up they
would have to sgree for the Little bill
without making so much of a change as
the crossing of a t or the dotting of an L
Many of the membors resented his attempt-
ed usurpation of authority, and, being de-
sirous of letting the blame of no rallroad
irgislution rest on tha guvernor, where It be-
longed, they refused to be muzzled and
led up to vole like g0 many shevp.

While the governor will now try 1o throw
the blame on them, the fact roinains that
he would have been srestly diwppainted
If enocugh of them had sgrecd 1o support
his mecsure without amendment (o justify
him In calllng the leglsiauture together.
They performed just the way he wanted
them to. Leedy shoo!s off a good deal
against the rallroads, but the people gen-
erally now take his tirade with a grain
of salt. They realize that he Is the same
Leedy that led the railroad brigade some
years ago In getting bonds voted to ald in
the construction of rallroads.
