consideration.

That the substance of the coming- - mess-
age means the Immediate withdrawal from
Cuba of the Spanish military, there can be
no doubt, and that, after all, is the thing
most Immediately and Imperatively desired
by the people of the United States. Recog-

nition of Independence, if it does not come

now, will come later. There Is no occasion
for hasty action on this: point, for It can
be attended to at any time.
"It is gratlfjlng to know that the presi-

dent will advise In his message against an-

nexation of Cuba. There Is danger that tho
world at large might construe the elimina-

tion of independence from his demands as
a preliminary to acquisition. The world
should not be left In doubt as to the Ir-

reproachable cause In behalf of which no
have proceeded and for which we still
stand.

The temper of congress and the country

in general jesterday was another Illustra-

tion of tho confidence reposed in the admin-

istration. The postponement of the long
expected and vitally important message.
upon the appeal of Consul General Lee, has
been accepted In the best of faith and with
tho most earnest approval.

ness condition would bo unsettled, and while
ome lines might profit by the disturbance,

luirfn'fji generally would EUfCcr. War Is a
tirrible thing In many wajs. Its menace
to business Is a matter that becomes a nat-

ural subject for commercial consideration
and anxiety. Ours is a business country;
we are n bulne-s- s people. The greatness of
which we boast and In which we feel so

-- ecure at this moment rests largely upon
the enterprise and thrift of our people.

How appropriate, therefore, that tho
prisidcnt, who has been an avowed advo-

cate of peace, and whose course in the
Spanish-America- n question h.u been based
upon an earnest de-i- re to avoid war, should
be supported by tiio countrj's business In-

terests!
The president lias shown himself to be a

great state-ma- n as well as a great patriot.
He has convinced the nation thit. while
he prajs that war miy be averted, he will
not sacrifice one jot of national honor or

jicld one point of national right in orelor

to prevent it. The business men of tho
country have made no recommend itions
to the president. They have made no ap

peal. They have -- imply indor-e- d his
policy. The character and force of this
approval may be best understood by con-

sidering the personnel of Kansas Citj's
own business organiz itions. which were
among those that gave formal indorsement
to tho president's policy. What is most
gratlfjing. perhaps, - thit these expres-

sions of support have been sent from bodies

both East and West, both North and South,

and have had no tinge of political coloring

or prejudice.

LCCDVb REFORM IIUMIircSCKKY.
There has been only a languid sort of

Interest in the announcement fiom Govern-

or Leedy that a special session of the Kan-

sas lecislature would rot be called. Tho
people of Kansas have never taken the
governor seriously in regard to the pro-

posed session. There has been such an ut-

ter lack of sincerity In his talk and actions

that no one believed he really had an in-

tention to call the legislature together un-

der any circumstances whatever. The whole
performance was so thin and superficial

that It served no other purpose than to
bring the governor Into ridicule.

The history of attempted anti-railro-

legislation by the Populist administration
In Kansas Is a familiar one. At the Abi-

lene state convention a platform was
adopted pledging the Populist legislature
to the passage of a maximum freight rate
bill. The Populist legislature proceeded
to violate this pledge by defeating a max-

imum rate bill and adopting one which
gave the railroad commissioners the right
to fix rates. It was clearly to the credit of
the Populist legislature that the Abilene
demands were set aside, for they were call-in- s

for something that could not stand in
the courts. It was tho freely-expresse- d

opinion of leading Populist law vers that
the defeated maximum rate bill was con-

fiscatory In Its character and therefore
would be estopped by the federal constitu-

tion, and it was also their opinion that
the bill adopted in Its stead reached the ex-

treme limit allowed In legislation against
corporations. It may be said in passing
that tho adopted bill was identical with a
bill lntoduced and supported by Governor
Leedy when he was tilling a seat in the
Kansas state senate.

This substitute bill was vetoed by the
governor, who took the seemingly virtuous
gTound that It violated the solemn pledges
of tho Abilene convention. There are a
great many people, however, who believe
that the governor was Influenced by cir-

cumstances more persona?, and that ho
vetoed the bill because he did not wish any

d legislation at all; but the dis-

cussion of this theory will be confined to
the governor's own utterances.

Following the adjournment of the legis-

lature, the governor gave out two inter-
views, both of which were printed in his
personal organ at Topek.e. In ono he de-

clared that if he could find enough mem-

bers willing to pass the maximum rate
bill which had been defeated he would call
the legislature into special session, for the
people of Kansas must be relieved at once
from the Intolerable oppression of the rail-

roads. Wo quote from the second interv lew
verbatim as follows:

"The people finding that they are de-

prived of for no railroad
commission is a. success in this country,
nor can any state law stand against the
courts as they are now constituted should
build a railroad of their own to the Gulf
and thus be able to defy even a packed
bcrch."

How- - the governor expected to reconcile
these two statements is? a question past
finding out except by those who are gifted
with the art of Populist reasoning. In tlie
first he demanded that the people be given
immediate relief through a maximum rate
bill, while in the second he declared that
a maximum bill could not stand for a
moment liefore the courts. And let he ap-

pears to have been willing to put his state
to an enormous expense slmplv for the pur-

pose of'passing an Ineffective law.
But Mr. Leed)'s Inconsistent es did not

stop here. For a whole ear he continued
his bluster and bluff about a Fpccial ses-

sion fur the purpose of passing a maxi
mum rate bill. At last, however, a change
came o'er the spirit of his dreams. He
awoke one morning to discover th it he
no longer believed In legislative maximum
rates. The sorcerer who had touched him
in the night left him very dear upon the
point that what Kansas really needed was
the bill which lie had vetoed. So he pte-par-

a measure identical in principle and
operation with the vetoed enactment and
sent forth word to all the legislators that
if they would agree to pass it without
amendment he would call them in special
besslon. Howell knew that even the Popu-

list members of the lawmaking body
would resent this insulting interference
with their constitutional duties and pre-

rogatives, and the whole performance was
an 1II --disguised subterfuge Intended to
draw attention from his own erratic and al-

most Imbecile behavior.
Governor Leedy tells us that he scmred

pledges enough In the senate to piss his
bill and lacked only five in the hoase.
If he desires the public to give credence
to tMs statement he must publish the

received from the legislators.
Others besides the governor have taken a
census on this special session question,
and their returns differ widely from his.
Man) even of the maximum raters hive
resented his attempt to establish a des-

potism over the lawmaking body. Scarce-
ly one out of the whole consented to waive
the right of amendment, as Governor
Leedy had stipulated they must. Not one-thi- rd

of cither body have expressed a
willingness to vote for the bill as he sent
It to them, and In claiming so near a
majoritj for his crude and visionary meas-

ure he not only is speaking falsely, but,
at the same time, puts a gross Insult upon
the Intelligence and Independence of his
own party members.

But all that Is over and gone, unless the
governor again Indulges In one of his
lightning changes. And the next question
is. what will the Kansas executive talk
about now ? In the midst of the prosperity
which has visited all Sunfiowerdom, will
he dare risk his future in a campaign of
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calamity? "Will he again go out among

tho farmers and tell them that they arc
starving because of the oppressions of tho
rallroids? Cm he talk about the clank-

ing chains of plutocracy hanging about
their necks? If he does he must prepare
to quarrel with John Breidenthal, who de-

clares that the Populist farmers own about
60 per cent of the entire value of Kansas
and that he knows lots of them who have
m ulc fortunes in farming w hich range all
tho way from fJO.WO to J.IW.OOO.

i, bids formal adieu to the practice of
the law, in which he had been engaged for
more than fiftj-- jears.

An Interesting-- and pathetic Incident of
the battle of Wilson creek, the historic en-
gagement that occurred just outside the
present boundaries of Springfield, at tho
outset of the war, as related by an Illinois
corporal who took part in the battle and
was captured by the Confederates,
appears in "Women of the War": "The
day before the Illinois regiment was
ordereel by General Ljon to march toward
Springfield, the drummer of the corporal's
company fell 111. There was no one to take
his place, and while tho captain was won
dering how he could supply the lack, a
pale, sorrow stricken woman appeared at
his tent door, asking an interview. She
brought with her a boy of il or 13 years,
whom she wished to place In the regiment
as a drummer boj ' Captain." she said,
after the boj' had been accepted, "he won't
be in much danger, will he.'" "No, I think
not," replied the officer. "Wo will be

in a few weeks, I am confident."
The new drummer soon liecame a favorite,
and there was never a feast of fruit or
other hardly procured dainties that "Eddie"'
did not get his share first. The soldiers
were stirred by the child's enthusiastic de-

votion and declared his drumrring" was
best. After the engagement at Wilson
creek, where tho Federals were defeated.
Corporal B , who had been thrown from
his horse, found himself Iving concealed
from view by a clump of trees. As he lay
there with his ear to the ground, lie heard
the sound of a drum, distinct but rather
faint. In a moment he recognized the stroke
of Eddie, the boy drummer, and hastened
to the spot whence the sound proceeded.

See!" and he pointed to his feet. The cor-
poral saw with horror that both feet had
been shot off bj- - a cannon b ill. "He said
the eloetors could cure them," continued
the bov, iointing to the bodj- - of a Confed-
erate soldier who laj dead beside him. "He
was shot all to pieces, but ho crawled over
here and tied my legs up so thej would
wouldn't bleed so." And Eddie closad his
ejes wearily. The corporal's oes were,
blinded by a mi- -t of tears as he looked
down. The Confederate so'dier, shot to
death, and in the agonies of his last strug-
gle, had man iged to take off his suspenel-er- s

and bind the bo)'s legs alnjve the knees.
As the corporal bent down to raise the child
a bod) of Confederate troops came up and
he was a prisoner. With a sob in his voice
ho told the stor). and the Southern soldier
tende-rl- lifted the wounded drummer on
his own horse, swinging the drum before
him. When the little cavalcade reached
camp Eddie was ile.ul, but the little drum-
mer's last call had aroused the noblest
feeling in the heart of one who w is his
foe, one whoe last act was an effort to
comfort ami save the boy enemj- - who had
been faithful to his dulj

Marrlniceis Tliut .Villi ht Be Void.

A decision has just wen rendered e

si'preme court of Penn-jlvan- ia on the
subject of valid marriage-t- , that may be of

interest to some per-o- ns in other state-- .
1 he general rule of law-- is that a mar-

riage which is valid in the state where
it is solemnized Is valid everjwhere. Under
this general rule manj ersons who would
be restrained from entering upon marriage
becau-- e of prohibitions in the statute ot
the state where thej- - resielo have Ieen
in th" habit of going to some other state
where sueh prohibitions do not exist, and
there getting married, afterward return-
ing to their own state.

For Instance, the statute of Illinois for-

bids marriage between cousins of the first
degree. Thi- - law was passed in lb7, wh)
or wherefore noljodj has ever quite under-
stood, for that relationship docs not come
within the Levltical degrees. Since this
statute has been in force first cousins desir-
ing to marry have gone .to Wisconsin or
some other state where this prohibition
does not exist, had the ceremony performed
and then returned home. The)' thus thought
"to whip the devil around the stump" nnd
accomplish by Indirection what the) could
not do directlj--.

But if this Pennsylvania decision It good
law thej-- have simplj- - fooled themselves,
for It declares that "where persons doml- -

died In the same state and subject to an
absolute statutory prohibition against their
marriage, on grounds of good morals and
public pollcj-- . leavo the state of their domi-

cile and enter another where their marriage
is not prohibited, and are there married
for the expre-- s purpose of evading the
laws of their own state, such marriage
is void."

The erucstlon in Pennsylvania arose out
of the law prohibiting divorced persons
from remarrying, but if the principle is
sound It equally applies to any prohibi-
tion.

It is certainly a question of momentous
Interest to a great m iny persons. Involv-

ing as it eioes the legitimacy of children
and tho right of estate.

In this state it applies only to persons
both of whom being domiciled in Illinois
go to .mother state for the express pur-Io- se

of evading the Illinois statute. It
would not appl) to a case where only one-o- f

the contracting parties was a resident
of the state ami who married the resi-

dent of some other stale where the pro-h- ib

lion did not exist.
We are not aware th it the supreme

court of Illinois has ever passed on thU
question.

The Cuban question Is now
bejond their control: it is an American
question, and the people are urging the
administration to deal with It in a straight-
forward American way. It Is not a time
for pronunciamentos from anj-- one, least
of all from the Cuban junta.

He was with the Asiatic fleet In 1S71. took
the rank of commander In 1S74 and became
c.iptain of tho Baltimore In 1S3. Now he
Is commodore of one of the most important
fleets In the American service, with every
prospect ot winning high honors.

In his case, as In that of many other
naval officers, promotion has been a matter
of long service and long waiting. But his
example furnishes .in illustration of the
devotion of tho average naval officer to his
business.
