An Ignorant, Friendless Colored

Womnn Sent to Prison for Crime
She Did Not Commit=Jiudge
Orders o Aew Trial.

One threw her arms around
his neck while the other took 3.7 from
his pocket. The girls were charged with
highway robbery.

Nina Carter was tried at the last term
ef court. She was poor, friendless, and
ignorant. She was found guilty and sen-
tenced to five yeurs in the penitentiary.

Busie Huff had friends who retained At-

torney Ralph Latshaw to defend her, Her
case came up for trial vesterday. The jury
wus sworn in and the evidenee against her
heard and then it was seen that she cer-
tainly was not guilty of highway rohbery.
Prosceutor Lowe =aw that he was about
1o lese the case and proposed to Atlorney
Latshinw that he would discharge the jury
and dismlss the indictment if Susie would
plead guilty  to petit liarceny. Latshaw
agreed because he knew thil one man on
the jury was a friend of Mr. Lowe's and
would probably ncld out for convictlon.

Judge Wofford was indignant when all
the evidence was heard. It showed that
Miller had not heen assaulted on the high-
wity by the girls, but that he and another
mun had gone into an alley with them and
there the 3155 was stolen.

“This is not highway robbery, The worst
It can be is petit larceny, and if this jury
finds this girl guilty of highway robbery
1 will set the verdiet aside.”” the judge said,
He intimated that Prosecutor Lowe must
surely have known that the girls were not
gulity of highway robbery and yet he had
ullowed one of them to be sentenced 1o the
penitentiary for five years and was trying
to =end the other there.

The upshot of it was that the jury was
discharged. The indictment of highway
robbery sgainst Susie Huff was dismissed,
she pleaded guilty to petit larceny and
will be given a term In Juil.

FAVORS APPROPRIATION.

Superintendent Longwell Thinks
$100,000 Water Money Should
Be Set Aslde Annunily.

Superintendent Longwell, of the water
works department, is in favor of an ap-
portionment of §10M0, to tuke the place of
the maney formerly pald out for hydrant
rentals.

“All sorts of complications"" sald Mr.
Longwell yesterdoay, “may arise if any at-
tempt Is made to levy a tax for the sinking
fund. The constitution prohibits the city
from incurring a debt of more than 5 per
cent of the assessed wvaluation, which is
now $55.000,00. We cannot, therefore, cri—
ate a debt of more than sbout $2.250,000,
Whether the water works bonds are a debt,
in view of the value of the plant, I8 & ques-
tion. If they are, we have exceeded our
constitutional limit by several hundred
thousand dollars.

“That the water consumers should not
bear the entire burden of paying for the
plant {8 o proposition =o just that it does
not need to be argued. Why should the
consumers pay for the flushing of the sew-
ers, the water used at fires and the count-
less millons of gallons otherwise used by
the clty? My solution of the problem, at
least, u partinl solution, s to apportion
$10,000 out of the general fund to take the
place of the hydrant rentals we used to
pay. This money should go into the sink-
ing fund or could be used in any other way
seen fit.

*“An fmportant feature of this question is
the filtrution of the water. The Metropoll-
tan Water Company s filtering Missour]
river water, and Kansas City consumers
want the same. Many of them have de-
clared that they preferred filtered water to
w small reduction In rates. We can give it
to them if we appropriate the $100,0600, but
we cannot reduce rates or give filtered
water without other income than the witer
rentals,

“The plant Is getting In first-cliss shape.
The basins are nearly repaired and we
could get $5,000.000 for the plant to-day. [
am In favor of taking some of the burden
off the consumers."
