GALVANIZED INTO ACTIVITY
BOYLE'S THREATS,

OVER

RAIDED A GAMBLING HOUSE.

KNEW RIGHT WHERE TO GO TO
FIND 1T, TOO,

Zoller & Thorpe's Place Visited by
Suddenly Alert Pollce=Attorney
Genernl May Drop In To-
dny and Look Into
Matters.

————

As evidence that Chiet Quarles, of the
police department 8 not quite as uncon-
verned over the propesed investigation of
Attarney General Boyle as he would have
people believe was  demonstrated last
nlght when he ordered the gambling house
of Zoller & Thorpe, at 410 Kansas avenue,
ralded. Captain Poerter and a squad of
officers succeeded in securing an entrance
without difficulty. Four gamblers were tak-
vn into custody and about §1,00 worth of
gambling paraphernalia was hauled to
ypolice headquarters in the patrol wagon.
Neither Zoller nor Thorpe was arrested,
the four victims belug “tin-horn' gamblers
of this city. They were furnished with
bond and wers relensed.

Ever since 1he stormy meeting at Topeka
Tuesday, at which time the Quarles fac-
tion #nd the anti-Quarles crowd had such
& time calling each other names, there
has been manifested on the part of the
local police a fecling of uneasingss. At
that meeling  Atlorney  General Boyle
gerved notice on Chief Quarles and the
bourd of police commissioners that he pro-
wsed to pry into the workings of the
wansas City, Kaz., police department and
1f he found one-half of the allegations
made against the heads of the metropoli-
tun police in the s#tate’'s metropolis to be
true, he would certainly bring proceed-
fngs to oust the whole crowd. He stated
that it did not appear to him that if the
chief was guilly of boodling the commis-
sioners could be In total ignorance of the
alleged wrong doings.

Zoller & Thorpe's gambling house has
been running for severs! months and no
secrecy was induolged In, The place was
run wide open. In the raid last night a
roulette wheel and table, a faro bank out-
fit and crap and poker tmbles were se-
cured. Chips and cards were thrown all
over the establishment when the officers
appeared. More than 200 chips were
found in the rooms. 1t is not likely that
any scrious attempt to prosecute the pro-
prietors of the gambling house will be
made ns no positive evidence was secured
to prove that gumbling was going on at
the place. Numerous arrests have been
made in the past and similar evidence ob-
tained. but none of the gamblers have as
?‘l‘l Ianded in juil. Every time an agitation
= wiarted against the gambling industry of
Kansas City, Kas., the &‘ollce procecd with
trent romptness to rald some of the gam-
ling houses. A rumor gained circulation
on the streets yesterday afternoon to the
€ffect that Mr. vie would arrive in Kan-
sas City, Kas, to-dsy. This rumor caused
additional sctivity In police circles,

City Officials Make Thelr Annual He-
poris—More Suits Against the
Connty—0Other News.

ne city ofMicers made their annual re-
ports at the meeting of the council, which
were ordersd printed in pamphlet form for
distribution. The finuncial report of the
city clerk showed on hand in the general
Tund April 1, 1897, $3.788.61; received from po-
Hree depariment, $165.50; received from taxes,
36,200.55; total receipts, $50,730.09, Disburse-
ments for the year and warrants outstand-
ing. £5,M60. Of the amount dizbursed,
$i50.50 was for salaries, $11,740.55 fire de-
partment; street lights, $10,534.08; general
expenses, $2.71505; engineer’'s department,
g2, with an office expense of $MLW,
which Included asslstents, and he pald out
for repalrs on bridges and culverts the sum
‘of K278 The strect commissioner re-
yorted the sxpenses of his office at $12 4752,
o{ which $1051280 was for pay of his em-

' ployes.,

The city attorney reported that when he
took charge of the office there were twen-
ty-seven dumage suits pending against the
city, which aggregated $1.000, Some of
these have been compromised and others
are in course of seitlement. In addition
there are a number of injunction suits
rmdlm: agninst the clty and several cases
n the supreme court on appeal.

According to the report of the mayor,
the expenses of the eity were greater than
during the list year of his Hepublican
predecessor, for which he makes various
excuses, He gives the total city debt as
7408, and recommends that the chy
employ an assistant treasurer, at $50 per
month. The mayor then appolnted his
standing committess for the ensuing year.
After the organization of tha counecil, it
proceeded to elect a president, who shall
act as mayor during the mayor's absence.
Three names wers pln in nomination,
snd on the second ballot George W. Kier-
#tead, Republican, from the Second ward,
was eected. An ordinance was Introduced
und passed restoring salarles of city offi-
cials 1o the figures prevalling prior to their
reduction one yéar ago.

More Sults Against the County.

1t now jooks as If there 1s 1o be a repeil-
tion of lust year's suits against the coun-
ty for care of insne patients. During 1897
judgments agEregating nearly $20,00 were
rendered mgainst the county for this one
ftem of expense. These judgments were
included In this year's tax levy and will
be paid when the taxes are collected. Tn
addition to the original claims the county
1s compelled to pay the costs of sult, which
fool up to a large amount, to be paid by
the taxpavers. Thia condition i= due to
the fallure of the last Pop legislature to
make nrovision for these claims,

A few days ago the Evergreen hospltal
filed a suit agninst the county for over
1000, due for care of the insane, This was
followed wyesterday by Mount S5t Mary's
neademy filing a suit in the district court
for $&6 5, This amount covers the period
from June ™, 187, to April 1, 1888, Several
ather {nstitutions for demented people are
stiil to be heard from.

Patriotiam Galore.

On recelving the news
Chief Sprague, of the fire department, ran
the stars and stripes to the top of the
city hall and set the bell ringing. This
was at once taken up all over the city and
in a few moments every bell and factory
whistle was sounding out the story. En-

ing through the city, took up the refrain
and told the story all along their lines.

Merchants immediately began  decking
out thelr husiness houses with flags and
berting and in a few moments thousands
of flags were displaved all over the city.
A= though this were not enough to enthuse
the loval heart, painted banners hearing
the legend, “Remember the Maine,' were
corspleuously displayed.

Porteats in the Sky.

If the trouble with Spain results in war
an old super=titlon will again ba verified,
gays the Chicago Times-Herald. Perrin's
comet s already on hand and may be
clearly seen in the early morning hours.
Dr. Milton Updegraff, professor of ‘astron-
omy In Missourl university, sald, when
questioned about the comet:

“Do not quote me as sayving that I place
any falith in the superstitious belief thut
a comet Is & sure =ign of war or dire
calamity. This, of course, is absurd. but
it 1s interesting to observe how often the
appearance of n comet is followed by dis-
aster or confiict. The comet of 1850 came

during the Franco-Prussian war. The
comet of 1558 preceded the Italian war of
158, The comet of 1811 came shortly be-

fore the war of 1512. The two romeis in
1861 accompanied the outhrezk of the clvil
war., One of these was remarkably bright,
and the earth passed through Its 1ail.

“The great comet of 1881 apprared short-
Iy before President Garfield was assassin-
ated. There was a comet at tha time of
the birth of Napoleon and another at the
tima of his greatest success. It is sald to
have attained its test brightness over
the latitude of Paris and to have vanished
at the latitude of Corsiecn. A monster
comet was blazing In the sky during the
reign of Nero.

ACROSS THE KANSAS LINE.!

SUNFLOWER METROPOLIS
WITH PATRIOTISM.

ABLAZE

Such & Day Has Not Been Seem Since
the Civil War=Uapatriotic Cob-
bler Came Near Reing
Roughly Handled.

*“I never had such a feeling come over
me," gald a young business man In Kansas
City, Kas., laust night, *“as that which
seemed to tnke possession of me when the
whistles and bells were sounding out the
signal of war. Therea was something about
th+ turmoil that had a very peculiar effect
on me."

And such was the expression of numerous
other men who assembled on Minneésota
avenue on the Kansas slde. Men, women
and children rushed from their homes and
business and abandoned thelr desks and
participated In a wild demonstration. Such
enthusinsm was never before witnessed by
the rising generation of Americans. Gray
haired men with G. A. R. badges on their
breasts waved their hats and shouted for
the sturs and stripes.

Some of them were moved to tears by
emotions. It was n scene, the like of
which hns never before been witnessed In
Kon=as Clty, Kas, and it will be long be-
fore such enthusiasm and patriotism is
again manifested. Before the whistles
ceaszcd blowing flags floated to the breeze
from nearly every bullding on Minnesota
avenue and before evening there were few
dwellings In the entire city that did not
display the stars and stripes. The big flags
Al the various school houses were hoisted
at full mast and the school children con-
greguted in front of the school houses
and sang national airs. From all of the
large manufacturing Institutions flags were
hoisted. The Swift packing house and the
Schwarzachlld & Sulzberger plant were fair-
1y covered with American flags.

When the enthusinsm was at its height,
Thomas Collins, a cobbler, who runs a shoe
shop between Fifth and Sixth streets on
Minnesota avenue, painted a black and
white flag on the front window of his es-
tablishment and framed it with crape. Just
below the offensive flag he placed the fol-
lowing inscription:

*“For the Christian nation that descends
to the barbarism of war."”

The meaning he intended to convey was
that the United States should mourn for its
action. The act of Collins came very near
being the signal for his death. About 2%
citizens of all ages, full of patriotism and
wild with enthusiasm, stormed the place,
and would have made quick work of Col-
lins and his shoe shop only for the prompt
response of the police. Captain Porter, Pa-
trolman Fink and several other officers
restrained the crowd from violence, Col-
lins was instructed to take down his flag.
He told the officers that he did not like
to do it, and turned to a bystander and
asked him to perform the act. With an
oath the citizen called him & Spanlard and
told him to take it down himself. At thls
the crowd became almost unmanageable,
Captain Porter tore the crape from around
the flag and then compelled Collins to
wash the window.

Collins s not a Spaniard and it Is be-
lieved that his mind is affected. The police
had a difficult time keeping the crowd off
him, but he was finally smuggled out a
rear door and told to get out of the city.
Excitement ran high and there was talk of
Iynching Collins if he made any more such
insulting demonstrations towards Uncle
Bam.

In the big show windows of a number of
the lurge stores along the avenue pictures
of Presidents McKinley, Grant, Lincoln and
Washington were displayed, Bannera bear-
ing such inscriptions as "Remember the
Malne” and “Spanish treachery and op-
pres<ion must cease” were conspicuously
placed along the main thoroughfare of the
metropolis city of Kansas.

The postoffice was clothed in the stars
and stripes. Over all the windows at the
office flags were pinned, while the entrance
was decorated with flags and bunting. The
court house and other public buildings were
lkewlse decorated. -

While the enthusiasm was at fever heat
C. M. Brown, a Minnesota avenue plumber,
a barber by the name of McClosky and Ot-
to Harriz appeared on the street with fife
and drums. They paraded up and down
the avenue, creating the wildest excite-
ment. A horse attached to J. C. Horton's
delivery wagon bescame Irightened and
started to run Into the store. The fright-
ened animal was caught before any dam-
age had been done. As late as 11 o'clock
last night crowds of men and boys paraded
up and down the principal streets of the
city singing natlonnl airs

Company B, Kansas natlonal guard, be-
gan yesterday recrulting new members, as
orders were issued to Increase ths number
from sixty to 100 men. Before night ninety
applications were received and thirty men
wera accepted. The enthuslasm of the vol-
unteers was Intense, and the company
promises to have the full quota by to-day.
About 9 e'clock last nilght a squad paraded
Minnesota avenue and recelved an ovation
from the many citizens gathered there.

At a meeting last night of Burnside post,
G. A. R, called by Post Commander k.
P. Spnyder, steps were taken amid great
enthusiasm to enlist the entire post as &
company of volunteers. An invitation was
extended also to all ex-Confederate sol-
diers to join thelr former antagonists in
blur and fight shoulder to shoulder for
thelr country and their flag. Many men
who formerly wore the gray have ex-
preseed themselves as ready to assist in
the movement and the wveterans will be
ready for serious work In a few hours.

ARGENTINE GOES WILD.

Banmers Flung to the Breeze Almost
Before the Whistles Cenned
Blowing.

When the whistles at the smelting worksa
and the Santa Fe railway shops simultan-
eously a d to the people of Argen-
tine yesterday afternoon that war had
been practically declared, flags seemed tn
burst from almost every door and window
in unison. People gathered upon the
streets and sent up such shouts as were
never before.heard in the usually quiet
town. Banners and placards bearing the In-
scription, “Remember the Maine,” were
displayed in many windowsa. Men and boys
gathered In crowds and marched about the
town cheering and singing patriotic songa.
Flage were run up at all the school houses
and the children and teachers gathered
around the flagsiaffs saluting and singing
patriotic songs.

The streets were one profusion of flags
and bunting. It seemed as though every
ons had caught the inspiration &t one and
the same time. The smelter company was
paying off its employes and a large crowd
of workingmen were at the gate awalting
their turns to go to the cashier's desk
when the blg whistle began to blow. Im-
mediately a shout went up from the
crowd. They danced and sang and as fast
as they drew thelr money they went and
purchused flags, stuck them In their hats
and pockets and carrled them in their
hands. They went about the streets sing-
ing and waving flags, and all expressed
their patriotism in language more forcible
than grammatical.

Many of the workingmen went direct to
their homes and decorated their dwellings
with "0Old Glory.” Scarcely was there to
be seen a person, man, woman or child,
without a flag of soms description. Sev-
eral men were wearing neckties of the
American flag and all were bubhbling over
with patriotism.

George W. Bimmons received a telephone
message from Kansas City stating that war
had Leen declared about 2:35 o'clock and
had scarcely announced the fact until the
streets seemed to be allve with people.

A voung
Irishman called at the house one day early
in the spring and wanted to hire out as a
farm hund. Me had just landed from the
old country, where he sald he had been
farming for several years. le wore a
Bood, honest countenance and he was very
anxious to hire out for the summer. I
tecok quite a fancy to the young man and
made up my mind 1o employ him.

HOW ONE LIFE WENT OUT.

JOHN DUNN, A STRANGER FROM NO-
WHERE, DIES IN SQUALOR.

“He's Paaned In His Checkn,” Said One
of His Late Companions—1 nder-
taker Came for Body Before
Life Mad Departed,

In a little il smelling room in the rear of
Tony Passanto’'s saloon, 21 East Third
street, John Dunn, ence a railroad man,
but recently & hobo, was found by Police
Oft:cer Jumes last night, apparently dead.
Dunn had been sleeping off a miserabla
drunk, lying on the tobucco stained floor,
while around him lay o dozen other
wretches, as foul and degraded as human-
ity can get. One of the men, less drunk
than the rest, was sitting with his heud
leaning on a bench when he heard o groun
espape the lips of Dunn and in the dim
light cast over the room from a broken,
sme-king kerosene lump, he saw that Dunn’s
eyes were staring vicantly at the ceiling.

The mun staggered from the room and
plehing hlg way between the bodies of the
score of othér mon lying on the tlcor he
notified the bartender that there was a
dead man in the buck room. The bartend-
er drew himself o glass of beer und re-
miarked that the police had better be nu-
tined and the body taken away somewhere.
The muan then went out onto Third street
and teund Officer James, who went to the
room and examined the body. 1t was still
warm and occasionally there was a slight
pulsation of the heart.

In the meantime another of the chiraecters
of the place had examined the body and
finding no sign of life had called an under-
taker. The undertuker's wagon and the po-
Hes ambulance backed up to the front door
of the saloon at the same time. All the dis-
sipated, blosted fuced men in the place hud
been aroused before the ambulinee had ar-
rived and they crowded into the suffocat-
ing atmosphere of the room, staggering over
euch other in order to get a glimpse of the
body. One after another attempted to tind
? aﬁ“c? of life about the man, and all but one

o0,

“He's passed In his checks,” remarked
a ragged individval, as he sat down on the
bench and pressed a shaking hand over
the heart of the man on the tloor. “He's
out of his troubles now, and he ought to
be glad.” And the man staggered out of
the room and. with & nickel he had found
somewhere about his tattered garments,
he bought & can of beer. A half dozen
others who saw him with beer left the
side of the dead mun and, after considera-
ble discussion and some quarreling, they
induced him to let them eiach have a few
swallows from the can.

The undertaker had placed his stretcher
on the floor and was preparing to take the
body to the morgue, when a young man
with bleared eves and swollen face walked
into the room from the street. He pushed
into the crowd to find out who was dead.
No one in the saloon knew. »

- ‘John' i all 1 know of his name," said
one of the men who had been sleeping
alongside him.

“Let me see him,” said the mewcomer.
Finally he got where he could see the up-
turned face of the man.

“Why, it's Dunn, John Dunn. 1 worked
with him in Texas, and we blew into this
tawg lnne:herﬁ" Then he pressed his ear
to the man's breast. i

*“Why, he ain't dead. Get a doctor,” he
shouted. He pushed the crowd back and
the undertaker looked at him In amaze-
ment. Then the policemen who had ar-
rived with the ambulance picked the body
up and took it to Central station.

“He's not quite dead,” announced Sur-
geon Plerce. *“He's suffocated In that
room.""

Then there was a strange scene. The
wretch who had discovered that Dunn was
not dead threw off his coat, and with his
eves filled with a strange pleading, he
urged the doctor to do what he could to
save the man.

“For God's snke, save him, doctor. He's
come of a good family down in New York
and once was a boss on a railroad. We
came In from Texas together, but booze
had got the best of him and we've been
layving in these barrel houses ever since.”
And the man who looked like he never
would or could work pulled on the man's
feet, while the doctor worked with his
chest and arms until he was totally ex-
hausted. Once or twice the doctor found
a slight heart pulsation to repay him for
his work, but finally even this ceased, and
then the body began to grow cold.

“He's dead"” said the doctor, finally.

“Well, It's too bad.” =aid the one remaln-
ing friend the dead man bad. "I don't
know where his fglks live, but it's some-
where down In York state. He's got n sis-
ter or cousin in Towa, I think I heard him
gay once. Fle was o good fellow until he
got to hitting the hottle too often.” He
helped the undertaker, who had walted
about the station, knowing that there was
little chance of saving the man's life, carry
the body to his ambulance and haul it to
the morgne.
