BRITAINS BELIEVE THERE 15 DAN-
GER TO OUR COAST.

SYMPATHIES ARE WITH US.

THINK WE SHOULD HAVE INTER-
CEPTED SPANISH FLEET.

Daily News Says Americans Hardly
Hoow What They Are Fighting
For=Reported That New
York Merchants Are
Fleeing.

London, April 2.—Great Britain's sym-

pathy for America is like Spanish diplo-
macy, officially correct. There Is Scarcely
# public man or important newspaper that
does not warmiy support the United States.
At the same time, in private conversation
thers is much criticism of the United States
#nd indorsement of Spain i= heard. There
fe much head-shaking over the result of
the naval battle and the feeling even tinds
iis way into print.

The Dally Graphie to-day printed a long
letter from a naval officer, who =ays both
Porto Rico and Havana ought to be ahle
to hold their own against an attick un-
supported by ships. The United States will
be forced to blockade both of tucse islands
and this, the author of the letter thinks,
will occupy that natlon’s entire flect, thus
leaving the Spanlurda free to hombard the
coast of the United States. Again, the let-
ter says Spain is strong enough to defent
either of the blockading flects which the
Tnited States s ahle to assemble about
Cuba and Porto Rico. In conclusion, the
writer thinks that the ships of the Indiara
cluss are so prodigously over-gunned that
they are likely to sink themselves

An editorial article in the Chronicle to-
day expressed the opinion that the United
Sictes fleet was throwing away an ex-
cellent strategic opportunity by going to
Cuba Instead of intercepting the Spanish
fieet.

The Dally News to-day also contiined an
editorial article saying that the Americans
hardly know what they are tighting for,
and *that it is an open question whether
the frecdom of Cuba could not be obtained
without recourse 10 war.”

The Dally Mail, whose proprictor, Alfred
Harmsworth, s really a warm sympa-
thizer with the United States, is doing
much to arouse public sentiment by the
daily publication of articles bearing upon
the atrocities perpetrated by  Spanlards,
accompanied by plctures of the reconcen-
trados, under the heading, “Why Americi
1s Intervening In Caba,” with the Kipling
parody, “If blood be the price of liberty,
Lord God, we have paid the bilL"”

the same time, the Daily Mail to-day dis- |

plays u New York dispatch with the head-
ing, “Scare in America—New York Mor-
chants Closing Their Shops.” The dis-
pateh says that many weslthy New York-
ers are fleeing, fearing that the flect of
the United States will be vanquished and
the city bombarded.

One of the strangest features of the war
developments s the remarkable optimism
of the city financiers, who, until the ac-
tual salling of the United States flect,
tenaciously clung to the delusion daily re-
fterated in Lombard street, that there
would be mo wur. Despite the practical
evidence supplied by the sleady drop in
Spanish counsols, which acted uas the most
accurntle barometer of events, the culmi-
nation of pegolintions to the off-breaking
point was so often deferred that the mer-
chunts came to belicve thut the Unitea
Blates was unwilling 10 carry its cham-
pionship of Cubi to the extent of fighting,
Continental Europe steadfustly refused to
believe that the United Statex is embarking
in war for any object other than conquest.
Being prone to judge American motives by
no standards other than appear to actuate
their own national policies, the Continental
papers predict with the greatest jealousy
that the United States will retaln all the
Spanish colonies, which it will inevitably
capture, and that the United States will
then become one of the strongest rivals in
the world scramble for the few remaining
unoccupied portions of the earth. All opin-
fons und Interviews contained in the press
of Continentil Europe, read between the
lines, convey thisx view.

Ehippers find soluce In the prospe:st that the
war will result in ending the strongly
differential tariffs in favor of Barcelona,
which have been forced on all Spanish col-
onics,

The London weeklies devote
amount of space’to the war.

The Spoctator savs: “As 2 nation. the
Americans stand absolved of entering the
war with an evil spirit. Our fervent hope
15 thut they may win quickly and easily."

The Speaker says: “There cannot be any
doubt that the United States sare wazing
a war for good ends and the Americans
must enjoy our best wishes for thelr ulti-
mate sueeess""

DAKOTA PRAIRIE FIRE.

Sweepa Over the Whole of the Rose-
bud Indian Heservation, Rurn-
ing Live Stock.

ACCIDENTS T0 THE LINERS.

THE IMPROBABILITY OF THEIR OC-
CURRENCE GREAT.

(T1! P

Most Common C Pre
Agsainst Them—Little Real Danger
in Cromaing the Ocean—Can

Wenther Any Storm.

From the New York Post

“Twently years ago danger was ever pres-
ent to the ocean traveier. Its elimination,
or rather reduction. to an occasional Inci-
dent s the ultimate effect of competition
among the trans-Atlantic steamship com-
panies, as may be readily shown. An ac-
cident—however Inconsequential, I bad ai-
most siaid—not only hurts the pride of the
company, but affects its reputation and
« q tly 1 its earnings for
time. The companies have. therefore, for
years and In every possible way encouraged
the invention of provisions against common
accidents. As a result, the construction
and equipment of ocean-going steamers has

from a trade plied in & ha rd
fashion to a sclentific profession; safety
appliances have been introduced and are
continuously in process of improvement;
the Instruments of nawvigation have well
nigh reached perfection itself—Sir William
Thompson's compensating compass s an
instance in point; the science of naviga-
tion has wonderfully developed; the watch-
fulness of officers and crew has increased;
thera s less intemperance and a higher
order of discipline; seamen of every grads
have become ter educated. and so have
acquired a nobler idea of thelr profession.
In short, it may be said that every precau-
tion has been taken against every accident
known to be possible. Nowadays, we call
accidents to the rirst-class ocean liners
‘acts of God'—that Is to say, something
which peither human Ingenuity nor fore-
sight nor watchfulness could have provided
against. Certainly, the recent development
of no other form of transportation has been
s0 marked as that of ocean steamship trav-
el; and, possibly, mo modern invention
does greater honor to the human race than
the ocean steamship. I think the general
public is beginning to recognize all this:
for we hear less of ‘peril on the sca” and
partings on the pler have something less
of the agony of the "last parting’ about
them.

“The most dangerously threatening acri-
dent to the ocean liner is a collislon. Here,
perhaps, i= a real danger. But #he prob-
ability of its occurrence Is very small. In
clear weather collisions are removed from
the range of possibilities; in foggy weather
thess s something to be feared. Careful
progress, consant watchfulness, and fog
whistles, however, are so ef-
fectual that no passenger need lose an
hour’s eleep through worry. The precaution
taken to avold the Iceberg danger Is sim-
piy to give a wide berth to the ice region
when Icebergs are likely to be found there.
The most common accident is the breaking
of some part of the machinery. The prob-
ability of a serious outcome of su an
accidant is exceedingly small. Discomfort
and delay, though, are sure to result; and
the companies, as a matter of course, huve
their precautionary measures. The ma-
chinery is inspected part by part—whera
it can ba seen—before the vessel leaves
port: and duplicate parts are carried
aboard if their substitution for broken
part® st sea Is practicable. The danger s
thal In some vital wheel or shaft there
may be an inherent defect; this cannot be
guarded aguinst. The danger from fire =
inconsiderabhle. The steamers ure as fire-
proof as a modern sky-scraper, and are
built in compartments, so tnat any part
may be flooded without injury to any other
part. The only pos=ible origin is spon-
tuneous combustion. and how real is such
a danger? Then, the protective measures
are =uch that it would hardly be possible
for a fire 10 gain a rhreutening headway.
even if It had it deal to feed on. No. it
van be =aid that this, once the most awful
of all perils, ha#® become the most insig-
nificant.

**Are the lives of the pussengers at any
time in any real danger? Really—no: not, at
uny rate, on the first-class truns-Atlantie
Hners. A landsman woihd, no doubt, find it
hard to eredit thig: but, nevertheless, there
is no longer real dunger of a disaster, as
the writer in Le Temps has it. The chance
of 4 collision I=, a« | have sald, so slight
as to be inconsiderabie: thers Is absolutely
no <anger from fire: and almoest as littie
from a break to the muachinery. Peapla
excite themselves to a very sweat of fear
sometimes when a liner is delayed by
broken shaft. But this i= all very silly. The
liner has only te wait until assistance
romew to her—an  uncomfortable exper-
fenee for the passengers, no doubt. She
may he tossed about scmewhat, if control
of her i= lost, and =he may drift for many
miles over a quiet ¥eu or be hlown here and
there over an angry one: but. ultimately,
=he = bound to be met and towed to her
port. She i@ rurely in uny ‘danger® in such
a predicament. As for the danger from
storm—that is not to be considered. The
oceian liners can weather, it is zafe to say,
any =torm that blows."

“In these days the discomfort of ocean
truvel is a subject for thought—not the
dinger. On ocveasions, it must be admitted
there Is some discomfort.”
