TO BE A GENT A MILE

GOVERNMENT VIRTUALLY FIXES
RATE FOR MOVING TROOPS.

Gives Notice to Railroads That It "Will
Not Pay More Than During the

Civil War General News
of the Railways.

Chicago, May 2. The rate to be mado by
the railroads for the transportation of
troops during the war with Spain will be
I cent per mile. Tho roads had decided
that it would be double that, but the gov-
ernment has formed a different opinion,
and the chances seem to be that the opin-
ion of the government will prevail. To-da- y

the roads received from Washington in-

formation to the effect that the government
officials did not think that In the present
war they shonld be called upon to pay
more for the transportation of troops thanduring the civil war and that it would
not therefore pay over 1 cent per mile,
which was the rate made for such traffic
between 1S61 and 1865. The roads were
given to understand that the government
was desirous that they should make the
rate of their own free will, but that inany event it would not pay over 1 cent.
The matter will be discussed at a joint
meeting of the Eastern and Western lines,
which is to be held next Friday. There is
no doubt what rate will be made.

j. d. riddellTmade g. f. a.

J. D. RIddell, assistant general freight
agent of the Memphis, was yesterday made
general freight agent of that line, with
headquarters In Kansas City.

From 1SS3 to
1SJ9 he was a clerk In tho freight cisim
department of the Cleveland, Columbus,
Cincinnati & Indianapolis. In 1JS9 he was
made traveling freight agent of the Cin-
cinnati, Indianapolis. St. Louis & Chicago,
and from 1S90 to 1894 held various cleric-
al positions with that road, the Elkhart
Fast Freight line, the Central States Dis-
patch and the Memphis.

TO DISSEMINATE WAR NEWS.

Western Roads Considering a Plan of
Doing It With Flags on

Their Trains.
Western roads have under consideration

a plan of disseminating war news to the
people along the different lines by the
means of flags to be carried on trains.
For this purpose various pieces of bunt-
ing will be carried by each train crew and
codes, explaining the signal system will be
distributed by each road throughout the
districts through which It runs. If it
should ever happen that a Spanish victory
on land had to be announced a parti-
colored flag would be displayed, under the
code likely to be used. A Spanish victory
at sea would bo announced by a blue pen-
nant above the parti-colore- d bunting. A
United States flag will indicate an Ameri-
can land victory, and an American flag
with a blue pennant above an American
sea victory. The Rock Island, Burlington
and Chicago & Northwestern are the
Western roads which have so far agreed
to adopt the system, but It is expected
that most of the other roads will do so.

THE WAR AFFECTS TRAFFIC.

West Bonnd Shipments Fall Ot Mate-
rially .and Enst Bound Traf-

fic Is Light.
As a result of the war, west bound

freight shipments have materially fallen
off, merchants being apparently unwilling
to order goods extensively pending the
present uncertainty. East bound ship-
ments have also been light, owing to a
virtual suspension of export business. Tho
Gulf roads are carrying practically nothing
for export, and the Atlantic seaboard lines
much less than usual.

Engines to Work Same as Crews.
The Santa Fe has decided to adopt as

an experiment the plan of working its
engines in the same way as its crews, the
first engine in the roundhouse to be the
first out. Engineers and firemen will not
have regular engines under the new sys-
tem, which is to be put into effect out of
Argentina at once.

OOWHERD'SMENSGARED

ARE AFRAID OF COUNTY COUNSELOR
JAMES. A. REED.

They Want the Congressional Nom-
ination Safely Out of the Way

to Guard Against County
Complications.

The friends of Congressman Cowherd
are worried. Already they are beginning
to take steps to ward off a large sized In-

surrection among tho Democrats of Jack-
son county, who of course control the con-
gressional nomination. The congressional
committee is preparing to call an early con-
vention for the purpose of getting Cowherd
nominated before the insurrection assumes
more threatening proportions.

The new man whose interesting person-
ality looms up threateningly on the con-
gressional horizon is James A. Reed. Cow-
herd's friends fear that if Reed is not
given the nomination for prosecuting at-
torney he will shy his congressional castor
in the ring and Cowherd's friends are short
of ammunition with which to make a fight
against any aggressive and able young
Democrat who might with truthfulness and
reason aspire to a position which Cowherd's
record has not made especially brilliant.

Cowherd's record is one of omission
rather than commission. The friends of
the young congressman say that although
a new congressman may not be expected to
make much of a mark In two years, that
nevertheless if there is anything in a man
at all it would have come out during these
stirring times. Cowherd has stagnated.
Kansas City has not been heard from dur-
ing all three trying months and while Cow-
herd's votes have in some instances been
cast on the rteht side yet he has rattled
dismally around in the high office like a
soft pea In a withered pod. The payroll has
furnished the loudest testimony that Kan-
sas City. Jackson county and the Fiftli
congressional district has had a represen-
tative in congress.

Reed played a line game during the re-
cent mayoralty campaign. The de-
feat of the Democratic candidate
was a foregone conclusion and Reed
made a sufficient showing of strength
to make his withdrawal from the
sacrifice a large sized lien on the support
of the Jackson county Democrats, for the
city and country are run by the same
crowd. He magnanimously put his shoul-
der to the Sebreo wheel and he cannot very
well be refused almost anything he may
ask in reason. But the Cowherd managers
would feel much more comfortable If the
congressional nominating convention were
held at once and Cowherd safely placed be-
fore the county tight is on. Reed wants
to be prosecuting attorney, but the gang
is for Lowe, whose tool he has been. Lowe
has allied himself with the gang and may
succeed In again foisting himself upon the
county. It is very evident "Orator" Reed
will be heard from in the coming scramble
for office. Lowe has nothing to recommend
him, except his loyalty to the Shannon
gang. He has made a weak prosecutor: Ho
kept none of his pledges. In all the years
he has held office It was Impossible to get
him to bring the gambling cases to trial.
He has compromised with criminals until
the criminal court has become notorious
throughout the country. Reed is full of
fire and high sounding phrases. He calls
himself an orator. The less Lowe talks
the better Impression he Is liable to make.
Reed Is a hustler. Lowe makes promises.
Reed has some ability as a lawyer. Lowe
has a fairly capable chief deputy. The
Shannons have said that thev are going to
renominate Lowe. They will do It if it is
possible.

Mr. Cowherd arrived in Kansas Citv yes-
terday morning and it Is understood that
his absence from the capital at this crit-
ical time was occasioned by nn Intimation
that his fences needed looking after.

HIS TRIBUTEJTO THE DEAD.

Major William Warner Eulogises the
Life of the Late Marcus T.

C. "Williams.
The resolutions of the Kansas City Bar

Association on the death of Marcus T. C.
Williams were presented in the federal
court yesterday by District Attorney War-
ner, who spoke brietly of the deceased.
Judge Philips made a fitting response.
Major Warner, in his remarks, said:

"May it please the court, tho words that
I have just read, tender and comprehen-
sive as they are, fall far short of express-
ing the high esteem In which the deceased
was held by his brethren of the bar. As
a citizen, his manly and blameless life
ccrr.manded our admiration, as a lawyer
his ability and fidelity gained our respect,
as a companion his gentleness and con-
sideration won our love.

"Marcus T. C. AVilliams, the soldier, the
statesman and the lawyer, has crossed
over that invisible and shadowy line sep-
arating time from eternity. Tho place that
once knew him shall know him no more
forever. His hearty shake of tho hand,
his affectionate greeting and kindly fare-
well, we shall miss.

"It was my good fortune to have known
Colonel Williams for a score and teij years.
During all those years I can truthfully
say that no act of his could be justly crit-
icised. In this presence I bear witness
that a more manly or kindly man I never
met. His life was an exemplification of
that greatest .of the trinity of virtues-char- ity.

He never spoke evil of anyone.
"He was learned In the law and a skilled

practitioner. His learning and tact, sup-
plemented by industry, enabled him to
marshal the facts in any case entrusted
to him, and to properly apply the law to
the facts. In this court, the arena of
many of his legal battles, the court in
which for many years he was an able,
fearless and conscientious lawyer nothing
that I can say will add aught to the well
founded reputation that in those years he
bullded here.

"He loved the law and was wedded to
his profession. Although in the active prac-
tice he was compelled to struggle with a
physical disability that would have dis-
couraged a less resolute spirit, yet he clung
to the law with a devotion that was he-
roic.

"The life of our deceased brother was
without- reproach, his death was without
fear. When conscious that the struggle
here was finished, be calmly laid down the

The commission held a meeting yesterday
afternoon and Issued an urgent appeal to
owners of unoccupied land to donate Its
use lor the benefit of th deserving poor of
the city. The secretary was Instructed to
notify those who used land last year to
make application-fo- r land again this year,
and an invitation is hereby extended to any
other deserving poor who are willing to tilla third or halt acre of ground to make ap-
plication at the office ot the commission on
the second floor of the city hall, adjoining
the office of the police commissioners. Miss
Steele, the stenographer of the commission,
will be found in the office from this timeon at certain specified hours, to be ascer-
tained at the office, and when not thers
will be found in the office of the superin-
tendent of the water works department.
