wiag only by the hardest sort of work the
defendunts “escaped belng forecd into an
Immedinte trial. Winally a  contlnuance
wns secured and then the federal attorney
began work to be ready for the May term
of court.

P. Morgun & Co. had agreed to the propo-
sition it would be of no avall and that (¢
was doubtful if they had signed such an
agreement. The Morgan syndicate holds
about 350,000,000 of the company's securities
and Hambledon & Co. assert thut no pln.ri
which In any way disturbs the present
status of these securities can be carried
through at the present time.

Wizhington, May 5.—President-Recelver
Johe K. Cowen, of the Baltimore & Ohio
raliroad, denled this evening that the plan
of reorganizution had been signed by all
parties in interest, and said that it would
not be promulgated until after the close ot
the war with Spain.
