BIG CHIGAGO FIRE

GRAIN ELEVATOR, LUMBER YARD
AND CARS BURNED,

THE LOSS EXCEEDS $1,000,000

GREAT QUANKTITIES OF GRAIN
WERE DESTROYED.

Elevator Was Used by P. D. Armour
2s & Grain Warchouse=His Loas
of $580,000 Fully Covered
by Insurance—0ther
Heavy Losses.

Chicago, May 12—Grain elevator “D,”
belonging to the Chicago, Burlington &
Quincy system, was destroyed by tire this
afternoon. Losses on bullding and con-
tents will aggregate about $1..200,000. The
elevator contalned 1,115,000 bushels of grain
valued at 3890,000, the property of P. D.
Armour. The grain was fully insured.

The elevator stood at Lumber and Brown
etreets, on the west bank of the Chicago
river, near the Twenty-second street lum-
ber district. It was used as & grain ware-
house by P. D. Armour, and had a ca-
pacity of 2,600,000 bushls. The cupola of
the elevator fell in within an hour after
the flames were discovered and after that
the fire department rapidly lost control.
Under the influence of a strong wind the
flames began to spread in every direction
and seilzed on huge plles of lumber I:» half
& dozen lumber yards within & few syuares
of the elevator. The Lord & Bushnell
Lumber Company was the first concern
whose property was set on fire from the
elevator. The Jumber yard of D. 8. Tate
& Co, was next destroyed, and forty freight
cars on their sideiracks were consumed
with the contents of finished lumber. Tha
yard of Arthur Gourley & Co. caught fire,
but quick work on the part of the firemen
headed off the flames in this direction.
Francis Beidler & Co.'s yard, adjoining
the Gourley property, caught next, and be-
fore the fire department steamers on the
river could reach the Beldler plant it was
entirely lost.

THIRD REGIMENT HOSPITAL CORPS
MAY RETURN HOME,

All Possible Haste Is Being Made to
Bush Missourl Troeps teo South-
ern Coast—~Two Regiments
to Leave in Few Days.

Camp Stephens, Jefferson Mo.,
May 12.—(Special.) Major Jabex N. Jack-
son, of the Third regiment, this morning
received a telegram from the surgeon gen-
eral at Washington stating that there was
no provision in the new army bill for &
regimental hospital corps. This means that
the hospital corps of the Third regiment
will not be mustered Into the wolunteer
service. No one feature of the Third regi-
ment has attracted so much attention and
been of so much valuable service here
even to other regiments, as the hospital
corps.

Adjutant General Bell this morning re-
celved this ' telegram:

“Referring to your telegram of the Sth,
you are informed that owing to changed
condiflons the destination of troop of your
state mentioned therein has been changed
from Camp George H. Thomas to Tampa,
Fia., and will be sent there provided your
troops are uniformed, armed and equipped
:::yd,;’ for service.—R. A. Alger, Becre-

This means, until other orders counter-
mand, that the First and Second regiments
and Battery A will be sent South ready
for Immediate service. No orders came
changing the previous orders relative to
the sending of the Third, Fourth and Fifth
to Washington. Although every effort was
made to keep the matter & secret, it was
discovered to-day that uniforms and full
army “equipments were already being re-
celved at Jefferson barracks with which to
equip Missouri’'s troops.
