SAN FRANCISCO, June 10. Tie rumor

that Camp Merritf lst-t- o to the
Presidio Seems to "Have' llttlfe' founda-
tion In 'aids, say
that, they' have hard 'nothing of such a
change, and that It is not in the line of
probabilities. The water supply at the Pre-
sidio is inadequate for such a large num-
ber of troops, and it Is said that, 'should It
be decided to transfer, the camp, Benlcla,
near the 'Mare Island navy yard, and not
the Pr3sIdIo,.would be the spot, selected.

WASHINGTON. June

ciated Press to state that all reports indi-
cating that the postofflce lnpectors or oth-
er officials have been detailed or authorized
to open letters within the malls are untrue
and misleading. The privacy of .the malls
at no time, under any condition or circum-
stance, anywhere,-- will be Invaded during
the war. All mall properly addressed, and
upon which "sufficient postage is paid, will
b6"deltvcred to the address as expeditiously
and scrupulously as it ever has been.

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CHAMBERLAINJTANDS , PAT.

Repeats That Both England and
America Would Profit by

an Alliance.
LONDON, June 10. Sir Charles Dilke, In

the house of commons y, moving a'
reduction In the foreign pfflce vote, "at-

tacked the Marquis of Salisbury's foreign
policy of concession. Referring 'to the
United States, he said: . -

"Our IJetter 'relations with the United
States", are mainly due to the good Influ-

ence of her majesty's ambassador at Wash-

ington, Sir'jullan Pauncefote), for the gov-

ernment policy has been rash and feeble.
Everyone will welcome an alliance of
hearts with America, but no alliance could,
be a war alliance."

Continuing, Sir Charles said he did not
believe in the possibility, mooted by the
stereotaxy of state,., for the colonies (Mr.
Ctianbcr!aln), of an alliance with Germany.

The parliamentary 'secretary for the for-

eign office, Mr. George N. Curzon, gave
credit to the good Influence. of the British
ambassador at Washington, but he asserted
that credit was due not merely to the am-

bassador or to the exigencies of the mo-

ment, but to "Lord Salisbury's friendly,
calm and dispassionate aUltude during tho
discussion of difficult matters with America
two years ago." ,

Mr. Curxon added: "An arbitration
treaty will some day be accomplished."
This statement was greeted with cheering.

Answering a question, Mr. Curzon said
the subjects to be referred to the arbitra-
tion commission all relate to questions be-

tween Canada and the United States, but,
ho added, some of them are of imperial
interest.

Sir William "Vernon Harcourt, the Lib-

eral leader in the house of commons, ask
ing Information as to tho foreign policy of.

the government, proceeded to criticise at
length the recent speech of Mr. Chamber-
lain, secretary of state for the colonies.
at Birmingham. He referred Ironically to
the "pitiful spectacle of the secretary of
state "for the colonies standing, cap In
hand, before the powers, and seeking an
alliance, remarking:

"The Chinese question must be settled
on friendship, and concert with Russia."

He asked w'hether It would not have been
better for ilr. Chamberlain to "postpone
his Insults to Russia" until the talked-o- f
alliance had been secured.

Mr. Chamberlain who, on rising to reply,
was received with government cheers and
Irish Nationalist hisses, denied that 'there
was any discrepancy between himself .and
other members of the 'cabinet. "I believe,"
he said, "that our interests are much mora
closely allied to the interests of Germany
than to'thosVof Russia. The cabinet ls
not resoonslble for. every single word ut
tered by Its members, but it is responsible
for every declaration of policy ana every
Important statement of fact. If there had
haon a mtroTPTim cf onlnloti between Lord
Salisbury and myself, it would have been
my auty to resign. i..ai. u, "i"
all these charges I have not resigned and
I have not been rejected by the prime
minister."

Mr. Chamberlain declares that the ob-le- ct

of his Birmingham speech was "not
to lay down a policy, but to state facts
to tne country as 10 wiiai. x cuuucnc w
be tho conditions and great problems wo
nre called to face." The speech, he con
tinued, had been made and there was not
one word of It that he Intended to with -
draw. .Great' Britain rould. .stand.- - alone,
but In that case, she couiu not exercise
the controlling Influence she had "hitherto
eierciscd lnChlna.

other signs showing that the Spaniards are
preparing a desperate resistance.

Some guns from Admiral Cervera's ships
may be removed to the forts.

The insurgents, about 5,000 strong, have
taken a position on a mountain to the
westward. Two thousand insurgents of this
gathering 'are unarmed. General Maximo
Gomez, now about 150 miles inland, ls mak-
ing his" 'way 'toward the coast. Admiral
Sampson is actively with the
insurgents. Yesterday General MInlet, of
the insurgent forces, and his staff went on
board the New York for a long consulta-
tion.

The naval officers have been doing splen-
did and daring work In carrying commun-
ications and arms to the insurgents, and
making trips ashore for the purpose of
gaining information. Upon the gunboats
Suwanee and Vixen this work nas chiefly
devolved. Lieutenant Sharp, of the Vixen,
and Lieutenant Commander Delehanty, of
the Suwanee, have been dally entrusted
with Important missions, and have carried
th'em 'out successfully. The Vixen's' work
hag been chiefly confined to carrying mes-
sages to and fro, but th Suwanee has
been occupied in a more serious task.

This little gunboat has landed 300,000
rounds of t small arms ammunition, 300
Springfield rifles, 100 carbines, 2,000 ma-
chetes, with equipments and provisions.
.They Were landed yesterday (Wednesday)
about fifteen miles west of Santiago, to
some 800 Insurgents, who came down to the
beach,' the main body remaining In the
mountains. The debarkation of supplies
was tedious, but uninterrupted. The. in-

surgents reported that irregular engage-
ments between their forces and the Span-
ish cavalry were'of dally occurrence. The
Cubans were hard up for supplies and am-
munition, and were overjoyed at the sight
of the Suwanee cargo. Some, almost rav-
enous, hacked at the slices of bacon, and
ate raw beef. They had been living on
limes, cocoanuts and sweet potatoes. En-
sign Gilpin, of the Suwanee, went ashore
and accompanied the Cubans to their tem-
porary camp Inland, where he found ten
or a dozen wounded men badly in need of
surgical attendance. Bandages for them
were sent from the Suwanee. The casual-
ties were the results of a brush in the
previous night with Spanishcavalry.

To the correspondent of the Associated
Press on the dispatch boat Wanda, En-
sign Gilpin, describing his experience at
the camp, which ls about ten miles in-

land, said:
"I found the insurgents a rough look

ing and mixed lot of boys and old men,
rigged out any way, carrying arms of all
sorts, and all anxious to borrow every-
thing I had, from my blouse to my re-

volver: Four Spanish soldiers in uniform,
carrying rifles, marched into the camp
while I was there and said they wanted to
join the insurgents. They were enrolled,
but a close watch was kept on them, as
they belonged to the civil guard. A Cuban
officer told me such additions were not In-

frequent. The Spaniards had Mauser rifles
which were In fairly good condition."

Conservative authorities believe the
troops will have to carry out their plan of
campaign without placing much reliance
upon the Insurgents,

Several plucky young officers, like En-
sign Gilpin, have made trips ashore and
taken observations of the Interior harbor
and the fortifications. locating the exact
position of Admiral Cervera's four ships.
It is hardly likely, however, that the Span-
ish admiral keeps them moored at the
same place both day and night. More than
once the officers engaged In this shore duty
have had narrow escapes from falling in
;wlth the, enemy's cavalry.

ENGLAND'S NEW TERRITORY.

Lease of Additional Land at Hoi(
Kona la Rea-arded- . aa of the

Utmost Importance.
LONDON, June 10. The newspapers here

are printing many congratulations on the
signing of the Anglo-Chine- se convention
yesterday, which- - glve3 Great Britain an
extension of the boundaries of Hong Kong,
including Kan-Lun- g, of 200 square miles,
urder a lease, to which the greatest. Im-
portance ls attached, as the territory thus
acquired ls regarded as being essential for
the protection of Hong Kong.

The lease comprises the island of Lantiof
to the westward ot Hong Kong, and the
mainland behind Kan-Lun- g, south and
east of a line drawn from Mlrs bay to
Deep bay. While the Chinese get. the
northern shores of these bays, the lease
covers their waters, subject to the right
of tho Chinese to use them for their own
ships

When questioned In the house of com-
mons, last evening, as to whether Russia
contemplated sending troops to the Yang-Tse-Kia-

valley, the parliamentary secre
tary for the foreign office, Mr. George N.
Curzon, made an important statement to
the effect that such a preceedlng, without
the consent of China, would be an act of
war, and, he added, the government wouid
take the requisite steps to protect British
interests. Obviously, this is Intended as a
warning to Russia not to interfere In the
Yang-Tse-Kla- valley.

OUR NATIONAL MENAGERIE.

Wild Animals In Yellowstone Park
Reported to Be In Better Con-

dition Than Usual.
WASHINGTON, June BUss

has received from Lieutenant G. W. Cross,
acting superintendent of the Yellowstone
National park, a report on the condition
of the animals there. The report states
that the winter was very mild and. as a
consequence, the wild animals are In bet-
ter condition than usual. The buffalo num-
ber between twenty and forty, and, while
doing better than heretofore, it cannot be
said that they find, the location favorable.
The weather is too cold in the park, and
their young are threatened by wild beasts.
The other protected animals have Increased
and but one case of poaching was discov-
ered. This was in December last, when
thirteen elk were killed. At least one of
the poachers, it ls hoped, will be punished.
Seven bears suffered an extraordinary fate
In Death gulch, where they were found
dead by a guide. He went down to where
they lay to cut their claws, but In three
minutes was so overcome by gas arising
from the ground as to become very faint.
It was evident that the bears had been
killed by this gas.

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TEACHING UNDER DIFFICULTIES

An Arctic School "Where There "Were
Few Textbooks The Scholars

Like to Write.
Prom the Century.

The greatest drawback to my school work
was the lack of books. Naturally, most of
the children required chart and primer,
neither of which was Included In the school
outfit, nor could they be obtained at Circle
City. Had there not been a good black-
board and a plentiful supply ot crayon. I
scarcely know how I should have managed.
I would group the little ones about me at
the blackboard, and make up the lessons,
day. by day, in both printing and writing.
They liked to write it came easy to them
and each one tried to make his writing book
plainer and neater than that of his fellows.
The little ones were ambitious to read out
of books, "like the big girls." As I had
none for them, they hunted up "books." as
they called them, seizing upon stray leaves
from novels and pieces of newspaper.

A good many grown girls and boys were
just learning to read. They were ashamed
and awkward at the blackboard, and at
first did not progress as fast as the little
ones. This made much uphill work and was
bo discouraging that I was afraid I would
lose .many of the older ones altogether. At
this Juncture, however, the missionary of
the Church of "England, who was stationed
for the winter at Circle City, kindly helped
me out by the loan of a number of books,
slates and pencils. Among these books. were
six primers and first readers. How happy I
was to get them, even though they had to
be divided among twenty-si-x children! 'Idoubt If such a, medly of books was ever
before seen In a school room; a set of ordi-
nary school books for Intermediate grades.
Including a physical geography and a
world's history: 'English readers, spellers,
and little paper-covere- d arithmetics; twenty
pages from "Christy's Old Organ;" about
half of the New Testament; one hundred
pages from "The 'Woman in White:" parts
ot rourotner novels; newspaper scraps, ana
a couple of the queerest possible little re-
ligious .primers, published by a London tract
society. The leaves ot some of the books
were yellow with age. having been taken
into that" region by some miners who had
studied them thirty or more years ago It
was amusing to watch the children spelling
out the words and trying to read these
scraps ot old books and papers. .
