simply be a sideshow, and will do whatever- Governor ILeedy wants done. It Is being
run- - by hUr silver officeholders, and they
can't afford, to go back on the fellow whom
they have "conned" out of so many fat
jobs. The ticket nominated by the Pops
will be Indorsed by that outfit.

It- - is almost certain that the Pops will
renominate all of the present officers. They
will give the .Democrats lieutenant gov-
ernor. The Democrats will spar for more,

. 1ut will finally wind up by swallowing the
dose. The Pops are figuring that the Dem-
ocrats will first demand lieutenant gov-
ernor, treasurer, secretary of state and
state superintendent. Of course, this de-
mand will not be acceded to, and then the
Democrats will come down off the perch
and take the measljr little office of lieu
tenant governor.

Bryan has advised the Democrats to
fuse if they don't set a smell, and has
notified the Pops of staid advice. With the
Pops and Bryan both against .them, the
Democrats don't feel at all confident of
being able to get much. There wilt be a
few Democrats --at the Atchison conven-

The anti-Leed- y Pops have not yet given

up hope of accomplishing Leedy's defeat at'
the convention. They have marshaled their
forces and will get a line on the delegates
as they reach town and give them some
pointers which they believe will open their
eyes. They will make a thorough poll of
the delegates before the convention is
called to order, and it they see the least
chance to down Leedy' they will spring a
candidate. They have decided upon one.

They
claim' that, while he is a clever manipulator,
bis opposition to a candidate tends to im-
prove the chances of that candidate, and
fortius reason he will be relegated to the
rear as far as he will permit it.

Taylor Riddle is receiving considerable
censure from his faction for an Interview
which he Indiscreetly gave out the day
after Stanley was nominated for governor
by the Republicans. Riddle declared that
Stanley was weak, and gave as a reason
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that the Jolntlsts would net put up thou-san-

to elect him. When Stanley 'was
nominated It was not expected that the
Jolntlsts would put up.

The temptation to
enter into improvident, or" even corrupt, ar-
rangements Is too great to make unre-
stricted authority of this kind either safe
or desirable. The pretended . contracts set
up In the answer of the defendant are ut-
terly void, and furnish no defense to this
action. It was and is the clear duty of
the defendant to cause the "course of

THINKS IT UNCONSTITUTIONAL

Assistant Attorney General Snelllng
on the Kansas Law Taxing

Judgment.
TOPEKA, June Assistant

Attorney General George Snalllng gave It
as his opinion to-d- that the law passed
by the last legislature providing for the
taxation of judgments was unconstitution-
al, because, under it taxation Is not uni-
form. Judge Slmonds, of the' Bourbon dis-

trict has declared it unconstitutional in a
test case tried before him, but the supreme
court has not had a whack at It yet The
law provides that a judgment of fore-
closure cannot be taxed until after the
order of sale has been made apd the prop-
erty disposed of. SnelUng says that all
that is necessary .for a holder of a judg-
ment to do to evade the payment of taxes
on a judgment Is to refrain from having
the order of sale issued.

Under the law he says judgments worthanything can escape, while worthless judg-
ments must be taxed. This Is just whatthe author of the bill wanted to accomplish
but In getting at it he has. It seems, runcounter to the constitution. Clem Falrchlldwas the author of the law. He Intendedit as a sort of a bankruptcy law. By tax-
ing worthless judgments he thought Itwould cause the holders to release them.
Another thing that is Inconsistent Is thatwhen the mortgage Is sold to the county
for taxes the original owner can never re-
deem It The county can settle with theparty against whom the judgment was runon any terms it sees fit

JAPANESE CRAZYOVER ORCHIDS

Syndicate Offers Five Thousand Yen
for a Single Leaf, but Meets

With Refusal.
From the New Tork Sun.

v The latest craze that has made its ap-
pearance in Japan is the orchid craze, and
if reports are true the tulip craze in Hol-

land of several centuries ago may well
look to its laurels. According to the Toklo
Asahl (Morning Day) a new variety of a
small orchid, jointly owned by the well
known gardener of Shttaya, Maru Shin,
and by two others. Is at present enjoying
the highest reputation. It is called "una-kusa- ,"

for every rare variety has its own
special name. Its leaves measure only
four Inches In length and one and one-ha- lt
inches In width, this variety being the
only one now found In Japan.

The leaves, only eleven In number, are
whitish, with yellow-hue- d stripes widely
marked, and the whole appearance ex-
ceedingly graceful. The fame of the "araa-kus- a"

has sent all the circles of orchid
hunters Into a flutter. Numerous applica-
tions have been received by the triple own
ers asking them to part witn even one leai,
for orchids, as Is well known, can be prop-
agated by root separation. But all these
applications have been courteously de-
clined.

The other day, says the Asahl, a dele-
gate representing ten villagers of Chita-gor- l,

Owarl, came up to Toklo. They wers
all men stricken with the orchid mania,
and hearing of this rare variety each ot
them subscribed 500 yen (a yen Is $1 in
American currency), and one of them, the
head man of the village, arrived on the
important mission of purchasing a leaf.

While the negotiations were in progress
the Kyoto Horticultural Company dis-
patched its president also on the same er-
rand. The owners of the precious orchid
conferred with each other, but decided not
to accede to the offers made them, for they
have in mind a similar case of a rare va-
riety which several years ago brought the
ffbulous price of 10,000 per leaf.

So both delegates were obliged to re-
turn home crestfallen and the Asahtl adds:
"Even supposing that-- . the owners might
be persuaded to part with their orchid at
5,000 yen a leaf, that would bring them a
sum of 55,000 yen, while if the price were
to rise to 10,000 yen each, that amount
would be doubled.

Ant Baths for Rheumatism.
The taking of ant baths for rheumatism

Post An ant hill being found, a sack is
filled with ants and their eggs, and, if It
be considered necessary, "a certain quantity
of the earth which composes the hill. The
sack is then closed hermetically and carried
to the home of the sufferer, where, a warm
bath being already prepared, the sack Is
plunged bodily Into the hot water. In a
short time there begins to be given off a
peculiar, pungent odor, characteristic ot
formic acid, and the bath Is now ready
for the patient's immersion. The action
of the bath on the skin Is described as one
of intense irritation, the result seeming to
be a drawing out ot the evil and the con-
sequent disappearance of the rheumatic
pains. Care is necessary in resorting to
this remedy Ho avoid remaining too long
in the bath, as the consequences might be
a total disorganization of the skin, which
would peel off, owing to the violent action
of the acid.

HAWAIIAN DEBATE

HOUSE TAKES HP THE QCESTIOX OF
ANNEXATION.

CHAMP CLARK OPPOSES IT

SPEAKS FOR TWO HOURS IN HIS
CHARACTERISTIC STYLE.

Calls Annexationists Jingoes and
' Says Their Policy Is to Acquire

the Earth Mr. Dlassaore, of
Arkansas, Also Opsoaes

Annexation.

WASHINGTON. June 11. The Hawaiian
debate in the house began y. Six
speeches were made, covering generally
the contentions of the support and oppo-

sition to the resolutions providing for an-

nexation. Mr. Hitt, of Illinois, and Mr.
Dlnsmore, of Arkansas, the ranking Re-

publican and Democratic members, respect-
ively, of the committee on foreign affairs,
opened debate for and against annexation.
Mr. Clark, Democrat, of Missouri, spoke
In opposition, and Messrs. Walker. Repub-
lican, of Massachusetts; Alexander, Re-

publican, of New York, and Gillette, Re-

publican, of Massachusetts, in advocacy of
the proposition. There was a good attend-
ance In the galleries, but hardly a quorum
was at any time upon the floor. The de-

bate will continue Monday, Tuesday and
Wednesday, and probably forty members
will make speeches.

The house proceedings began with a mu- -i

tual withdrawal by Mr. .Grosvenor, Re-
publican, of Ohio, and Mr. Swanson, Dem-
ocrat, of Virginia, of uncomplimentary and
"Injurious language" used by them rela-
tive to each other in the beat of debate
Thursday night, when the revenue confer-
ence report was under consideration.

Mr. Hitt was then recognized, to begin
the Hawaiian debate, advocating annexa-
tion. He reviewed' the provisions of the
Newlands resolution as being practically
Identical with those of tho treaty before
the senate and with the one which wa3
negotiated five years since.

Thus, he said', the question was an old
one, and annexation met with the approval
of the Hawaiian republic and there was
nothing of constraint suggested by the
resolutions. The only question to be con-
sidered was whether It would be wise for
this government to take what was offered.
Refeiring 4o the strategic Importance of
the islands he said they constituted a
small territory but, nevertheless, nineteen
great powers kept constantly there their
representatives to watch their Interests,
because of their peculiar location. Mr.
Hitt quoted many naval, authorities In as-
serting the possession of the Islands was
of great importance, and pointed out that
no fleet could come from Asiatic waters to
operate against the Western coast with-
out touching at Hawaii for supplies and
recoaling. The control of the islands would
be practically an effectual barrier to at-
tack upon our Western Interests.

As Illustrating the value of the islands,
he spoke of the recent victory ot Admiral
Dewev and the necessltv of sending? rein
forcements to him. This work of reinforce
ment could not be accomplished without
Liie .Aiiiericttil amy! ijuiuuk iuiv aawau
to recoal.

Referring to the present attitude of Ha-
waii, in its open, friendship, and the aiding
of America, involving the violation of all
neutrality laws before the whole world, Mr.
Hitt contended that Spain would have a
just and enforcable Claim against the Ha-
waiian republicr for all damages done to
her by American forces aided by Hawaii
in violation ot neutrality. This country

.should not hesitate to relieve Hawaii ot the
prospective ourooni ana, to snow apprecia-
tion of theifriendshlp manifested by those
In control of the' government, given in de-

fiance of the entire world and all neutral-
ity laws. In this connection, Mr. Hitt read
from a dispatch of recent date from Min-
ister Bewail, In which he said:

"The strongest influence has been brought
to bear upon tfie government to urge it
to declare neutrality.'

Mr. Hitt paid a tribute to the character
of the Americans who have established a
republic in place of a monarchy in Ha-
waii, and who now dare to act independ-
ently of the world in time of the Spanish-Americ-an

war.
After reviewing other revolutionary

movements, Mr. Hitt said:
"They are the same men who took a

worthless queen and threw her from her
throne when she attempted to disregard
property rights and ignore the constitution
wrung from her predecessor."

Mr. Hitt spoke not quite an hour, much ot
the time being occupied with Interruptions
by members asking questions.

Mr. Dlnsmore, the ranking Democrat up-
on the committee on foreign affairs, opened
the debate in opposition. He declared his
belief that no constitutional power existed
to annex by joint resolution, as was pro-
posed, and opposed annexation as being un-
desirable. It would be, he insisted, the first
step upon a policy ot colonial aggression,
in antagonism to the established rule of the
government, and added that the reaching
out Into foreign lands and the establish-
ment there of American Institutions would
necessitate the abandonmet of the Monroe
doctrine. Logic would dictate It and the
world would demand It America could not
Interfere In other lands and prohibit for-
eign Interference in affairs of the North
and SOuth American continents."

Replying to those who contend that Ha-
waii Is a commercial and naval necessity
as a mid-oce- supply station, Mr. Dlns-
more declared there was already a route
to Yokohama, Hong Kong and to Manila
from San Francisco bv war of the Aleutian
islands, American possessions, 800 miles
shorter than the Hawaiian route. The
Aleutian route, said he; Is open the 'entire
year, and the coldest weather on record
at the Aleutians was 7 degrees above stro.

He argued that hostile ships, with the aid
of colliers, could operate against the West-
ern coast The holding of Hawaii would
necessitate the keeping of a powerful naval
force there and would not relieve in any
sense the necessity for keeping a great
force at the seaports on the Western coast
Speaking of the suggestion that Hawaii
would be essential to the control of the
Nicaragua canal, Mr. Dlnsmore said San
Francisco was 1,000 miles nearer the pro-
posed mouth of the canal than Hawaii.

Mr. Dlnsmore argued that annexation
would mean foreign entanglement and In
this connection he protested against the
suggested Anglo-Americ- alliance as be-
ing a something much to be desired by
England but to be avoided by the United
States. Protesting finally against taking
the islands, he saia:

"If we take them, God help us."
Mr. Gillette. Republican, ot Massachu-

setts, in support of the annexation, de-

clared conditions had greatly changed
since the days of Washington, when the
policy of the new country was reasonably
against the territorial expansion. Then,
he said, it was further from Massachusetts
to Pennsylvania than now from New York
to Europe. He argued for Hawaii as a mil-
itary and naval necessity, a controlling
point of trade and naval operations in the
Pacific

Mr. Alexander. Republican, of New York,
said the victory of Dewey made the an-
nexation of Hawaii a present necessity,
and made It wise to provide for Its pos-
session and control for future emergencies.
He expressed the conviction that Hawaii
would be offered' by the Hawaiian govern-
ment to England if this country should
refuse to accept it and having refused,
the United States could not Interfere with
the Hawaiian disposing of their own ter-
ritory. He then spoke of the population of
the Islands, notably Its intelligence, stat-
ing that-8- 3 per cent could read and write,
and that 96 per cent of children of school
age attended schools. '

Mr. Clark, Democrat opposing the reso- -,

lutlons. spoke against an enlarged colo-
nization policy as something "gorgeous in
appearance, but fatal in experience, or
else history Is a lie." -

As a. member ot the committee on foreign
affairs, he said General Schofiald had tes-
tified before the committee that Pearl
harbor was the only harbor in Hawaii
that could be fortified, "and that." de-
clared Mr. Clark, "Is under the control ot
this country, and from a military stand-
point, we need no moro."

He declared the population of the Isl-
ands was undesirable and Its entry as an
element In our citizenship likely to bring
Injury to the social 'and governmental es-
tablishments of this country.

"The jingo baccllus." he declared, "islndefatlguable in its work," and, proceed-
ing, he said the proposed annexation ot
Hawaii would be the entering wedge to a
policy that would not end until the Amer

ican territorial isnlargement had cone to
th.e3ttent'ot including the earth."Mr. Speaker," declared the Missouri
member in a characteristic burst, "if thispolicy Is pursued;as the jingoes want itand-yo- u here presiding over the housetwenty years hence, you will be called upon
to recognise the gentleman from Patagonia,the gentleman from Cuba, the gentleman
from Porto Rlco,tbe gentleman from Green-land, the gentleman from Hong Konog, theland, the gentleman from Hong Kong, thegentleman from FIJI and. with tear andtrembling, the gentleman frpm the Cannibal
Islands, as he gazes with gleaming eyes andglistening teeth upon your imposing ana
tempting self."

A great laugh followed this prediction
from the Missourlan.

Mr. Parker. Republican, was presiding.
Mr. Reed occupying temporarily a seatupon the floor. The laughter was renewed
when Mr. Clark added:It Is unnecessary to say that I pre-
pared that for tho regular occupant of thechair."

Concluding his speech, Mr. Clark spoke
of the resulting representation of Hawaii
in the house and senate and the attendantdanger. He attacked further the propo-
sition to annex, on the ground that the re-
public of Hawaii was the result of a con-
spiracy upon the part of the sugar inter-
ests In the islands. That the people of
the Islands had been shut out from ex-
pressing their desire was shown, he said,
by the decrease of suffrage, 14,000 under
the monarchy, to 2,500 under the republic.
"Let there be a plebesclte," declared Mr.
Clark, "and let those people exercise theright which is theirs to sayhow they shall
be governed." He spoke nearly two hours,
and was given close attention. He was ap-
plauded when he entered vigorous protests
against launching upon territorial expan-
sion.

Mr. Walker. Republican, of Massachu
setts, spoke for the resolutions, denying
that annexation would be followed by ter-
ritorial expansion. He said Hawaii was a
commercial, military and naval necessity.
He digressed briefly to advocate the con-
struction of the Nicaragua canal as one
of the great- - needs of the United States,
ana conienaea ,inat Hawaii would be es
sential to complete control of the cahal
by America.

At the conclusion of his speech the house
adjourned at 4:15 p. m. "

BABIES JN CHINA.

Care 'Which- - Is Bestotved Upon the
Little. Ones In the Celestial

Empire.

Babies are made much of all, the the
world, over, but In China especially they
are surrounded with a host of mysterious
superstitions and practices.

They are very comical to look at, these
children of the Celestials; from the day
they are born they are put into a little
coat and trousers, with a wee cap to keep
the head warm, and little shoes on their
feet In fact they are the exact counter-
parts of their parents in miniature.

A child Is not bathed till the third day;
It is not considered lucky' to do so before.
When this has been done, charms, con-
sisting ot lucky cash (smallest coin) and

L small silver toys, are attached by red cord

months. This l to keep away all evil
spirits.

Red strips ot paper, with certain charac-
ters written on them, are also nailed up
outside the door of baby's room, to ward
off all evil Influences.

These strips are kept up until after the
eleventh day, and It is usual for no strang-
er to enter until they have been removed.

When a Chinaman has lost several chil-
dren, on the birth of another he Is es-
pecially careful to guard it from evil spir-
its, who evidently have a spite against
him. He therefore invests in a sword made
out of cash, and strung together with red
cord.

This Is hung up by baby's bed as a
charm, and Is considered very effective.

The child generally leaves the room at
the end of the month, and on that day the
head is shaved for the first time.

I cannot learn that any great importance
is attached to the giving of a name to the
child. It is, as a rule, the grandfather or
grandmother on the father's side for choice
who names It but-i- t they are dead it de-
volves on the mother's parents or some
elderly relation.

When baby had arrived at the mature
ago of 4 months, the maternal grandmoth-
er makes it a present of a most elabor-
ate chair with a table attached. There
Is generally a feast on this day, and many
friends are. Invited.

A curious custom is observed when the
child is a year old. Again a party Is given
to celebrate the event, and a large sieve
is placed Upon the table with various arti-
cles laid upon It books, writing Imple-
ments, god, silver,-fruit- , etc. Baby, at-
tired In new red clothes, with, r red cord
braided in his hair. Is placed In the center
of the sieve, and according to what arti-
cles he seizes first will his fortune be told.
If he takes up the money, of course, he
will become a merchant1 and rich; it a
book, why he will be learned, and distin-
guish himself in literature.

In every household thre Is an image of
the goddess of children, who is supposed
to have the care of the little ones till tbey
grow up. Many offerings are made to her,
especially on the child's birthday. When
a child reaches the age of 16 years he Is
supposed to pass from the control of this
particular goddess, and a ceremony Is
gone through called the "going out of
childhood." Afterwards, thank offerings
are made to the goddess of the children for
the care bestowed.

But to return to our babies. As I men-
tioned before, the head Is shaved when a
month old sometimes entirely but very
often a small patch Is left at ths crown
of the head, and the hair plaited into a
still little queue, which stands out straight
from the head through a little hole In the
cap.

If it is a little girl, her head Is often not
shaved, but her hair plaited into two plaits
above the ears. Red cord Is plaited in
with the hair as a charm, for spirits can-
not face red hence baby's red clothes.

WHERE C0WPER DWELT.

Landmarks of the Poet Still Exist la
His Birthplace, Great Berk- -

hampatead.
In two years the literary world will be

celebrating the centenary of the death of
William Cowper. Meanwhile, says the
Sketch, Great Berkhampstead, his blrth-plnce.h-

with a fine touch of irony, been
obliterating one of his landmarks. This
Is the famous well and well house, which
have been removed from the entrance to
the rectory, where they have long stood,
a sun-di- al taking their place. Years ago
the old rectory was demolished and its fine
avenue of trees uprooted. But the ancient
well house, with Its beams and oak wheel,
still remained to recall the times of the
poet The crazy building bore the follow-
ing inscription, engraved on a marble slab:
Tbey thy perennial fountain here the iyjr pod amont.
Just emblem, ot his modesty and pure undylas sons.
With dally crystal draught refreshed our poet's

fragile youth.
Amid the precious opening buds ot genius, grace and

truth.
X spectral wrath had clouded In despair the nobis

mind.
yet so loving, so boon to all mankind.

Oh. stranger. In your heart ot hearts let tender rev-
erence dwelt.

And lore ot lore rerlre at gentle Cowper'a
well.

Of course. Great Berkhamstead still has
Its memories of Cowper. In the parish
church, of which his father was rector,
there is a memorial window, the center
portion of which contains a portrait of the
poet and bis two tame hares. There is also
In the chanel a tablet to the memory of his
mother.

Cowper himself passed the great part ot
his life within fifty miles 'of Great Berk-
hampstead. Taking the various places In
the order In which they were visited by
the poet Westminster, 1741; the Temple,
1TC. 0 Alkatt. 17C. 170R. fll- -
ney, 1767, and Weston, 179$ to 1800,1s fur-
thest removed from his birthplace, and at
Dereham, while suffering from one of his
recurrent fits ot melancholy madness, he
died on April 25, 1800, and was buried In
St. Edmund's chapel, Dereham church. la
which there Is a tablet to his memory.

Man's Ancestors.
From Selene Sittings.

We 'can point now to the long-sin- ex-
tinct ancestors of the lowest vertebrates;
we are able to .Introduce all the reptiles,
the birds and the mammals to their prim-
itive prototypes.-- In the mammals partic-
ularly, gap after gap which seemed to sep-
arate species and genera and orders has
been successfully spanned by the discovery
of intermediate forms; and we have now
the genealogical types of the deer. musk,
horse, tapir, rhinoceros, cat lemur, mon-
key, and many others; and yet as regards
the pedigree of man. we are still in the
dark. Professor Huxley's impressive words
still hold. Paleontology sheds no light on
man's origin: for "so far as that light Is
bright It shows him substantially as he is
now, and when it grows dim It permits us
to see no-sig- n that he'was other than he
Is now." Missing links to connect the hu-
man species with the demonstrated evo-
lutionary law of the world of life and mat-
ter are quoted, of course, but it seems
well nigh impossible to prove that an al-
leged link is anything more than an ex-
treme instance of some particular type.
And It is pretty certain that if missing
links exist they must be sought for in a
Derlod much farther back than we are at
present able to explore.
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
