Captain Wade Monntfortf, 'With a De-

tail of Fonr Men, Arrives In Kan-
sas City to Enlist 113 Men ;

Talks of Camp Life.

The first battalion of the Fifth regiment,
cow at Chlckamauga. needs 113 men to fill
up Its ranks to the required nar comple--men- t.

Captain Wade Mountfortt, with' a
detail of four men, arrived in Kansas' City
jesttrday and to-d- he 'will open a re-

cruiting station at 211 East Twelfth street,
for the purpose of securing the number of
volunteers needed for the regiment."

Captain Mountfortt was accompanied on
his trip tb Kansas City by Captain George
P. Whltsell and Lieutenant W. C. Eagaii,
of the .Fifth. Captain Whitsell goes to
Corthagc and Lieutenant Eagan to Mexi-
co, Mo., where they will also open enlist-
ment stations 'for their respective divisions
of the regiment. Captain Mountfortt took
occasion last night to correct some,. er-
roneous statements 'that' have gained circu-
lation regarding the condition of life at
Chickainauga. -

"Life at Chlckamauga has been very
. much misrepresented in many particulars

by a number of newspaper correspondents
now with us at camp. It has been report-
ed that we are starving and that the
rations that are gU en to us are norm for
men to eat. I want to say that there has
never been the slightest foundation for
such a report. It is true that since the
men of the Fifth regiment left Kansas
City we hae a number of times been put
to some inconveniences In the matter of
food, but such a thing as starvation has
ncvei' been known, and It is a matter of
common amusement to us that such stories"- are given currency. We don't get pie or
cake and we don't expect to. The rations'
we do get are good and sufficient. It is"'
not to be expected that In such a large
body of men as are gathered at Chicka- -
mpuga park there would be an entire ab- -
eencc of kickers.' Some men may have
found fault with the tood, but there hasnever been, any organized faultfinding.

"The health of all the men In tha regi
ment is excellent, In the past ten.'dayst
a uu uui inuiK were nasjDeen,an,,aver&geof one and one-ha- lf sick men to accompanya day. The stories of wholesale, .sicknesshave no foundation In fact.. There, is .prob-
ably not a healthier spot In "all tBe1 country
than the place where we' arej encamped.
We are within a short distance 'bPchalta-soog- a,

noted as a bealtn resort. In a beau-
tiful country that lies right among the foot-
hills of the Cumberland mountains. There
la plenty of pure water in every part of thecamp, the entire park being piped for It
above ground. Each company has its own
hydrant, and springs of pure water abound.
The stories of poisoned wells and forest
fires so far have been simply thp-ima-

- lngs of 'sensational newspaper correspond-
ents. . '

., "Few people Imagine the magnitude, of
the labor necessary to build up an army
such as the war department Is now organ-
izing, and the criticism that has been made
as to the delay in fully equipping the vdl- -

' unteers emanates entirely from ignorance
of the details that have to be gone through.
Every man uf the Fifth regimentr-i- s now-full-

equipped with the clothing --necessary
tfor campaigning, and the rifles for the

, men had arrived before I left the camp,

Captain Mountfortt was reticent about
discussing the possible future movements
of the Fifth. When he was asked If any

. orders had been slated for. the regiment
he said: '

"We know no more than the public about
the disposition the department .Intends to
make of us. We., enlisted to go to Cuba
and every man of us wants to ,go there,
but as We are not allowed to give expres-
sion to our speculations as to our future
movements I cannot discuss any prepara-
tions that may seem to be significant or
otherwise. All the 'paper departments,'
which are the quartermaster's, commissary,
transportation, medicine and surgery, and

"telegraph branches of the service are re-
ceiving instructions in the battle drill un-
der the direction of Captain Fremont, ad-
jutant to General Compton. The school of
instruction meets every day. and, of course,
this might be taken to mean that wo might
soon 'be engaged in active service.','

Captain Mountfortt expects that ho will
be able to finish the work 'of enlisting tho
men needed 'for the first battalion of the
regiment within a week. The physical ex-
amination will be rigorous, according to

. the rules set down In the army code. Only
men who are physically perfect, will be
cepted. J

KNEW KIPLING AS A BOY;

REV. DR. J. C. R. EWING RETURNS
FROM LAHORE, INDIA.

Relates Interesting; Reminiscences of
the. Author of "Plain Tales From

the Foothills" A Mission- - '"

ary Nineteen Years. . , ,

Rev. Dr. J. C. R.,Ewlng, of Lahore, In-
dia, arrived In Kansas City yesterday and
is at the Midland. Dr. Swing, who has
been a missionary in India for nineteen
years, and ,1s now president of the Pres-
byterian college, with 300 students, is ac-
companied by hi3 wife and daughter, and
his brother. Attorney John A. Ewlng, of
Leadville, Col., who was married at Platto
City, Mo., yesterday, to Miss Georgia M.
White, daughter of the late Judge G. G.
White, of Colorado. The entire party will
leave for Pennsylvania, the Eir-ing- s'

old home. Mrs. Ewlng, who has
been with her husband during his entire
stay In India, will return with him this
fall.

"Yes, I knew Kipling when he was doing
Just what you are doing now," said Dr.
Ewlng to a reporter for The Journal. "He
was a reporter for the Daily Civil and Mi-
litary Gazette at Lahore, and we lived in
the same street. He did general reportorlal
work for some time on that paper, occa-
sionally contributing one of his marvelous
sketches In the shape of little skits called

I'turn-over- s.' These sketches first attract-
ed attention to him, and when they were
published in book form under the name of
'Plain Tales From the Hills.' they made
him famous. Kipling is a wonderful genius
and I could tell you many things about
him, but he would not like It. I saw him
on his last visit to India early in the pres-
ent decade."

Dr. Ewtng puffed reminlscently at a good
cigar and then the talk turned to Edwin
Arnold and "The Light of Asia."

"Edwin Arnold," said Dr. Ewlng. I
have never known, though we heard of
him in Lahore. That was long before he
was Sir Edwin Arnold. Too much has been
made of 'The Light of Asia, It is only
a poem and has always been considered
such by him not an extollatlon of Buddha
or an advocacy of the substitution of
Hinduism for Christianity."

The last remark naturally suggested a
comparison of the two religions,

i "Hinduism," said Dr. Ewlng. "has its
good features, but it is a sjstem, while
Christianity is a life. Men are Hindus in
religion just as they are members of any
ceremonial order. Their lives go on Just
the same- - unaffected by their religion. The
masses are scrupulously devoted to their
religion, but the educated classes are in-

different. Only a little over 1 per cent of
the people can read or write. It may be
of interest to know that if you add 1,500.000
people to the population of America, Great
Britain, Germany, France, Russia and
Turkev nroner vou will only have the popu
lation of India. Tills gives some idea of the
vast missionary Held. And yet tne out-
look Is encouraging. Where there was not
a native Christian 100 years ago now thero
are 3,000,000.

"The protection of th British govern-
ment reduces the hardships of life in India
,to a minimum. But the British govern-rre- nt

cannot control the frightful hear, I
had a letter the other day which said that
at Allahabab, on May last, the thermome-
ter was 167 In the sun and 116 in the shade.
This terrible heat is only endurable be-

cause it is dry. Human life could not be
supported if there was any humidity In
the air.

"The missionary's value is testified to
by all the high officials of the Indian gov-
ernment, among them Sir Richard Temple,
Sir Charles Acheson, Sir Donald McLeod,
Lord Lawrence and others. Lieutenant
Governor Sir John Woodgale, of Bengal,
and Lieutenant Governor Mackworth
Ycung, of the Punjab, cordially
in our work."

WHY A LITTLEW0MAN WEPT.

Witnessed a Marriage Ceremony
When She Was About to Begin

a Divorce Suit.
' Two scenes at once of the 'sad.glad
drama of human life, which the busy work-a-da- y

world never quite loses sight of, were
enacted yesterday in tho little office ad-
joining Justice Spitz' courtroom.

The Judge had promised to marry a young
German couple at 2 o'clock, and when he
returned from lunch found the bride and
groom with a half dozen of their laugh-
ing. Joking friends crowded in the room
where the marriages usually take place.
In a corner, almost hidden by" the others
of the party, sat a little woman who
seemed to be taking no part in the merri-
ment, and an occasional tear was seen to
find Its way down her cheek till stopped by
the handkerchief which she concealed In
her hand and tried to use without attract-
ing attention. But some tears are often
found at a wedding and Justice Spitz sup-
posed the little woman belonged to the
party. When the ceremony was over and
the happy company, congratulating and
good naturedly chaffing the newly wedded
pair, had crowded out through the doorway
and gone noisily down the stairs the little
woman, now crying harder than before,'
remained In the corner where tho Justice
had first noticed her.

In answer to the Judge's questions, she
told him between her sobs, of her Wedding
scarcely four years ago, and how that aft-
ernoon she had come up to see about get-
ting a divorce. She had nothing to llvo
on, and the food and clothing she needed
for herself and two babies, one hardly a
year old and the other little more than 2,
she was unable to provide through her
own efforts. Her resolution had' left her
during the scene to which she had just
been an unwilling spectator. Tho ind-hearted

justice agreed with her that It
would be best to try again, and to himself
he promised to send the husband a letter
that might move him to see the error of his
ways.

Herbert S. Hadley responded to the toast:
"Political Clubs af Recruiting Agencies."

"It was American bravery," Bald Mr.
Hadley, "directed and controlled by the
organisation and discipline or American in-
telligence, that, on a quiet May morning,
away oft In the far waters of the Pacific,
sent the challengers of death and destruc-
tion to Spanish fleets and Spanish forts,
and made it possible for the stars and
stripes In the hands of Dewey to float in
triumph over the harbor of Manila. And
it will be the same spirit of 'American
bravery, supplemented and strengthened
by the same principle of organization and
discipline, that will, ere the summer shall
have passed, bring it about to happen that
the strains of "Yankee Doodle" and
"Dixie," blending In a glorious harmony,
shall be heard in the streets of Havana,
and the hope of Cuba free will become a
living reality.

"The principles of Republicanism mean
more to than they have 'ever,
meant rjeiore. rney mean more to us
to-d- because our country means- - more to
us and the world to-d- than she has ever
meant before. When the first gun was fired
from an American man-of-w- ar in the har-
bor of Manila the curtain was rung down
upon the old nation and was rung up on
the first act of the new. Then and there
was sounded the death knell of the policy
of continental seclusion, of the hermit-lik- e
policy of our past. The United States ot
America then and there became a force
and an influence In the world's progress
and the world's civilization such as she
had never been before. She had said to
the nations of the world. In words that
could not be misunderstood and acts that
could not be misinterpreted, that no na-
tion, be she small or be she great, could
carry on In the Western hemisphere a war
of Inhumanity and starvation,"

Major Warner was to have responded to
the toast "The Federal Administration,"
but was unable to attend. Mayor Jones was
not present to respond to the toast "Mu-
nicipal Government," and H. M. Beardsley
took his place. Mr. Beardsley briefly re-
counted the various municipal problems
which Glasgow, Berlin and other cities
had solved. He paid high tributes to Jo-
seph Chamberlain and Theodore Roosevelt
and closed by referring to the Republican
party as the party which had blessed Kan-
sas City and would ultimately bless thestate of Missouri.

"We are proud of our flag." said he. "but
we must be proud of our city, and the Re-
publican party will, by continued victories,
make Kansas City a better and still betterplace to live in."

E. C. Ellis responded to the toast, "TheRepublican Party and the New Foreign

Mr. Ellis made one of the hits of the
evening with his eloquent address.

"Ie the Republican party, now In charge
