Whatever doubt has existed as to the re-
sult of Hawail's plea for annezation to
the United States has practically been re-
moved by the actiom of the lower house
of congress in voting, by more than & two-
thirds majority, In favor of the resolution,
The efforts of Bryan,- Bland, Bailey and
other Democratic leaders to stampede the
situation by well timed declarations against

| territorial expansion have falled. Only

three Republican members voted against
annexation, and eighteen Democrats, elght
Populists and four fusionists voted with
the 179 Republicans, It s more than
probable, however, that such showing as
was made by the Democrats was due to
the pertimn color given the question by
these same leaders. Had the resolution
come up Independently of all party consld-
erations there would have been & Vvery
small vote against it, for the sentiment of
the country is unquestionably strong In
favor of annexation. Politically, the atti-
tude of the Democratic wing of the house
is advamtageous to the Republicans. While
the Republican organization is in the line
of progressive advancement, the Demo-
cratic party Is thus commitied to a poliey
of stagnation and isolation.

Just what the senate will do with the
question cannot be foretold, but as some
of the Democratic senators are already
committed in favor of annexation, and
ps the Republicans will be practicaily a
unit in faver of the resolution, there seems
to be no good reason to fear that tie issus
will be other than e favorable to
the admission of the fslands, It
is altogether likely that the disposition of
the senate will be shown this week, éven
if final action be delayed.

REDUCTION IN WATER RATES
A substantial reduction in water rates
is in sight. The water committee of ths
upper houss of the council, upon investiga-
tion, has shown that aill charges, with the
exception of meter rates—which are so low
that there is no reasonable demand for &
wu‘!-tnemh—unbemsmom
which will mean = saving of about $60,000
per annum to the general consumers
The advocates of city ownership main-
tainéd before the purchase, and have since
innisted, that water rates have been ex-
orbitant. It was not eclaimed that any
considerable reduction could be made Im-
‘mediately upon purchase of the plant, but
it was supposed a cut could be mads in
the near future. The general condition ef
the water works system, the urgent de-
mand for extensive repairs and large ex-
tersions of mains and need of mew ma-
chinery, however, have imposed an ab-
normal expense upoh the city and neces-
sarily delayed the time of reduction,
The plant Is now in fairly good condi-
tion, and while there are stili, many ex-
tensions to be made, the volume of con-
sumption and that of revenus have been
Increased so that consumers, other than
users of meters, can be saved one-fourth
of the present tax. There Is little doubt
’?“‘ that both branches of the council will
see the expgdiency of giving consumers
the sdvantage of this favoraBle condition
without delay.
While the purchase of the water works
has never been regarded as & mistake,
city ownership will receive its vihdication
in the first substantial lowering of rates,
and it is quite within the bounds of pos-
eibility that another considerable reduce
tion, affecting both small and large con-
sumers, can be made a year hence.
