Bitting in his strange and somewhat un-
chnny “den” or workroom in the boasement
of the Matthew Lafiin Memortal buiding,
surrounded by the remaing of binds, heasts
and roptiles in various = s of tuxidermal
treatment, the young naturadlst took {rom
a small box a pair of long-talled lzards
and excluimed:

At this moment one of the grucsome #x-
fles from the Bouthern giades executed n
mancuver which brought (18 long ratlike
tall in contact with the naturnlist's neck,
but Professor Woodruff Jid hot flinch in
the least. He uimnl'y took the strange pet
in hix hand, slroked ite brilliant skin and
continued his graphic description of the
curious and amusing experiences which
fall in the way of a searcher for rare rep-
tillan specimens:

garded as venomous nre as harmless as |

kittens. Then the experlenced snake hunt.
er knows how to handle the polsonous va-
rietles In A manner that Insures him
agninst the fange of the victlms of his
zelentifle enterprise,

“One thing which has undoubtedly In-
spired the ignorant classes of the loeali-
ties In which these glade Hzards are found
to regard the creatures as ‘demons’ is the
peculiar manner In which they run when
frightened by a humnn enemy.
tures like to crawl out from their homes
under the rocks and Indulge In long #un
baths. When suddenly startled from those
slestas they become go thnmufhly terri-
fied that they assume an upright position
and run upon thelr hind legn. This cer-
tninly glves then a feroclous and almost
demaonincal appesrance. If they find thelr
reireat cut off, they will drop down on all
four feet and remain perfectly motionless,
It I8 in this position that they are most
earily captured means of a delicate
wire slip noose attached to a fishing pole
While the lizard is blinking at {te par-
#uer the Intter lowers the noose about the
creature’s head and effects nn eney cap-
ture.

“These two speclmens are each eleven
inches In length, although they have not
quite attained their growth. he body of

“Among the snakes which I captured and
brought alive to Chicago 1g a finé specimen
of Lthe ‘blowing wer,' which {2 commonly
rigurded by the people down thers: as very
paolgonious.  This mistuke arises from the
favt that the reptile i8¢ an excellent ex-
ample of ‘proiective resemblance.” When
disturbed 1t i able 1o blow oul or distend ity
head untll the latter has the cotlin shape
and the large dimensions which are char-
actéristic of the poisonous varieties. The
men who were With me positively quoaked
with fvar as they saw me pick up Lthe bluw-
ing viper, which wus fu!ls' three feet in
wugth, There Is alvo a sma ler kind, which
avirages aboul cighteen inches in length.
