PRESIDENT RIFPLEY, OF THE SANTA
FE, ISSTES A CIRCLLAR.

May Ae Members of Politienl Organi-
zations, but Mast Take No Part
in Politien Which Will Inter-
fere With Their Duties.

TOPEKA. June Z.—(Specinl.y President
Ripley, of the Santa Fe, has i=sued the fol-
lowing circuler In reference to employes of
thit system tiking part In politics:

“Some misunderstanding seems 1o exlst
as 10 the Intent of the rule forbldding of-
ficers and employes of the coinpany taking
active part in politics.

“It I= not the Intention to restrict the ox-
ercise of Individual right= and there i no
ohjection to the fres wnd full expression of
opinion, nor to membership in political or-
ganizations.

“It Is expected that every officer or em-
ploye will act as his reason may dictate
in any public matter: but the principle does
not require the accepiance of places of
profit or honor, and the neglect of the caom-
pany’s business on such accounts will ot
be 1olerated.

“It will not be difficult for an officer or
smploye to properly draw the line betwesn
his duties to the company and to hix coun-
try, he will constiantiy bear in mind that
hie views upon every subject and his fair
expression at the polle, the primaries or
elsewhers; are matters with which the
company huas nothing whatever to doZ but
the compauny rightfully demands that no
officer or employe shall accept any puhblic
oMce or take such part In the affalrs of
political orgunizations u= will either Inter-
fere with the performance of his particu-
lur duties to the compuny, or tend to
pliuce the eompeany in the falee positiom
of appearing 1o be lself engaged In poli-

thos.™
