Corn advanced lc
and oats l&c- - In provisions pork left eft
unchanged; lard. 2o lower and ribs 2c
higher.

"Wheat started strong on the wholly un-

expected advance at Liverpool. Crop dam-
age reports continued to pour In, although
the weather was fairly favorable. A good

deal of the complaint was based on the
assertion that owing to the excess of. moist-
ure the straw had been abnormally devel-

oped, but the heads have been poorly Illled.

bo that the yield was extremely disappoint-
ing. The scattered threshing returns which
came from the fields seemed to confirm this
view of the situation. The result was that
Fhorts began to show, a, good deal of. con-

cern and started to cover, the, demand giv-
ing an upward turn to prices.

The market remained firm, but- without
much animation till after the middle of
the session, when the mere .firmness was
changed Into exceeding strength. The crop

NEW YORK, June 23. Midsummer dullness was

the prevailing characteristic of the trading in
stocks and there was sesrecly a single feature
In tho list of sufficient Interest to warrant mention.
There was a movement to cover some of the short
contracts that were put out by professional traders
scstcrday afternoon on the rather doubtful assump-
tion that trouble was brewing with Germany over
that government's alleged Intended Interference tn
the American occupation of the Philippines.

This covering movement carried prices up sharply
In the early trading In some stocks, those which
v.cre tho chief sufferers In yesterday's raid, namely
Tobacco and Brooklyn Transit, naturally being tho
mot conspicuous in the recovery. Sugar was alw)
a strong feature, though the trading in it was not
strikingly large. Apparently tho practical amend-
ment by the opposition in the senato to the annexa-
tion of Hawaii bad led to covering by the bears in
sugar who sold the ftock on the strength of the
annexation. The announcement of the regular divi-
dends on Tobacco brought some realizing, and a
reaction of 114 per cent, but the stock was well
supported at the decline. Buying orders appeared
late In the day for Texas & Pacific, which advanced
the price a point after an earlier demand for tho
same company's second Income bonds. A strong re-

Rock
Island, minus lfoth of the stock dividends of 10 per
cent and the cash dividend of 11 per cent, looked
particularly "cheap" In Wail street parlance. The
buying of Pullman continued y and Great
Northern preferred showed a gain of 2H. Time money
was quotably higher, ruling at 3 per cent for four
months and 314 per cent for six months. The de-

mand was said to be duj to some apprehension
that the loan cannot tie taken up without a con-
gestion of funds In the treasury and also to some
apprehension that proposed, forms for call loans, de-
signed to avoid tax, will prove unavailing.
