There will be a meeting of the

Building Tradcs'Councll at labor headquar-quarter,-wh- en

a representation from every
buildlng union of the city will be present,
and it will be definitely decided whether
there will be a sympathetic strike declared.
The striking plumbers say that the matters
and conditions which they have to lay be-
fore the meeting assure the, success of the
request made "by them that' all the unions
go out in sympathy.

Of the fifty-eig-ht plumbing establishments
in this city, forty-eig- ht belong to the mas-
ters' union, and since the starting of shops
by the strikers these ten outside shops as
well at the new ones have been compelled
to send to St. Louis and Chicago for their
materials, the Mipply houses of the city
refusing to sellthem at the request of the
master plumbers' union. To-d- ay the strik-
ers will have a conference with the prose-
cuting attorney to see if there is not some
way to compel the supply houses to iell to
all local firms, whether, member of the
masters' association or not.

The strikers are busily engaged In mak-
ing plans for a big jollification and hope
that they will be able to arrange it fdr next
Sunday. They want the ball park lor the
djy. when IL was Intended to have a game
of pall between the plumbers" .nine and a
tiam representing. the trades unions at
large, besides other festivities of an enter-
taining character.

ARRESTED FOR REVENGE.

G. 31. Glfford Taken ,In by the Police
' " to'Sntlsfy Another Man's

Enmity.
G. H. Glfford, a railroad engineer, who

with hl3 wife has been staying at 1113 Cen-

tral street, was arrested last, night by the
police, and held for investigation. Com-
plaint had been made that Glfford was a
"masher." He'ls about 50 years old, was
well dressed and looks "like a substantial
business man. .He had several nundred
dollars In currency in his pockets when
arrested. Pinned to his vest was a gold
star Inscribed: "U. S. Detective, Revenue
Inspector for all districts, U. S. A." Upon
the reverse is engraved, "Presented to G.
H. Glfford by U. S. Congress, 1883." He
says the star was given him, and that hq
had done work for the national secret serv-
ice, but intimates that his" commission has
expired. Glfford denied that He had made
himself obnoxious to women.' It developed
that his arrest was caused by a young man
who wanted to get even with him. for a fan-
cied slight. He will be called upon to sat-
isfy the revenue officers concerning the star
he wears, but no charge of "mashing"
will be made against him.

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HE WANTS HIS .BRIDE

CHARLES WEAR ASKS THE COURTS
TO RESTORE HER TO HIM.'

Mrs. "Wear Is Stair ,Wlth Her .Parents,
n Prisoner, Her Husband Says,

but She Tells Another Sto-
ry of the'Matter.

Charles D. Wear, 23 years old, was mar-
ried on June 23 to Mary Belle .Nolan, daugh-
ter of Andrew Nolan, who lives In Shef-
field, and is a conductor on the Independ-
ence electric railway. Wear .lives with his
parents at C23 Virginia avenue, Kansas
City, Kas., and took his bride to their
home, where all went well for five days,
when her father appeared and induced her
to return to his home, where she has re-
mained ever since.

Yesterday Wear appeared before Judge
Scarrltt In tho circuit court and asked
for a writ of habeas corpus for the recov-
ery of his wife. The writ was issued, and
In the afternoon a deputy served It upon
Mr. Nolan, who said he would have his
daughter in Judge Scarritt's court

morning at 9:30 o'clock, when the court
will act upon the case.

Charles Wear, the complaining husband,
made the acquaintance of Mary Belle No-

lan about one year ago. On Saturday, June
IS, he procured' a marriage license, and
on the following day the two were married
at Wear's home. In Kansas City, Kas.
When Mrs. Wear left her husband's home
she said to his mother:

"If I am not back in fifteen minutes.

That was the last time that Mrs. Wear
was teen by any of the husband s family,
and AVear proceeded to" institute a hunt
for her. He called at the home of Mr.
Nolan and says that he was chased away
with a shotgun, and when the attempt
was repeated, he was warned to go way
and to keep away, or some harm would
happen to him. Jle says that he could get
no satisfaction as to the whereabouts of
his wife, and is thoroughly convinced that
she Is in the custody of her parents, and
is retained by force from returning to
him. Wear asserts" that his suit was never
favored by th'e parents of his wife, and
particularly - was the father prejudiced
against hlm.i He says that before the mar-
riage he showed the license to Mrs. Nolan,
who made no objection The husband fur-
ther stated that there was a guard always
around the Nolan home, and that there
were no possible means for his obtaining
a hearing with his wife.

Andrew Nolan, the father of Mrs. Wear,
and the supposed cause of all the trouble,
is one of the oldest street railway men in
the city.' having been a conductor on one
of the cltv lines 'before the; construction of
the Independence road. He- Is considered
by the officials of the road one of their
most reliable and best men. When been
yesterday about the matter, he Eald:

"There is no mystery about the affair at
all. My daughter is willingly and volun-
tarily under my care, and all the court
has to do is to present a request and she
will be on hand at the proper time. The
marriage was a surprise to both my wife
and myself, and we were consulted In no
maner before It took place. No, I have
nothing against Wear, personally, nnd
never have had.

"Wear has not been to my home at any
time, to my knowledge, since the marriage
took place. As for the shotgun episode,
it's absurd and unworthy of any discus-
sion. No, I do not care to talk further
upon the matter, but I will say that when
a daughter of mine, be she married or not,
appeals to me for assistance, it will al-
ways be given."'

"Dear, me." said Mrs. Nolan, when ques-
tioned about her daughter, "I am Eorry
that all this has to come out. I don't want
to talk about it at all. Yes. my daughter
Is within our reach and under our protec-
tion, and she Is in that position of her own
choice and free will. She says that she
will not live with her husband, and that
is all there Is to the matter.

"I do not think that there was any
trouble between the tvp, but from what
my daughter says, the surroundings of her
husband's home were not at all pleasant
and she was not provided fdr as she had
beenv accustomed."

"Is Mrs. Wear In the house?"
"She Is nearby but will see no one," was

the answer.
.Mrs. Nolan denied any knowledge of the

marriage until after its occurence, and
also Eald that AVear had not been at the
Nolan home since the marriage. She said
that Wear was unable to support a wife,
and just at that time the door of an inner
room opened and Mrs. Wear herself ap-
peared.

She Is very girlish looking, a handsome
blonde with light brown hair and large blue
eyes. She would say nothing at all about
the case, but declared that she was at the
home of her parents by her own choice
and she was at liberty to depart at any
time. She would neither deny nor affirm
that she had had any trouble with her
husband, and only smiled when told of the
rumored coercion of her parents.

A SUPPLEMENTARY VERDICT.

The Jury Found for the Plaintiff anil
Charged the Drinks Up to

Ills Attorney.
. A jury In Justice- Case's court yesterday
handed In a verdict" with a supplement.

Tho verdict proper read: "We find for
the plaintiff In the sum of $15." And the
supplement: "Wo also assess F. AV. Gif-for- d,

attorney for the plaintiff, one round
of soft drinks for bringing such a suit at
such a time of year."

"Is this your verdict, gentlemen?" asked
Justice Case, after reading aloud .from tho
two slips of paper handed him by the fore-
man.

"It Is," chorused the jury as they reach-
ed "for their hats and marched "out of the
room with, tho attorney tl.y had assessed.

Tho case which won for the
judge this rather unusual verdict was a
suit for the price of a sick cow. The
plaintiffs. Etzold Bros., dairymen, claimed
to have sold to M. Andcrmun, whose occu-
pation was not very clearly stated, a sick
cow. Anderman slaughtered the cow and
Etzold Bros, allowed him the use
cooler" In whlcn to hang the carcass. An-
derman claimed that Etzold violated the
laws of .the state by selling a diseased an-
imal and therefore could not collect pay
for It. Etzold Bros, proved that the under-
standing had been that the cow was to
be used for soap grease. Just what tbo
cow was used for, or why" her carcass, to
be used for soap grease, should be hung
up In a cooler, did not appear. The Jury
gave judgment for the plaintiff for the bar-
gain price of the cow.

This is J3.532.W greater than
in June, 1M7, when the month's receipts
were ?2S,S6S.01, and makes a grand total of
$361,291.08 collected since Mr. Sutton has
had charge of the office.

The detailed collections for the month are
as follows: Collection on lists. I13S.77: beer
stamps sold, $1,200.53; spirit stamps. $470.SO:
cigar and cigarette stamps. $S,916.S0; ad-
hesive stamps (the new war revenue tax),

WHAT BANKS WILL PAY

COLLECTOR KELLOGG EXPECTS'FROM THEM.

His "District Contains About fU0
Hanks. Which Will Pay Tax on

Capital Stock Collectors Run
Afoul of Express Companies.

"Theie are about 330 banks in the AVest-er- n

district of Missouri," said Revenue Col-
lector Kellogg yesterday, "and I am of the
opinion that the tax on their capital stock
will raise about $30,000 for the support of
the government. That IS bnly'an offhand
estimate, and the sum may be considerably
above it. It will be a considerable sum.
anyway, and will fill quite a place in the
expense account."

Most of the- - banks haTe already sent In
drafts for- the 'payment of the tax. and
tho desk of Chler Cleik Rush Lake yes-
terday was covered with them, and Deputy

.Collector Netherton was counting and pre-
paring the bank deposits for twx hours.
It- was made 'up ot large and small drafts,
certified checks, money orders, express or-

ders and cash of every denomination, from
pennies to $300 bills.

home of the remittances come without
the stamp. One banker who possessed
pltnty of originality had noted on the cor-

ner of his draft in red ink that he had
applied for stamps and could not get them,
and business had to go. The business
paper he sent had to go right back to him
fcr the stamp to be properly canceled.

People are remitting with a royal good
'will. Plenty of people who failed to read
the law carefully have remitted when
there was no charge against them, and on
their statement of the; business situatii-.-
tha remittance was returned. They will
be" visited later by Inspectors, and If they
are liable they will" pay.

Yesterday the question of putting stamps
on the orders given by employers who pay
their employes in orders on company
stores came up. The order represents a
cash transaction, a business exchange
and settlement of a debt, and Collector
Kellogg ruled that every such order re-
quired a stamp.

The decision of the express companies to
shirk the, payment of the stamp tax

by law caused plenty of annoyance
at the arious offices yesterday. Collector
Kellogg had a package to send away, but
the company refused it unless he paid for
the stamp, and that he would not do. He
says the law is perfectly plain that the
companies shall pay the tax and that it
can hava no other interpretation or mean-
ing. The law plainly says that legal papers
that are given that are not stamped as
required by law are not competent evi-
dence In a suit In court. The companies
offer a receipt that bears no stamp, there-
fore Is not legal- -

If a man should send a valuable ship-
ment of diamonds, take a receipt unstamp-
ed and the package was lost or stolen and
a suit resulted, he could not introduce the
receipt to show that he delivered the dia-
monds to the company and it really had
them in possession. The company is requir-
ed to give a legal receipt for packages
received and a receipt Unstamped is not
a legal paper under the new law. The ex-
press agents are not given to arguing law
points. They refuse to take a shipment
unless the shipper pays the stamp tax and
being without other means of shipment
most people pay the tax.

Is prostrated with grief.

Mr. Ellis attempted to swim across the
river where the party was fishing and was
carried away by the swift current. It is
believed that he was seized with a cramp,
as ho was u,good swimmer and could

have easily reached the opposite
shore in safety. His death was witnessed
by John AVInter, A. AV. Peck and Mrs.
Peck. The other members --of the fishing
par.ty were, 100 yards from the scene ot the
drowning.

The" fishing party was composed of Mr.
and"Mrs. O. J. Peterson. Mr. and Mrs. John
AVInter, Mr. nlid Mrs. A. AV. Peck and Mr.
nnd, Mrs. Ellis. Mr. Elll-- s joined the party
Sunday night at Noel, Mo. He had been for
two weeTcs' In Veedersburg. Ind., where he
was constructing a large electrical plant.
Last week he telegraphed his wire In Kan-
sas City, Kas., to accompany the fishing
party to Noel and he would join her Sun-
day and spend the- Fourth of July fishing.
He arrived at Noel Sunday evening and
Monday morning the party all started for
the river. They had spent the greater part
of the day fishing; nnd about 4 o'clock In
the afternoon began to follow the stream
down to a. ford, where they had made ar-
rangements to be, met by a team and driv-
er. Mr. Ellis. Mr. nnd Mrs. A. AV. I'eck
and Mr. Winter were fishing about 100 vards
down the. stream from the other members
of the party, Mr. AVInter was on the. north
side of the river, while Mr. Ellis and Mr.
and Mrs. Peck were fishing from the south
side. The men waded into the stream, to
where the water was about two feet deep
nnd fished while thus standing In the water.
Mr. Winter hooked a large bass and thefish succeeded in snagging the line, so Mr.
AVinter could not land It.

Mr. Ellis, who had expressed a desireto take a swim In the river before leaving
it. handed his fishing rod to Mrs. Peck,who was standing near him. with the re-
mark that he proposed to 'swim across thestream and release Mr. AVInter's fishing
line. He waded out toward the center of
the stream. The current quickly swept
him off his fet and he began to swim. Hewas; making, progress for. the oppositeshore, when suddenly he turned over on
his back and sank beneath the water's sur-
face. He 'did not utter a word and did notcome to the surface after sinking.

Mr. Peck and Mr. AVInter started to hisrescue, while Mrs. Peck frantically rushedup the river-ban- to notify 'the other mem-bers- of

the party."- - A boat was secured and
the body recovered within twenty minutes
after ICliad disappeared. A physician-wa- s

hastily summoned, and before he arrived
.the members of the fishing party secureda barrel nnd by rolling the body over it
had removed most of the water he had
jswallowed. The physician, then worked
for fully thirty minutes in a vain effort to
resuscitate 'him. The body was taken to
Noel, where it was. placed on a train at
1:30 o'clock yesterday morning and brought
to Kansas City. The train was scheduled
to reach the city at S:30 o'clock yesterday
morning, but tin account of a wreck near
Joplln It was delayed, and did not reach
the Second street depot on the Missouri
sido until yesterday afternoon.
