TOPEKA, July %—(Speclal) Asa Bunn,
the civil enginecr who surveyed the Leav-
enworth Coal Co.mpany's mines and made
& map of them, under contract with State
Mine Inspector McGrath,” had another
round-up with Govvernor Lecdy to-day, in
which some very heated language wus
used.

Leedy summoned MeGrath here and con-
ferred with him in reference to the matter,
and it was given out that Bunn would get
his money. Bunn went in to-day to settle
up, and Leedy tried to otoimpromise with
him. Because Bunn insisted on hi= hotel
bill being pald, &s the cordract calls for,
Leedy =ald It was a “holdup.” This made
Bunn mad, and he immeliately blurted
out: “Leedy, 1 want you to understand
that I am not engaged In that business,
like some other people I know of. It looks
mighty suspiclous that, aftir it has been
shown that the Leavenworth Coal Com-
pany owes the state 347000 for coal taken
from under state land, and the company
Itwelf mdmitting it, you siill refuse to turn
the papers over to Attorney General Boyle
80 that he can begin suit to collect it. With
these facts publicly known, It comes with
il grace, It seems to me, for you to accuse
anybody else of & "holdup.” ™"

The governor then sald that he would
pay all but the board bill.

“You will pay the borrd bill, or you will
pay nothing,” responded Bunn, as he put
the bill back in his pocket.

“Why don't you and McGrath get to-
gether?” asked the governor.

“Why don't we?' replied Bunn. *“Ask
McGrath. I told McGrath the other day

that, from all indications, he had received

enough from the coal com to be ahble
to pay my bill without ri his
finances to any extent. 1 will fool with

him no more.

“Well, I will not pay your board bill"

“You will m-.-.tnguy any of it then,” re-

ed Bunn be walked out.

Senator Pef-
fer, Prohibition candidate for governor, has
replied: to the letter of the State Temper-
ance Union asking him where he stand= on
the enforcement of the prohibltory law.

“First—It is the duty of the govern
of Kansas to “see that the laws are fait
fully execuied.” That is the language of
the constitution, and It Is perfectly plain,

the courts sand uniformly held valid: they
were enacted for the express purpose of
carrying into execution &n amendment to
the constitution which had been adopted
by the ple at a general election after
long dellberate discussion, The amend-

was adopted for a special purpose,
to accomplish a particulap object, namely,
to gel rid of the dramshop: and, hence,
‘our liquor laws' are, in_ effect. one law
enacted solaly to give effect to the pro-
hibitory ameéndment. It I=, therefore, the
special duty of the governor to see that
tg%a particular laws are ‘faithfully exe-
cuted.”

“Second—If T am elected governor of
hEansas | shall give special attention to the
execution of ‘our liguor laws.” and will use
every -means at the command of the ex-
ecutive to enforce them, according to their
original Intent and purpose. faithfully and
impartially, in all parts of the state. Ay
candidacy stands for that. Respectifully.

POLICE JUDGES MAY GO.

Mr. Snelling Belleves That Only the
Governor Has the Right to
Appoint Them.

TOPEKA, July 5 —(Special.) The new
police judges abpointed by the mayors of
all first-class citles since the reorganization
of the police departmenis may soon find
thems=elves out of jobs. Asslstant Attorney
General George Snelling is of the opinion
that the law giving the mayor power to
appoint a police judge is in direct violation
| of that section of the constitution which de-
| clares that any vacancy in a judiciul office
shall be filled by appolntment by the gov-
ernor, When the metropolitan police sys-
tem was abolished, it left a vacancy in the
police judgeship in each town affected. The
mayor of each appointed a judge., This
Snelling =ays, is not according to law. He
holds that a police judge is & judicial offi-
cer, and says the suprems court has =o de-
cl%:d time and time again.

Determined Laziness,

The answer was, of course, jocular, and
charncterisgtie, though the proportion of
people able to see it in that lizght was
=mall, and It was gravely argued that it
must cost more time than that. But, In
truth, only a stay of some months in Spain
can give any ldea of the determined lazi-
ness of front which opposes everything.
Speculators from England, from Germany,
trom France, are all keen and alive to
throw Malaga open to the world, with
its uncqualed advantages of cilmate and
situation, Last winter was bad for AMna-
Iagu; but wel never lasts, and it is never
really cold, not for an hour, except in the
extraordinary draughts with which the
hotel provides vyou in partial return for
yvour very modest =tipend—Iinersdibly mod-
est in the presént rate of exchange,

But the Maluganians do not want to be
bothered or improved. They want to be lat
alone, They neither welcoms you when you
come, nor speéed you, when you go. They
are indiferent which you do. You may
pay your bill to the dav if vou like, or
leave it if you had rather wait. Nobody
will tourh a coin or a valuable if you leave
it on your table, but if you iose a pencil or
an eyeglass no one will ever find it—it Is
too much trouble. Never hope to have let-
ters forwarded, for you will see them no
more; and few registered parcels escape
the peost entire. A year ago—for we
wintered twice—I wanted to send a tele-
gram, and went to the principal office.
Mualaga i= fourth or fifth in Importance
among the Spanish towns. The office was
only open twice a day for an hour or two
at a tilme. Not a clerk could speak any-
thing but Spanish, =0 I had to go back to
the hotel for the interpreter to translate
my message. When 1 returned with it I
wanted n note for twenty-five pesetas
(francs) chunged. All the clerks at all the
pigeon-holes were very kind and clvil, and
smoked cigarettes while they looked for
change. But the whole office could not
muster it, so I was left to pay next time.

Objects of Carioxity.

It is as a life apart altogether. When
a crowd of Cook’s tourists landed to rush
thelr Spain, they were always the object of
a mild curicsity. In one Instance an Amer-
ican party arrived in thelr steamer at 35

o'clock in the morning, were conveyed
straight to the =tation, taken to Granada
by special train—six hours by rail—carried
through the Alhambra and the town—which
lles far below t—fed and brought back
again, to embark once more at 12 o'clock
the same night. And the Spaniards looked
on and let it be thought this was perhaps
the first time in my experience when dan-
ger signuls for foreigners began to show
themeelves,

With a climate that gives them anything
they ask for, content with little and indif-
ferent food—thriving on a diet of wooden
toothpicks and cigarettes, the two insep-
arable companlons of thelr lives—the com-
fortuble clisses among the Spaninrds, with
their well-bréd and indifferent courtesy,
commund something of our sympathy,
whether we wish it or not. In appearance,
at all events, they interfere little with the
business of the place. Germans and Ameri-
cans look after the shipping and the ex-
ports. A Belplun company runs the trains,
and an English company, much taxed and
resented, provides the electrie light, which
is everywhere, but always going out, never
shaded, a:n% slowly blinding a good percent-
wge of visifors. Only tne lifts, or “eleva-
tors,” would seem to be homemade. They
mount with an infinite sedateness which
the lamest foot passenger can easily ou:-

He was born In the city of Boston. but went
to Detroit when a child, graduated from the
clty’s high school and was appointed from
gﬂ'ghigan to the naval acadéemy at Annap-

He was gradoated as engineer in 1878
and Immediately started for his cadet
crulge, golng to the Pacific squadron, where
he was stationed for three yenrs, His next
station was aboard the Nantucket in and
about New York harbhor, where he re-
mained a year, when he was transferred
to the historic old warship, the Kearsarge,
then with the European squadron. After
three years' service on this station he
returned to the Unlted States and was de-
tailed as naval instructor at the Michigan
Military academy at Orchard Lake, where
he was on duty three years. Then he was
ordered to duty aboard the crulter Charles-
ton. of the Pacific squadron, where he re-
mained three vears and during which serv-
lce he took part in the chase after the
Esmeralda, which was suspected of violat-
Ing the laws of neutrality by carrying arms
and ammunition to Insurgents in Chile.

It was during this service, also, that
the Charleston hrought King Kamahameha
of the SBandwlich Islands to thls country, to
return  almost lmmeﬂiate!; with the re-
maine of that magnate, he having died dur-
tnF the visit. ;

A SPANISH DISH.

We May Dislike the Spamniards, bumt
We Muost Like
This.

A substantial and usually-likerd dish for a
home luncheon is Spanish onions stuffed
with kidneys, or chopped ecalf’'s liver.
Thesze large, tender onions are peeled, and
a plece around the top cut off, part of the
center scooped out, and tne shells placed
in a little pan of water to parboil, After
five minutes we take them out, drain and
turn upside down on a eleve to get rid of
the moisture. The kidneys or calf’s liver,
previousiy thoroughly cooked, are minced
finely, an equal amount of fresh hread
crumbe added to It, together with the
choppedd onjon that has been scooped out,
This stuffing should be highly seasoned
with eait and peppor, and moistened with
& litle warm, melted butter. The mixture
i= then packed [n a pan, with about an
inch of water to which a tablespoonful of
beel extract has been added. Cover and
cook slowly In the oven for about an hour.
Just before taking out. the cover should
be removed to allow the tops to brown.
Small onions treated in this way make a
pretty garnish for various dishes. Some-
times calf's liver and bacon Is served on a
platier, surrounded M fRes=e small onlons
stuffed slmply with highly =easoned bread
crumhbs. The French =tuff the onions, too,
sometimes with mushrooms, preparing
them in the same way.

APRINGE OF SMUGGLERS

HOW A CLEVER ROGUE OUTWITTED
CUBA'S CAPTAIN GENERAL,

Romance of a Fish Market — Noted
Hulldings In Havana Which
Owe Their Existence to
‘l Strange Story.

Two bulldings in Havana are sald to be
without parallels In the world—the Tarcon
theater and the Marti tlsh market. The
latter is a bullding some 200 feet long, the
roof supported by huge arches resting on
marble pillars, and with a broad counter
of white marble ¢xtending the entire leagth
of the structure. One side {8 cpen to the
street, the other to the harbor. The his-
tory of these two buildings i3 strangely
connected.

Early in tha '30s the greatly commended
and severely criticised Tacon wislded the
Spanish power on the istand of Cuba.

Tacon's Buergetie Actlon.

Tacon deétermined thats stopped it shouild
be, and that at once. So he gave orders
that the corvettes holst sall and proceed
it once upon a search among the bays and
straits surrounding the Isiand for the
haunts of the cutiaws., Meantime a strong
gecret detectiva force was organized on
shore,

Four months had passed, and in splte of
these vigorous efforis not the least u.lulu-
ment of the evil could be detected. Tacon
was only witer to the extent of having
learned that the smugglers were led by a
bold, aaring fellow caied Marti.

A hlgh reward was oifered to the person
who would deilver Muart, dead or alive, at
the governor’'s palace. And sull the Spun-
Ish neet searched the coast day and night,
and the secret detective force patrolled the
lund without ceasing. No smuggler had
been detécted in the act, and not i vessel
couid be caught In hiding.

A Smuggler's Paradine.

The king of the Isle of Pines, keen,
watchful us ever, knew évery move made
by the Bpanish governor, yet lived on se-
cure in his retreat in his smuggler's para-
dise, when he cared to stay there, and no
less secure in threading his winding way
through the thousands of little passages of
the Antilles, even extending his voyuges to
Florida anda South Carolina.

“Excellency, I am here on business of
greuat import to the government.'”

"How came wyou past the guard?’ de-
manded the governor.

“Never mind that, excellency, I—"

“But I do mind very much,” interrupted
the governor, growing impatient. But the
wily visitor made such judicious calm re-
ply a% to ward off further explanation, and
to excite the govemor's greater deairs to
know his real business. He recalled to the
governor's mind, and succeeded In gaining
confirmation frem his own lips then and
there, that he had not only offered a free
pardon to anyone who would turn state's
evidence and reveal the haunts and doings
of the contrabandists, but that ke had of-
fered a large reward for any information
whatever concerning them, and had seot a
double on the head of their leader, dead or
alive, and, Yurther, that to this strange
person he would fulfill all these promises
if he furnished the information and person
desired.

The stranger conducted the conversa-
tion sa guardedly that he gave no clue to
his own identity until having bound the
roveérnor tight on his honor as a knight,

e announced himseff as “Captain Martl,"
ready to fulfill to the letter his part of the
contract.

An Astonished Govermer.

The governor, having suspected that he
was dealing with a member of the band,
was ore or less startled at this amazing
announcement. Unconsclously he reached
for his pistols. Marti, noticing this, took
his own from his «clothing, and, laying
them on the table, said:

“Henceforth I have no usa for these.
Hereafter it is to be diplomacy.”

Tacon found himself In the ridiculous
poaition of having granted a free pardon to
the man upon whose heid he himself had
#et a goodly price.

The exchange of a few more words
brought about the understanding between
the two that Marti should be placed in con-
finement over night, his name concealed,
and that in (he morning he should start
as pllot on a vessel that should be guided
to the rendezvous of the smugglers. One
prominent feature was common to all the
secret haunts visited by the =earch party.
No human being was found anywhere,
while unmistakable signs of very recent
habitation by the outlaws were manifest
everywhere., A few small ships and the
cargoes, amounting to very little, were cap-
tureil. That was all. & EOVEINOr was
=ati=fied tha the haunts were made known,
and no one else ingquired very closely into
the matter.

How the Fish Market Was Bullt.

On the return of the expedition the gov-
ernor wans about to pay to Captain Marti
the promised reward, when the latter in-
terrupted with a curious proposition. He
=aid he was immens=ely wealthy and cared
not for the money, while the treasury of
Cuoba was impoverished. He proposed that
instead of the reward he should be granted
a monopoly of the fish trade of Havana,
and permitted to employ his contrabandists
as fishermen. In the event of such a grant
he promi=ed to bulld in Havana the finest
fish market in the world, and at the end
of twenty-flve years 1o return his privilege
of monopoly and the market building to
the government.

Tacon accepted the pronosition, =eeing in
it his opportunity to hold control over
Martl. And for a quarter of a century the
Havana market was supplied with the
finest of fish, caught by smugglers, ahso-
lutely safe from the law in all they did.

Thiz monopoly filled to overflowing the
already well suﬂpllzd purse of Marti. and
he looked about him for another investment
for his money. He conceived the Idea of a
theater monopoly. He communicated with
Tacon, who granted the privilege for
twenty years on condition that the theater
hullding be made the largest In the world
and named Tacon.

The exterior Is massive, but piain. The
entire seating capacity is over 3.0M.

LEMAITRE ON CLASSICS. |

The French Academician's Plea f
the Study of Modern Instend of
the Dead Languages. .

“Because [ passed twelve years of my Il
in learning Latin and Greek I recognize
more and more that I know nothing. 1
uam lgnorant of Enpglish, *which half of the
world speaks; and | know so litlle of Ger-
man that It is a shams«=. You wiil say that
I had the choice of studying them when
I wue young; but It Is my fault if, like al-
most all other children, I possessed only o
Itmited and mediocre capacity for intel-
lectual work, whicn was entirely absorbed
by these dead langumges, the study of
which a blind tradition imposed upop me,
and from whick 1 was to draw so little
advantage? i

“The beauty of German and of English,
which 1 only half see, so rich, so pro-
found, is closed 1o me. I am not able even
to truvel with profit. I have furgotten the
little that I knew of mathematics and nat-
vral science; my limbs are awkward; 1 do
Lot even pussess a manual trade, and
would be, in a desert island, the most help-
less of Hobinsons, [ am good for nothing
but to write. And even this I would not
dare to afirm that 1 owe to my Latin:
for, after all, neither you nor [ cun preten
to write more purely than Loulse Veuillot
or George Sand, neither of whom had reg-
ufarly studied the ancient classics.

“The fact remains, then, that the study
of dead languuges Is valuable simply as
an exercise of tne mind. But why would
the study of living languages be less val-
nable In this respect? So far as [ am able
10 judge, the German grammar is moro
beautiful, more harmonlous In its com-
plexity, than the Latin, and Is not les
so than the Greek. And a3 to the inte
lectual and moral substance of u.nclr.nt lit-
cratures, it s not only through the clissivs
smong us that it would pereirate into the
minds of our children, it is still more—nnd
how enriched!—through modern languages
and literature.

“If the benefit of Latin Is lost on me,
who have known It for twenty years, and
who have been what one calls a ‘man-
durin® (I can say it without wvanity, since
we are thousands), and if. on the contrary,
it has prevented me (rom nequiring. of
what profit can Latin be for nine-tenths of
our students, who have only the appear-
ance of learning it, but who Jdo not and
may never know it?

“Thus they will have doubly lost thelr
time, since they will hi‘}‘ﬁ pe==ed it In not
learning o langusge W c#x they had
learned it, would have 1! almost useless
to them. And this time wosld have been
better employed, I do not even say in the
study of living langunges. of natural
sclence and of geogruphy (that Is too evl-
dent), but in games, in gymnosgices, ic man-
ual wark—un&r:hing, debauchery excepted.

“Understand me well: it is not a question
of uncrowning the French mind. It is not
4 question of suppressing the Faculty des
Lettres, the College de France, the Broie

When Others Fail®:

Normale Supecieure, the Ecole des Hawles
Etudes nor the Ecole des Chartes. It Is nat
a question of abollshing hizh culture, for
which secondary classical instruction is o
condition, and, consequently, it is not
question of destroying this teaching, but to
know whether it Is reasonabie to give It,
as we do, to the majority of the children
of the people.

“It Is well that there should be learned
men, eplgrammists, historians, phliosophers
and even simple humanists. Bui, never
fear, we shall always have enough of them
and thoss who will remain to us will be
worth the more, since they will only obey
a decided taste.and follow an imperious
vocation.

"*Besides, do mot occupy myself now
with exceptions, but with the mass. I say
that a mediocre bachelor of letters—that is
to say, a good young man who knows
neither Latin nor Greek, but whe, In re-
turn, does not know llving languages,
gecography or natural sclences any better
—is a monster, a prodigy of nothingness.

“Here Is what is to be desired:

“For the great majority of the children
who will have to earn their living by daily
toll, & ‘modern education,’ not more hybrid
than it Is to-day, but more largely and
freely organized, the programmes of which
will no longer appear servile imitations, In
Latin and Qreek, at least, of those of class-
Ical studies.

“Finally, equality for the two branches in
the qualifications for entrance into the
school of medicine and the school of law.
It is a joke to pretend that Greek and Latin
are necessary to a physiclan. an apothe-
cary. a judge and a lawyer. In order that
the physician shouid know the terminoclogy
of his art it Is sufficlent for him to learn
a Yocahulary of 200 or 300 Latin or Greek
wordse. The indispensable vocabulary of a
lawyer Is still less. And there exist good
translations of Roman law—to which, be-
sides, I doubt If they will ever have re-

course.

*“This third point which 1 maintain, I
know, will run counter to many prejudices,
but it appeary to me necessary. T will
not cease to be s0 until the French have
lost their superstition about the liberal pro-
fessions. A _university man ef great ex-
perfence sald to me: ‘So long as Latin Is
demanded of candidates for medicine and
law, nothing can be done, and many fathers
of familles, even thinking as you and I,
will at all hazard see their children on the

nches of classical instruction.’

“One of the principal obstacles to tha
development of modern teaching Is, in fact,
the vanity of the boyrgeois. It is from
simiple vanity that the graater part of such
fathers obstinately demand for their chil-
dren secondary classical Instruction, ‘falre
ses classes” ‘faire ses etudes.’ iz, amon
us, has but one sense; {o learn Greck an
Latin as if all other ‘classes’ and all other
stydles did not count; were something quite
médioere, good only for the common people.
It Is necessary to make thesze worthy peo-
ple—and perhaps, above all, their wives—
understand to what & this vanity is
ridiculous. Highsr education is, T indesd ad-
mit it, an aristoeracy of the higher
growth, and only among those who are al-
ready Intellectual aristocrats. And one can
Possuss such without elther Greek or Lat-
n. A boy of heart and of energy, robust.
bold, skiliful in bodily exercises, nourished
in good commerrcial studies, furnishad with

ractical notions, possessing a trade or an
ndustry, and who, above all. has read weil
and for his pleasure some of the ciassical
French writers, Is & more Interesting he-
ing. more living,of greater vilue, in short,
more ‘distingpe” than three-fourths of our
pials and empty bachsalors of lettera™
