PLUMBERS LEFT ALONE

THEY GET NO AID FROM THE OTH-
ER UNIONS.

The Sympathetie Strike Ordered by
Nuilding Tradea' Council Provea
a Filazle=The Carpenters Re-
fased to Go Out.

The efforts of the Plumbers® union to in-
duce the members of the unions belonging
to the Building Trades’ Council to go out
on_a sympathetic strike have so far falled
and the indications strongly polnt to the
complete collapse of the strike of the
plumbers, The executlve committee of the
Bullding Trades’ Councll recently orderca
a sympathetic sirike, which was 10 go into
cffect yesterday. but the order was not
cheved, The Coarpenters’ union met last
night and after discussing the situation
adopted the following resolutions refusing
flatly to go out on a sympathy strike:

“Whereas, An order of the Bullding
Trades' Council of Kansas City has been
issued demanding that we, the carpenters
and joiners of Kansas City, refuse to work
on buildings where non-union plumiers,
gas and steam fitters are employed: and

“Whereas, The same is to the effect that
wea joln in a general strike; therefore, we,
the carpenters and jolners of Kansas City
do hereby

“Resolve, That such action would be con-
trary to our gencral constitution and* det-
rimental to the interests of the carpenters’
orgunization of Kanszas City; and be it
further

“Resolved, That we deplore the present
conditions under which the plumbers are
laboring and do hereby offer them our sin-
cere sympathy and moral ald; be it further

“Resolved, That a copy of these resolu-
tlons be sent to the exceutive councll of
Plumbers® union No. 8 that a copy be
spread upon the records of the local unions
here represented and that a copy be given
to the press of this clty.”

The meeting which adopted these resolu-
tions. was a joint meeting of the three
unfons and the resolutlons were signed by
Presldents J. W. Gunn, of No. 160; R. C,
Glever, of No. 75 and Jacoh Weller, of
No, 24,

The tinners met lnst night at labor head-
quarters and while extending moral aid to
tne strikers refused to sanction the gen-
cral strike.

The pluinbers held an extended meeting
at the same place. A conference commit-
tee held a meeting with'the boss plumbers,
at which W, J. Spencer, of Buffalo, gen-
eral gecretury of the patlonal plumbers
organization, wns present. It was stated
thiat each side remained firm and that ne
concessjons were made, It [s probable that
another meeting will be held to-day. but it
iz not thought that the strike "ﬂf be set-
tled unless the plumbers give in.

The plumbers are very sore at the
other unlons whosze members refuse to give
up good jobs to Join In a sympathy strike
in which they have no grievance whatever,
One of the carpenters expressed the gen-
eral feeling Iast night when he sald:

“If there was any prineiple involved that
would warrant us In going out we would
do go. but [ do not belleve that unionism
means that @ man should negleet his fam-
ily without sufficlent cause, ¢ plumbers
are moking better wages than any other
clags of labor unless it l& the brick ma-
sons. 1 do not think there is enougn prin-
ciple behind the strike to make us go out,”

he union men who remained deaf to the
appeals of the Etumbets were hotly de-
nounced last night by the plumbers, who
will in all grnhah!lltg be left to Aght the
buttle by themselves.
