LEADERS BARELY ESCAPED A SHCT-OC- T

IX FIRST CAME.

Pardee Outpltched Havrley nnd Dines
Had the Game From the Start

Frisbee's Fall Saved the In-

diana From a Shntont.

A little piece of hard luck was all that
prevented the Blues from administering
another shutout yesterday, with, Bobby
Allen's CincinnapoUs Reds as the victims
this time. It was Kansas City's game from
first to last, and the last lnninff closed
with the score 3 to L The leaders one
run came In the very last round. Kahoe
took a life on a very scratchy hit and ad-

vanced on Allen's single, going to third
on a ball which passed Parke 'Wilson.
Jack Lynch, who had been put in to bat
for Hickey. knocked a high fly to left field,
which Frlsbee disposed of prettily, but
Just as the ball struck his hands the lielder
slipped and fell flat on the ground, allow-
ing Kahoe uninterrupted passage home.

Al Pardee twirled for the locals with
marked success, never allowing the Hoos-le- rs

more than one hit to the round, except
In the ninth, when, as has been said, one of
the two safe ones was very much on the
Scratch order. The game was another

exhibition, and the Blues carried off
he victory, because, as in the last con-

test with Milwaukee, they had on their
winning clothes, and neither the farm-
hands nor any other aggregation of play-tr-s

would have been able to stop them. The
only bobble made by the local players was
O'Hagan's fumble which he followed up
with a worse throw, but the double error";
fortunately, did not prove costly. All of
the locals had some held work to perform
and with this single exception tney all
did it well. Jimmle "Williams, as usual,
did great work at third, but Jimmle Slagle
contributed the star feature of the fielding
when he caught a high fly against the cen-

ter field fence and threw in to the diamond,
holding an Indianapolis runner, who was
on second, to his bag.

Big, awkward Hawley, who has given the
Blues considerable trouble in the past, was
on the slab for the erstwhile champions,
and contrary to his usual custom allowed
them to touch him up in pretty lively
fashion. The Blues won the game in the
lirst inning when they found the Ions
twlrler for three singles. The Indians per-
formed the, for them, unusual feat of play-
ing an errorless game, and In at least one
Inning held the locals down to a single run.
when less perfect fielding by the visitors
and better base running on the part of the
Blues would have brought In more scores.

Slagle started the game by singling past
second, and, after Bob Allen had blasted
Frisbee's hopes by killing his pop-u- p. Con.
naughton hit beyond short for a bag. The
two little brownies committed a double
steal and both came home on "Williams"
drive to left. For two innings following-th-

Blues did not touch the ball, and the
two singles in the fourth failed to make any
gain. O'Hagan was thrown out when he
attempted to steal second after hitting his
way to first, and McVicker, who followed
him with a single, was on the initial
cushion when the last out was made.

One score was all the Blues could draw
from a combination of two singles, a
double, a sacrifice and two passes, in the
sixth. Williams hit into left for two bags
and advanced on Vlox sacrifice, coming
home when O'Hagan hit past Stewart for
his second single. Kahoe's good arm again
caught O'Hagan at second. McVicker
drew a pass and Vlox singled, both runners
advancing.on a wild pitch, and a base on
balls to Pardee filled the bags. Slagle hit a
grounder to Hickey, who caught vlox at
third, retiring the side. Two of the Blues
died at second in the seventh. After Frls-
bee had flown out to Allen, Connaughtoc
singled, but was caught at second when
"Williams hit to Hickey. Williams was
thrown out when trying to steal the bag.

The work of the Indians was entirely on
the defensive until the sixth inning when
Sammy Nichol was given life by O'Hagan's
double error.

AN OLD SLAVE DEAD.

Henry Smart. "Who Wns a Veritable
Uncle Tom, Passes Away ut

the Age of S--.

Henry Smart, an aged negro, died at his
home In the rear of 70? Campbell street
yesterday of dropsy. He was born the
slave of the grandfather of David O. Smart,
in Kentucky, and as the property of James
G. Smart was brought to the Smart home-
stead near Independence in 1S32. He was
Mr. Smart's favorite among the negroes,
and according to l the family traditions
Henry never betrayed a trust. He was
a powerful man, over six feet tall and
weighed 220 pounds. In appearance he
was a veritable "Uncle Tom." After the
death of Mr. James Smart in lSflO. Henry
became the property of Mr. Smart's sec-
ond wife. He spent some time In Kan-
sas while General Ewing was In command
of Kansas City, but returned soon after
the war and had since lived in Kansas
City. His wife, who was also a "slave in
the Smart family, died some years ago, and
his children, two sons and three daughters,
are all married. He was supposed to be
about S4 vears old. During late years his
eyesight failed, and. though David O.
Smart had an operation performed upon
them for cataract last spring. Henry was
nearlv blind when he died. Since he had
been helpless he was a pensioner of the
Smart family.

CITY WANTSTHE STREETS.

Quo "Warranto Proceedings Desna
Against the Old Union Rnll- -

svay Company.
The city authorities have begun proceed-

ing In the circuit court against the Union
Railway Company for the purpose of tear-
ing up the tracks which, have never been
used and paving the streets.

The Union Railway Company was organ-

ized ten years ago and intended to build
a cable road to cover a large portion of
the northeastern part of the city. Some
of the tracks were laid, but the company
early got into difficulties, and nothing has
been done with the road for many "years.
According to the franchise which was
granted it, tracks .were to be laid on
Walnut. Sixth, Oak. Fourth, Lydla, Third,
St. John and Agnes avenues. The com-
pany pledged itself to keep In condition
the portions of the streets bounded by their
lines and to otherwise look after the wel-
fare of public properties which the laying
of their lines affected. "Work was to have
been begun six months after the granting
of the franchise and the entire system was
to have been in operation within two years.
Some of the tracks were laid, but no atten-
tion has been paid to them for many years.

The petition cites that notice has been
given the company at divers times during
the last few years ot. the. condition of af-
fairs, and nothing has been done. It states
that the tracks and the roadbeds are a
detriment to public travel and a nuisance
In the streets. The case Is set for October
3. when the defendants will be asked to
show cause why they should hold their
franchise in violation of the conditions .at-
tached to It,

WILL BUILD A ROLLING MILL

Kansas City 3Tut and Bolt "Works Will
Spend 910,000 and "Will Employ

Fifty More Men.
The strike at the Kansas City Nut and

Bolt works does not seem to be Interfering
with the company's plans for Increasing It3
business-- . Yesterday Secretary R. C.
Howes took out a permit to erect a big
rolling mill at the plant In Sheffield. The
building will be of brick and stone one
story high, with steel roof, and will be
120x250 feet in size. It will cost about
S10.0CO. and when completed. September 15,
will give employment to fifty more men.
The building will be on the site of the
company's old mill, but will be much larg-
er. It will be used In the manufacture of
bar Iron and bar steel. The addition will
Increase the working force and output of
the concern fully one-thir- d, an increase
which they say is demanded by their grow-
ing business, and which Justifies their
faith In Kansas City as a good town in
which to establish a manufacturing insti-
tution.

CRUEL RELICJJF PAGANISM.

Horrors of the Pennance of Flagella-
tion Bequeathed to America

by Spain.
"The Penitentes of New Mexico" was the

subject upon which R. B. Martin, formerly
chaplain of the Kansas City workhouse,
lectured last night at the Christian church
at Sixteenth and Forest. The speaker has
for a number of years been doing mission-
ary work near the Mexican border line.
The penitentes. of "tiagellantes." as they
are called in that country, are a sect
of Mexican half-bree- who condone their
sins by scarring their bodies in a horrible
manner.

"The penance of flagellation." said Mr.
Martin, "is almost prehistoric, for we read
accounts of it in the ancient Egyptian cus-
toms far before the Christian era. and the
Greek historians speak of it as a common
practice among the Hellenic peoples as a
propitiation for the anger of the pagan
deities. Later on it was practiced to some
extent In France, and then in Spain, from
which country it was communicated to
Mexico and the other Spanish conquests in
America. It has largely been stamped
out by the march of civilization and the
enlightenment diffused among the ignorant
people who were addicted to it by mission-
aries, but it still exists in many places,
and there are several localities within the
confines of the United States where it Is
still in existence.

"About three miles south of Trinidad.
Col.. Is perhaps the largest community of
these pagans In this country and there
every year during the time of Lent the
penitentes gather to atone for their sins
during the preceding year. There Is a
large "marado." or church, erected at this
place and this church Is the center of the
ceremonies. The penitentes. after receiv-
ing confession, strip themselves to the waist
and with bare feet proceed to the church.
Here their backs are horribly mutilated by
being gashed with broken glass, and this
is ground Into their flesh. Heavy wooden
crosses, sometimes weighing as much as
400 pounds, are then strapped upon the
bleeding backs of the penitentes, who drag
them for hours through the sand toward
the mountain sides, and at times dozens
of them may be seen all along the rocky
cliffs In almost inaccessible places. Many
of the penitentes bear these crosses for
flays without cessation, thinking that by so
doing they cleanse themselves of their sins.

"Others prepare whips of the most cruel
description, the meshes of the rope being
Interwoven with cane cactus and sometimes
with barbed wire, and with these instru-
ments of exquisite torture they lash their
bleeding backs. They all administer pun-
ishment to themselves, and gauge the
amount according to their strength. I have
known one man who gave himself 130 of
these terrible lashes. Many fatalities re-
sult from this mode of penitence, and the
practice has been greatly condemned since
it has become generally known throughout
the state. Steps are being taken to have
broken up this relic of pagan days."
