Section 15. Requisition by Commissioners for
Money Warrants.

The beard of police commissioners U hereby au.
thorized to make requisition at least as ofun as
once a month upon the treasurer, comptroller oi
other proper disbursing ofCcer or officer of the cltj.
for such sum as the common council may, by ordi-
nance, deem necessary for executing their duties un-
der this article, and the sum so required and appro-
priated shall be Ly said disbursing officer, or officers,
placed to the credit of the police department, and
such money so appropriated shall be paid out of the
city treasury only upon warrants drawn by the pres-
ident of the board and countersigned by the city
comptroller, end as it may Lti needed to meet the
current expem.es of eld police department.

Section 16. Person Resisting Enforcement of Any
Provision of This Article Penalty.

Any ptrton who shall forcibly and knowingly resist
or obstruct the execution or enforcement of any of
the provisions of this article thall Le liable to a
penally of five hundred dollars for each and every
such offense, to be recovered by the board by acton
at law In the name of Kansas City to the u&e of said
board; provided, however, that nothing in thU wc-- "
lion thai 1 Le construed to interfere with the punish-
ment, under any law of the etate. of any criminal
offense which xaij have Letn committed by the uidparties.

Section 17. Arrests by Tol Icemen Off en Jer Where
Taken.

The police commissioners shall cause all persons ar-
rested by the police to be trought before the police
Judge for violation of any ordinance of the city, or
In other cases before some Justice of the peace within
salt! city, to be dealt with according to law.

Section IS. Qualifications of Police Officer.
No person shall be appointed or remain a police r,

dtteetlve or poIieman. who shall be or shallhave been convicted of any felony, or of any offense
Involving moral turpitude, or of vioijtlnjj any law or
ordinance Concerning lotteries, drams'jopj or elec-
tions, or against whom any Indictment may be pend-
ing for any such offense, nor who may exclude or as-s-

In excluding any party (hallenger, witness or
watcbtr irom inside any voting place, or place forreceiving and counting of ballots at any election,during the time such challenger, witness or watcheris authorized by law to le there nor who may be ormay have been found miilty of any malfeasance or
relsfea&ance in public oluce, nor who Is over the age
of sixty tara, and no person vhall be appointed by
the board to any office created in this article, who isnot, when appointed, kn&wn or proven satisfactorI1
to the board to be of gaod character and good reputa-
tion, and a citizen of the United States, and a quali-
fied voter of the city; nor who does not possess ordi-nary physical trength and courage.

Section IS. Term of Service of Police Officers.
The first employment of every policeman and police

efficer after the first day of November, ISM, -- hall be
for a probationary term of six months, but the tui-,-

may. before the end of that term, aiscontlnue their
services at any tln.e. Having served six months pro-
bationary services to the Fatisfactlon of the board,
any such policeman or police officer may be reappoint-
ed, and if reappointed his term of eervjee shall be
during Ms guod behavior, efficiency In office, and pos-
session of the qualifications prescribed in the preced-
ing taction, but subject to removal by the board of
police coram Is- -i oners for lack of any qualification, cr
because of any disqualification prescribed by the pre-
ceding section, or for other good caure. and then only
after five days notice of a time wt for the hcarlm-b- y

the board of any such charge before the board
can act thereon, and until such hearing the board
shall have power to temporarily suspend such police-
man or police officer. The tirm of service of every
other appointee of the board shall be only during the
rleaure of the bozrd.

Section S1). Officers of Police Force Salaries Ad-

ditional I'crcc.
The hoard may, as the service requlree. as herein

authorized, have and appoint officers and patroliren
as fellows: A chief of police, at a salary cot ex-
ceeding four thousand dollars per annum, and re
(hall cot receive any fee or any perquisites; one

or chief of detectives, at a salary not exceed-
ing two thousand fiv hundred dollar, per annum; a

vsecrc;?ry of the beard, at a salary net exceeding two
ihousand dclh?rs per annum; captains, not to exceed,
cne for each police district, at a salary not exceeding
e'ghteen hundred dollars nr arrura; lieutenants, ntto exceed one for each police district, at a salary not
in exreeu citeen nunarea aonars per annum; ser-
geants, not to exceed four for each police district, at
a salary not exceeding twelve hundred dollars per an-
num; a police surgeon, at a salary not exceeding fif-
teen hundred dollars per annum, who shall perform
such additional dotles as may be prescribed ly ordi-
nance; police detectives, not exceeding one to every
fifteen patrolmen, at a salary not exceeding fifteen
hundred dollars per annum: patrolmen, not to exceel
one to each one thousand Inhabitants of the city the
estimate to be taken from the best known sources for
obtaining such information, as may be precriled b
ordlranre. Provided, however, that for extraordinary
emergencies the loard nay rale uch additional frreas may be deemed necessary In their Judgment. The
silary of reyular patrolmen shall not exceed ninety
dollars pr month, and that of probatlcnary patrol-
men chall not exceed sixty dollars per month. Th
salaries of all officers and patrolmen of the police
force shall I fixed from time to time by the board of
police commissioner s. not to exceed, however, tho
limits herein specified.

Section 21. Time cf Paying Policemen.
The officers, patrolmen and all attaches of the de-

partment shall be paid at least as often as once a
rpmth as hereinbefore provided.

Section 23. Rond Com minion ers May Require.
ftThe board may, in Its dlFcretlon. require a bond
with security to be approved by the board, of any of-
ficer or member of the poWre. in sny reasonable sun.
ccndltloned for the faithful performance of duty and
the proper rare and disposition of money or rrrperty
placed in his charge.

Section 2X Vacancy In Force Filling Fame.
Whenever any vsesnev shall tafce plsre In nny grade

nf officers, except the chief, it Ehall filled from th
-- xt lawcr grade. If competent men can be found
tlirin.

Section 21. Removal of Police Officers.
The board of police ecmroisslorera shall rot con-

tinue, but ehall remove, any police officer or other
appointee cf the board whf shall solicit any nomina-
tion to any elective office, or wtio shall fail tn decline
a nomination to any such office within five das after
receiving any t.uch nomination, or who accept
any other place or public truu or profit, or who shall
not pOoMts, or shall cease to possess, any of the
qualifications, cr shall possess any of the disqualifica-
tions prescribed by section 1? cf this article; or who
shall fall to arrest any person he Is authorized to ar-
rest, by section S of this article, according to said
section; or who shall fall to digpose of any tuch per-
son so arrested according to law The cause of re-
moval of any puch officer or appointee shall be plainly
set forth In every such order by the board, an 1 before
any such removal the accused shall have notice, and
be entitled to a hearing, as provided In Section 19 of
this article.

Section ?Z. Relief Association Maintenance of.
The members of the police force may, by assessment

or monthly dees, maintain any police relief associa-
tion incorporated by them under the laws of Missouri,
for the purpose of rendering assistance to sick or in-
jured members, or in care of the death of any mem-
ber, to his widow and children, if any.

Section 2G. Relief Association Funds for Commis-
sioners to Assist Officers of linnd.

The board may assist In the maintenance cf such
police relief association, by causing: to be paid Into
the treasury thereof all unclaimed money that may
come Into the hands of the police, the proceeds cf sal
of unclaimed property remaining in the hand of the
police at the end of each fiscal year. Provided, that
the treasurer or other officers of such, relief associa-
tion. Into whose hands such money may Le pUced.
shall be required to give a good and sufficient bond
to Kansas City for securing the same.

Section 27. Rules and Regulatlcns of Commissio-
nersDisobedience cf Penalty.

All lawful rules and regulations made bv the board
shall be obeyed by the members of the police force on
pale of dismissal. &upenslon. fine or reduction In
rank or pay, or forrelture of pay, as the board may
order.

Section 2S. Rewards and (Tlfts rolicemen Not to
Receive Consent of Commission era Pavment to Re-
lief Association.

Xo officer or policeman shall be allowed to receive
any money as a reward or gilt for any service he may
render, without the consent of the tMiard. and when
such consent Is obtained, twenty rer tent f the gross
tmount thereof shall be paid into the treasury of the
police relief atficclnllon.

Sectlcn 29. Private Watchmen and Policemen
Commlcsloning and Regulating Misdemeanor

Tho board fchall have joWer to commission, regu-
late and prescribe a uniform for all private watch-
men and private policemen, while serving or acting
as such on any street, alley, wharf or other public
place In the city, and any person acting as a private
watchman or private policeman in the city without a
commission from said board shall be deemed guilty
cf a misdemeanor.

Second To amend article seventeen (17) of the pres-
ent charter by striking out section thirty-thre- e (S3)
thereof, and enacting In lieu thereof & new section.
a follows:

Section 33. There Is hereby established a boird,
to be known as tbe excise board, which shall Ie
composed of the president or the upper house of the
common council, the jollce judge and city auditor.
Said board shall meet from time to time, as provided
by ordinance. The president of the tipper huu shall
be chairman of said board, and the city clerk shall be
clerk thereof. Uefore an application for llcenFe to
kvep a. saloon, beer house, tippling hcuo or dram-
shop shill be received or filed by the city auditor,
there shall te Indorsed thereon a certificste signed
by tLe ete board that Euch applicant has proven
btmfelf to be a citizen. Whenever such
itrmiiritirm la nrfMnted tn the excise loard. such
board shall cause notice in writlna to be served by a
policeman, or other officer, upon every resident prop-

erty owner in the block where- - uch saloon, beer
Nnie. tlipllng house or dramhcp Is proposed to 1

located. dtIgtating a day not les thin five days nor
more than ten dajs after service of such notice, when
remonstrances. If any, against the issuance of such
lirense will be beard by said board, but such notice
ehall not be necessary In order that said board may
act upon anv application to renew such license.
Whenever such aipllcatlon, so indorsed as aforesaid
by said heard, shall be presented to the city auditor,
he shall If sue a 1 teens to such applicant.

Whenever It shall be shown to the excise board,
upon com ptairt f any pcrscn In writing, or whenerer
said hoard vhall become satisfied that any dramhop

cf the rlty keeps a disorderly house, or a
brue that is the resort of minors, lewd or c!lrcputa-b- l

women, or of evil dlFpo'eil persons, said excise
board mav order the license of such dramshop keeper
to be revoked, and from the date of such order of rev-
ocation such dramshop lecper Ehall be deemed to
bave no license, and to be without authority of law
to carry on a dranhe-p- and thereafter no license
shll granted to such person to keen a drcmHrn.
Whenever any such com Dial nt in wrltinc shall he
made to said board, or whenever the hoard shall be
come fatlfcfied that any dramshop keeper of the city
keeps a disorderly house, or a hou that is the it

of minors, lewd or disreputable women, or of
evil disponed persons, such board fhall order that
juld dramshop keeper be natlud of the sam. and set
a day when such dramshop keeper may be heard.
such notice shall be rerved by a policeman by a ropy
thereof delivered to such draraphon keeper or any
MrVecper In charg of ald drarahcp, and no license
.hall be revoked by said board without notice thereof
and an upport unity to bt heard to said dramshop
keeper

Section 2-- The mayor shall tsue his proclamation
for such election fixing: the date as herein provided.
The proclamation, together with this ordinance, shall
be published for not Ies than thirty daa In three
dally newspapers of the largen. ctrculation in the
city, one of which shall be a newspaper printed In
the German language

Section 3. Said election shall be held, and the re-

turns canvassed and certified, and the results deter-
mined, in conformity with the laws of the state of
Missouri.

Section 4. That said two several proposed amend-
ments to articles eleven (11) and seventeen (17) of
the i resent charter cf said Kansas City shall be
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voted upoa at said special election to be held within
aud for said city on the Cth day of September, 1S3S,
tn the manner following, that is to say: Ballots ehall
be prepared, upon which shall be printed or written
the following words:

"The proposed amendment to article eleven (11), cf
the preent Charter of Kansas City, Missouri, which
In substance and effect Is. Tirst, to amend said
article so as to take Irom the governor of the state
of Missouri the power to appoint police commission-
ers In and tor Kansas City, and provide ror the elec-
tion of such commissioners by the voters of Kansas
city

present charter cf Kansas City, so as to provide for
an excise board, which shall have control of the is-

Section S. That those who deposit one cf the above
ballots with the word "NO erased after either of
said proposed amendments fhall be deemed to have
voted for such amendment, and those debiting said
ballet with the word "YES" erased after either of
Eald proposed amendments shall be deemed to have
voted agalt-s- t said amendment.

Section 6. That all ordinances or parts of ordi-
nances In conflict with this ordinance arc. insomuch
& they conflict with this ordinance, hereby repealed.

AN ORDINANCE TO PAVE WASHINGTON

Ftreet from the north line of Tenth (10th) street to
the center line of Ninth (3th) street, as a business
street. Whereas, Washington street from the north
line cf Tenth (10th) street to the center line cr
Ninth Oth) ttreet is used and occupied for business
purposes, and the board cf public works doe3 recom-
mend, and has unanimously recommended, that such
part of bald strtet shall Le paved a a business street,
payment thtrefjr to bo made In special tax bills.

Now, therefore, be It ordained by the common
council of Kansas City:

Section 1. That Washington street from the north
line of Tenth (10th) street to the center line ot
Ninth (9th) street, hall be paved to the full width
thereof, exclusive of all sidewalks of legally estab-
lished widths, and or the spaces legally required to
be paved by the street railway company, operating
street railwavs upon and aero said part of Wash-
ington street.

Section 2. In accordance with the provisions of
section two (2) of article nine O) cf the charter ef
Kansas City, It Is hereby directed that thi3 ordi-
nance, when approved, shall be published for tea
(13) das in the newspaper doing the city printing,
and within ten (10) da?b after this ordinance shall
have taken effect and been published as aforesaid,
the resident owners ot the city, who own the ma-
jority in front feet of the lands fronting on said
part of euch street, shall have the right to select by
petition in writing, addressed and delivered to the
board er public works, the material for such pave-
ment from not Ies. than two (2) kind ot material
designated by said board, and If such selection be
not made within such time, then the board of public
works shall designate the material with which said
part of said street shall be paved.

Section 3. The board of ruhllc works has desig-
nated the following as materials from which the
resident property owners above mentioned shall se-

lect the material with which said part of eaid street
to be improved Ehall be paved, viz.:

Trinidad lake on concrete, to be laid ac-

cording to detail "2" or asphalt pavement, approved
by said board August 11th, U96. and on file In the
office of said beard.

Bermudez, California, Trinidad or any other as-
phalt or any other asphalt equally as good aj thoje
designated, on concrete, to be laid according to de-

tail 'V' or asphalt pavement, approved by said
board October ISth, ls&2, and on file In the office cf
said board, so modified as-t- allow- - the use of one
and one-ha- ir (l1;) inchc3 of wearing surface and
one and one-ha- (li) inches of binder course.

American bituminous rock on concrete, to be laid
according to detail "P of aphalt pavement, ap-
proved by Bald board August Hth, ISStJ, and on file
in the office of said board.

Vitrified brick as manufactured by the Dlamonl
Brick and Tile Company, on concrete, to be laid ac-

iordlng to detail 'T' ot brick pavement, approved
by said board November 26th, 1S35, and on file in
the office of said board, so modified as to allow the
ue of Portland cement grout, instead ot Murphy
grout filler, as therein specified.

Vitrified brick as manufactured by tho Kansas City
Vltrlfitd Brick Compiny, the Pittsburg (Kansas) Vit-
rified Brick Company, cr any other vitrified brick
equally as good aa those designated, on concrete, to
be laid according to detail "4" of brick pavement,
approved by said board August Hth, 1636. and on
file tn the office of said hard

Granite or sandstone blocks on concrete, to be laid
according to detail "C" of stone block pavement, ap-
proved by aid board July 19th, 1S32. and on file tn
the office of said board.

Section 4. The work hereinbefore specified shall be

by the city engineer, and shall be paid for In special
tax bills against and upon the lands that may be
charged with the cast thereof, according to law,
which work the common council deems necessary to
hato dene. And said work nhall be done in the
best manner, under the direction of the city en-

gineer, and shall conform to the details of the work
referred to and designated in section 3 of this or-

dinance, and also to such plans and specifications
explanatory of the work herein provided for, not in-

consistent with the rtiuirements of this ordinance.
as the city engineer may prepare in respect to such
work.

Section C. The contract for the work herein an
thorlied shall guarantee that the same shall be con-

structed with such materials and In such manner
that the same will endure without the need of any
repaira for a period of Eve (3) 3 ears from and after
its completion and accortance without further

than that provided for in the contract for
the Crst coit of such work and for which the said
ireclal tax bills are issued. The contract for said
work shall expressly provide that the acceptance of
the work done hereunder and the Issue of special
tax bills In paymint theretor shall not be held to
prevent the maintenance of an action on the con-

tractor's bond for failure to construct said work with
suih materials and In such manner that the same
will endure without the need cf any repairs for the
required perlcwl.

Section 6. In adlition to sufficient bond guarantee-
ing the pajment of all laborers employed on the
work and for all materials ued therein, a separate
bond shall be executed to Kansas City guaranteeing
that the said work ha!t te con'tructed with such
materials and in such a manner that the same will
endure without the need cf cny repairs for five (31

issuing from any chimney. Cue, amoke stack, or from
any other source, within the corporate limits of Kan-
sas. City In such quantities or tn such manner aa to
be deleterious or olTentUro to health, or productive o2
physical discomfort, or aa to detract from the ordi-
nary enjoyments of life, or be damaging to property.
or Impair the comfortable enjoyment thereof, is here-
by declared to Le a nuisance.

Section 2. That no person, firm cr corporation,
shall, within the corporate limits of Kansas City.
ni;e, u?e. keep or maintain any fire In any furnair.
engine or defce In which fire are used, kept or
maintained for any purpose whatever. In such manner
as ta cause dene black or thick gray smoke to lsjue
tn such quantities or In such manner as to be dele
terlous or offensive to health, or productive of physi-
cal discomfort, or as to detract from the ordinary en-

joyment of life, or be damaging to property, or Im-

Section 3. Any person, firm, company or corpora-

tion, and avery agent, servant or employe thereof,
