First To amend said tharter by striking out the
of the premrnt article eleven (11) and enacting

In lieu thereof the following article, to be known as
article eleven (lit:

Section 1. Board of .Police Commissioners Ifow
Onetltuted--Qualificatio- of Members How Elected

Terms of Qlflce.
A board of polite commissioners for the city of

Kansas City. Missouri, is hereby created, to be com-
posed of the mayor, and two ether members, who

ball have th same qualifications as the mayor, and
hall, with the exception of the two commissioners

first elected hereunder, be elected by the qualified
voters nf Kansas City. Immediately upon taking ef-

fect of this amendment there shall be elected by
the two houses of the common council in such man-
ner as may be prescribed by ordinance, two police
rfmmi ski oners, who Ehall hold their offices until the
next ceneral cJty election, and until their successors
sire elected and qualified.

At the gtneral city election in the year 1S00 there
be elected two polite comtnitisioners, one of

whom shall hold his office for the term of two years,
and the oilier for the term of four years, and there
hall bo elected at each succeeding general city

flection one police commissioner, w.ho shall hold
mth oOce for the term of four jears, and until his
fucjrj'for Js elected and qualified.

All tacancKs in said board, caused by the death or
resignation of any member thereof, shall be filled
by election by the two houses of the city council in
joint wwrion, in such manner as may be provided by
ordinance.

Such commie I on era shall be disqualified to hold or
accept any other city office, or employment under
the city daring the term for which they are elected.

The major shall be of tbn
board. The members of said board shall each re-

ceive the sum of five hundred (tOW) dollars per an-
num for their .

Section Z, Time and Tlace of Meeting of the
Board Notice of Meeting Mayor's Authority.

Said board of police commissioners shall have regu-

lar sessions In their office in the city hall every
Monday afternoon at two o'clock, and may have ad-

journed sessions from time to time, or be convened
In special wsMon at any time by notice from either
member of said board to the other members thereof.
Said notice thall be convejed by the secretary of the
board, either by delivering a copy thereof to the
member or members to be so notified, or by leaving
such copy at his home with a person of his family
over the age of fifteen years, or, if he have no
family, then with the keeper of the house at which
lie lodges, twelie hours before the time named in
such notice.

Hie decision of a majority of the members of such
board fehall be the decision of the board at any ses-
sion thereof, and If two members of such board are
present at any session, they may act for the board.
When the board Is not in session, the mayor shall

recognized as the head of the police force of ths
city.

Section 2. Commissioners To Trovlde Secretary
and Clerks rollce Districts Equipment of .Police
rorce Station Houses.

The board of police commissioners shall provide It-

self with a secretary, who shall, when the board Is
not In fcesslon, act also as secretary to the chief of
police, and the board shall have power to divide the
city Into police districts, and furnish all the neces-
sary materials and provisions for a perfect and com-

plete organization and equipment of the police force
and police department of the city, and may, under
the direction nd control of the board of public
works, by and with the consent of the common coun-

cil, evidenced by ordinance appropriating money
therefor, erect In any police district station houses.
Jails and other accommodations for the use of the
police department.

Section i. Secretary of Commissi oners Bond Of.
The secretary of the board of police commissioners,

be' e entering upon his duties, shall give bond to
Kaunas City, with one or more sureties, to be ap-
proved by the city comptroller. In the sum of two
thousand- - dollars, conditioned for the faithful per-

formance of his duties as such secretary, and the
proper execution cf all the orders of said board of
police coram isyloners. Such bond shall be filed In
the office of the city comptroller, and shall be re-

newed at least every two years, and cftener If the
lard of police commlsrloners shall so require.

Section S. Commissioners Journal of Proceedings
Inspection of Reports to Common Council.
The board shall cause a Journal of Its proceedings

to be kept and shall cause all receipts to be faith-
fully entered fn books to be kept for that purpose,
and said journal and other books, and all documents
Jn possession of said board, shall always be open to
Inspection cf the common council of the city, or any
committee appointed by them or by either bouse
thereof. It shall be the duty of the board to re-

port to the common council of the city on the third
Monday In April of each year, the number and ex-

pense of the police force emplojed by them under
this charter, and such ether matters as may be of
public Interest concerning the duties assigned then
by this charter.

Section C. Governing Toll cemen Regulations May
Be Made by Commissioners.

The board cf police commissioners Is hereby author-
ized to make and enforce all rules and regulations
not Incontinent with this charter, as It may deem
necessary, for the appointment, employment, uni-
forming, discipline, trial and government of the
police

Section 7. Police Commissioners Duties.
The duties of the board of police commissioners

created under this charter shsll be as follows; They
shall at all times of the day and night, within the
boundaries of Kansas City, as well on water as on
land, preserve the public peace; prevent crimes and
arrest offenders; protect the rights of persons and
property, guard the public health; preserve order at
every public election and at all public meetings and
places, and on all public occasions; provide a proper
police force at every fire for the protection of fire-
men and property; protect emigrants and travelers at

landings and railway stations; see that
all laws relating to elections, lotteries and lottery
policies, and to the observance of Sunday, and le-
gating to pawnbrokers, intemperance, vagrants, dis-
orderly persons, gambling and bawdy houses, and
every other kind and manner of disorder and offense
against the public health and good order of society,
are enforced.

Section S. Enforcement of Laws and Ordinances.
Said board shall also enforce all laws and ordi-

nances passed or which may hereafter be passed, not
InconslKtcnt with the provisions of this charter, or
any other law of the state, which may be properly
enforceable by a police force.

Section 9. Power to Arrest, "With or Without "Wa-

rrant
Either of said police commissioners, or any of

their appointees on the police force, may arrest.
and It shall be their duty to arrest, any person found
Jn the city against whom any warrant shall issue
(barging tu?h jtrn with any offense under any
ordinance of the city or law of the state, and brlLg
such before the court issuing such warrant;
and they or either of them who may have reason to
turpett that any pcrt-o- intends to commit. Is com-
mitting or has committed a breach of the peace or
a ioltlon of any ordinance of the city or law of
tlic Hate, shall have the right and It Ehall be their
fluty to arrest any such person In the city without a
warrant Rut In case of any such arrest without a
warrant such person shall at once be deli, ered over to
th officer having a warrant or capias for his ar-
rest, or If none it known to have been Issued, then
a proper complaint against such person shall lie at
rnre filed before the pollie judge or some Justice of
the peace of the city, before whom the pertou so
arrested shall be taVen Immediately. The said police
effiem and eaih of them also have power to
nest and hold without warrant for twenty-fou- r

bourn any person found within the city charged with
liavlng committed a felony In another state or coun- -
trr and who is fugltne iron justice.

Section 10 Commi loners and Secretary May
Oaths.

Any one of police commissioners, and also the
sretary of said board, shall have power to admin-
ister oath or affirmations to any appearing
cr called before him.

Section II. Commissioners Summoning Witnesses
Production of IWks and Papers Before.
Said board of police commissioners shall have power

to summon and compel the attendance of witnesses
and the production of books and paiers before thm
whenever It may be necessary for a more elective
discharge of their duties.

Section 12. Employment and Equipment of Police
Xorcc,

Ti enable said board to perform the duties Im-

posed upon them, they are hereby authorized and
required to employ a police force for the
rJtv which they shall equip and arm as they may
deem necari- -

Section 13. Volunteers Equipment Of.
The board of police commissioners may. In their

discretion, arm and equip such a force of
citizens as volunteers, who tball serve without

pav. as they df-- ra proper. Such volunteer force shall
perfect themselves In the use of arras and such
military maneuvers as. will render them effective In
assisting the regular police force In suppressing- - riots,
disturbances or any unlawful act or acts. This aux-
iliary tone may be designated as the board thinks
lit and while In active service shall have the power
and authority of members cf the regular police force.

Section 14. Estimate of Money Needed Certifying
to Comptroller Atportlonment of Extra Tollce Force.

It shall be the duty of said board at the beginning
rf each fiscal year to estimate what sum of money
may be necessary for the ensuing fiscal year to
enable them to discharge th duties imposed upoi
them. Such estimate hall embrace the cost of the
department as then organized, the cost of any in-

crease In th number of policemen as authorized by
section C of this article; alo the cost of any pro-
posed erection of station houses, police alarms, or
jiurrhase cf new or additional apparatus, firearms
cr other essentials. They shall certify the same to
the comptroller; and the city is hereby required In
the first apportionment ordinance cf that fiscal year
to set apart and apportion the amount the commen
council may. by ordinance, deem necessary, payable
nut of the next annual revenue of said tity. Pro-
vided, that If said board shall be required to create
or call out an extra police force, as provided in this
article, and the xpene of such extra force shall
not be contemplated In their said estimate, they
shall immediately certify the expem-- of such addi-
tional forte to the comptroller, and the common
ounrll hereby required as soon as possible to set
part and appropriate the additional amount po re

quired, agreeable with this section, and, provided
further, that all purchase of supplies for the use
of the police department shall be made through the
board cf public works, as Is now or may hereafter
be provided by ordinance for the purchase of supplies
for the other departments of the city.

Section la. Requisition by Commissioners for
Money Warrants.

The beard of police commissioners Is hereby au-
thorized to make requisition at least as often &i
once a month upon the treasurer, comptroller or
other proper disbursing officer cr officers of the city,
for such sum as the common council may, by ordi-
nance, deem necessary for executing their duties un-
der this article, and the sum so required and appro-
priated shall be by said disbursing officer, or officers,
placed to the credit of the police department, and
such money w appropriated shall be paid out of the
city treasury only upon warrants drawn by the pres-
ident of the board and countersigned by the city
comptroller, and as It may be needed to meet the
current expenses of &ald police department.

Section 16. Person Resisting Enforcement cf Any
Provision of This Article Penalty.

Any person who shall forcibly and knowingly resist
or obstruct the execution or enforcement of any of
the provisions cf this article thall be liable to a
penalty of five hundred dollars for each and every
such offense, to be recovered by the board by acton
at law in the name of Kansas City to the Use of said
board; provided, however, that noihinir in this sec
tion shall be construed to interfere with the punish-
ment, under any law of the state, cf any criminal
offense which may have been committed by the said
parties.

Section 17. Arrests by Policemen Offender Where
Taken.

The police commissioners shall cause all persons ar-
rested by the police to be brought before the police
Judge for violation of any ordinance of the city, or
In other cases before come Justice of the peace within
said city, to be dealt with according to law.

Section 18. Qualifications of Police Officers.
No person shall be appointed or remain a police off-

icer, detective or policeman, who shall be or shallhave been convicted of any felony, or of any offense
Involving moral turpitude, or of violating any law or
ordinance concerning lotteries, dramshops or elec-
tions, or against whom any indictment may be pend-
ing for any such offense; nor who may exclude or as-
sist In excluding any party challenger, witness or
watcher from Inklde any voting place, or place farreceiving and counting of ballots at any election.during the time such challenger, witness or watcherIs authorized by law to be there; nor who may be ormay have been found guilty of any malfeasance or
misfeasance In rublic office; nor who Is over the age
of sixty years; and no person shall be appointed by
the board to any office created In this article, who Is
not, when appointed, known or proven satisfactorily
to the board to be of good character and good reputa-
tion, and a citizen of the United States, and a quali-
fied voter of the city; nor who does not possess ordi-nary phjslcal strength and courage.

Section 19. Term of Service of Police Officers.
The first emploment of every policeman and police

officer after the first day of November, 189S. shall be
for a probationary term of six months, but the boardmay. before the end cf that term, discontinue their
services at any time. Having served six months pro-
bationary services to the satisfaction of the board,any Eueh policeman or police officer may be reappoint-
ed, and if reappointed his term of service shall beduring his good behavior, efficiency In office, and pos-
session of the qualifications prescribed In the preced-
ing section, but subject to removal by the board of
police commissi oners for lack of any qualification or
because of any disqualification prescribed by the pre-
ceding section, or for other good cause, and then only

ncr ue uaj& notice 01 a time set tor me Hearing
by the board cf any such charges before the board
can act thereon, and until such hearing the board
shall have power to temporarily suspend such police-
man or police officer. The term of service of every
other appointee of the board shall be only during the
pleasure of the bosrd.

Section 20. Officers of Police Force Salaries Ad-
ditional Force.

The board may, as the service requires, as herein
authorized, have and appoint officers and ratroliren
as follows: A chief of jolice, at a salary not ex-
ceeding four thousand dollars per annum, and he
shall not receive any fees or any perquisites; one In-
spector or chief of detectives, at a salary not exceed-
ing two thouand five hundred dollar per annum; a
secretary of the beard, at a salary not exceeding two
thousand dcllars ier annum; captains, nit to exced
cne for each police district, at a salary not exceeding
e'ghteen hundred dollars per annum; lieutenants,
to exceed one for each police district, at a salary not
to exceed fifteen hundred dollars ier annum: ser-
geants, not to exceed four for each police district, at
& salary not exceeding twelve hundred dollars per an
num; a ponce surgeon, at a salary not exceeding fif-
teen hundred dollars per annum, who shall perform
such additional duties as may be prcrlbed by

police detectives, not exceeding one to every
fifteen patrolmen, at a salary not exceeding fifteen
hundred dollars per annum; patrolmen, not to exceed
one to each one thousand Inhabitants of the city, the
estimate to be taken from the best known sources for
obtaining surh Information, as may be prescribed by
ordinance. Provided, however, that for extraordinary
emergencies the board may raise uch additional force
as may be deemed necessary In their Judgment. The
salary of regular patrolmen shall not exceed ninety
dollars per month, and that of probationary patrol-
men shall not exceed sixty dollars per month. The
salaries of all officers and patrolmen of the police
force shall be fixed from time to time by the board cf
police commissioners, not to exceed, however, the
limits hetein specified.

Section 51. Time of Paying Tolicemen.
The officers, patroliren and all attaches of the de-

partment shall be paid at least as often as once a
month as hereinbefore provided.

Section ZZ. Bond Commissioners May Require.
Tho board may. In Its discretion, require a bond

with security to be approved by the board, of any of-
ficer or member of the police. In any reasonable sura,
conditioned, for the faithful performance cf duty and
the proper care and dlrpoltlon of money or property
placed In his charge.

Section 23. Vacancy In Force Filling Same.
Whenever any vacancy shall take plare In any grade

of officers, except the chief, it shall be filled from the
next lower grade, if competent men can be found
therein.

Section 24. Removal of Police Officers.
The board of police commisfcloners shall not con-

tinue, but shall remove, any police officer or other
appointco of the board who shall solicit any nomina-
tion to any elective office, or who Ehall fall to decline
a nomination to any such office within five days after
receiving any such nomination, or who shall accept
any other place of public trust or profit, or who shall
not possess, or shall cease to possess, any of the
qualifications, or shall possess any of the disqualifica-
tions prescribed by section 18 of this article; or who
shall fall to arrest any person he is authorized to ar-
ret!, by section 9 of this article, according to said
section; or who shall fall to dispose of any such per-
son so arrested according to law. The cause of re-
moval of any such officer or appointee shall be plainly
sei in na in every suca oraer uy me Doara, ana be lore
sny such removal the accused shall have notice, and
be entitled to a. hearing, as provided in section 19 of
this article.

Section ?Z. Relief Association Maintenance of.
The members of the police force may, by assessment

or monthly dues maintain any police relief associa-
tion Incorporated by them under the laws of Missouri.
for the purpose of rendering assistance to sick or in-
jured members, or In cae of the death of any mem-
ber, to his widow and children. If any.

Section 2C. Relief Association Funds for Commis-
sioners to Assist Officers of Bond.

The board may assist in the maintenance of such
police relief aswlatlon. by causing to be paid into
the treasury thereof all unclaimed money that may
come into the hands of the police, the proceeds of sale
of unclaimed property remaining In the hands of the
police at the end of each fiscal year. Provided, that
the treasurer or other officers of such relief associa
tion, into whose bands such money maybe placed,
shall be required to give a good and sufficient bond
to Kansas City for securlnc the same.

Section 27. Rules and Regulations of Commissio-
nersDisobedience cf Penalty.

All lawful rules and regulations made by the board
shall b obeyed by the members of the police force on
pain of dismissal, suspension, fine or reduction In
rank or pay. or forfeiture of pay, as the board may
order.

Section 2?. Rewards and Olfts Folleemen Not to
Receive' Consent of Commissioners Payment to Re-
lief Association.

No officer or policeman shall be allowed to receive
any money as a reward or gift for any service he may
render, without the consent cf the board, and when
seen consent is obtained, twenty per cent of the gross
amount thereof shall bo raid Into the treasury of the
police relief association.

Sect! n 29. Private Watchmen and rolicemen
Commissioning and Regulating MMcmeancr.

The board shall have power to commission, regu-
late and prescribe a uniform for all private watch-
men and private policemen, while serving cr acting
as such on any street, alley, wharf or other public
place In the city, and any person acting as a private
watchman or private policeman In the city without a
commission from said board shall be deemed guilty
of a misdemeanor.

Second To amend article seventeen (17) of the pres-
ent charter by out section thirty-thre- e (33)
thereof, and enacting In lieu thereof a new section.
as follows:

Section 33. There Is hereby established a board.
to be known as the excise board, which shall be
composed of the president of the upper house of the
common council, tne ponce juuge anu city auditor.
Said board shall meet from time to time, as provided
by ordinance. The president cf the upper house shall
be chairman of said board, and the city clerk shall be
lerk thereof. Before an application for license to

keep a saloon, beer house, tippling house or dram-
shop shall be received or filed by the city auditor,
there shall be Indorsed thereon a certificate signed
b the excise board thtt such applicant has proen
hlmlf to be a citizen. Whenever such
application Is presented to the excise board, such
board shall caue notice In writing to be served by a
policeman, or other officer, upon every resident prop-
erty owner In the block where such saloon, beer
house. tirpHng house or dramshop Is proposed to be
located, desicnatlng a day not less than five days nor
more than ten dajs after service of such notice, when
remonstrances. If any, against the issuance of such
license will b heard by said board, but such notice
shall not be neccs-ar- in order taat saia Doara may
ait upon any application to renew such licence.
Whenever such application, so Indorsed as aforesaid
by said beard, shall be presented to the city auditor,
he thall Issue a license to such applicant.

Whenever It shall be shown to the excise board,
upon complaint of any person In writing, or whenever
said hoard hall become satisfied that any dramshop
letter of the city keeps a disorderly house, or a
htuse that Is the resort of minors, lewd or disreputa
ble women, or of evil diposed persons, said excise
board may order the license of such dramshop keeper
to be revoked, and from, the date of such order of rev-
ocation surh dramshop keerer shall be deemed to
hsve no licence, and to be without authority of law
to carry on a dramshop; and thereafter no license
shall be granted to such person to keep a dramshop.
Whenever any such complaint In writing shall be
made to said board, nr whenever the board shall be-
come satisfied that any dramshop keeper of the city
keeps a disorderly house, or a house that Is the re-

sell of minors, lewd or disreputable women, or of
evil disponed pervons. such board shall order that
said dramshop keeper be notified of the same, and set
a day when such dramshop keeper may be heard;
such notice shall be served by a policeman by a copy
thereof delivered to such dramshop keeper or any
barkeeper in charge of said dramshop, and no licence
shall be revoked by said board without notice thereof
and art apportunlty to be heard to said dramshop
keeper.

Section 2. The mayor shall Issue his proclamation
for such election fixing the date as herein provided
The proclamation, together with this ordinance shall
be published for not less than thirty days in" threedally newspapers of the largest circulation In thecity, onp of which shall bo a newspaper printed in
the German language.

Section 2. Said election shall be held, and the re-
turns canvassed and certified, and the results deter-
mined. In conformity with the laws of the state of
Missouri.

Section 4. That said two several proposed amend-
ments to articles eleven (11) and seventeen (17) of
the present charter of said Kansas. City bhall bo
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voted upon at said special election to be held within
and for said city on the 6th day of September, 159S.
In the manner following, that is to say: Ballots shall
be prepared, upon which shall be printed or written
the following words:

"The proposed amendment to article eleven (II), of
the present Charter of Kansas City, Missouri, which
In substance and effect is: 'First, to amend said
article so as to take from the governor of the state
of Missouri the power to appoint police commission-
ers in and for Kansas City, and provide for the elec-
tion of such commissioners by the voters of Kansas
City

"Second To amend article seventeen (17), of the
present charter of Kansas City, so as to provide for
an excise board, which shall hae control of the is-

suance and revocation of dramshop licenses.
"YES
"NO."

Section 5. That those who deposit one of the above
ballots with the word "NO" erased alter either of
said proposed amendments shall be deemed to hae
voted for such amendment, and that those depositing
said ballot with the word "YES' erased after either
of said proposed amendments shall be deemed to have
voted against said amendment.

Section 6. That all ordinances or parts of ordi-
nances In conflict with this ordinance are, insomuch
a they conflict with this ordinance, hereby repealed.

deleterious or offensive to health cr damaging tj
property, and declaring m nuisance.

Be U ordained by the Common Council ot Kansas
City:

Section L That dense black or thick gray smoke.
Issuing frcm any chimney, flue, smoke stack, or from
any other source, within the corporate limits ot Kan-
sas City tn such quantities or In such manner as M
be deleterious or offensive to health, or productive cf
physical discomfort, or as to detract from the ordi-
nary enjoyments of life, or be damaging to property.
cr Impair the comfortable enjoyment thereof. Is here-
by declared to be a nuisance.

Section 2. That no person, firm or corporation,
.shall, within the corporate limits of Kansas City.
make. use. keep or maintain any Are In any furnace.
engine or device In which fires are used, kept or
maintained for any purpose whatever. In such xnauoar
as to cause dens, black or thick gray smoke la. ts.'i
in sach quantities or in such manner as tc Ire dele-
terious or offensive to health, or productive cf'tr,iyT-c- al

discomfort, or as to detract from tha ordinary en-

joyment of lite, or be damaging to property, cr Im-

pair the comfortable enjoyment thereof.
Section 3. Any person, firm, company w corpora-

tion, and every agent, servant or employe thereef,
who shall do or cause to be done, anything In viola-
tion of this ordinance, shall be guilty of a misde-
meanor, and. upon conviction thereof, shall be fined
not less than one dollar nor more than fifty dollars
for each offense.

Section 4. It shall be the duty of the health of-

ficer, and the sanitary police, to enforce the provis-
ions cf this ordinance.

Section 5. AH ordinances or parts of ordinances In
conflict with this ordinance are. Insofar as they con-
flict with this ordinance, hereby repealed. Eut no of-

fense committed, or failure to do any act. required
by any ordinance or resolution of Kansas City, and
no fine, penalty or forfeiture heretofore Incurred for
the violation of any ordinance of Kansas City, shall
be affected, released er in any way discharged by
such repeal.
