“If these suxplcions had any real foun-
dation, Sagasta must be a consummate
actor, for In all the interviews he spoke
with apparent frankness and sincerity and
personal disinterestedness that might well
have disarmed all but the most hardencd
politlelans. Ewven when It was suggested
that he ought to lesve to more capalle
hands the task of concluding peace, he dis-
played no impatience or resentment. He
even showed the moet perfect courtesy 1o
Benor Romero v Robledo, lsteming with
rapt attention to his absurd proposals.

“As to the context of .Spain's reply, the
orucies differ. Some say W coptalus 1o
contentious matter, acoepls simply n prin-
civle the four demamls of President Mc-
Kinley's firet communication and suggests
an immedlate =uspension of bestilities. On
the other hand, others affirm that It is
prefaced by sn account of the origin of
the war, tending to prove that, as Spain
Wis In no sense Lhe aggressor, she ought
not to be expected Lo puy ® wair indemmty
€ither in money or tervitory.”

“Though the king, according to the con-
Btitution, has the right to declare war
&nd make peace, any cesslon of nuational
territory requlires the sanction of the cortes,
&nd any minister consenting to such ces-
sion without this sanction is liable, sac-
cording to the penal code, to imprisonment
for life. It would be necessary, therefore,
to convoke the cortes some time before
the treaty of peice is ratified, hut the gov-
emment has not yet declded at what stage
of the proceedings this necessary formal-
Ity will be observed. In some well in-
formed quarters doubts are expressed as
1o whether the Spanish note will be dis-
patched to Washington quite as soon as
1= generally expected.

“Apparently the public Is Titile concerned
about the progress of the peace nogotl-
#tlons. There were *boll tights as Gsual
to-duy (Bunday) and the customary amuose-
ments proceeded with the utmost gavety.

“El Imparcial proposes & new splution
for the settlement of the Cuban debt. It
takes |t for granted that the United States
cannot be asked to assume the bueden of
subout $160.0M,000 when the rebellion began
In 1865, and the $50.000,000 sperrt #lnes, and
It suggests that Spain should undertake
to pay interest and redemption on the Cu-
ban debt until the new Wes=t Indian re-
public ix In a position to do so. which El
Imparcial affects to bellevea Cuba conld
#oor do when its vast natural resources
were developed under an American pro-
tectorate. ;

“The same paper goes on to say that
EBpanish finances will be very seriously.
compromised and the interests of* Spanish
and forelgn holders of Cubun stock also,
if the United States does nothing for the
Cuban debt. The Madrid press [nsiats
that this matter will yet be mooted in the
negotiations between Spain and the United
Blutes.

“The papers comment on Senor Sagasta’'s
astuteness in consulting the political lead-
ers. This act has greatly strengthened his
position, because nearly all approved of his
pence policy and sone had any feasible
plan to propose for prolonging the war or
gciling better peace terms.

“The comments on the conditlons of
peace are very ressrved. If the United
Btates Insists uwpon an immediate evacua-
tion of the Antilles, the cortes will be
convoked forthwith. To-morrow the queen
regent will slgn & decree increasing the
note circulation of the Bank of Spaln. The
work of strengthening the fortificatione In
the vicinity of Gibraltar goes or unceas-
ingly.”

The Daily News, in its editorial, echoes
thie opinlons of the Times regarding the
Cuban difficulty. It characterizes General
Ames’ dispatch as “one of the strongest
and strangest that ever came from a
military source,” and says: “It speaks
wonders for the candor of the Davy, Ge-
uﬂmmit?m the,dispatch was ever pub-
lished. its publication had precedsd ths
acceptance of peace, it might have con-
siderably retarded that event.'”

The Madrid correspondent of the Dally
Mall, telegraphing Bunday, says:

“The answer of the Spanlish government
declares that Spaln cannot discuss the
American proposals, but oenly accepts them
because they are Imposed on her by force.
Only & few unpessentinl changes in the
American demands were asked for and It
Is now expected that President McKinley
will refuse them.

“A commission composed of Spanlards
and Americans will decide the gquestion of
the Cubsn debt, the dates and manner of
evacuating Coba and Porto Rico and tha
protection of Spanlurds and S8panlsh Inter-
ests in these places, The commissioners
will also decide whethcr Spain I8 to be al-
lowed to withdraw her artiléry and the
remainder of her arms and ammunition
from the colonies, while the question of the
future Philippines’ will be settied by the
eame body. Treaty will be signed subject
to approval by the cortes, which will be
convoked immediately. The cabinet coun-
cil to-night will appoint Epanish commis-
sloners to meet the Americans to arrange
to the future of the Philippines .and other
details,”

"I'"ha Times says, edltorially, thls morn-
ng:

“It Is & hard nut the negotiators have
1o crack regarding Cuba. The Americans
vannol garpon the island and it would he
rather aheurd to ask the Spanizsh troops
1o remain and to keep order therc. There
I= such & thing as victory £0 complete and

=vasy as 10 be more embarrassing than o
struggle upon something ilike equal terms.

“Hud the Spanish army in Cuba heen
beaten in the field, the situation would have
been much less complicated, ws the admin-
f=«tration of the Island would simply be
tuken over by the wvictorious army. The
American war office is the subject of se-
vere oriticism from men of all parties and
Becretary Alger, as our New York corre-
epondent . casually observed, Is regpurded
eerionsly as a candidate for retirement Into
private life. There undoubtediy has becn
most serious mismiunagement in connection
with the SBuntiago forees, and had not pub-
Jie opinfon Intervened upon the manlfesto
of the generals, it 15 not fmprohable that
1ihe war office would huve gone on covering
up i1x own mistake until the Santingo force
Yad suceumbed entirely to diseuse and pri-
vatlon.

“Now the troops are being deported from
the Island as rapidly as pessible, but with
them gods every trace of American power
to dem! with a public ‘of which Bpain is
1o be deprived,”

“No native government fs possible and
no American government Is ready or Hke-
1y to be ready for a long time to come.
In the meantime the Spanish army is
sturving with the civil population, Events
seem (0 huve movidd so guickly us to Jesve
the American war office sbeniutely un-
prepared to deal with  problems much
greater than the provisioming of the field
force at Santingo."

EX-EMPRESS EUGEINE ILL.

Widow of Loais Napoelcon Is Reported
to Be in n Serious
Condition.

PPARIS, Aug. T.—Es-Empress Eugenie is
reported seriously i1l

Eugenie, empress of the French and
widow of Louis Nuapoleon, is the daughter
of Doni Maria Kirkpatrick, of Closeburn,
Dumfrieshire, Countess Dowager de Manti-
Jos. whose father wag English consul at
Maluga 3t the period of her marringe with
the Count D¢ Montijos, an officer In the
Spanish army., On the death of the count
de Montijos, his widow was left a4 fortune
adequate to the maintenance of the posi-
tion of herself and two diughters, one of
whom miurried the Duke of Alba and Ber-
wick.

For Eugenle, the Countess Teba, a high-
er destiny was reserved.  In 1851, accom-
piandied by her mother, she paiil a long
visit to Paris, where. at the various enter-
tzinments given at the Tuilleries she was
distinguished by the dignity and elegance
of her demeanor and by great personal
beauty, of the aristocratic English rather
that the Spanish style. Her meuntal gifis
were not less attractive,

Shortly after the opposition of higher
Northern powers had put an end to the
fdei of & union between Emperor Napoleon
1l and the Princess Carolawasa, of Swe-
ilen, he apprized the counecil of ministers
of his intended marriage with the daugh-
ter of the Countess de Montijos, o measure
which excited some disapproval among
them and even led to thelr temporary
withdrawal from office. During the shor:
time thuat intervened between the announca-
ment of the approaching event and its
reidization the Countess Teba and her
mothier took up their abode in the palace
of the Elyze. The marriage was celebrated
with much magpiticence on January @9,
183, at Notre Dime, the empress then
beleg in her Zrd year. On March 16, 1855,
she became the mother of an heir to the
house of Bonaparte. Up to the outbreak
of the war between Frunce and Germany
her life was comparatively uneventful, be-
ing pussed chiefly in the ordinary routine
of state etiguette.

When the war was declared and the Em-
perar Napoleon took the tleld, the empress
was appointed regent (July 27, 157). Imme-
diately after the revolution in Paris, on
September 4, she hastlly left the Tulllerles
and escaped from Frunce, landing five days
later at Ryde, in the Isie of Wight, and
shortly afterwards joining the prince lm-
perial at Hastings. Camden house at Chis-
elhurst was subsequently selected as a res-
idence by the imperial exiles, In the fol-
lowing year the empress went to Spaln on
a visit to her mother.

The emperor, Napoleon JILI, died at
Chiselhurst January 9, and fn 1879

1573,

the prince Imperial, who had accompanied |

the English army In the Zulu wiar, was
killed. His body was brought to Knzland

and buried at Chiselhurst, and the follow- C
ing vear, on the anniversary of her son’a |

death, the empress went to Zululand to
visit the fatal #pot. In 1581 she removed
from Camden house to the Farnborough
estate in Hampshire, close to the borlers
of the county of Surrey.

The Staatsburger Zeliung =ays that after
the funeral services in Berlin on Thursday
last, at which the emperor and empress
und many diplomats were present, the em-
peror in conversation with his ministers
expressed the wish that the “memory of
the great chancellor shall remain fresh and
undimmed with the Geérman people,
his grave become a placa of national pil-
grimage for all time."

Emperor William, replying to tha mes-
sace of condolence from _the Hamburg
senute upon the death of Bismarck, tele-
graphs us follows:

“Thic «vpression of your sympathy upon
the ovcasion of the death of the great
chancellor fills my afflicted heart Wwith
peculiar thankfulness, At the head of the
German migsion I realized with special
keernes=s the significines of the passing of
our great national hero.

“May the powerful emotion which his
death  has caused among all Germans
throughout the world testify to the firm
determination of the German people Lo
preserve and honor in gratitude the mem-
ory of that Immortal gtatesman by an ut-
ter devotion to the national idea, to the
emperor und the empire.”

It I# now =ald that Bismarck’'s memoirs
have been deposited in London, where they
will be printed and from which point Lney
wlill be distributed in order to prevent any
BI{.'linl'l by the German court to suppress
them .

Prince Herhert was not present at the
opern house service. He declined also to
atiend the service at Hamburg. All the
rooms of the Iate prince will be kept as
before his death. It Is now noticed that
all the seml-official papers have ceased to
publish nnvthing about Rismarck except
semi-officlal communlcations,

It Is asserted that shortly before he
died, in response to an imploring appeual
to Pinnow, his valet, the latter, disobeving
the doctor's orders, gave him a large glass
of champagne and mineral water. The
prince then slowly and peacefully expired.

TURKEY REPUDIATES CLAIMS.

Refunen Compennation for Losses Sas-
tained by Americans Daring
Armeninn Massacres.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Aug. 7.—The norte
on Friday replied to the American demand
for compensation for losses sustnined by
Ameriean subjects during the Armenian

The reply is the same as that given the
other powers, repudiating all responsibility
for the losses,

In the course of the farewell audience
of Dr. James B. Angell, the retiring Amer-
fean minister to Turkey, the sultan re-
ferred to the war between the United States
and Spain.

THE GULF PORTS LOSE.

Their Exports and Imports, Affected
by the War, Fall Below
Nermal.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 7.—A comparison of
the figures made by the bureau of statis-
tics covering the exports and imports of ths
various ports during the fiscal year with
those of preceding years show tha:t the
Atlantic ports, considered as an entire
Eroup, retained, when compared with the
Preceding year, their normal proportion of
the exports of the year, but lost slightly
in imports, the total increase in exports
in these ports being 17.61 per cent, while the
total Increase In exportation, from the en-
tire country was 1i.3 per cent; the total
Importations of the Atlantic ports, however,
fell 21.4, while the total importations into
the country decreased but 19.3 per cent. The
Gulf ports did not, 83 a whole, maintain
the rate of increase which the country at
large made in exports, thelr percentage of
Eain being but 8.6 per cent, against an av-
erage of 17.3 per cent for the total: while
their loss in Imports was still greater, be-
ing 29.9 per cent, against an average of 10.3
per cent for the entire country. The Pa-
eific ports made the most satisfactory rec-
ord of any group, their gain In exports be-
Ing 2.7 per cent, while they actually gained
in imports 16.3 per cent, while the total Im-
ports for the country were being decreased
19.3 per cent. The Northern border ports
made the largest percentage of galn In
exportations, thelr total for the year 27.2
per cent grealer than that of the preceding
year, whils in importations they lost 211
per cent.
