"In those primitive
days there was a strong bond of union be-

tween neighbors, and a man was accounted
a rear neighbor if he lived ten miles away.
If they found a bee tree they dhided the
honey with all their neighbors. If they
killed a hog or a beef all the neighbors
around had fresh meat, and no man would
steal a hog, because, even if he had the
disposition, he would not have dared to
divide the meat with his neighbors, nor
did he have the nerve to use it alone. But
as the people became more thrifty and got
to making money selfishness crept in and
the old neighborly spirit grew weak. Now
that the men are getting old the memory
01 tneir youtn is stronger witn them thanthe memory of more recent events, and
they are drawn toward each other as they
were in the early days, their kindly feeling
ana love cringing about tne organization of
this Old Men's Association, with Its pleas-
ant meetings."

Colonel Waters humorously referred to
the old distrust which the early settlers in
Missouri had for each other, the distrust
of the Kentucky and Southern Settlers forthe "Yankee" from New England, and thereturn of the feeling by the other party.
But as they came to know each other they
became friends, the young people married
and In the modern MIssourian united thebroad, liberal generosity of the Southerner
with the keen business thrift of the Yankee,making, as the colonel declared, "the bestcross of human blood on earth."This led to a talk of the ability of theAmerican people in general and their mani-fest destiny in the affairs of the world.He said this country could not afford to
follow.the example of that country whichbuilt a wall around Itself and lived to It-
self for 3.000 or.t.OW years and is now theweakest nation In the world. It is not wellfor natloris to be alone any more than forman to be alcne, and the speaker congrat-
ulated the old men that In the sixty orseventy or more years or their Uvea they
would see not only-- the wonderful advance-ment this country has made, but will alsosee Jhe end or Spain's four centuries ofcruelty and oppression In the Western hem-
isphere. He thought It our duty now, notonly to free Cuba, but to never abandonthe Philippines until they have a free gov-
ernment ofjome' sort, if need be, undera protectorate. "We cannot desert them."he said, "after having breathed into theirnostrils one breath of .freedom."

The hearty applause of the old men
ehowed how they felt about the Philippines,
and Colonel W. F. Cloud arose and made a
ehort Impromptu address in which he went
even farther than Colonel Waters. Heicam: Aminaiao is ngnutrg against being
taxed to death.

The Stock of the Boston Shoe Com-
pany, on Lower Main Street, In

the Sheriff's Hands.
An attachment suit instituted yesterday

against the Boston Shce'Company, of 540
Main street, by H. G. "Wills, a shoe man-
ufacturer of St. Joseph, brought to light a
complicated state of affairs, and as a con-
sequence, P. G. Johns, the president of the
company, is being eagerly sought after by
several interested persons. The attach-
ment was brought for the sum of ?475,which
th complainant says the company owes
him for goods.

When the deputies arrived to tcrve the
warrant they found the store in possession
of two men, R. D. Hasmer, who claimed
that he had just closed a deal by which he
became the owner, und A. J. August, of
St. Joseph. The doors were locked and the
deputies had considerable trouble in effect-
ing an entrance. Hasmer was finally in-
duced to open the doors, and was acquaint-
ed with the state of affairs. A deal had
Just been made, according to Hasmer's
story, by which ho became the proprietor
of the store, in consideration of a 335u check
drawn upon the First National bank and a
deed given to Johns for 176 acres of Kan-
sas land in the western Dart of the state.
Hasmer says that the bargain on
the understanding that the store was un-
incumbered, and when he ascertained the
real state of affairs he immediately hur-
ried to the bank with the Intention of stop-
ping payment on the check, but found that
it had been already cashed. Hasmer says
that he will bring proceedings against
Johns for obtaining money under false pre-
tense.

CROWDS RETURN FROM OMAHA

Kansas Cltans Knjoyed the Exposi-
tion and Their Treatment by

the Omaha People.
The majority of the Kansas City visit-

ors to the Omaha exposition readied home
yesterday, returning on the regular trains
of the Missouri Pacific and the Port Ar-

thur routes and on a special run by the
Burlington. The Burlington special left
Omaha at 11:30 Sunday night, and reached
Kansas City at 6:45 Monday morning. The
Port Arthur train was due here at 7:13 a.
m., but did not arrive until 1 o'clock in
the afternoon. The engine tender was
partially derailed near Plattsburg, owing
to heavy rains' putting the track in bad
condition, and a fen miles further on a
spring broke under the tank, both acci-
dents causing live and u half hours' delay.
The Manufacturers' Association was on
board this train.

EARLIER DELIVERY OF MAIL

Two Hoars' Time Saved to the Mer-

chants by a. Change in Postal
Arrangements.

Postmaster Sam Scott has completed ar-
rangements for a much quicker disposition
of the heavy mail brought to the city by
the fast mail over the Missouri Pacific
each morning at 10:35. As a result of the
new deal, merchants will get their mall
much earlier than under the old regime.
Tvi o of the mail clerks from the office here
are to travel on the train and distribute
tho mail into the carrier routes and have
lt all ready for the carriers when the train
reaches the city. By this means the han-
dling of the mail at the office la dispensed
with. At Station A the carriers will leave
the office with the mall ten minutes afterthe train reaches the city. This saves
Just about two hours in getting the mail
to the business houses of the West bot-
toms. At the main office an hour will be
scved and the mail will be all delivered
In the business district of the city at 11:30,
an hcur after the train reaches the city.

This arrangement was made by Colonel
Scott for the purpose of meeting the de-
mand for a quick and better handling of
the business mail in the wholesale dis-
trict. Under the new arrangements themail that comes in on the morning traincan all be handled so that all replies andorders may be filled the same day, which
in many instances means a saving of twodays in getting goods shipped. It is onlyone of the many improvements contem-plated for the purpose of giving to Kan-sas City an delivery of mail.

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ONE MILLION STAMPS.

The Union Bank Xote Company Starts
Its Stamp Imprinting De-

partment.
The Union Bank Note Company began

yesterday afternoon to imprint government
revenue 2 cent stamps on bank checks and
drafts, at its new building. No. 600 Dele-wa- re

street, under the supervision of J. C.
Lepscum, government stamp agent at their
factory. Tie stamping is done in a special
room, and the two printing presses set
aside to be used exclusively for this pur-
pose will be kept busy printing the orders
now on hand, which already amount to over
one minion stamps.

This company is tho originator of the
idea of having the stamps printed at Kan-
sas City. As far back as April this com
pany, through its president, r . D. Crabbs,
suggested to the honorable secretary of
the treasury the advisability of having
stamps imprinted on Danir cnecks anu
drafts in Kansas City. At first no encour-
agement was given, in fact the department
at Washington persistently refused to give
the matter any consideration whatever.
Later on. however, considerable pressure
was bsought to bear upon the department,
the great benefit and convenience to the
manifold business interests of the city and
adjacent territory was properly presented.
Kansas City was finally selected as a sta-
tion where stamps could be printed, and the
Union Bank Note Company received the
first appointment as licensee for doing the
stamping. The first check given by this
comuanv to the Internal revenue collecter
was lor h.kz. wiucn gave tnem permission
to print stamps on 91,100 bank checks and
drafts.

One can realize the enormous revenue the
government will derive from this source
alone, when it Is known that this amount
will represent only one average day's busi
ness for the Bank rote company.

A TENANT'S UNUSUAL DEFENSE

Refuses to Pay Rent on the Ground
That the Landlord's Title Is

Defective.
A rather unusual defense in landlord and
