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GEN. MILES’ PICNIC

HOW THE AMERICANS ARE BEING
FETED AND FEASTED.

A WILD RIDE TO UTUADO

GENERAL ROY STONE MAKES A DAR-
ING RECONNOISANCE,

Permits Four Newspaper Correspond-
enis in Carriages to Accompany
Him on a Scouting Tour Across
the Mountains—Utuado
Hospitality.

(Carrespondencn of the Associsted Presa)

PONCE, PORTO RICO, Aug. 3.—The
Porto Rican natives, especlally the poorer
classes, have given us the most enthus-
fastic welcome. They had dreamed for
years of e time when the bhand of the
oppressor would be removed from thelr
throats, end now it has come. With the
exception of a few of the rich, they seem
1o care little about the independence of
ithe {sland. The old revolutionists, ambi-
tious for political power, inquire anxlously
if we will retain possession of the Island,
und shout enthusiastically. But a great
muany care little for Independence, appar-
ently sure of the conviction that we came
to drive out the Spaniards.

Last Tuesddy the writer accompanied a
recopnoitering expedition under CGeneral
Roy Stone, of Pennsylvania, into the
mountains north of Ponee. It was Te-
markable in more ways than one. General
Miles had ascertnined that the enemy's
position at Albonito was almost impreog-
nable; and he had decided to turn the left
flank of the Spanish position, landing
General Brooke at Arroyo and moving his
column to Cayey, in the rear of the Span-
ich position at Albonito. The advisabllity
of a movement by our left flank was also
discussed. This could be done {f the road
#cross the mountains to Arecibo, on the
north coast, was passable. The reporis
were that there was a fine carriage road
from Utuado 10 Albonito. The only ques-
tion was as to the character of the road
a8 far as the former polnt. General Stone
volunteered to moke the reconnolssance.

He took with him several men of the sig-
nal corps, four newspaper correspondents
in ecarriages, armed with Remingtons, and
Company C, of the Becond Wisconsin, The
start was made at noon. The road led
straight up to the top of the mountaln for
ten miles; and the Infantry was soon far be-
hind. The carrlages were drawn by native
ponies and went up the mountalns on a
gallop. 1t was right into the heart of the
enemy’s country. The road rises to an al-
titude of 5000 feet. It is a marvelous plece
of engineering. At times It is hewn out of
molid rock, banging over sheer cliffs 1,00
feet deep. The scenery of the Alps, though
bolder, of course, i= not more beautiful.
Everything 1= covered with luxurious trop-
fcal verdure, even the rocks. Erilliant flow-
ering plants and trees, splash the green
with vivid color.

Once at the top, the completed military
road Is ended, and then we started on to
Ajuntus, ten miles off. The drivers drove
like jehus. The vehicles have no brakes
and the little ponies, on the descent, were
on the dead run o keep away from the
wheels. Bounding, turning, swaying. now
an inch from a precipiee on but two wheels
and now swinging in to the side of the clifr,
the occupants holding on for dear life, the
vehicles went at a terrific pace as the
drivers whipped their mad beasts. One
faise step would have sent us whirling off
into sparce. No other drivers could have
accomplished this feat. One more descent
we went tearing down, into the town. The
men and children lining the streets bom-
barded us with bouquets of roses, fuchlas
and wild flowers, while the men who formed
the tackeround cheered and cried: “Down
with Spain.”

Utuado s a quaint little town In the
mountaln end has a picturesque square
where the people can gather to cheer and
welecome, They had some American flags
which were waved everywhere. The alcalda
welcomed General Stone formally and the
lautter made the assembled populace a
¥peech from the veranda of the town hall.
In thelr enthuslasm the people could not
wiult for translation. Every sentence they
cheered. Then they cheered the transla-
tion. It was dark when the formalities
were over and every citizen constituted
himself & reception committee, besleging
the members of our party with Invitations
to dinner. General Stone finally accepted
the invitation of a rich English engineer
who had lived there fifty-four years. His
children spoke nothing but Spanish and
French, and the old gentleman was so
delighted that he can still speak English
thut he would not take no for an answer,
“I was afraid I had forgotten my native
Innguaee,” sald he, spesking slowly, ns 1f
groping for his words. “Of course, T read
English books, but no one here speaks En-
Elish, and the words soumd strange to me,
1t is like @ memory of former existence to
hear you talk, But It is =0 pleasant to
hear. 1 thank God an English speaking
people has come at last.”

The correspondents Insisted upon golng
1o the hotel, taking with them & half dozen
Datives who hod been pressing in their
invitations, and wo had dinner with half
ihe town at the doors and windows. Our
puests wanted to drink our health at every
panseé in the conversation and several
times during ench of the courses. They
eppeared intensely grieved when we de-
vlined 1o sample all the different kinds of
wine they offered us,

After we had finlshed, the natives begnn 4

to show alarm. They had supposed that
many troops were behind us. Two hundred
Spaniards had retrested through the town
in the morning, and the natives feared
they would return. We informed them that
our troops would be up In an hour or
more, though we knew they were miles he-
hind. After a councll of wur, General
Etone declded to suggest to the natives
the advisability of their maintalning a line
of outposts around the city, pending the
arrival of our troops. This they arrunged
10 do while we arranged our sleapling qt
ters, But the enemy dld not Appenr,
eral times crowds came under our windows
vnd awoke ts with cheers,

Mapriphted, 1988, by the Associziod Presa),
GUANTANAMO BAY., Aug. 11.—The
dreary length of time that Uncle Sam's
“Quaker-colored” war fleet has spent in
this bay, awuiting the outcome of the peace
negotintions, has given everybody, and es-
peclally officers, who chafe under the in-
sction, time to reflect upon more peaceful
thinge than shooting the enemy's vessels
into steel fragments. The offlcers of the
North Atlantic squadron are becoming en-
thusiastic over the desirabllity of the
United States holding this bay as a per-
manent naval bass, It is generally ugreed

all the West Indles, there is mot an an-
chorage that can compare with this one.

Here is a bay with a soft bottom in which
an anchor finds a good hold, thus prevent-
ing chains fouling. There is a splendid
entrance, fully & mile broad, between the
hills that proiect it, and with the danger-
ous West Indian reef minimized as to its
destructive tendencles by belng located only
on one gide, to the west. The hills at the
entrance are high enough for all purposes,
such as the placing of lighthouses and the
erection of earthwork fortifications, With
lights at the entrance there would b2 no
danger in entering the harbor at night,
and, Indeed, without such a gulde, the big
trans-Atlantle liners came in eafely. The
entrance could easily be mined for pro-
tection, and at short notice,

Once inslde the harbor, the splendid fa-
cllities are Immediately available. [t is
& broad expanee of water of great depth
and extending north Into the island for
Blx miles. Of course, the depth of forty
feet does mot prevail over the entire ex-
panse of the harbor, but at this writing
there are at least twenty large vessels an-
chored in the deep and well sheltered por-
Uon of the bay, and as many more could
find good anchorage.

The surver mude by Captaln Sumner, of
the cruiser Columbla, which was stopped
In 1855 by the Spanizsh government, shows
that there §8 ahout two and a half square
miles of anchorage of a depth of forty-
five feet or thereabouts, and far enough
inside to be Emtncted from any wind that
may blow. Then there is about two square
miles of anchorage for vessels drawing
twenty-four feet or less. In other words,
the great battleships lowa, Texas, Indiana,
Oregon and Massachusetts, and the eruls-
ers New York and Brooklyn, ecould be an-
chored in the first place, while the entire
remainder of the American navy could
rest further wp the bay. Torpedo boats
and small gunboats and converted vachis
:auid move in any portion of the immensa
Y.

There are good land points on small bays
where dry docks could be constructed and
where coaling facllities could be establish-
#l. Fresh water is obtainable at two
places, the mouth of the Guantanamo riv-
er, # mile from the entrance, and the
mouth of the Cayamense river, six miles
up the bay.

The remarkably healthy character of the
place, considering the general conditions
about the unhealthfulness of the whole
island, 18 demonstrated in the entire ab-
sence of sickness among the marines sta-
tioned there. With proper sanitary pre-
cautlons there need be no fear of sick-
ness, and it is evident that slckness among
the resident population In the cities near
hera 2 due to the lack of sanitary pre-
:ﬂutmm and the filthiness of the Inhabl-
ants,

A NEW FRENCH CABLE.

President McHinley and Presldent
Faure Open It by Exchanging
Felicltations.
WASHINGTON, Aug., 17.—President Me-
Kinley and President Faure, of France, to-
day exchanged direct felicitations over the
relations of the two countries and expres-
slons of muotunl esteem of the two chief
executives. The ocaslon was the opening
of a new cable between Cape Cod, Mass,,
and Havre, on the French eoast, and the
wires were connected to effect a through
circuit between the White House at Wash-
Ington and the presidential palace at
Havre. It was 10:25 o'clock this morning
when M. Cambon, the French ambassador;
M. Thiebaut, the first secretary, and Am-
bassador Cambon’s young son, together
with Actlng Secretary of State Moore, ar-
rived at the White House. They were
ushered upstairs, and finally Into the war
room, where Representative Tavlor, of
Ohlo, joined the party. There was first o
test of the wires, beginning with the line
from here to Cape Cod, thence to Havre,
When all wans in readiness, President Me-
Kinley, Acting Secretury Moore, M, Cam-
bon and son and M. Thiebaut and Repre-
sentative Tavlor stond back of the key
while President Faure and some f{riends
were at the Havre end. The message from

M. Fnure was ag follows:

“To His Excellency, Mr. McKinley, Presi.
dent of the United States of Amerlea.
“It afforde me special pleasure to inaugn-

rate the new submarine communication,

which will unite more directly than here-
tofore our two countries, by addressing to
you an expression of the feeling of slncera
sympathy existing between the French re-
public and the republie of the TUnited

States, 1 desire al=o to renew to yvou, Mr,

President, the assurance of my high es-

teem and constant friendship.

“FELIX FAURE.”

A minute later, at 10:38, President McKin-
lewy gent the rollowiniirosmmse:

“To His Excellency, M. Faure, President of
the Republic of France,

“I am happy to believe that every addi-
tlon to the means of communication be-
tween our two countries can serve only to
keep allve and to strengthen that feeling of
cordial good will which has so strikingly
mirked thelr relations both in early and tn
recent times., Permit me, Mr. President,
most heartily to reciprocate your expres-
slons of esteem and frierdshlp.

POWER FOR CRIPPLE CREEK.

It Will Be Transmitted From Canon
City by Wire in Form of
Electricity.

CANON CITY, COL., Aug. 17.—At noon
to-day the Canon City-Cripple Creek Power
and Electrle Company’s Immense plant in
this clity which is designed to furnish pow-
er and lights for the mines and mills of the
whole Cripple Creek district, about forty
miles distant, was put in motlon, Governor
Alva Adams pulling the lever, In the pres-
ence of a large number of capitalists and
mining men. The plant for the generation
of electricity is estahlished here on ac-

Most of the mines of the Cripple Creek
district are already equipped for the use
of elertricity in lights and power, and It is
estimated that a saving of 25 per cent will
thus be made in the cost of operating the
mines. The offices of the power company
are at Colarado Springs.

(. White, constructor of the Niagara Falls
ower sy=tem, and John G. Holmes,a prom-
nent Pittsburg banker, are among the di-
rectors.

WAR DEPARTMENT PUTS A SCHED-
ULE INTO EFFECT.

EXPORTS MUST PAY A DUTY

RATES DIFFER FROM THOSE IN EF-
FECT IN THE ANTILLES,

No Favors for Shippers To or From
the United States—Metric System
and Philippine Unit of Val-
ue Used In Levying
Duties,

WASHINGTON, Aug. 17.—The war de-
partment has issued regulations for the
guldance of officers concerned in the col-
lection of duties on imports and EXPOres,
taxes and other charges and exactions to
be collected as a military contribution at
ports and places in the possession or under
the control of the forces of the United
States in the Philippine Islands. The regu-
-lations are substantially the same as were
recently put into operation, in Cuba. The
rates of duty, however, differ in many im-
portant particulars. The light dues are
as follows, per net ton:

On each entry of a vessel from a port or
place except from another port or place in
the Philippines in possession of the United
States, $.10.

On each departure of a vessel for a port
or place, except for another port or place
in the Philipplnes In possession of the
United States, 10 cents.

On each entry of a vessel from another
port or place in the Philippines in posscs-
sion of the United States, 2 cents,

On each departure of & vessel for another
port or place in the Philippines In posses-
sion of the United States, 2 cents,

Goods of all kinds exported through ports
of the Philippines, deéclared open by the
United States, shall pay & charge of 1 peso
per 1,000 kilograms gross, as & charge for
wharfage, whatever be the port of destina-
tion or nationality of the exporting ves-
sel,

Goods of all kinds imported into ports
of the Philippines, declared open by the
United States and destined for trans-ship-
ment to other ports of the Philippines de-
clared open by the United States, shall pay
a charge for wharfage of one-half of 1
peso per 1,000 kilograms gross at the port
of trans-shipment as a due for wharfage.

SHIPPERS MUST FIGHT IT.

Government Not Concerned as to Who
Pays the Tax on Express
Recelpta.

NEW YORK, Aug. 17.—Last week the
express companies held a meeting in this
city and agreed that Colonel John J. Me-
Cook, counsel of Wells, Fargo & Company,
ghould secure from the attorney general
a ruling as to whether the shipper or the
express ¢ompany should bear the internal
révenue expense, Colonel MceCook has
Just received a letter from Attorney Gen-

eral Griges as follows:

“Replying to your letter of the 13th inst,,
I have the honor to advise you that the
attitude taken by the department of jus-
tice with reference to questions as to which
party, the shipper or the express company,
under the war revenue bill, is required to
furnish and pay for the revenue stamp
which {s required to be placed upon the
manifest or blll of lading, is that this Is a
matter entirely between the shipper and
tha company. This office holds that, =o
far as the govéernment is concerned, It Is
only inteested to know that the lawful tax
Is paid,

*As between the shipper and the express
company, I have decided that the matter
is not within my province of consideration
under any casa that has as yet arisen. Tha
United States distrlet attorneva are in-
structed by this office that they may pros-
ecute for the prescribed penanlty any com-
pany which Issues & manifest or bhill of
lading without the prescribed stamp; but
that in controversies arising beiween ship-
pers and express companles, as to which
one shall be required to bear the expenss
of the stamp, the government has no direct
concern under the war revenue law.”

EXPRESS STAMP TAX.

Missouri Railrond Comminssioners Say
They Can't Force Companies
to Pay It.

JEFFERSON CITY, MO,, Aug, 17.—(Spe-
clal.) Thea Missouri railrond commissioners
to-day decided that the express companies
ehould pay for the revenue stamps used on
receipts issued by them, but declare that,
since the tariff of the different companies
has mnot been increased, the board has no
authority to act in the matter. The case
decided was the complaint of Commissioner
Vunlandingham, of the St. Louls traffic
bureau, agalnst express companies, The
opinion of the board says:

It Is the opinion of the commissioners
that the evident Intent of the law Is, that
receipls jssued by express companies should
boe stamped by the company issuing them,
and not by tha shipper or consignor. The
act referred to, however, does not definitely
state by whom the required stamp shall
be afixaed, nor, as the commissioners ars
informed, does the intermal revenue de-
partment decide as regards this question.
If the stamp must be pald for by the
shipper the aggregate charge to him is in-
creaged by the amount paid for the stamp,
and o far as he Is concerned there i{s an
increase In the rate. But the express com-
panies do not increase thelr transportation
rates, and claim that the stamp required
has nothing to do with the servica rendered,
but i{s for an entirely separate transaction,
which the law requires shall be pald for by
some one, a8 yet undecided, and that after
the completion of thls separate transaction
the transportiation service begine, and for
which no more than the legal charge is
made,  The question to be declded is, by
whom must the expense of the required
stamp be borne, The opinlon of the com-
missloners Is as hereinbefore stated, but
their opinion in this case is not law, nor
would it be of any effect in deciding the
matter, The question Is now In the courts
for settlement, and until finally decided
must remnin an open one. Should the de-
cision of the courts bs adverse to the ex-
press companies, and afterwards rates
should be increased by them to cover the
additional expense Incurred by reason of
the tax, then the commission would have
full jurisdiction, and, after bearing, could,
it found proper, restore the old rates. As
the matter stands, there ls no Increase in
the rate tariffs of the express companles,
and ns regards the question of lability for
the enst of the stamp required, the com-
missioners decide they have no jurisdic-
tion.”
