That His Man Has Eloded the
Officers, bnt He Hopes
to Get Him Yelt,

Jim Redmond, who is wanted by the po-
lice of this city for complicity in the mur-
der of Emmu Schumacher with John Ken-
nedy, and who was located «t Montauk
Foint several ddaye ago, has again slipped
from the grusp of the law, having desert-
ed his troop Friday night. A dispatch was
yecelved by Chief Hayes yesterdauy to this
effect:

Jersey City, Aug. 30, 1958,
Chief Hares, Kansas Clty, Mo

Hedzinnd esxcaped government authoritiea at
Montauk Pont, L. L, & wlght. General alarm sent
cut o reeagtiure, Ofoer Boyle arrived just pow.

A= exclusively announced in The Jour-
nal last week, Redmond enlistéed In the
rough riders ut Rock Springs, Wyo., where
he had been at work ig the coul mines,
under the name of M. Seville, and in the
course of time, when it became pecessary
1o Increase the numbers of “Teddy"” Roose-
velt's troops, he went to this command, and
undoubledly took purt in the battles about
Suntlugo. After the capture of this city,
the rough riders were embarked and taken
to Montuuk Point. Here it was that Chiel
Haye=, who had indefatigably been follow-
icg up every clue to Hedmond's where-
abouts, Nnally located him.

Commuuication was established with
Colonel Roosevelt, and a reply came to the
oflect that he could not arrest the man,
Lut would turn him over to the police as
spon #8 & warrant and the proper re-
quisition papers were presented to him.

The sid of the police of Jersey City, whera
1he troops were temporarily encamped, was
esked, and an officer made an attempt to
make the arrest. but the officers of the
rou?h riders would not give him up. De-
tective Boyle, with warrants and requisi-
tion papers, was immediately sent on, but
arived too late,

It s hardly likely that he will escape,
for _all the police within a hundred miles
of New York have bLeen notified to be on
the lookout for him, and this, coupled with
the fact that the country is unknown to
him and that he is readily ldenufied be-
cause of the pood descriptions thnt are
furnished, renders probable his capturs
within the next few days.

WANT AN INJUNCTION.

Kunsas Avenue Property Owners Say
Paving Contracts Were I1-
legally Awarded.

Property owners on Kansas avenue yes-
terday instituted an injunction sult against
the city, asking that the court enjoin the
collection of speclal taxes levied to pay
for the paving of Kansas avenue. The
plaintiffs recite o number of reasons why
the taxes should not be charged agalnst
this property, the first belng that the peti-
tion for the paving was not signed by a
majority of resident owners, unless the
Kaw Valley Townsite and Bridge Com-
piuny. representing 4,042 feet, be counted,
#nd that it should not be counted bocause
it is not a competent signer to the peti-
tion, for the resson thut, although Incor-
porsted under laws of the state of
Kansas, it has never maintained its offices
in the state, as required by law, and that
the petition was not signed by the board
of directors, nor was the signing author-
tzed by it.

Secund—That the petition provided for
two different kinds of pavement in differ-
ent  localities, and that signers for one
Kind of pavement were nol competent to
sign for a different kind in front of other
BT rty.

TElrd—That the petition for said pave-
ment required a portion of the paving to
be done with Trinldad lake asphalt, and
that as the Barber Asphalt Company con-
trels the entire output of that kind of
usphaltum, such provision guave 1them a
moropoly, prevented competition and was
illezal and vold.

Fourth—That the petition required an-
other portion of the paving to be done
with wvitriled brick of the *“Pitsburg
brand”; that the “Plttsburg brand” of vit-
rified brick is made by but one company,
and that this provislon gave it a monop-
oly, prevented competitive bidding, caused
&n extortionate price to be paid, and was
fllegal and vold.

The property Included is practically all of
Kansas savenue; the amount involved is
about $60.00, and the result of the litiga-
tion, if successful, will be to relleve the
Kansgas avenue property and throw the bur-
den on to the city at large.

CFP LAST NIGHT.

The Port Arthur Route Pot In a One-
Way Rate of 82.65 to Omahn and
Buarlington Withdrew Low
Rate From St. Joseph,

The little flurry in Kansas City rates to
Omaha fs over and people will have to go
back to paying schedule rates for tickets
except on the occasional days when spe-
clal ugreed excursion rites are made.

Both the Missouri Pacific und the Burl-
ington met the Port Arthur road's rate of
$5.20 for the round trip, but vesterday morn-
ing the Port Arthur route foreed the tight-
ing by annottic 7 o one way rate of §.65
to Omaha, The Missourl Pacltic promptiy
met thi= figure and both rouds sold a good
many tickets to Omaha during the day at
that price,

The Burlington, however, refusad to meet
the cut and Instead began negotintions with
the Port Arthur peopie looking to a decin-
ration of peace. The Burlington agreed 1o
withdraw lts round trip rate of $1.55 from
8t. Jeseph to Omaha and return if the
Port Arthur would drop the fizht, aml thia
was agreed to by Pittshurg & Gulf officials.
They made the rate of $5.20 for the round
trip in the first place to meet the St. Jo-
seph condition which they sald aillowed
Kansas City people to get to Omahin over
the Burlington by buyicg a rouud trip to
St. Josmph and then purchasing the 3175
round trip from there on to Omaha.

The cut priggs were kept in foree all day
vesterday, but were dithdruwn after the
cloge of business last night, and the regular
tariff and excursion rates res So the
$2.65 rate to Omaha only lasted about fif-
teen hours, but lots of people took advant-
age of It while it was going.

NEW FREIGHT DEPOT.

The Port Arthuor Ronte Will Buoild a
Fine One in the Went Bot-
toms This Fall,

depot in the West bottoms this fall. The
building will be put up exactly parallel to
tha recently built Frisco depot and will be
almest an exact counterpart of that ex-
cellent building. The plans are drawn ggd
everything is In readiness to begin witk
very shortly. The bullding will cost in the
neighborhood of $15,000. 1t will have a two
story portion for offices and the ware-
heuse part will be solidly built with both
¢hiles composed entirely of doors hung on
welrhts to make it possible to load or un-
load freight just as closely together ns
wagens or freight ears can be bunched.
The warerooms will. have five platform
seales 1o facilitnte weighing. The hulld-

| Ing will be of brick with siate roof. It
wiill stand just {ifty feet west of the
erisco depot and the space between the

two will be utilized feor loading and un-
{onding frelght from wngons, The tracks
for the Port Arthur depoet will be on tha
west side of the building, while those for
the Frisco are on the east side of that
structure. When the new building {s com-
{Oldll-‘il the old Belt line depot, now used
1w the Port Arthur rote, will be torn down.

BLOCK SYSTEM FOR SANTA FE.

Chicago Division Now Belng Equipped
With These Signnls—To Be Ex-
tended Entire Length.

TOPEKA, Aug. 20.—(Special} The work
of equipping the Chicago divislon of the
S:inta Fe with the absolute block signal
system, as now in operation on the maln
line from Kansas City to Newton and on
the Emporia branch, was commenced yes-
terday. It Is expected to have the system
in oparation from Chicago to Kansas City
by the middle of Scptember,

In order to divide the 458 miles of the
divielon Into blocks of from five to elght
miles each, it will be necessary to estab-
lish offices at fifteen of the smaller stations
through Missouri, JTowa and Illinois. Block
offices will be at once bulit and operators
installed at the following statlons:

Tedens, Burnville, Drummon, Gorman,
Caton, Holton and Knox in Illlnols.

Muacuta in lowa.

Cama, K

Kenwood, Ollver, Clark, Taleman,
Nimrod and Wayne In Alissouri.

With the Chicago division equipped with
the block =v=tem, the Bania Fo will huve
in the neighborhood of L0 miles of track
controlled by that eignal system, It will
ba later extended over the Southern divi-
slon of the road, and it is probably but a
question of time untll it is extended over all
tihe lines of the Santa Fe rallway proper.

1 cannot afford to drink or use chocolate
in such quantitie2 ut the rate of 4 cents
per pound, Our taxes are high and when
one has a claim agsainst the county he
Fas to sue to get it and then walt a year
after he has obtained 2 judgment, The
commissioners nappenr to tike no heed of
this anmd, iInstead of trying o economlize,
are plunging the county deeper into debt
wnd adding to our already high taxes, It
is high time for the Civic Federation to
call & halt and if they are unahle to cope
with the county bourd then 1 am in favor
f a citizens' committee of taxpayers tuk-
ing hold and, if need be, tuke the maltcer
Into the courts.”

A number of others spoke in a similar
straln and stated that it was thme to teach
the Democrdtic boaurd of commissioners
the true value of the people’s money, They
alzo favored the culling of a public mect-
ing., where at this and several other re-
forms could be tuken up and discussed.
