POWDER MILL EXPLOSION.

Two Men Killed and n Number
Othcm Injured nt Colc-- vi

nil, Tcnn.
CHATTANOOGA. TENN.. Aug. 22.--At 8

o'clock this morning an explosion occurred
In the plant of the Chattanooga Powder
Companj- - at Colewah. Tcnn.. eighteen
miles north "of Chattanooga, killing two
men and injuring slightly a number of oth-
ers. The men killed were Luclan II. Eakiu
and Harlan Medeskc, both white men of
families.

The caue of the explosion is not known
and probably will not be. Tho building in
which the explosion occurred, and which
was the largest of several in use. took tire
immediately after the explosion and burned

the ground. The loss will be about 10,000,
mainly on the building and machlncrj-- , as
but little powder was on hand.

son called on President McKInley y

and spent thirtj-tiv- e minutes with him in
discuion of tho Cuban commission's
plans and other matteis. He reached here
on the tram from New "iork at 3.JS otlock
tills afternoon, and drove immediately to

the navy department. There lie spent
some minutes exchanging courte-ie- s with
the naval oflicials, when Acting Secretary
of the Navy Allen diove with him to tho
White House, the two joining the president
at a quarter past 4.

The pre-I- di nt shook the admiral's hand
verj- - cordially and Inquired about his ex-

perience in commanding the fleet in the'
Cuban waters. Admiral Sampon referred
briefly to a number or the important inti-den- ts

In tho war. and in respon-- e to an
inquiry from the president expre. ed his
gratlUcation at the achievement of Julj- - 3,

when Admiral Cerv era's lleet was anni-
hilated.

Tho details of the great battle were gone
over quite thoroughly-- . The pre-ide- nt at
the outset took occasion to express his
thanks to the admiral for the success of
the battle, and showed deep interest in the
storj- - of the engagement as told bj him
The talk aIo bore on the reasons for not
entering the harbor at Santiago and the
placing of the mines and torpedoes in Cu
ban ports.

The plans of the commission to arrange
for the evacuation of Cuba were talked
over, and the president was asked as to
whether formal instructions would be giv-

en the commission. Mr. McKinlej- - told
tho admiral that written instructions would
be given the commission in a few dajs.
The talk along this line was of a general
nature and laid down no strict line of
policj .

During the call, Secretarj- - Alger came
over from the war department to consult
the president regarding the disposition of
troops, and, finding Admiral Sampson
there, greeted him and joined in the dis-

cussion.
Both Rear Admirals Sampson and Schlej-ha- d

been invited hero bj-- tho president to
confer on the plans of the commission,
but Admiral Schley did not arrive this
afternoon. Admiral Sampson looked some-
what fatigued. He did not wear his uni-

form, being attired in an ordinary sack
suit of light mixed cloth. He refused to
talk for publication at this time. When
asked how long he would remain, he an-

swered: "No longer than necesarj"
After leaving the president, he stopped

just long enough to gratify several auto
graph enthusiasts, and then drove on: 10

his hotel, where Acting Secretary Allen left
him. The latter announced positively that
the admiral would retain his command of
the North Atlantic squadron, while ona of
the Cuban commissioners.

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KILLED BYAN ELEVATOR.

Hnaso Plijxlc-ini-i nt the Plnnters' Ho-

tel in St. Lonls Meets a. Hor-

rible Death.
ST. LOUIS. Aug. 22. Dr. C. M. Hibbard,

house phjsician of the Planters' hotel, was
instantly killed shortly after 5 o'clock this
afternoon by falling down an elevator shaft
from the second floor of tho hotel. He was
well known to travelers all over tho coun-tr- j.

Major Warner, ot Kansas City, was in
the elevator cage at tho time.

At the seventh floor tho doctor started to
get out. The cage had stopped, but as
the doctor was in the act of stepping out
the cage shot up and caught him. The boy
in charge reversed the elevator when tho
doctor had been crushed. As ho did so the
doctor cried, "For God's sake, stop tho ele-

vator!"
As tho cage descended, he was released,

and fell first to the seventh floor and then
rolled into the open shaft, falling to the
bottom. Major Warner sajs it was one of
the most distressing accidents he ever wit-
nessed.

SHOT IN THE PULPIT.

An Attempt Mnde to Assassinate
Congregational Misslonary

in the South.
NEW YORK, Aug. 22. The American

Mis-iona- ry Association has received dis-

patches stating that the Rev. Mr. J. B.
rietcher, a Congregational minister and
ono of its missionaries, has been shot while
attempting to organize a. Congregational
church at Smiley, Ga , which is about
twenty miles from his home at Hagin, Ga.
He went to Smiley as the result of corre-
spondence concerning the organization of
the church which has been earned on for
several months. While in the pulpit he was
shot through the window, his bedj-- being
riddled with 107 buckshot and sev eral small
shots. Thej- - entered his hips and thighs,
one lodging in his left hand and five In his
right hand. He fainted as he fell. His
wife, with the assistance of others, put
him into a buggy and took him twenty
miles to ins nome.

His condition is serious, although the ex-
pectation is that he will recover. But two
shots have been removed from his body.
One of his assailants has been arrested;
the others have been located,, and it is be-
lieved that they will be arrested in a short
time. Mr. Fletcher's wife was made tem-
porarily insano by the occurrence, but has
regained her reaon. Mr. Fletcher an-
nounces his purpose to prosecute his assail-
ants at whatever cost to himself. The
would-b- e assa-sln- s are said to be colored
oflicials of a Methodist church, but the of-
ficial- of the association are eireful to ac-
quit Methodism of any responsibility for the
crime.

Considerable significance attaches to the
naming of Marquis Montero on the Cuban
commission, as It indicates a purpose on
tho part of Spain to go into the future
government of Cuba.

Spanish or
American, takn from civil life. He is
secretarv- - of the treasury or the Cuban
autonomist cabinet, and all his interests-nr-

connected with the government ot
Cuba, rather1 than with the military ques-
tion of the Spanish evacuation of Cuba.
Ho Is named, it Is believed. In order to
carrj' out Spain's desire to have an under-
standing as to the future government of
the Island, being intimately familiar with
the questions of the civil administration
of Cuba. As secretary of the Cuban treas-
ury ho is also familiar with questions af-
fecting the Cuban debt.

GENERAL GARCIA'S REPORT.

Detailed Account of His
With General Shatter nt

Santiago.
NEW YORK. Aug. 22. General Calixto

Garcia has sent his first official statement
concerning the Cuban operations at San-
tiago to the Cuban junta in this city. The
messenger bearing General Garcia's state-
ment arrived and Horatio S. Ru-

bens, counsel for the- Junta, gave out the
translation of the statement

The report Is very lengthy. It begins
with a recital of the early ot
the Insurgents with the Americans at San-
tiago, the account differing In no partic-
ular from the American, accounts alreadj-publishe-

"Perfect fraternitj- - reigned among the
Cuban und American soldiers, who vied
with each other in good feeling," sajs Gen-
eral Garcia. "On account of the scarcity
of food in the territory in which we were.
from the lirst the Americans supplied us
with the iiecttarj- - rations for the subsist-
ence ot our forces. On the 2th General
Shatter and mjstlf hid completed the
pi in of attack, and I received from him
the order to march on the morrow with
my forces toward Santiago, which ho him
self would do that same day. some regi-
ments and cannon having already ad-
vanced."

Then follows a detailed account of the
assault on El Canej-- , In which it is claimed
the Cubans took active part.

After telling of tho later fighting and
of the armistice, the report continues:

Our losses this 1st day of July were
about 100," sajs the report, "all our forces
being under the enemj-'- s fire. General
Shafter ordered me to occupj- - the right
Hank of his armj- - in the advance on San-
tiago, and I made a night march, camp-
ing at 10 o'clock the same night at the
country house Ducureau. after ordering
same forces almost on to Santiago "

8 p.

"On the 9th. the armistice continuing, the
enemj- - asked permission to evacuate the
city and retire to Holguin. General Shaf-
ter replied that he would submit the propo-
sition to his government. I pointed out to
General Shafter the unwisdom ot allowing
evacuation in that form."

General Garcia recites the details of the
surrender, and sajs that, with the surren-
der of the city of Santiago and other towns
which will be evacuated "4iortlj the ter
ritory of the First armj- - corps will be free
and that of the Second corps nearlj- - so.

General Garcia closes bj-- sajlng:
"The American government has decided

to occupj- - the city of Santiago at pre-e- nt

with two regiments, and, as General Miles
ban not given me orders to in
further operations, I retire with my forces
to their respective territorie-- . I give the
corresponding orders that the 1.500 men
jou have asked for from Oriente be put
at the disposal of General Juan Ducasse,
in the manner that he maj-- desire."

FAULT OF THE STATE.

One Reason Why the Third Regiment
Did Not Go to the

Front.
"If I can receive satisfactory evidence-tha- t

the majority of the enlisted men in
the Third regiment are desirous ot getting
out of the service, I shall help In all wajs
that I can to bring about tho desired re-

sult," said Congressman W. S. Cowherd
to a reporter for The Journal last evening.

"I understand from the papers." he con
tinued, "that President McKinlej- - has In-

dicated that he will be guided In that way
in mustering out the men; he will find
out the preference of the enlisted men In
regard to whether they wish to be mus-
tered out or remain in the service."

Mr. Cowherd said that he had not yet
received the petition from the men, which
13 reported to be on the way to him, ask-
ing that he help them In getting mustered
out, but he has had letters from men and
officers of the regiment which lead him to
believe that the petition is coming. He
ha3 also had calls from the parents and
families of auite a number of the men.
and, of course, thej- - are all anxious to get
the boys out and have them home again.
The congressman said that he could readily
understand the feeling of many of the
men who left good salaries to go to the
war and who. now that there is no oppor
tunity for the glory or excitement of war,
do not wish to do garrison duty in the
West Indies for the low wages the com-
mon soldier receives.

Mr. Cowherd said that while, as is always1
the case In war, some favoritism, was
shown in getting troops to the front where
there is opportunity for distinction, he
thnucht Dartlal reason for the selections
made maj-- have arisen from the fact that
in the older Eastern states tne troops were
all equipped when they went into the
sen Ice.

"Why." he said, "some of the Pennsyl-
vania, Rhode Island. New Y'ork and other
Eastern troops went into camp equipped
with everj thing, including guns, uniforms,
extra blankets and cWn down to their
slickers. Pennsjlvan'a appropriates $100,000

for her militia, as against $20000 by Mis-
souri, and tho troops in such states as that
were fully equipped by their own states,
and did not hav e to wait upon the govern-
ment. They were ready to go to Cuba as
soon as the government wanted them. On
the other hand, the Third Missouri, which
went out better equipped than some other
Missouri regiments, probably had TOO out
of Its 1,200 men go Into camp without either
uniforms or arms. It took some time to
geLthem readj- - to go."

Jfr. Cowherd said that for his own part
he did not trj-- to get the regiment to
Cuba during the terrible sickly season of
the wet summer time, but he used all of
his endeavors In getting the regiment well
equipped, and made a strong enon to get
thpm Kent to the more healthful climate
of Porto Rico, while there seemed a pros-
pect of getting into the fight and winning
the distinction they certainly would have
merited. Now that the fighting is over he
Is willing to help in whntever direction the
men of the regiment say they want him to.

SEVEN MEN KILLED.

PITTSBURG, PA., Aug. 23. A terrible

accident, by which seven men lost their
lives, occurred early this morning in the

200 men. Much blasting has been done.
and although It is said every precaution
had been taken to prevent casualties, from
the reports received at tho hour of writ-
ing this, it seems that, by using too large
a quantity of explosive, an unexpected
amount of earth and rock was loosened,
which caved In on tho workmen.
