SENATOR DAVIS WOLLD XEVER
HAUL OLD GLORY DOWN.

PEACE COMMISSIONER'S VIEWS

FPLAINLY ANNOUNCES HIMSELF A
RADICAL EXPANSIONIST.

Would Bailld More Battleships and
More Cruisers and Still More Hat-
tleships—Says Americen Has
Risen to a New
Plane.

NEW TYORK, Aug. 20.—"The Americnn
people are aglow with patriotic fervor, and
the uimost calicness is necessary In con-
sidering our future course,” sald United
SBtates SBenntor Cushman K. Davis, before
leaving the city for his home to prepare
for his journey to Paris as one of the five
commissioners to arrange the final terms
of peace between the victorious United
Btates und defeated Bpain.

“Events have made vs one of the great
powers of the earth,” he continued. “What-
ever we may have desired ourselves here-
tofore, destiny has forced upon us respon-
elbflitien that we must recognlze and ac-
cept. We have become a potent factor in
the world's progress. A greater actual
naval and military power we arc already.
We are not &rong enough yet, but not ap
hour must be lost in equipping ourselves
1o cope with any emergency that may con-
front we. Our voluntesr army is ns good,
if not better, than any force of the kind
in this world, but we cannot rest secure
in that thought. We must have a large
regular army ready at eall in the future
We muet have a2 good a navy as Any na-
tion om eurth. We have an excellent he-
ginning. Bhip for ship we need fear no-
body. “But we-must build ships with true
Ameritan“energy” Xothing must deter us.
We kpow thiat we have the men to put
behind, the guns , Love of gunnery ls an
Amertenn charseteristic. When, we were,
boys, #1l of ms knew how to handle fire-
arms. A gun I8 the earllest thought of
the American youth. Men are only growa
up boye., That explains our success at
Manilu pnd Samtiago.”

“How ir¢ we likely to be mepaced in 1
the future”” was asked,

“Actuully, we are not a whit more ex-
posed to mttack ux a cclonial power than
we have been every hour since the active
advent of steam sea power. The glorious
victories of our navy have brought us new
responsibilities, but the Philippines or the
Sandwich islands ire not more isolated than
nre parts of our Paclfic coast. Hereafter
our power must be felt on the Paclfic ocean.
The mere addition of a few hundred square
miles of territory by capture or treaty does
not increage our danger.

“China & the coveted part of the earth’s
surface to-day: but who could have pre-
dicted six months ago that Russin, Ger-
many or Japan would not covet a foothold
on the North American continent? Now
we see the trend of events in the East
Providence has stepped in to point the
future course for us.

“We must police the Paclfic ocean.
coast has been our vulnerable polnt.

“You understand,] am on record as fayor-
ing the retention of territory that has been
scquired by the splendid victories of our
arme. I am an American citizen, speaking
as such, and my remarks have nothing to
do with official duties that 1 shall under-
tuke on October 1 as & commissioner to the
congress of Paris

“What that body will or will not do, I
would notv predict If 1 could. 1 am talking
©of the sliuation as it existg to-day, and as
every American citizen can see it, The in-
terests of the Unlted States must be jeal-
ously guarded from this hour onward. We
have been remiss and Indifferent in the
past. Think of the Virginlus massacre.
That was the hour in which we should
have taught Bpain her lesson. Long Years
of suffering and blpodshed would have been
avolded, It is idle to say that the Virgin-
fus was not an American ship. Many of
the men aboard her were American citizens
and the ship was caught on the high seas.
The men were shot in cold blood—and we
stood It. We endured such an outrage with
General Grant, a brave and true man, at
the head of affaire. 1t was not cowardice on
the part of the American people, but It was
a lethuregy and indifference that was quite
as dehasing in the sizght of the world. That
was whet jusiified all rubsequent Spanish
bluff and bravado.

“But we have risen (o i new plane—to the
level that we really were entitled to hold
all along. Nothing but the indifference of
our stntesmen has prevented the United
Btates from occupying the piace to which
it helofiged. The American people have had
the courage of their destiny all the time.
They have-never faitered,

"“"Hereafter, I tell you, the maritime, com-
mercial and political geniux of our people
will not permit thelr governing power to
be ind|fferent to thelr honor or their prog-
ress. Angulrage ke that at S8antlago de
Cubn—wheresnearly half a hundred Amer-
fcang were stosd-up agninst o wall and
shot—would not be pnassed over to-day.

“How do you suppoes 5 _similar massacre
of American cltizens In Havanag would be
received thie sfternoen? Why, our war-

Before midnight. Thut's the dfference,
And it 1s well.

“The United States has ceased to be the
Chinn of the Western continent. We are
#live, thank God, and muost not be insulted
by any power in the world, great or small,

“Thut's the difference between the 1nited
Btutex of the Ty and to-day,

make every patriot glad? Wars are Inev-
ftable—or all Listory is false. Steam power
has broadened their srea. No nation Is
eafe.

“Are we 10 be weak lke Japan? Can we
contemplate for an instant the interference
of any power that shall abridge the majes-
ty and glory inld ot our feet by the In-
comparable Dewey? [ say ‘never.’

“Thercfore you may quole me just as
strongly ks 3ou can as saving: ‘More bat-
tleshipe, und, after that, more erulsers and
battieships again. e men will step for-
ward as fast ns we can build the =hips'

coast fromi Bering strait to San Diego? The
Asintic sltuntion {8 one that deeply con-
cerns us.

APPEAL TO SALISBURY.

Leading Commercial Men at Manila
Urge Him to Interfere in
Philippines.

LONDON, Aug. 3M,—The Manlla corre-
Fpenéent of the Times says: @The leading
commercial men here have signed a me-
morial to Lord Sallsbury urging him to
use his influence to prevent the Spaniards
from regaining supremacy in the Philip-

ploes.

“The conduct of the American troops is
admirable. The town, =ince their occupa-
tion, has been w@aoderfully free from dis-
turbance. General Green has been ordered
to return to Washington. He will sall with
Genern! Merritt.”

LONDON, Aug. 2.—A dilspatch from Ma-
nila to a news agency, dated August 5,
via Hong Kong, =ays:

“The frictlon between the Americans and
natlves requlres exceptional abllity o
avolid total allenatien. 1 find that several
kigh Amerlean officinls of mediocre edu-
cation are utterly unacguainted with Ori-
entil ideas and unable to understand the
primitive races. Most of the Americans
ure deficlent In patience, and numerous
trifling misunderstandings  intensify  the
friction, 1 believe the Americans too hard,

“The Amerlcan censor prohibits  the
sending of a single word about the Cavite
incident of yesterday, and he threatens to
cxpel any correspondent who mentions ft,
A deputztion from the press i golug to
General Merritt to protest agalnst hiz ac-
tlon. The affulr began In a drunken Amer-
jcan shooting and native sentries tried to
shoot him. In consequence of the melee
four patives and one American were killed,
and it s now generally misreporied ns be-
ing a deliberate inauguration of hostiil-
ties,

“General Merritt returned thelr arms to
the company of natives who fired upon the
Americans, presumably inadvertently. The
natives assert that Aguinaldo forced Gen-
ernl Merritt to liberate them and return
their weapons.

“The Americans condemn General
ritt’s conduct.™

The same correspondent cables that the
Americans are only “partly patrolling the
town.”

MANILA. Aug. 29.—Aguinaldo will send
representatives to Parls to plead the cause
of the Philippine Islands. A convention of
Fillpinog I8 now In sesslon at Cavite con
sidering whether the natives at large shall
co-operate in that project or not. Altend-
ing it are some (nfluential islanders who
fought with the Spaniards agnainst Aguln-
aldo, but now have buried the hatchet and
hope 10 see n native government establish-
ed. The others include active insurgent
Ieaders, representative native civiliana and
haifbreeds,

This convention probably will vole to
send a delegation to Paris, but Aguinaldo
Is resolved 1o be represented before the
prace commission anyhow. If the native
gathering votes the proposition down, he
will gend personal agents to submit, ofli-
clally, the views and aspirations of the
leader of the Insurrection.

This native embassy, whether commis-
sioned by the islanders at large or by the
Insurgent chief, doubtless will urge that
the peace treaty provide for a native re-
publie under an American protectorate. It
certainly will protest strenuously against
a restoration of Spanish control

It will ask that the archipelago be given
to the United States ns a possession rather
than be subjected again to the blight of
Spanish rule.

Aguinaldo says that, personally, he is
favorable to the Americans, but his nrmy
I= fighting for complete independence,

There is little falth, however, in speclous
promises.

DENBY ON CHINA'S FUTURE.

Ameriean Minister Thinks America,
England and Japan Will Pre-
vent Partition.

DETROIT. MICH., Aug. 2 —Colonel
Charles Denby, who wa= minlster to China
for thirteen years and was relieved from
his post but a few weeks ago, arrived here
yesterday direct from San Francisco. 1In
an interview Colonel Denby sald:

“In my ovinlon China will never be dis-
membered among the great European na-
tions, as T do not think that the Unlted
States, England and Japan will permit "

Colonel Denby said that the Chinese trade
of Russia, France and Germany was sma‘l
in comparison with that of the TUnlted
Buite= and England. Both China apd Jap-
an, Colonel Denby sald, favored thé reten-
tlon of the Philippine islands by the Unlted
Btates., While on the Philippine subject
Colonel Denby took occasion to remark
that Admiral Dewes's victory had ndfl(:d
grently to the dignity and Influence of hix
office us Unlted States minister, the Chi-
nese theretofors having believed the United
Stutes 1o be only a great commerclal na-
tlon. Incapable of such victories. Colonel
Denby stated that the famous battle had
had much the same effect on Japan.

Hawallan annexation was something Col-

MANY SICK AT FRISCO.

In Spite of Precantions Health Condi-
tions at Camp Merritt Grow
Worse.

SAN FRANCISCO, Aug. 20.—In spite of
the g#reat precautions taken by the loecal
military authorities, the heiith conditions
atl the local camp are worse than ever. To-
day the total number of sick Is the largest
yet known. The total is 308, five of these
being In private hospltals, fifty-five out on
furloughs, eleven In outlying hospitais, and
717 in the diviglon hospital proper. The
Seventh California is still to the front with
cighty-two cases. Private Frank H. Rodl-
fbuugh, Company H, Se¢venth California,
died yesierday u?l.ernoon of typhoid fever.
There are sixteen or elghteen typhold sus-
pects In the hospital. The Tennessee regl-
ment hax sixty-five sick men and the Fifty-
first lowa fifty-six. There were fifty-eight
Fil‘il‘l’"ﬁ in the Presidio hospltal this morn-
ng. several of these having typhoid fever
in its first stages.

A cable was recelved to-day from General
&F. V. Greene, who sailed to Manila In com-
mand of the second expedition, Intimating
that he. Intends to return to the United
States Immediately. As the China is re-
ported as leaving Manlla to-morrow, Gen-
eral Greene may come on her.

SANTIAGO CUSTOMS DUTIES.

More Than R100,000 Has Been Collect-
ed, of Which 80,000 Remnains
fn the Treasury.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 3. —Adjutant Gen-
eral Corbin has received the following
from General Bhafter, under date of 8an-
tlago: "I have to-day turned all business
relating to customz bver to Major General
Lawton. There hag been collected, with
the exception of a amall amount in July,
$102.003, Salories of officials and all ex-
wnses Including strect cleaning, ity po-
ice, ete., have been pald to date, leaving
over $H.000 [n the treasury. The expenses
of the custom house have been cut from
$40.00% per annun to $25000, and that, In
time, can be materially reduced These
collections _are all made under the mini-

Mer-

mum tarifl, including a large reduction
in tonnnge. The economy and celerity
which has characterized the business of

the custom house was breught about in a
great measurs under the supervisian and
good management of Donalson.

IN HAVANA T0-DAY

CUBAN CAPITAL RAPIDLY BECOMING
ITSELF AGAIN.

BAY FULL OF LIFE AND BUSTLE

GOVERNOR DE CASTRO PAYS A VISIT
T0 CLARA BARTON.

Red Cross Helief Supplies to He Di-
vided Between Hanvana and Ma-
tanzas—American Soldlers
and Newspaper Men
Well Recelved.

HAVANA, Aug. 2. —The hay of Havana
again presents an unusually active aspect
It is full of life and bustle, under the in-
tense blue ekies of the tropics. On s
rippling waters ride st anchor numerous
vessels with cargoes and rations from the
United States. To-day the weather is fine
and warm, and the picture of the harbor is
helghtened by the trim aspect of the Span-
ish wurships anchored near the blackened
ruins of the Maine. Close to whal remains
of that splendid batueship Is moored the
Spanish cruiser Alfonso X111. She isat the
same buoy that she was on the night of the
explosion. The wreck itself has settled two
feet or more in the muddy bottom.

Early this morning Senor Fernandez de
Caustro, civil governor of Havana, accom-
panjed by the chief inspector of the harbor
pollee, visited the Red Cross steamer Clin-
ton, to return Milss Clarn Buarton's vislt,
remuining nearly an hour. The meeting
took place in the saloon of the steamer.
Senor de Castro, who is i young and hand-
some man, st heslde Miss Barton, fanning
her. Around them were grouped the Red
Cross nurses, the whole presenting o pie-
turesque scenc.  Miss Barton says  the
governor is & most charming man. She
thinks him endowed with splendid qual-
itles, and she acknowledges the excellence
of the measures ne has adopted to relleve
want In the clty by establishing Kitchens
which distribute over 26,000 rations dally.
“With such a man,” says Miss Barton, “al-
most anything is possihle.”

Nothing definite has been decided upon,
but prebably & part of the Red Cross re-
lief will be landed here and a part at Ma-
tanzas. After hiz wvisit to Miss Barton,
Governor «de Castro pald a visit to the
Comal, where he was entertained by Cap-
tain Niles and Major Niskern, to whom he
gave letters of introduction to Senor Mon-
tero, secretary of flnance in the Spanish
colonial cabinet, recommending that per-
mission be granted them to distribute 1,000,-
¥ rations, free of duty.

The plan is for the Comal to remain at
Havana a= a central floating. warehouse,
and to forward rellefl to the interior by
rall, pac® mules nd other means of trans-
portation.

Yesterday morning the first of the Amer-
lean soldiers landed from the Comal and
took breakfast mshore, Their appearance
excited universal curlosity, large crowds
following them from the wharf and com-
mending their quiet and gentlemanly con-
duct. The attitude of the people here of
all classes toward the American soldfers
and correspondents and toward Americans
generally, Is one of courtesy and polite-
ness,

This afterncon a detachment of fifteen
men from the Comal visited the graves of
the victime of the Maine. Cuplain Stew-
art Brice, son of the former Senator Brice,
and alde-de-camp 1o General Shafter, also
vigited the cemetery and several  lndles
placed flowers upon the tombs. All Amer-
lcans here are anxious to see a4 monument
erected ax scon as poessible to commemo-
rate the resting place of the heroes. Those
who went to the cemetery wére much
struck by the beauty and Impoging pro-
portions of the firemen's mausoleum,

Yesterduy, on the occasion of speciil re-
ligious sgerviee In conncetion with one of
the feasts by the church, a congregatlon
representing the best society of the elty
heard a discourse by Father Cristobal, well
known In the United States, wihere he lived
many years, and remembered here for his
pssistance to Chiaplain Chadwick, in admin-
fstering the last sacraments and conducting
the funeral services after the Maine ex-
plesion.

In an editorial to-day on the future of
Cuba La Lucha says: “'There ure four so-
lutions of the probiem: Independence, an-
nexation, a Spanish protectorate or an
Americin protectorate. As for an Ameri-
can protectorate, it would be the most sec-
vile and humidating furm of government
that could possibly be offered to aun en-
lightened race.™

“Hitherto protectorates have been only
imposed upon burbarous or semi-barlarous
people who have been declared incapable ol
governing themselves. A prolectorate for
Cuba, which for the last thirty years has
reached a standard of culture equal to that
reached by any civillzed country in Eu-
rope or America, would practically declure
her so far inferior, morally, mentally and
soclally, to her constantly cherished hopes
and ambitions that annexation or a4 con-
tinuance of self-rule under Spanish guard-
fanship, akin to us In ruce and senument,
would be Indefinitely preferable.”

Havana to-day Is without meat, owing to
a wrangle over the [ree entry of cattle,
Benor Montero, the scorétary of filnance, has
objected to a removal of the duty, on the
piea that the public will not be benefi-
ciiiries, but gnly the speculators and butch-
ers.

Beeing the scurcity of meat,
and the need of immediate relief, Senor
DeCastro hag  recomminded to General
Blanco the removal of the present duty of
¥ per head, In order Lo discharge at onpce
the cattle steamers now In port and o
furnish the clty with a4 supply.

According to this correspondent, Lieu-
tenant Johnson is returning North because
relleved of his commuand by General Maxi-
mo Gomexz. It appears that, after the cap-
ture of Jibara. the Insurgent flag was
hoisted over the forts. Lisutenant John-
aon promptiy pulled it down and, not hav-
ing an American flag to hoist in its place,
he hoisted his coal, from which fluttered
a ribbon of the American nationnl colors.

The incident gave rise (o considerable

feeling, which culminated in a falling out
and in Lieutenant Johnson being relleved
of hi=s command.

YELLOW FEVER DISAPPEARING.

The Most Favorable Reports Recelved
From Places Where the Dis-
erne Exintn,
WASHINGTON, Aug. 2—Gratifying re-
ports hiave been received by Surgeon (Gen-
eral Wymamfrom the places where vellow
fever recently made its appearance, and
the hope of that officlal Is tnat it will he
stamped out without difficulty. State
Health Officer Porter, of Florlda, wires that
there I8 no excitement ut Key West. where
the fever was reported among the ma-
rines. and no one is preparing to leave the
city. Buch as desire to leave will be per-
mitted to do so upon presenting certificates
of immunity or remaining in the detention
Enmp at Egemont Key for from five to ten

ays.

At Franklin, La., the cases which made
their appearnnce are getting well, and at
Galveston, where the fever s suld to have
made {ts appearande among the soldlers,
and concerning which the doctors have dis-
agreed as 1o its genulneness, the patients
are recovering.

In a letter received to-dav
a New Yorker wants to bhorrow $100,000
from Kansans 1o purchase a merchant ves-
sel to ply between Charleston, 8.

1 had
a number of Eastern bankers come lo me
and ask if it would be possible to place
large sums of money In Kansnis nds at
a per cent. They have now all the faith

STERNBERG TALKS

SCRGEON GENERAL OF THE ARMY
DEFENDS HIMSELF.

WORK OF RED CROSS SOCIETY

-
IT HAS BEEN ENCOURAGED IN EV-

ERY WAY POSSIBLE.

Dr. Sternberg Says the Red Croas
Mont Share Hesponsibility With
the Medienl Department If
Nevded Suppliea Have
Been Lacking.

WABHINGTON, Aug. 20.—The following
statement regarding the medical corps of
the army and the American Natlonal Red
Cross Scoclety was given out by Surgeon
General Bternberg to-day:

“Owing to the pressure of my official du-
tics, | have not heretofore felt justiticd
in taking the time to make an explanation
with reference to my attitude toward the
American Natlonal Red Cross Society.

“It has bheen repeatedly charged in the
newspapers that | am hostile to thls or-
ganizatlon, and have refused to accept its
aspistance in the care of our sick and
wounded soldiers and sallors, and that ns
a result of this refusal there has been un-
necessury suffering.

“These charges are without foundation,
exceptl insofar as I have objected to the
vending of female nurses with troops In the
fleld engaged In actlve operations.

“We have a Red Cross hospital corps in
the army, of enlisted men whose duty 1t
is te render first ald to the wounded upon
the flields of battle and to care for the sick
in our division field hospltals, and 1 have
betn of the opinion that female nurses
would be an incumbrance to the troopa
daring active operations: but so soon as
sertous gickness developed in our camps,
and It became necessury to treat typhokl
fever cases in our field hospitals, 1 gladly
accepted the services of trained female
rurses for the division field hospitals and
in our general hospitals we have employed
them from the first. The general testimony
from the surgeons in charge of these hos-
pitals has been that thelr services have
Leen of great value. Very many of these
tralned nurses have been obtained through
the kind assistance of the @ied Cross So-
ciety, and [ desire to express my high ap-
preciation of the valuable services render-
ed to the medical department of the army
by this organization.

“My attitude towards relief organizations
Is shown by an Indorsement dated May 35,
upon a letter addreased by Rev. Mr. Henry
C. McCook, of Phlladelphia, to the presi-
dent and referred to me for rémarks:

“May 5 15%8. Respectfully returned to
the adjutunt general of the army. The
plan proposed for the orgianization of a re-
lief association appears to be well consid-
eéred and the object in view will commend
itself to every patriotic cltizen. But It is
a question whether the president should
give special privileges to any particular or-
ganization. Other prominent Individuals in
different purts of the country may be or-
ganizing for the same purpose. One¢ such
proposition has come from Chicago. While
I approve, It appears to me that it will be
best not to give any one organization ex-
clusive privileges. In case of need assist-
ance should be accepted from any organiza-
tion prepared to give it

“This hus been my guiding principle
throughout—that relief when necded should
be promptly accepted, without reference to
the source from which it comes. The rellef
afforded by the Natlonal Red Cross at Sib-
oney was promptly accepted by the sur-
geons on the spot, but it i= evident that it
was entirely inadequate to meet the ¢mer-
gency.

“A committee of the American Nationa]
Red Cros=s Association called upon me in
my office in Washington =ome time in ad-
vance of the Ianding of owr troops in San~
tlago, making an offer of assistance. 1 re-
celved them most courteously and advised
them to use their resources in litting up o
hospital ship, telling them that a hospital
ship was now being fitted up for the use of
the medical department, but that It was
not at all improbable that an emergency
would arise which would overtax our re-
sources, and that,
hospital ship, properly equipped, having on
board & corps of doctors and nurses, would
be a most valuable auxiliary.

“Furthermore, the American National
Red Cross Assoclation has had full author-
ity to =end agents and supplies to all our
camps sinee June 9, 189 and if there has
been suffering for want of needed supplics
they must assume the responsibility with
the medical department of the army for
such suffering.

“The following leiter was sent by me
to every chlefl surgeon of a department or
independent army in the field on June 9,
1858:

* *The secretary of war has approved of
the following proposition made by the
American Natlonnl Red Cross Association
and the chief surgeons of army corps and
divisions willl co-operate with the author-
ized agents of this assoclation for the pur-
poses indicated:

“*"We can put any desired amount of
hospltul supplies—lce, malted milk, con-
densed milk—Into any of the volunteer
camps in a few hours. Will you be kind
enough to bring this letter to the attention
of Becretary Alger, and ask him If there
is any objection to our appointing a Red
Cross representative to report to the com-
manding officer and the chief surgeons in
every camp, confer with tnem as to thelr
immedinte needs: and, If anything of any
kind Is wanting open the Red Cross station
and send in the supplies. We can do this,
not in o few wecks or a few days. but In
a few hours, and can furnish any quantity
of any desired hixury or dellcacy for hos-
pital ume. We hereby tender our aid and
put our organization Rt the war depart-
ﬁmt;sl"_u. service for co-operation in this
e -

CANADIAN COMMISSION TELLS NOTH=-
ING OF ITS WORK.

NO TIME IS BEING WASTED

COMMISSION LABORING HARD TO AC-
COMPLISH ITS TASK.

It In Belleved That the Sealing Ques-
tion Is at Present Under Consld-
eration—The Commission
May Never Get Be-
yond This.

QUEBEC, Aug. 29.—The Americans of the
arbitration committee began their Iabors
at 9 o'clock thi=s morning and by them-
e=lves and In joint sesston have been at
¥ % all day. The joint sesslon, which be-
gEe~ 't 11 o'clock, lasted until nightfall

As usual, when the joint meeting closed
this evening, the commissioners reported
ihat they had gone through 2 day of very
Eard work, and that good progress had
been made. Senator Fuirbanks, for the
Americans, and Lord Hershell, for the
Canadians, have been selected to give oue
whatever thers may be for the press, but
80 far there has been nothing which the
ccmmission has considered wise to reveal.

Whenever Lord Hershell Is asked by the
newspaper representatives for a crumb of
news he pralses the good nature and friend-
Iy attitude of the Americans, and whenever
Eenator Fairbanks is pressed for informa-
tion he praises the friendliness and hos-
pltility of the Canadians,

But never one word escapes from elther
as to what takes place behind the clos=d
doors. The secretaries and experts who
are connected with the commission are
equally close-mouthed.

One positive statement was made. how-
éver, by Lord Hershell to-night. He said
that it had been decided that. after the
recess, the conference would continua at
Quebec. There has been soma talk about
transferring the conference to Washing-
ton or Ottawa, but his lordship said the
work would go on here.

One thing is cerfain, so far as the com-
mittee Is concerned: They are doing some-
thing. When the joint commission meets,
they meet continuously from 11 o’clock till
late in the afternoon. and have their lunch
served to them in the parliament bullding.
During all the sessions secretaries and
messengers are kept on the jump for hooks
and papers concerning the subject under
discussion. It is known that books and
documents relating to the Bering sea seal-
ing question have been much in evidence
in the joint meeting to-day, and it is In-
ferred that this important question has
been taken up.

Some of the Canadian authorities believe
that the commissioners will never get be-
yond the sealing question. They argue
that last winter when Sir Wilfrid Laurier
and Bir Louis Davies went to Washington
to have a settlement of that question they
failed, and that conditions have not chang-
ed since then. It Is asserted here that Sir
Wilfrid Laurier, at that time, would not
enter Into any settlement of the Bering
sea matter unless the authorities at Wash-
ington were willing to take up and settle
all other disputes; that the men at Wash-
Ington were unwilling to do so: and the
Canadians maintain_ that the attitulle of
both Americans and Canadians s uon-
changed.

Lord Hershell was asked to-night If the
committee would he able to Indicate what
progress had beer made or what the prob-
ability was of final settlemint of the ques-
tion hefore the recesm  He replied that
probably nothing would be given out to the
public until the work was completed. It
is probable, however, thnt during the In-
terim between September 2 and 2, both del-
egations will confer with their governments
and be able to do something, or declars
that they can do nothing, very soon after
the joint body reconvenes.
