"We are
saying nothing but thinking a good deal,"
gajs Manning, and the members of the
team are sawing wood and playing ball.
President Manning has only words of en-

thusiastic praise for the uphill work of
his men during the late trip and In view
of their successes on foreign grounds and In
the face of big difficulties he Is very hope-
ful for the future when they play at homo.

It can hardly lie claimed that either the
Brewers or the Indians, playing away from
home, will make as good a record as the
Blues on the home grounds, and aa the
Mannlngltes ore now but a single point
below tho leaders It will be recognized thatthey have a great advantage over the
others.

The Brewers started their trip disastrous-
ly by dropping a game to Detroit.

The only team of the Western division
which the Blues need fear at all is Com-Iske-

CANADIANS BEATEN

DirrEitnvriAi. hate refused the
CA VDIA. pacific.

The Interstate Commerce Commission
Mukcs a .Vllvi-- d Decision, hut

Stands! b) American Iluuds
in a General Way.

WASHINGTON, Sept. I.-- Thc Interstate
commerce commission by a decision
in the matter of the er rate dis-
turbances of the Canadian Pacific railroad,
involving the propriety of diltertntlal pas-
senger rates between Eastern points and
the Pacific ccabt, held that the Canadian
Pacific is not entitled to the differential
contended for. The ea--- e is one of the most
important that has been before the com-
mission for a long time, the American
railroad lines and the Canadian Pacific
having been engaged six months or more
in a war over paenger tariff between the
East and the West.

The decision tavs: "The commission holds
that the claim made in behalf of the
American roadb that no Canadian road Is
entitled to a differential under any Amer-
ican line on any American business Is
probably untenable, even from the stand-
point of American roads, at some Canadian
roads, notably the Grand Trunk, work in
close connection with American lines and
the public interest in the reduced rates
caused by competition is not to be ig-

nored."
The commission, however, states that It

has no power to allow or disallow the dif-
ferential in dispute but would consider It
extremely fortunate It conclusions reached
should be made the basis of an early ad-
justment. The commission. In conclusion,
sajs: "It must be distinctly understood
that we do not recommend the settlement
or this controversy bv making any agree-
ment. Involving arbitration or otherwise,
which is In violation or the anti-tru- law,
as Interpreted by the United States su-
preme court. Such features of the past or
future history of this controversy as may.
In our judgment, render appropriate any
statement or recomncndatlon to congress,
will be presented In our annual report to
that body. So 'ar as our official action can
affect the matter, we conclude that we
ought not at present to rescind the sus-
pension orders heretotore made: but It
the dlfilculty should be adjusted In ac-
cordance with the views above expressed
it may become our daty to revoke the per-
mission granted by those orders."

The passenger tariff war involved In this
dispute also applies between St. Paul and
other localities and points on the Pacific
coa-st- , which arose from the refusal of
American lines to longer continue allowing
the Canadian Pacific a differential basis
under which fans from the East to the
Pacific coast points by that route were less
than those by the American lines by I7."0
on first class and $3 on second-clas- s busi-
ness. Very large reductions in rates have
been made during tho contert. The Cana-
dian Pacific reduced the first class fare
from Boston to Seattle first from $71 43 o
S40. and then, on March 10 last, to $25.
This was after the commission had sus-
pended the long and short haul clause to
enable the American") to meet the rates
made by the Canadian Pacific. This order
was to expire on June 30, but on June 22,
the suspension wbr extended bv the com-
mission until January 1, 1899, and about the
time this was done the present Inquiry was
instituted.

Investigation was nrnde In Chicago onAugust 1, 1S9S and the decision now-- ren-
dered Is based upon the facts then dis-
closed.

FIVE D0LLARSJ0 ST. LOUIS.

The Chlcnco Itnle War Also Brings a
Reduction of Price Between

Kansas City and St. Lonls.
Growing out of the $7.73 passenger rate

between Kansas City and Chicago comes
a reduction of the one way rate between
Kansas City and St. Louis to $3, the teg-
ular rate being $7.50. This cut was first
made by the Missouri Pacific, which notl-fir- d

the Western Passenger Association
that It would maintain such a rate as long
as the rate between Kansas City and Chi-
cago remained at $7.7"i. It does this to pre-
vent diverting too much travel awaj from
the St. Louis gatewav to the East. Therate will, of course, be met by all theroads, between Kansas City and St. Louis.

The protection of a road's gateway seems
almost imperative, as experience has prov-
en to the passenger men. Let a low rate
be given to one gateway and the regular
fare charged to anothfr and the first gate-
way will not only get the business while
the low rate Is In effect, but It will con-
tinue so to do for a long time after rates
are restored. People are creatures of habit
and If they get In the habit of going East
or West through Chicago on account of
low rates or for any other reason they will
keep up the habit long after the cause
which induced It has been withdrawn. St.
Louis roads found this out. to their sorrow,
luring the world's fair. For a long time
St. Louis was denied the same rates as
Chicago and the great fair attracted the
people by that route anwa. After the
fair was over the St. Louis roads found
that East and West travel continued to go
through Chicago Instead of St. Louis and
it was more than a vear after the close of
the fair before the passenger business
through St. Louis came up to what had
ben its norma condition before the fair.
It was this consideration fully as much
as the loss which would occur while the
low Omaha rates were In v hlch caused
the Alton to announce that It would meet
for Kansas City any rate made from Chi-
cago to Omaha. The same reason Influ-
enced the Missouri Pacific In making Its
stand for a lower rate between Kansas
City and St. Louls

Unless we can secure
the membership of all the lines east of the
Missouri river It Is unlikely that we can
Induce all the lines beyond It to join, and
they would perhaps be justified In demand-
ing a separate organization."

The One-W- ay Cnt Prlc Tickets rrom
Kansas City Art- - Only nn East

Bound fJnslncsN.
For the preent the cut rates between

Kansas City and Chicago and Kansas City
and St. Loui- - will be only on eastbound
business At least that seems the tenor
of the notices Chairman Caldwell has re-
ceived from the d.fferent roads Interested.
While round trip tickets from Chicago to
Kansas City will be sold at the same price
as from Chicago To Omaha, $14 30. tho rate
of $7.73 for one way will be only on tick-
ets from Kansas City to Chicago. The ex-
planation given for this is that the low one
fare rale is made only for the purpose or
preventing the ticket brokers from getting
all the business bj handling the return
portions of the round trip tickets. As the
round trip tickets are to be all sold In
Chicago, the return coupons will all be
eastbound. and the roads think by putting
In a low eastbound one fare ticket they can
reduce the harvest of the scalpers.

THEY AREJU.L IN IT.

AH the Roods bat the Great Western
Have Issued Notice to Slake the

$7.7. Rate to Chicago.
Official circulars received at the local

passenger offices of the Alton. Santa Fe
and Burlington announce that those roads
will meet the reduction In the Kansas City-Chica-

rate,, made by the Rock Island.
As yet the local agents of the Maple Leaf
have received n- - notice of a cut. but they
promise that their road will join tbe pro

cession and ecII Chicago tickets for $7.75,
the rate to be charged by the other lines.

The rate war, which the Rock Island
started by first announcing the cut, shows
no sign of soon ending.
