DEARTH ON EXAMINATI0NS.

Minnesota Commissioner Gives His
Views State Institutions Shonld

Be nigctdly Controlled.
Commenting upon the examinations of In-

surance companies. Commissioner Dearth,
of Minnesota, says: "I don't want to have
the Impression go out, as it might from the
published extract of my annual report, that
I proposed to have triennial examinations
of all the companies doing business In Min-

nesota. My recommendation has to do only
with the Minnesota companies.

"It would be preposterous for this state to
Inspect such companies as the New York
Life and the Mutual Reserve Fund and the
Equitable every two or three years. The
certificate of the New York department and
tho evident standing of the big companies
Is ample. It Is only when a joint examina-
tion Is proposed that we need have any-
thing to do with one of those big compan-
ies.

"But I do maintain that the companies
doing business in this state under charters
from this state ought to be examined by
this offlco frequently. There are seventy-fiv- e

or eighty companies, not including tho
township mutuals. There Is usually no
need of looking after those. They do busi-
ness among a few neighbors, they have al-
most no expenses, they keep no funds to
speak of, and In most .cases there is no
more occasion for inspection than there
would be for examining a church collection.

"The rest, life, Are and casualty, per-
haps the casualty companies especially,
come under my recommendation. They
have all degrees of responsibility, they
have contracts outstanding to pay enor-
mous amounts, and the state ought to be In
a position to protect the policy holders at
least to the extent that It should see that
the companies actually had at all times thethat Is the consideration In theackground for all these contracts."
