NO POLICY HAS BEEN FINALLY DE-CID-

UPON AS YET.

President Orlgrinnllr Favored Hold-

ing Only n Coallnff Station, lint
His Vlcnn May Hnte Clinnjicd

Tito Element in tlie
Cnlilnct.

"WASHINGTON. Sept. 13. After a session
lasting nearly two and a half hours, the.
cabinet took a recess until SSO o'clock this
afternoon. The situation at Manila was
discussed at some length, but the principal
business of the meeting was the discussion
of the Jettcr of Instructions to be given to
the commission which will meet in Paris
to formulate a treaty of peace w 1th Spain.
Several of the members of the cabinet who
were taking their vacations were recalled
by the president to attend meeting.
The letter of instructions will not be made
public but It is understood that it Is com-

prehensive in character, and, in addition
to making plain the general policy of the
government on all Important points. It cov-

ers all the details that can now be fore-

seen and provided. for. It Is assumed, how-

ever, that many questions are likely to
arise during the deliberations of the joint
commission, upon which the American

, members will require specific cable instruc-
tions from the president. Secretary Day
has not yet sent his resignation to the pres-

ident, but no doubt he will do so in a day
or two.

The cabinet at Its second session con-

tinued the discussion of the Instructions to
be Ktven to the American .members of the
peace commission. Although the document
is practically agreed upon as a whole, the
matter will be left open until the meeting
here of ther members of the commission,
two days hence, when a final revision will
be made. It Is the president's wish, as ex-

pressed to the cabinet members, that noth-
ing concerning the Instructions be made
public Indeed, so thoroughly did this

obtain among the members of
the cabinet that Secretary Day authorized
the-- statement that! so far from making

,'p"u'bU"Cj'"any'thing of he nature of the in- -

Blruct!ons to begiven .the peace commis-Bloner- s,

the president and the cabinet had
decided positively to do all-i- n their power
to prevent any publicity In the matter.

Secretary, Long reached "Washington to-

day, having ryn dowri'from his New Eng-
land summer, home to meet the president's
wish .that there should be a full attendance
at the cabinet meeting. It Is the secretary's
expectation, unless something unforeseen
occurs, to rerorn almost Immediately to his
family. The purpose of the president In
calling for a full attendance at the cabinet
meeting- - was to submit to tho members the
Instructions which will be given to the
Arr.erican peace commissioners. The time
Is very limited in which to charge the com-
missioners, for. as the members will
from New York on Saturday on the Cam-
pania, they must leave Washington Friday,
.eo.tbat only two days are available to close

P their business in Washington.
It Is believed that the president has notfinally and definitely concluded upon a lineof policy respecting the Philippines, wheth-er they shall be retained or relinquished.

He was strongly disposed at the time ofthe signature of the protocol to acquirenothing more than a coaling station, or
perhaps a naval station at most. In thePhilippines. From the many Inquiries hehas made of public men, and from the no-
tice he has taken of the attitude assumed
toward this question by the press of thecountry. It Is Inferred that he Is still open
to conviction as to the best line of policv
to be pursued, and It is probable that hisprincipal purpose In calling the cabinet
meeting to-d- was to gather from the
members their personal opinions, whichare supposed to be freshly acquired from
contact with the people where they have
been, as in the case of Secretary Long and
others, paying visits to their native states.

One clement in the cabinet Is disposed
to postpone the final decision on the future
of the Philippines, arguing that the mat-
ter might be safely left to the discretion
of the peace commissioners, and pointing
out that Important developments changing
the whole aspect of the question, could
fairly be expected before the Joint commis-
sion had taken up the subject for consid-
eration.

The officials at the navy and army de-
partments profess to feel more confidence
than they have heretofore experienced re-
garding the present situation In the Philip-
pine islands. In spite of all the disquieting
reports that have come of late from news-
paper Hources Indicating the existence of
critically strained relations between the in-
surgents and the American forces of occu-
pation, it Is a fact that for three days
past no word came to either state, navy or
war department from Manila until y.

That was a message from Admiral Dewey
asking authority from the departmental of-
ficers to purchase some fresh beef which
would afford him a supply for three months.
The admiral made no mention of any dis-
turbance. One reason for the confidence
felt by the war department officials in a
peaceable solution of the difficulties is their
knowledge of the peculiar fitness of Gener-
al Otis, the American military commander,
for the discharge of Just such duties, dip-
lomatic as well as military, as now con-
front him.

Not much Importance Is attached here to
the Spanish report of the destruction by
Spanish gunboats of the Insurgent fleet
which attempted to make a landing on the
Vlsayas lElands.

sion of hostilities agreed upon between the
United States and Spain, at least In cases
like that In the vicinity of Manila, where
by the action of the United States forces,
tho residents have been deprived of the
protection of the Spanish military and na-
val forces. It is stated authoritatively that
General Otis has been given plenary pow-
ers to deal with this matter, although, as
already stated. It is hoped and expected
that he will be able to prevent an abso-
lutely hostile clash.

PEACE PROTOCOL ADOPTED.

Spanish Chamber Votes for It, 151 to
IS Farther Uproar In the

Senate.
MADRID, Sept. 12. The chamber of

deputies y adopted the peace protocol
by a vote of 131 to 4S. The senate had al-
ready adopted It. so that it is now of full
force and effect.

There was another uproarious session of
the senate Count Almenas, refer-
ring to his statement yesterday giving the
names of the generals he recently said
ought to have their sashes tied around
their necks Instead of around their waists,
naming Weyler, Blanco and Primo de Ri-
vera, after wnich he also included Admiral
Cervera In the category, said General
Linares was Incompetent and ought to be
arraigned. Thereupon General Weyler
and others loudly protested against these
charges and General Weyler called on
Ccunt Almcnas to name those generals
who were accused of falling to do their
duty, and he added if the accusations were
true and the culprits could not be legally
punished, the generals would take the
matter In their own hands and inflictproper punishment.

A great tumult ensued, the senators
standing, shouting and threatening each
other. The president of the senate vainly
strove to restore order and broke his bell
in attempting to do so.

When the debate was resumed Senor
Gonzales attacked the arm-- . He said it
had been worsted first by the insurgents
and then by the Americans.

Continuing, the speaker "asked what had
become of the 200.000 men sent to Cuba. He
blamed General Weyler and the late pie-mic- r,

Senor Canovas del Castillo, asserting
that the latter was omnipotent while In
power and might have done what he
pleased.

The premier. Senor Sagasta, replying,
said that neither Senor Canovas del Cas-
tillo nor himself had ruled long enough to
change the character of the race, which
was the true cause, he claimed, of the dis-
aster to Spain.

"We are," the premier said, "an nmal-gam- lc

country. We were attacked when
acting as honest men would. We defended
ourselves. I have lost my prestige, but It
is because I believe the path I am follow-
ing Is the bestr"

General Weyler then made a speech of
great violence, which provoked such an out-
burst that the premier had to intervene and
called upon the general to explain his
policy. General Weyler replied that he had
not threatened the government Institutions,
,but only those who had attacked the army.

The minister for war. General Correa,
said the government alone was respon-
sible.

The Duke of Tetuan. the former minister
for foreign affairs, defended Senor Canovas
del Castillo, whereupon Senor Gonzales
made another attack upon the deceased
premier, declaring the latter had foreseen
the loss of Cuba- - and had planned with
Srnor Sagasta to Flgn the surrender.

The loss of Cuba. Senor Gonzales contin-
ued, was a Just punishment for those who
failed to profit by the doctrine that the
colonies should not be governed by oppres-
sion. The senate then adjourned.

Th Republicans. Carlists and bolting
Conservatives of the chamler of deputies
have Issued a manifesto giving their rea-
sons for opposing the government. Its pub-
lication has been prohibited.

Senor Sagasta, in an Interview y.

said no claims advanced by the United
States after the peace protocol was signed
or the cortes bureau met to elect peace
commissioners should be entertained.

AUSTRIANS ARE FURIOUS.

Violent Antl-Itall- nn Demonstration
Kesnlt From Assassination

of the Empress.
LONDON. Sept. 13. Special dispatches

from Vienna say the entire Austrian-Hungaria- n

empire Is infuriated against the Ital-
ians as a result of the assassination of the
Empress Elizabeth, and that violent anti-Itali-

demonstrations have taken place
at Trieste, where the Italians and natives
have been fighting In the streets with
sticks and stones, sometimes using revol-
vers. Six deaths are reported to have oc-
curred there, and the troops were called
out to suppress the disturbances.

At Gratz an Italian peddler has beenlynched, and at Vienna fully 1,500 Italiansemployed on the municipal works have
been summarily dismissed in order to avertn popular revolt. The Italian embassy atVienna Is guarded by a strong body of In-
fantry.

Emperor "William "Will Attend.
VIENNA, Sept. 13. Emperor William has

notified the German embassy here that he
will attend the funeral of the late empress
of Austria.

GENERAL LINARES' APPEAL.

Meannse Sent to Captain Annan, Ask-
ing; Permission to Surrender

Santiago.
HAVANA, Sept. 13. The following Is a

literal translation of a cable message sent
by General Linares, on July 12, to Captain
Aunon. the Spanish minister of war, urging
the surrender of Santiago de Cuba. As it
was sent by way of Havana, It is safe to
assume that it had the indorsement of Gen-
eral Blanco:
"To the General-in-Chie- f; to the Minister

of War.
"Although prostrated In bed by excessive

weakness and sharp pains. I am preoccu-
pied to such an extent by the terrible con-
dition of these troops that I
consider it my duty to address your ex-
cellency, tho minister of war, in order to
exposo tho true condition of affairs.

"The enemy's position Is very strong and
his outposts are very close to the limits
of this city. The natural formation of
the surrounding country gives our besiegerd
real advantages. Our lines extend fourteen
kilometres. Our troops are attenuatedand the proportion of sick considerable;but they aro not allowed to go to the

, owing to the necessity of ourKeeping them In the trenches. Our horEeshave no grain or forage. Under a veritabledeluge, we remained lor twenty hours at astretch in the trenches and Breastworks,
soaked to the marrow, with no earthlyshelter or protection possible for the un-
fortunate soldiers, who eat nothing butrice and cannot even change or dry theirclothes.

"The great losses among our officerseither dead, wounded, sick or disappeareddeprive our men of the necessary direc-
tion and command at critical moments.
Under such conditions it would be impos-
sible to attempt to break through theenemy's ranks, as one-thir- d of our menare too feeble to walk and would have tobe left behind, while the rest would be deci-
mated and routed by the superior force ofthe enemy. The result of such an attempt
would be a wholesale slaughter and a na-
tional disaster, which would utterlv fail In
the object desired by your excellency, which
Is the salvation of these eleven thinned and
Impoverished battalions.

"In order to attempt a sorte under tho
protection of the Holguln division, it is,
in the first place, necessary for those forces
to break through the enemy's ranks and
reinforce ours before we Could move. On
the other hand, the Holguln forces would
have ahead of them eight days' forced
march and would have to bring a great
quantity of commlssory supplies and
rations, which It would be impossible for
them to do. Altogether, the gravity of the
situation Is appalling. The surrender of
the town is Inevitable; a prolonged resist-
ance would simply mean a protraction of
our death agony.

"The sacrifice would be sterile and fruit-
less. The enemy appreciates our position
perfectly and, with our lines circumvented
and walled In as securely as they are, he
is able to drain and wipe out our forces
without exposing his own. as he did yester-
day, cannonading us with vertical fire,
while we could not see nor make out his
batteries. Moreover, his navy has ourrange down to so fine a point that his ships
can bombard the town by sections with
mathematical precision.

"Santiago de Cuba Is not Gerona. whichwas defended inch by inch to the last dropor blood by women and children, by the old
and by the feeble, all moved by the sacredspirit of independence and animated andencouraged by the prize of relief whichthey did actually receive.

"Here solitude alone remains.
"The total population, native as well asSpanish, has left the city. Not only haveprivate individuals abandoned it, but pub-

lic officials and government employes as
well. The clergy alone remain within our
walls, and they, too, are preparing to flee

with their prelate at their head.
"Our troops are not starting y,

fresh and vigorous, full of energy and en-
thusiasm on a campaign: they are men
who have struggled for three long years
against climatic perils, fatigue, hardships,
disease and hunger, and who y, when
called to face these trying and critical con-
ditions, are wasted away body and
soul, with no earthly means or
possibility of relief. They are fight-
ing without spirit or nerve. They
have no sacred fire, no Ideal to defend, for
the very property they are called upon to
defend and protect has been abandoned be-
fore their eyes by Its veritable owners,
many of whom are allied to the American
forces, strengthening those ranks against
ourselves.

"The honors of arms and of war have
limits; and I appeal to the judgment of thogovernment and of the whole nation as to
whether these troops have not given re-
peated Illustrations of courage, valor and
devotion, and whether they are to be fur-
ther sacrificed for a lost cause.

"If, for reasons of which I am Ignorant,
their sacrifices demand It. or if some per-
son Is required who will assume tho respon-
sibility for tho Inglorious end already pre-
dicted In my former dispatches, I offer my-
self totally on the altar of my country to
assume command on the responsibility In
either case; and I will, if necessary, be
alone answerable for the surrender of this
place, and my modest reputation Is of
small value compared with the national
welfare. "LINARES."

NO MORE TO BEMUSTERED OUT

It la Poaltlvely Announced That the
Army Will Not Be Farther

Reduced.
WASHINGTON, Sept.

pressure Is still being brought to bear on
the war department to have more troops
mustered out of the service. Efforts in this
direction, however, are of no avail. It is
announced to-d- with much emphasis that
there will be no more troops mustered out.
The situation does not admit of any further
reduction In the army, and efforts are be-
ing made to put those volunteers who are
retained In the service as near as possible
to the footing of the regulars In the matter
of drill and discipline. An effort is being
made to eradicate the amateurish Idea of
independence among the troops, and to
bring them down to the strictest discipline.
The purpose at the outset, when the muster
out began, was to muster out 100,000 vol-
unteers. A little over M.OOO have already
been mustered out, and it Is announced
positively that there will be no more mus-
tered out, no matter what influence is
brought to bear.

The retention of the volunteers now In tho
service and the efforts to Improve the
morale of the army has In view the Phil-
ippine situation more than that of Cuba
or Porto Rico, though there is a great deal
of vagueness as to the danger apprehended
there.

WANTS A NEW LOCATION.

Postmnater Barnca, of Kanana City,
Kna., In Washington Ursine;

Chances In Poatofllce.
WASHINGTON, Sept. Post-

master Barnes, of Kansas City, Kas., is
working to effect a number of changes in
his office. He desires to change its location
to a more eligible site across the street from
tho present one, to the south corner. He
says he can secure the large new brick
building at that point for the same amount
of rent that is paid for the building Hi
present occupied by the government, while
the building he has in view is more desir-
able In every way. Inspectors have recom-
mended the change, but the lease on the
present building has still a year to run.
Under the government reservation, permit-
ting the canceling of a lease in ninety days'
notice, however, this difficulty can be over-
come and the matter is now under advise-
ment. As It has been recommended by
Postmaster Barnes, tho department will
very likely take the desired action. Mr.
Barnes also wants a new sub-stati- lo-

cated in the suburbs, and has asked that
this shall be ordered and that the necessary
force of carriers be authorized. He has
also requisitioned the department for an-

other clerk for the main office. All of
which is under consideration at the di-

vision on salaries and allowances.

OMAHA CURRENCY CONVENTION BE-

GAN YESTEriDAY.

J. STERLING MORTON PRESIDES

FIATISTS CAN'T KEEP STILL UNTIL

THEIR TURN COMES.

Addresses by Horace "White, II. P.
Robinson, Loula Elirluli, Govern-

or Show nnd Gcnernl War-
ner Shave n Gold Mon-

ometallism

OMAHA, NEB., Sept. 13. One of the most
distinguished gatherings of financial stu-

dents and authorities that ever assembled
opened a three days' session at the Ne-

braska building on the exposition grounds
this morning. Scarcely a well known name
on either sldo of the great currency prob-
lem" which has been so long before the
American people but is represented on the
programme for a set paper or a part in the
running debate. J. Sterling Morton is pre-

siding y.

Shortly after 10 o'clock, Mr. Morton
called the convention to order, and,. with-
out any unusual formality, beyond a s

of explanation and welcome, deliv-
ered an address upholding tho gold stand-
ard, and then read Mr. Edward Atkinson's
paper.

There was no debate on Mr. Atkinson's
paper, and Editor Horace White, of the
New York Evening Post, opened the con-
ference proper with a paper on "The His-
tory of the Gold Standard."

H. F. Bartine, of the National Bimetal-lis- t,

of Washington, D. C, replied to Mr.
White, beginning with a support of tho
legal tender theory of money in general.
He denied that either Mr. Atkinson or Mr.
White had made any affirmative showing
in behalf of the gold standard. In fact, he
denied that any affirmative showing could
be made for It. The same law that made
25.8 grains of gold a dollar could have made
a dollar of half that amount, and, under
the law making this a standard dollar, if
there were only one ounce of gold in the
world, it would not be worth more than

.C7. The gold standard, wherever It ex-
isted, was a creature of law and nothing
else. Gold had no particular intrinsic value.
Its value as a jnoney metal was altogether
extrinsic, depending upon Its relation to
other things, and Its exchange value was
altogether dependent upon the law of sup-
ply and demand. The difference between
the supporters of Bryan and those of

in the last campaign was only a
difference of method. One element believed
In the free coinage of silver independently,
and the other In waiting for an Interna-
tional concurrence. i

He made the statement that, in the last
election, practically 13,500.000 voters had
gone on record for the free coinage of sil-
ver at sometime, only 131.000 voting un-
equivocally for the perpetuation of the
gold standard. He quoted Jeveons to dem-
onstrate that tho general establishment of
the gold standard throughout the world
would operate disastrously to business.
Speaking for an hour he went Into all the
arguments In support of sliver as a money
metal with gold at sixteen to
one.

The afternoon session developed Into an
almost mouth to mouth contest between thegold and silver sides, with the middle-of-the-ro-

editors of the Reform Press As-
sociation strongly in evidence for their fa-
vorite theory of an irredeemable paper
currency. The flatists are the most impa-
tient to be heard and can hardly wait until
Thursday, which is their day, for the ad-
vocacy of paper money, and their inter-
ruptions were fast and numerous.

The first speaker was H. P. Robinson,
of Chicago, editor of, the Railway Age. He
answered a number of Mr. Bartlne's points
of argument, and contended strongly for
the necessity'for maintaining the national
honor by paying off the obligations of the
country in as good money as they were
contracted in.

His real subject, though, was "The In-
terest of Railway Men In the Gold Stand-
ard." and he predicted that the 730.000 rail

This is the third
time that Mr. Porter has been a candidate
for the nomination. Acording to the state-
ments of the managers of his rivals In thecampaign he will not be In the running, and
George Lounsbury, the other candidate,
will be nominated on the first ballot by an
overwhelming majority. It is asserted that
Senator Lounsbury is assured of the votes
of 365 of the delegates, as the conven-
tion will have but 504 votes, the nomination
of the head of the ticket will be quickly dis-
posed of. The Porter men pooh-poo- h these
statements, and confidently state that when
the ballots are counted there will be some
surprises, as there are a large number of
unlnstructed delegates who are a doubtful
quantity.

Tho picturesque feature of the campaign
Is the vigor with which Mr. Porter has at-
tacked the men who manage the affairs of
the party, alleging bosslsm. ring rule and
lobby control, and his promises to do away
wlth these elements should he become gov-
ernor. Altogether the campaign will be one
of more than ordinary "hustling" for an off
year. .

Last of the Great Chlckamauea Army

GUATEMALA ELECTION.

Of 310,500 Votes Cast for President
Manuel Cabrera Received

All hut S04.
WASHINGTON. Sept. 13. Minister Hun-

ter telegraphs the state department from
Guatemala, under date of yesterday, as
follows: The election for president oC

Guatemala held during the first seven days
during September resulted in the election
of the present incumbent. Manuel Estrada
Cabrera, by the largest majority ever
given a presidential candidate in this re-
public Two candidates are voted for,
Cabrera and Castillo, both Liberals. Threo
hundred and sixteen thousand five hundred
votes were cast. Of this unprecedentedly
large number, Cabrera received 315,936 and
Castillo 564. Peace, good order and an

exercise of the election fran-
chise marked the entire election. The na-
tional assembly meets on the ISth Inst.,
to declare the result and the Inauguration
takes place on the 22nd. The new president
is 41 years or age. a statesman ot oroaa
comprehensive views possessed of rare
ability and attainments and was for many
years minister of justice in the cabinet
or nis preaecessor. tie assumed tne execu-
tive functions of the government on the
Sth of April, last, as the constitutional
successor of Barrios, who was assassinat-
ed, and enjoys the distinction of being the
first president taken from civil life since
Don Marina Calles In 1S59. All since then
have been military chiefs. Cabrera's elec-
tion means peace and prosperity to the
country and an able, honest and stable
government."

This appears to settle the report of riot
and bloodshed in Guatemala by an incom-
ing steamer, as Minister Hunter brings
events up to yesterday.

PIPE FACE CHARACTERISTICS.

Markedly Visible Effects Shown la
Lips and Teeth of Old

Smokers.

The constant habit ot smoking pipes has
a perceptible effect upon the face. The
pressure of the lips to bold the pipe in posi-
tion increases their curvature round the
stem, and the muscles became more rigid
here than In other parts.

In the case of old men who have smoked
a nlDe for years the effect upon the lies is
very marked, not only altering the form of
tne lips out oi one enure siue oi me lace,
causing the wrinkles that are the effect of
age to deepen, and, instead of following
the natural course of facial wrinkles, to
change their course so as to radiate from
tho part of the mouth where the pipe Is
habitually carried.

Furthermore, one or both lips often pro-
trude, Just like the lips of people who have
sucked their thumbs when children. The
effects of pipe smoking upon the teeth aro
considerable. At the point where the smok-
er usually holds the stem between his teeth
the latter become much worn.

Among the Intelligent dogs that I have
known, says Henri de Parvllle in the Jour-
nal des Debats, there Is not one excelling
Norah, the setter Gordon bitch belonging
to M Barbat. Norah loves flowers, and
culls them for her master. In the Chas-
seur Pratique M. Barbat relates:

WILL SEND A MAN

UNITED STATES APPROVES CZAR'S
PEACE SCHE3IE.

NO SELECTION MADE AS YET

WILL CUT LITTLE FIGURE "WITH

THE UNITED STATES.

This Government Not Likely to Be
Called Upon to Reduce Its Arm-

ament or to Curtail Any
Programme for the

Future.

WASHINGTON, Sept. Mc-
Klnley has not yet named a representative
of the United States to attend the con-
ference projected by the czar for the pur-
pose of securing a general disarmament of
tho great powers of the world. In the
answer returned by him. however, to the
invitation extended by the Russian min-

ister of foreign affairs, which was trans-
mitted by Ambassador Hitchcock, the pres-
ident expressed his concurrence in the senti-
ments set forth in the Russian note and
promise, if the conference is held, to have
the United States represented by some per-

son.
As yet it is not possible to make a selec-

tion, for it remains for the Russian gov-

ernment to say whether or not it regards
the responses made by the governments In-

vited to participate as sufficient to warrant
the holding of the conference.

It is not believed at the state department
that the sending of such a delegate would
commit the United States government to
any certain line of policy beyond that spe-
cifically set forth in the call, namely, to
engage to limit armament to certain pro-
portions. In that case our government
would not even "be called upon to mako
any change in its establishment, for It U
believed that, with the extra troops called
forward by the war and still retained In tha
military service, the quota that would be
permitted the United States would be far
In excess of the requirements, supposing it
is fixed in proportion to the least number ot
soldiers that any ot the great European
military powers would insist upon retain-
ing as absolutely essential for purely police
service.

IN THE H0USEJJF COMMONS.

Hoir Members Win Their Seats In the
Lower British House by First

Attending; Prayers.
From the Nineteenth Centcry.

The scramble for seats In the house of
commons is regulated by certain rules. A
member present at prayers has a right to
the place be then occupies until the ris-
ing nf the house. Each evening stands
absolutely Independent and by iuelf; and
therefore the title to a seat secured by at-
tendance at prayers lapses at the termina-
tion of the sitting.

On the table in a little box is a supply
of small white cards with the words "atprayers" In large old English letters. Ob-
taining one of these cards and writing his
name on It under the words "at prayers."
tho member slips it Into a receptable In
the bench at the back of the seat, and
thus secures the place for the night
against all comers. He may Immediately
leave the house and remain away as long
as ho pleases. The place may be occupied
by another member in the meantime, but
whenever the master of the seat the gen-
tleman whose autograph is written on the
card in the little brass slit returns to the
chamber the temporary occupant of the
seat must give place to him.

Thus does piety in" the house of com-
mons meet immediately with tho substan-
tial reward of a seat in which to listen in,
comfort to debate. The consequence
is that at times ot great excitement in the
bouse there Is a most edifying display of
devotion on the part of the members; but
in the dull seasons the attendance at
prayers Is deplorably lax. And as the occu-
pants of the front benches have their seats
secured to them by custom a custom which,
now possesses all the force of law they
never lend the eclat of their superior pres-
ence to the dally devotions of the house.
Old and respected unofficial members of
the house who are In the habit of using
certain seats are by courtesy also allowed
to occupy theso places without dispute or
question.
