CLAIMS AN ACCIDENT

PECULIAR DEFENSE OUTLINED BY
CHARLES HAMILTON.

He Is Released on Bund Siened by
RelatlveH III Lawyer Talk

3Iurhnl Chile and Ills
Dcpntles Censured.

Charles Hamilton, the Buckner farmer
who Is charged with shooting MaVy Charle-to- n

and John Martin while the young
people were leturning from an entertain-
ment at Buckner. was jesterday released
on 3,000 bond In Justice Neely's court, in
Sibley. Relatives of his are his sureties.
After giving bond Hamilton went to Inde-
pendence to consult with his attorney,
James Callahan.

Hamilton is small of stature. He wore a
slouch hat. his pants were tucked In his
boots and he seemed to try to avoid those
with whom he was acquainted in Inde-
pendence. Hamilton refused to go into the
causes of the shooting.

"All I have to say about the matter at
this time," said he, "is that it was the
result of an accident. I have nothing in
the world against the young girl and noth-
ing against young Martin. Miss Charle-ton- 's

folks were my warmest friends. It
was simply an accident, and that is all
I have to say until I tell my side of the
case In the criminal court."

Hamilton talked in a jerky, excited man-
ner, as if he were laboring under excite-
ment. "1 will say another thing, however,
and that is I have been at home the great-
er portion of the time since the shootinc
occurred."

Hamilton appeared to be ill at ease, es-
pecially when lie walked along the streetsof Independence. He seemed fearful thatsome one would attack him. Shortly afterHamilton's arrival In Independence severalBuckner neonle drevr. inti thA ritr- - Knm.
of them formed the posse which made asearch for Hamilton when It was foundthat the marshal and his deputies weredliutory In doing their duty.

"Excitement in Buckner over the shoot-ing. ' one of them said, "has died downsince it became apparent that Mary Char-leto- n
would recover. Indignation, however,

is rife among the people over the way thecase has been handled by the officers ofthe law. Two deputy marshals arrived in
Buckner Sunday. They went to the depot
and did some telegraphing to MarshalChiles, and then went to the residence ofLouise and Emma Cooksey, from where
Hamilton claimed his horse was stolen,
and then they lit out for Independence.
Marshal Chiles came down Tuesday, stayed
over night and returned to Kansas Clty
uii me luuowing morning, 'mat Is theextent of the hunt for Hamilton, so far ascounty officials were concerned.

"There has been no time since Hamil-
ton did the shooting that ho could not have
been located by the officers of the law. hadthey been so disposed. The attitude of the
officials in the matter Is severely criticisedby the people of Buckner. Had the princi-
pal in the tragedy not been a man of in-
fluence our neck of the woods would have
been alive with deputies and

Hamilton's attorney is not averse to talk-
ing about the case. He said yesterday that
Hamilton's claim that the shooting was
caused by an unfortunate accident, was
perfectly tenable. "It Is," said the lawjer,
"perfectly plausible that a man could be
mistaken on a dark night. Charlie Hamil-
ton was told that someone had taken his
horse while at the Cooksey residence. He
started out and was given the direction
In which the horse and buggy were seen
by "those who saw the horse driven off. I
am merely talking for myself." added the
attorney; "not for my client. After this
cross road was reached Hamilton undoubt-
edly took the wrong road. His horee and
buggy were driven east and he took the
road west, coming up with the young peo-
ple.

"The back blind was down and he could
not see. of course, the night being very
dark. He evidently called on them to stop
and the young fellow in the buggy became
alarmed and lashed his horse into a run.
Hamilton undoubtedly believed that his
horse was being driven off and shot to
save his property. I know very little about
the case, as yet. but the Idea that Hamilton
and Martin were at outs over the enmity
between McFarland and Hamilton is, to my
mind, absurd."

The attorney blandly stated that he was
not giving out any statements as to what
his client might say on the witness stand,
but was evidently placing the plausible side
of a mysterious shooting affair for the
benefit of a public, which has been at a loss
to know why a young couple, unarmed,
should be shot down at midnight on a lone-
ly road the instant Hamilton was rec-
ognized.
