Joseph Sunday night was a Rater haul.

The men. It has been determined, were in
io way connected with the crime but are

eald to be wanted by the authorities of
Iowa for a bank robbery at Hastings and
possibly for a similar operation at Quincy.
They are also suspected of being the
authors of a recent bank robbery at South
Omaha, and It Is claimed that Ryan is
a member of the gang who recently en-

gaged in the wholesale robbing of Northern
Pacific freight cars in the Puget Sound
country.

The energies of the detectives have been
stimulated by the rewards offered for the
capture and conviction of the outlaws.
Through Governor Stephens the state of
Missouri has offered a reward of $300, which
with tho $2 posted by the Kansas City
"World, makes the total S0. The police
lommlssioners have announced they will
appropriate J500 at session of
the board for the same purpose and, unless
tho captures are made in a reasonably-shor- t

space of time at is expected that
the Missouri Pacific Railway Company
and the Pacific Express Company will
.also offer rewards in heavy sums.

Police Were Disappointed.
Disappointment was as keen at police

headquarters yesterday when the news was
received as the rejoicing was exuberant
Sunday night when worn came that three
men, believed to bo members of the gang
that held up, dynamited and robbed the
Missouri Pacific train near Leeds Friday
sight, were in custody at St. Joseph.

The suspects answer the descriptions of
the men wanted in Iowa and for several
days past Kansas City detectives have been
on the lookout for them. The crime for
which they are wanted is the looting of the
Botna Valley State bank at Hastings, la.,
on the night of September 21. The thieves
in an expert manner dynamited the safe
and secured a portion of its contents. The
dynamite charge was a heavy one, and the
result of the explosion was a blaze which
charred the currency and blackened the
elher colrm. Four men, who had been
loitering about Hastings for several das,
were suspected of being the authors of the
robbery and descriptions of them were
mailed to the police authorities in every
clty in this section of the country. The

x fact that the currency and coins were
mutilated was also detailed.

Yesterday morning Inspector Halpin, Su-
perintendent Moort, of the Pacific Express
Company, and three Missouri Pacific de-
tects es proceeded to St. Joseph on an early
train and aided the police in placing themen on the inquisition rack. A few ques-
tion" and answers demonstrated to the In-
spector that he was "barking up the wrong
tree," and he notified his chief that the
tnen were innocent of the train robbery.

Chief Hayes pursued the even tenor of his
police way throughout the day. Detectiv es.
city as well as Missouri Pacific, consulted
with him at Intervals during the morning,
and at noon Tom Furlong, chief of the
Missouri Pacific detective system, and Del
Harbough, whose work fn the Collins mur-
der case at Topeka made him famous,
called, and were closeted with him for an
hour.

As usual, tho chief was
when questioned.

"There Is nothing new to report," he
said, "and may not be for some time."

"Have you a tangible clue to work on?"
"Nothing new Just now; It may requl-- e

two or three dajs' more work before I can
tell you, anything definite.

HOW CRIME IS ENCOURAGED.

Lax AdmlntHtratlon of the Lavr and
Compromises With Criminals Re-

sponsible for Violations.
There ought to be no politics in train

robbery, but there Is. Every man in Jack-
son county who is not blinded by partisan
rancor knows that the lax administration
of criminal laws in this county is directly
responsible for the numerous train rob-

beries which have disgraced the history of
Jack"on county during the past few years.

There are Democrats and Democrats.
Time was when Democratic prosecutors
made magnificent fights against lawless-
ness of all kinds and train robbing in par-
ticular. Time was when Democratic judges
in this county were fearless and above re-

proach. Time was when Democratic mar-
shals In Jackson county had their skirts
clear of all suspicion of befriending the
violators of the law. Time was, in fine.
In Jackson county, when Democratic off-

icials charged with the enforcement of
the law to the best of their abil-

ity without fear or favor. And that was
the time when Jackson county justice had
not become a byword and a sneer. That
was the time when criminals were pun-
ished without regard to their antecedents
or their politics. That was the time when
there were no ballotbox stutters to be pro-
tected by court officials w ho profited by the
crimes of their tools. That was the time
when politics was made uecondary to the
observance of their official oaths by the
officers of the law--.

When men can shoot down defenseless
victims In cold blood and go scot free
through jury plugging; when some friend-
less negro gets five years for stealing a
w cent aiarm ciock ana a man witn ncn
connections gets two years for stealing
thou-an- ds of dollars; when Democratic
leaders by a crook of their finger decide
who shall be convicted and who acquitted;
when arch criminals aro openly protected
by the officers of the law, what wonder Is
it that train robbery flourishes and that
there has grown up in the public mind
a well defined suspicion that there is a
financial bond between officials and thieves?

lolled about the streets and manifested noteven a symptom of interest in the matter.
He evidently considered it a deep-seate- d
wrong that he should be asked to go Into
the Crackerneck district in search of des-
perate men, even if company was offered
him.

In consequence of Gentry's inaction, no
oihclals news of Kennedy's whereaboutsFriday night was obtained. Independence
was the nearest point from which the K

homo could be reached, and had Gen-
try done his duty, nobody-- knows whatmight have developed from the trip As itv. as, when ho leisurely made the journey
the following morning he found the "quail
hunter" in the midst of his family and a
seemingly Invulnerable alibi.

There may possibly have been method In
Gentry's madness. The name and person

n Kennedy are not unfamiliar to him,
as when Kennedy paid him a debt at one
time tho source of the bill with which It
was paid came into question in court. Gent-
ry- was summoned as a witness at that
time, and his mind proved as inactive at
that time as his body did Friday night.

Gentry draws $100 a month salary from
tho county, has never before been detailed
to do any Important work, and has served
but few papers.

A MIDNIGHT BLAZE.

Welcome Manufacturing Company
looses $2,o00 Fire Subdued by

Trompt Action.
The Welcome Manufacturing Company,

I ,,.,,,,. of confectioners and bakers
supplies, at 326 and ZS West Sixth street.
was damaged about J2.500 by a fire that wa3
discovered about 11.30 last night and burn-
ed for half an hour. The firm occupies
the four-stor- y double brick house at that
number except one room on the grou.iJ
floor. Tho fire was discovered by S. S
Nichols, a liveryman, and was burning so
fiercely that Chief Hale turned in a sec-
ond alarm when he arrived.

The fire was of unknown origin. It start-
ed about midway of the third floor and
burned over most of the floor and followed
the elevator and stairway to the fourth
floor and did some damage there. The
house was filled with dense smoko and re-

tarded the work ot the firemen. They
opened the skylights and knocked out the
windows and went into the building and
fought the flames at close quarters.

The chief damage to the building was on
the third floor the fourth being but slight-
ly burned. The stock on the third floor
was badly- - damaged from lire and water
and the stock on the fourth was also left
in very bad shape. The heavy stock was
on tho nrit and second floors and the in-

surance patrol men got that pretty well
covered and saved thousands of dollars to
the firm. '

The Welcome Manufacturing Company is
managed bv Henry Pfeiffer, who lives' in
Westport. He had not reached the fire last
evening, although word was started to him
whn the fire was first discovered. He
is said to have the usual amount of In-

surance for his stock. The building Is
owned by a man named Knox.

The lower room at 328 Is occupied by B.
Hoizmark, a wholesale liquor dealer. His
stock was wet but damaged little, if any.

Slowly, gradually, surely, are the prepara-
tions for the big jollifications of Carnival
week being perfected, and not an hour goes
by without the announcement of the readi-
ness of some attraction which will add its
quota to the magnificence which will reign
next week. The planning has long since
given way to execution, the talk of what
will be to that of what Is, and the embryo
exhibits of weeks ago are now accom-
plished and magnificent facts.

All those connected with the celebration
have put shoulders to the wheels and
pushed together and with vim, and as a re-

sult the progress has been so great that
there Is little more to be done. The im-

mense amount of work to be done, and it
was immense, has been accomplished, and
well, and everyone Is elated over the splen-
did condition of affairs.

Routes have finally and definitely been
decided upon for the several parades, and
all possible- - contingencies have been pro-
vided for.

Route of (he Carnival I'urnde.
At a meeting of the Karnival Krewe di-

rectory last night MIIo E. Law ranee was
selected grand marshal of the parade and
the following parade route was chosen:

This division will not have a float, but
will be nono the less an interesting part
of the exhibits of all nations. The costumes
for all the divisions will arrive next Fri-
day.

Wotan. god of battles, will lead the Ger-
man diviion In the Karnlvul Krewe pa-
rade. In full panoply of helm and harness,
for the German division Is to be a mil-
itary spectacle that will represent the war-
riors of ancient Germany. The costumes
and uniforms have been selected by ex-
pert", who will be in Kansas City, and
who will superintend tne arminar of tho
battalion in order that god and warrior
may- - appear dressed as they dressed cen-
turies ago. It will be one of the most pic
turesque leaiures oi me enure parade.

There will be a marked departure thisyear in th character of the Karnival

make them a component part of the di-
vision in which they appear. The Irish
division will be distinctly Irish In its char-
acter, and will be doubly Interesting from
the fact that It will represent ancient Ire-
land with the characters correctly cos-
tumed.

in the temples of Jerusalem 4.000 years ago.
They are the orthodox Jews, as distin-
guished from the reformed Jews, who wor-
shiped at the synagogue.
